OW may I receive the Lord as my Healer and
H my Helper 1n physical need? 1 suppose each
of us, who has been through the expenence,
would be disposed to lock back a litile upon the way-
marks, the stepping-stones along the way which we
have passed, and to guide others somewhat by our
own failures and victorres [ dare say none of us
came nfo 1t i quite the same way. and 1 am qute
sure that nonc of us came into it without some
failures, some false steps, some stumblings and re-
storations, and perhaps we have been helped most
of all through these

THERE must be first a comvction of need, then
au apprehension of the truth, then a personal con-

tact That 1s very finely expressed here by the word
“commit *' It 15 a step that settles something
Counfidence follows, ‘' Trust alse m Hmm ™ Then

comes the realisation of t, the actual working out
of 1t 1n our hves, ‘' He worketh., And He shall
bring forth thy righteousness as the light, and thy
judgment as the noonday.”

If you are sceking the way to the Lord for heal-
ing, be very clear about the teaching of God’s Word
upon the subjecr, be thoroughly grounded n  the
Huly Scriptures, and settled and satisfied that this
is taught, not by the traditons of men or the peculiar
experiences of some favoured children of God, out
that st is m the charter of the kingdom , 1t is m the
Statute book which the Lord has given to us all
That does not mean that it 15 there for same, there
for the people thar can take it, but 1t means that
it 18 there for you and 1t is there for me, 1t s there
Mithout respect of persors, it 15 there as part of the
bill of fare, 5t 15 not there as a special promise to
specinl fasth, but there' as God's will for His suffer-
ing cluldren, a part of Chnst’s redemption and .
Part of our common hertage to be clawmed by simple
fmth i the Lord Jesus, cven as we clammed our
falvation

WHEN you sec your nght te :t, it 15 not hard o

unquestionably God’s purpose and part of Christ’s
redeeming work  But vou only got that from the
study of His Word  The knowledge of a few Scrip-
ture texts, a little fragment here and therc that you
grasp as a drowning man would a.rope, wil not meet
the temptations and tests that come You need o
b thoronghly orounded 1n God's Word

I have had people come to me many tmes and
say, ““ Now I know ! am gomg to be healed, for 1
had such a beautiful dream ! and the Lord seemed
to stand by me and say He was gomg to do this
for me ™ 1 have never known of any such person
being healed  That 15 not deep enough It 1s not
the Word of God It "might be helpful as a step-
ping-stone o get on to the Word, but it will shp
from under you 1 have had others say, ' I hnow
15 coming because 1 have had such encowraging
letters from my friends who are praying for me "
Thar 1s not enough 1t has to be God's Word o2
you, and you graspmg i, putbing jyour whole weight
npon at and saying, God wannot bie, God cannot fad
to do that which He sent His own Son to revend
and pledged His own Word and honour to carry
out.

IN the next place, be thorough and clcar about your
own persondl rightness with God  If there 1s a pos-
stble shp anywhere, if the ach erary can get the pont
of his spear 1n under the scales of your armour, you
will surely be overthrowa and defeated  You must
have on the breast-plate of rnightness, absclute
rightness, so that you can meet him and say ** Wha
shall lay anything to the charge of God’s etect? ft
15 God that justifieth  Whe 15 he that condemncth?
It 15 Christ that died > ** If our heart condemn g,
God is greater than cur heart, and knoweth all things
If our heart condemin us not, then have we confi-
dence toward God  And whatsocver we ask, we re-
cerve of Him, becaunse we keep His commandments,
and do those things that are pleasing w His sight ™

And then the wuse that Satan makes of your
ships 15 to knock you down with them He uses
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them as a club.
not be so serious as the terrible use he makes

slips

of them. I wrote a letter this week to a lady
who had eight years ago slipped in her Christian
Iife and been in despair ever smce. I said: * You
have sinned a thousand times more every day a
doubting God than you did when you committed that
s ’’

You do not claim the blessing on the ground of
your rightness But if there is the shghtest doubt
ahout your nightness, it destroys your confidence, it
comes as a black cloud between you and the Lord.
and the devil says- ‘ How do you know you can
ask that? You are not right” Perhaps God 13
dealing with you for thus very thing, and perhaps
that is the trouble; you are having his discipline, and
so you are helpless; you are absolutely disarmed

The question now is, How are you to get nght
with God? You can get nothing except by faith
Your own rightness won't stand a thrust of the
devil’s spear. You must clothe yourself in the nght-
cousness of Jesus Christ, and then you can say:
“ Who shall lay anythmg to the charge of God's
elect? *  Here is a promise- * If thou wilt diligent-
ly hearken to the voice of the Lord thy God, and
wilt do that which is right in His sght, and
wilt give ear to His commandments, and keep all
H:s statutes, I will put none of these discases upon
thee, which I have brought upon the Egyptians: for
I am the Lord that healeth thee ”” Put between you
and the enemy the breast-plate of Chnist’s righteous-
ness  Claim Hmm to be your sanctification. Take
Him 1n to be your life and cease from yourself Turn
from the bad and the good and put on the Lord
Jesus; claim Him who was made unto us rightness
(for that 1s what righteousness means). Take 1t
simply as a matter of faith, and you can say ‘‘Lord
you cannot refuse me now, and the devil cannnt
question me now. I can meet all the conditions
through Jesus Christ.”” Your faith can then sweep
up and surmount everytlung It 1s so necessary that
you should cease from all self-condemnation. =~ Self-
condemnation is fatal. It crushes you ¢ Well,”
you say, ‘ are we not to let the Light in? ' Yes,
bur the moment you let i1t in, let the blood in, too
Ask God to search you, Then rise up in Christ’s
perfect righteousness, accepted in the Beloved, and
say : “ Now I am all fair; there 1s no spot in me,

for I am covered with Christ's own perfect righteous-
ness **

NOW, is this merely a put-on thing; something
taken for granted? and does 1t m any way affect
our actual personal spiritual Lfe? Of course 1t does
You can’t put on Christ’s righteousness if you are
living 1n any known sin. You will feel in your hea-t
that you are a hypocrite. Your highest delight will
be to walk wn His will and in all things to pleave
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Him. And if there is a doubt you will give Hiun
the benefit of 1t. If there is anything you are not
clear about, you will just drop it until you arc sure
Take no chances, and walk with unclouded hght, ac-
cording to all that God shews you It 1s not hard
but dehghtful to do that. ** My yoke 1s easy, and
My burden 1s lLight.”

That 15 why we place the Lord’s healing subsequent
to the Lord’s sanctifying grace [ bhelieve God can
heal aud does heal people who have a very shablow
and rudimentary experience; who have not got very
far along 1n the way, but I do not believe they ke
thewr healing unless they come and remamn i (lose
touch with the Lord. More than all, 1t 1s necessary
to come personally 1n touch with Jesus Christ| t,
know the Lord; to have the Holy Ghost, to b
awakened ro spiritual realisaton. There 13 a world
of spiritual realities just as real as the world of sen-
sible realities; there is a sense of sight ms.de just
as true as the sense of sight outside, there is a
spiritual eye that sees God just as well as a human
eye which sees each other; there is a spiritual ear
that catches His voice, not through an audible
sound, but through a revelation within, there 1
a sprrtual touch that i1s sensitive to Divine mpres-
sions and knows somehow, just as your cheel
knows the breath of spring and the warmth of
the suashine, the Lord’s presence drawing nigh
Spiritual sensibility ; spiritual organism, a Life that 15
not earthly, but, heavenly and divine, and the organs
of which God puts in us herc, the sight, the hearing
the touch, the taste and the smell. Jesus Christ
meets all these things in us and becomes real to us
** Grace and rezlity came by Jesus Christ ' *‘ That
which we have heard, which we have seen with yur
eyes, which we have looked upon, and our hands
have handled, of the Word of life That which we
have seen and heard declare we unto you ” (I john
1 1-3)

INOW 1 order to know Divine Healing, we need to
have spirrtual Iife, to come i personal touch with
the Lord Jesus Christ 1t 1s just as true to-day as
it ever was. ‘“ As many as touched Him were mady
perfectly whole.”” When Chiist was here on carth
they touched Him in the flesh, but Christ 1s not herc
that way any more, and so He sad to Mary ““Touch
Me not, Mary  You cannot get at Him now m
that way; that was the old way. You must learn
the new touch ‘‘I ascend unto My Father and
your Ifather; and to My God and your God ** You
must have Him that other way now Sc Paul says
** Though we have known Christ after the flesh, yot
henceforth we know Him no more ™

I have no doubt Paul had seen Chrst. But he
adds - “* Therefore, if any man be in Christ, be s
a new creature; old things are passed away, behold,
all things are become new.”” Now that 1s the new
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world, the divine realisation into which we have come
and so, in order to have the Lord’s healing, we have to
approach Him and He us, and two people meet, one
all full of hfe and energy, and the other a poor,
wealk, sinking bodily frame, just as you have seen
two clouds meet,

That is the way Jesus Christ meets you and mec.
He s charged with power. We are negative; He
i» positive, we are empty and He just pours mto us
His fulness until we are just ike Him So when we
come to Him for healing, there is contact, personal
contact with a real substantial bemng. and we know
it It is not like a flash of lghtning or a great
sweeping cyclone. It is a very gentle process. It 1s
quiet, gradual, just as the ude laps the shore, flood-
ing all the barren sand, or as the morning comes
It 1s such a luxury to go to Him when physically
tired, nervously worn, sprritually weary, and just open
the heart and drink for hours: and the longer you
drink the more glad He is to fill, and pour His
very bemng into you, unt:l you are all filled and
flooded, and you don't know where your troubles
have gone. Your brain 1s clarified and your faith .s
springmg up, and the wilderness and the solitary
place blossoming hke the rose

PEerHAPS you don’t know how te take Him, but
take Him the best you can, and He wiil teach you.
The thing that‘we have to recognise is that there 1s
a personal Christ, In Him there is ife ‘1 am come
that they might have life, and that they might have
it more abundantly.”” T have not much hope uf
teaching Divine Healing satisfactorily to anybody that
does not know the Lord Jesus very well Get ac-
quamted with Jesus Christ. Receive Him mto your
heart Learn to take Him for your spiritual need
and by the very same process you can take Him for
your physical need. It is all open to you.

These are some of the steps 1 think I must add
one thing ‘more; that 1s, after you thus commit
yourself to Him, perhaps you may have to stand
some testrng and trust through some experiences of
very imperfect physical health  Just remember that
it 15 not failure, 1t is just spiritual drsciplne that you
need  After you say you believe God for a thing,
God has got to prove it He has got to let the devil
come along and test you, and then watch and see
what you wiil do  And God 1s delighted when the
dewl attacks you and you just quertly fold your arms
and say ‘'l am committed I am trusting and God
1s faithful >’

ArTER you have thus committed yourself to God,
don’t be watching for the healing to drop down om
you from the sky, but take it by personal contact
with the Lord Jesus. Now Jesus 1s the healing. Tt
1s not **1t,”" but Him Divine healing 1s just re-
cerving Him to be your strength, your gquietness,
your antidote to pain. You have to receive Him by
an act of faith and by the hahit of corstantly draw-
ing 1n His hfe. When we begin to take the Lord
Jesus first for our physical lfe, we have to do it bv
a httle effort. We have to think of 1t and put our
mund on 1t and to will it, and te say. ** I take Thee,
Lord; I take Thee for my hfe, I take Thee for this
suffering ' You must practice the presence of God
You must practice this recerving faith, and after a
Iittle while it will be as natural as breathing [ do

on him, and for as long as he rejected jesus 1 then
began to pray aloud for guidance, and to ask God
ty deliver the man  Whilst | was prayirg, the mun
got up out of the hole and ran as for, lus hfe, how-
hing at the top of his 1owice, and calling out what T
was told was his own name By this time a con-
siderable crowd had collected, and 1 had a grani
opportunity of telung them of Jesus and His power to
save and to overcome the power of all witcheraf
‘The people seemed much impressed, and remarled

In another part of the willage I found a group
sitting round a woman who was dying.  They had
vartous kinds of charms and images placed round
her, but in spite of these, I could see that in a short
time hfe was gomg to depart from the pain-racled
body 1 spoke to her, thinging that possibly she
might hear me, o I told her aBout Jesus, she i
not speak, But they sard sbe beard me, so 1 told he-
the Gospel as simply as I could and urged her to be-
lieve on Jesus and be saved - She nodded her head
as though she had heard ihd she beheve?  Who
knows? Just then, the thought came home té me
very forubly of now terrbly dangerous 1t 1o to put
off the day of salvation until one 15 almost breatlhings
one's last breath I thought also of how many there
are 1 this dark land, who, like this poor creature,
are possibly passing out into an etermty of black-
mess and darkness wiathout Christ. Hundreds are
dying out here in Africa, daly, without even hearing
the sweet name of Jesus  How terrthie:

There are numbers of Mexicans scattered over this
district, who have no place where they can meet

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together for worship, thus we have started theswt
meetings, and are hoping to get in fouch with the.e
people and win them to the Master

These meetings are held on Sunday mornings, and
cp our way cut to tins place we call and pich up
some of the people and take them along with us,
while the brother in whose home we hold the mect-
gs goes oft 1n a dilapidated looking Ford car whuh
he owns, and brings 1in the children and somctinns
their parents as well to the meeting

The attendance at these ‘meetings has been en-
coursging and a defimite work has been started .-
pecially among the grown up children, who come
each Sunday morning At the close of this stivue,
we have to return to see to our usual Sunday Schoul,
which 1s held in the afternoons 1n our church, this
also 15 steadily growing

During the past two or three weeks a few men
hate been to the altar seelking salvation, but wo .are
still praying and believing for greater results

As stated in a previous letter, our Bible School
closed its first year at the end of last May, when
the students returned to thewr homes to work dining
the summer to ecarn enough to carry them through
school during the next school year, which commenes
on the first of October

We have just recenned news from one of the
studenis tething us how she has been used of tiod
since returming home  Apparently she has hoen
looking up her family and relations, and speaking to
them about their need of ';ahdtmn, with the :cwult
that at least scven have been saved and baptised ia
water  This sister hid not say anything to  these
pecple about the baptism of ‘the Holy  Spint, or
speaking 1n tongues, as they were Roman Catholios,
and she felt that she ought to deal gently with lhom,
but she c¢hid tell them that the Lord had somcihing
more for them and they ought to pray for s, s e
evening they got down to pray, not hnowing am-
thing '{bout speakmg n tongues, and very soon foar
of them were filled with the Hob Spieit and speak-
ing clearly in other tongues

Thus already we are beginning te see our hopes
realised i students going from our school carying
the Gospel to their own people, reaching places and
people that we never could This 1s our hope for
Mexico, that we may he able to tram workers fiom
among the Mexicans themselves to take to thor own
country and people the good news of salvation  Qur
school re-opens next October, when we expect to <t
last’s year's students returming to fimsh therr tran-
ing, and also a number of fresh students.

befure Chrstmas, 1905, I had a wonderful meeting
with God, and he cleansed my soul and my heart
once more  Hallelujah, He took me up again, and
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I will never
forget the evening when .the peace came into my

He gave me peace, wonderful peace

heart And so I got two books in Thy hands, one
was the story of Charles Finney’s life, and the othes
was a book by R. A. G. Gor¢ham about the tweo-
fold Ife—I ttunk it is called in English It was
about this that you could not only be converted and
born again, but could be baptised in the Holy Spirit
I was praying and longing for 1t, but first thought
that this 1s a blessing for Charles Finney-—he was
gieat man, and a great instrument that God used
—but 1t 15 not for me, and 1 heard about Moody
and men that God had mighuly used, and I thou ht
it was for them, but not for me. But one day 1

saw clearly that 1t was for me It s for all of us
Hallelujah !

IN 1905 and 1906, God blessed me and uwscd me,
and 1 saw a marvellous thing—a revival in the south
of Sweden, and then 1n one or two other places, and
we also had a revivall I remember so well the
people rejocing. It was remarkable to see thom
coming to the cross—10, 15, 20 in the evenings
But there was in my heart a cry after God After
a revival meeting, when smners had come to God,
I went to my room, I threw myself on the floor and
cried to God to fill this empty place nn my heart
Praise God! He came.

In the beginning of 3907, the assembly where |
was 1n the dust before God, and cried to Hum for
the Holy Spuit "He blessed me more and more
There are different experiences of the bapusm of che
Holy Ghost My experience was that God filled me
more and more, just drop by drop, until the cup
was flowing over Hallelujah! One day, [ came
from the city, where I had been round praying fo-
sick people, and when 1 came nto my room, [ knett
down at the chair It was just before the meetmy,
and when I started to pray, 1 started to speak ‘i
tongues. 1 did not know it myself, before T heard
my own voice, and my heart overflowed with joy
That evening I could not preach, I could not read,
I could not do anything 1 could only speall mn
tongues

GOD swept just at that time the whole of Swedcn
with this revival. There was a young man who
came from Los Angeles He was a workman, not
a preacher, but was baptised 1n the Holy Ghost
He came to his home m Sweden—a Iittle, poor homt
—and he started to pray He got someone to piay
with him, and there wn that place was the hrst muan
who recened the outpourmmg of the Holy Chost n
Sweden It was not through tius man, because Lu
whole country was prepared through prayer  Just as
one of vur professors, who has written aboul (-
Peatecostal Movement, said, the Pentecostal resivil
started 1n all places at one time  We heard that o
statted m the nuddle country, in the south and in
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the north, the fire was everywhere, people speaking
w tongues and praising God. At that time the bless-
ing was mostly amongst the Baptist churches. |
was a Baptist preacher then, and many of the Bap-
tist preachers were baptised in the Holy Ghost.

i believe 1 know why God started to work througn
this revival amongst the Baptists We had a man
11 Sweden about 15 years or 20 years ago, whou
preached the holy hfe and the Baptism of the Holy
Spirit. He was a Baptist, and he worked just on
this line, but he had not the experience imself
He saw 1t in the Bible and preachea it, and it pre-
pared the assemblies for this new movement, for th.s
spiritual movement which came 1n 1907 The Pente-
costal Movement touched all the churches in Sweden,
but 1t was not a free Movement yet, and the work
aas growing nsude scveral denominations

THE church [ serve has specially been an instru-
ment 1n this revival. 1 have been n this church for
17 years now—it was started i 1910 It was
founded only of Baptists, but they were baptised in
the Holy Ghost, and they stoed for this real I'ente-
costal life  They thought that they should belong to
the Baptust Denomination anyway, and they founded
a church, and I came there and took up the work,
but we preached the full Gospel, and after two days
we were excommunicated trom the denomination

In Sweden, the Bapusts were of the opmion tht
only Baptists should come to the Lord’s Supper in
the Baptist churches 1 preached and taught, and
the assembly agreed also, that other people who be-
hieve in Jesus Christ should take the Lord’s Supper
with us. But we only took this smalil step, that all
believers could come to the Lord's 'I'able, and tlus
was the reason given for our excommumcation. But
the real reason was Pentecost, and from that time
on, we became a free Movement in Sweden This
was 1 1913

IN 1915, we started in connection with our ctwrch
a small Bible School, there were 30 young people,
and we nfet around a table  God blessed us won-
derfully and saved all these young people, some ut
whom are now good missionartes and wonderful
preachers. Afterwards the Bible School grew, and
last fall our Bible School had 600 students Praise
the Lord! They are not all preachers, but most of
them are They are all workers, either preaciung the
Gospel, Sunday School teachers, elders in the churches
and so on, and we have a wonderful tiume durning the
Bible Schoo!l term Oh, T would like to get you
there, and you could see this

The last evening of the last day of the Bible School,
we closed with an invitation for friends from the
assemblies to come together. We closed the con-
vention with the Lord’s Supper, and we had over
2,000 people present We had the largest hall we
could ther get in Stockholm, seating 2,200 and they
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were sittilg two on oae chair I remember when |
came, | found my wife outside and my elders’ wives
outside, and they asked me if they could come inside,
hut I had to refuse Sc many people had come .

had fasted *‘ three whole weeks ' (Dantel x 3)

This attitude had become a babit, even befure this,
as he says ‘I sought the Lord God, applying my-
self to prayer, with entreaty and fasting mn sackcloth
and ashes ' [Dame! x 3) Tor this reason Gabriel
and other heavenly beings appeared to hun and re-
vealed matters which are of vital importance to-day,
for: they are takung place before our very eyes.

Not only the prophets, but ¢uc blessed Lord Him-
self maintained the listening attitude, for thus speaks
the Spirit of Chost in Isaiah, concerring Him —

The Lord God bhath given me the tongue of them
that are taughi—the ear of a cisciple, that I should
know how tu speak a word m season to him that 1<
weary, He wakeneth me, morning by morning, He
wakens nune car tn hear as a learner » (Isaah 1. 4)

Christian to be quet enough to hear the Voice of
God.””  Inspiration 1s always possible, but the noise
of the creature without and the clamour of our pas-

and we become deaf to the voice of the Spirit. We
