TO those who have been privileged to attend the
Revival and Healing Campaign meetings
conducted by Pastor George Jeffreys, extend-
ing over four weeks, and ending Sunday, October

2nd, they can truly be described as spiritual red-letter
days. It would by no means be presumption to say

His sound-
ly reasoned scriptural explanations were a delight to
all, and given in ‘‘ great plainness of speech.”” None
can mistake his special gift to balance scripture wita
scripture, in emphasising there is no contradiction m
the precious Word of God; and what is infinitely
more, he believes the whole of the * grand old Book.”

The holy spontaneity of the fervent ‘‘Hallelujahs®
and '‘ Amens 7' echoed through the large hafls and
corridors, vibrating as they did in hearts aglow with
His love. He was ‘' In the midst*’ hallowing the
proceedings by the fragrance of His name, througn
the sacred honour accorded to His precious shed
blood. Joy unspeakable and full of glory, was th=
temper of the hour, and many a heart that was too
full for words, breathed a fervent hosanna in accept-
ing Him as the newly found Saviour and Lord.

Pastor George Jeffreys particularly emphasises
first things first, viz. : the salvation of the individuil
soul before the healing of the body, or the prosperity
of any community, Sickness, being a product of the
fall, is by grace, provided for in the Atonement:
hence, according to James v. 14, hundreds called for
his ministry of anointing, with prayer, and as a result,
marvellous cases of Divine healing were recorded.

The packed Coliseum meetings were also memorable
for their spiritual fervour; and Portsmouth, the
greatest Naval Port in the world, has cause to re-
juice, that about nine hundred souls have passed out
of darkness into light in this blessed visitation «f
Almighty God, in answer to the prayers and ministry
of His sent servants, and the prayers of His faithful
and grateful children.

The scenes that occurred are almost indescribabl-
Signs and wonders are, without a shadow of doubt,
taking place wm our land to-day. Miracles just as
wonderful as when our Lord walked the earth are be.
ing seen in our mudst Nether should we be sur-
prised—for it 1s the same Lord that touches and the
same Lord that heals

Critics criticise—the wildest and the unkindest
things are said. But we are not angry, we are sorry
We are not the losers, they are the losers The pul-
pit and the pew that stand afar off may critictse, bur
the needy hungry crowds that come near—they >
not They know—they sce—they fecl

The Sunday afternoon gathering in the GuUILDHALL
was packed with a mixed multitude Many knew that
God was in our mudst. Others doubted, others
denied. But when the testimonies commenced, all
were moved to silence, then to tears, applause,
laughter, hallelujahs—all combined.

HUNDREDS testified to healing. Two at least
had been whecled to the meetings a few days before.
One for fifteen years and the other for twenty years
had been carnaged about-—helpless, but lo! they
walked before us—healed The useless leg of the one
had faded to a skeleton Not only was she instantly
healed, but her flesh returned as fresh and full as the
other A lttle gurhe of about three years of age
had been healed of paralysis of both arms She held
them up beforc us. When Principal Jeffreys kissed
hier, we felt we would all like to do the same. An-
other had been blind in her right eye for many years.
Now she sees! Growths, dislocations, deafness,
rupture, even sugar diabetes, have all disappeared
before the touch of the Master-Healer.

No wonder the singing was filled with joy and
power No wonder the people waved therr hymn-
sheets. No wonder hundreds more sought healing
But the mrssioner made it clear that only those who
knew Chnist as Saviour had a right to experience
Christ as Hezler, No douht exceptional cases do take
place when the unsaved are healed, but in such cases
God has a special purpose—sometimes a hidden one
More than fifty saw that their first nced was the sal-
vation of the soul, and when the mvitation was given,
responded to the call to take Chrnist as Saviour

Tue afternoon meenung came w an end, but the
evening meeting soon commenced. This gathering
was held 1n the Cohiseum Theatre, holding about
two thousand people. The place was packed—stage
as well It was the last mght of a miracle-campaign
The people felt it—the russioner felt 1t.

“ God hawng provided some befter thing for us ——Hebrews xi

N modern days the gquestion is being asked as 1o
whether we have in Christiamity the final re-
ligion Then again pragmatists inquire : ** Can

we still follow Jesus? *’ It seems to be quite clear
what our Lord's attitude would be toward such
people

The same spirtt was mantfest in His days- there
were people who sought for realiy and finahty, and
it 15 charactertstic of Christ that He ever treated such
with consulerate kindness and courtesy

When our Lord observed disciples disturbed by
His teaching and discouraged by His demands as
they transferred therr allegiance elsewhere, He asked
Ihis nnmates: “F Will ye also go away?® ”’ (John v
66) It scems quite obvious that Chnist has no ob-
jection to people getting better elsewlhere, 1f they
can .

But 1t 1s the firm conviction of a real disciple that
there 1s no one superior to Christ, nor anything better
than Chrstianity. Peter voiced the smcere expres-
ston of all true Christians - ** Lord, to whom shall we
go? Thou hast the words of eternal Iife 77 (John w
67)

WHATEVER goodness therc may have been in
other religions, there was much evil contained there-
m. Judaism was surely the highest and best of all
the ancient world religions since it was divine in
ongin, spiritual in 1ts purpose, and ethical mn ats
effiect  This wrniter wroute chiefly for people who loved
Judaism, and it 15 his aim to prove that Judaism
was ncormplete and nsufficient  All that was best
and final 1n Judaism, has been incorporated in Christ-
lamity

Since Christ, the world has had several messiahs,
and many gospels, but the world in all its sin and
sorrow has no betwter friend than the Calvary Chrnist.

Christ did not preach what is somctimes called o
* Social Gospel,” but, as Dr Stanley Jones says -
*“ He greatly felt the pressing necessily of the physical
needs of the people around Him, but He did not
merely speak on therr behalf-—He fed five thousand
peuple with five loaves and two fishes ™’

And to tlus may be added that the Master en-
joined the multitudes* ¢ Labour not for the meat
winch perisheth, but for that meat which endureth
unto everlasting hfe " (John w1 27) Christian
Science seeks to cure the 1lls of mind and body
by ignonng the claims of conscience.  Dr Grey
said of this cult that there 1s notlung Christian about
1it, neither 1s it science.

*—Hebrews 1. 4.
40,

(CHRIST cured and still cures the moral malaclies
of mankind, and after having said, ** Son, thy wns
are forgiven thee,”” He commands, ‘“ Take up thy
bed and walk ** (Mark 1. 9-11} *‘ His touch has st
its ancient power.’”’ After having witnessed some
cases of Divine healing a certain journalist had for
his headimes —" Is Jesus Christ the same yesterday,
to-day and forever?>—The critics say, * No’, but the
cripples healed say, ¢ Yes!'? The latest Messiuh
comes from India, and 1t 15 most interesting to rc.d
what a distinguished American missionary  sawd of
him -—*‘ I had a long interview with him, and found
him of average intcligence, of a rather lovable dis-
positton, of mediocre spiritual antuition, and heard
him swear 1n good round Englsh! and came aw.y
feeling that if he 1s all we as a race have to look tn
in order to get us out of the muddle we are 1n, then
God pity us't"”

Thus 1t 1s that the message of the Epistle to the
Hebrews 1s most timely and applicable for to-day

absolute sufliciency of Christianity’s Christ

I Tue Permanent VALUES OF CHRISTIANITY

CHRIST assened the supremacy of the spiritual @
all times One of the central statements of Chrisi-
1anity, and mos<t certamnly one of the most starthnzy
statements of Chnst was ¢ Seek ye first the King-
dom of God and His righteousness, and all these
things shall be added unto you ”’ {Matt vt 33)

Now the science of the 19th Century was most
matertalistic in 1ts outlook: the reign of law and tiw
theory of evolution demchshed the idea of the super-
natural breakirg in upor human historv. But Christ
taught the superiority of the spiritual. God could,
and did answer prayer. Even nature itself co-operatel
with Christ when there was some great spiritual pur-
pose to be accomplished  Nature may be reluctant t
serve sinful man, but she is submissive and obedient
ty the sinless Chrnst The disciples marvelled that
the w.nds and waves obeyed Him, and wondered (bt
the untamed foal of an ass should carry Him anto
Jerusalem.

It 15 a commouplace saying now that the spimitual
view of the umiverse is in the Ascendency  Biologisis
are convinced that materialism cannot expluon  the
origin or the naturc of Life, Physiaists bave reduced
matter to 1ts lowest possible entity, and they say that
it has to be expressed in terms of energy, which
seems to be spirttual in its pature,
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Psychologists
human brain, but what mind 1s has not been proved

searched and analysed the
Representative thinkers like Lodge, Beryson, and
James, are among those who hold the spiritual view
of the umverse.

Christianity’s teach:ng, then, of the supremacy of
the spinitual, 1s of permanent value Christiamty
contends that this is a moral universe.

Job voiced the moral problem as to how a man could
be just with God (Job 1x 2; xxv. 4). The Patriarch
proved also the problem of pain and suffering. Juda-
sm at 1ts best could declare ‘* Blessed 15 the man
unto whom the Lord imputeth not imquity . . . Blessed
1> he whose transgression 1s forgiven, whose sin 1s
covered ' (Psalm xxxn 1, 2) Can sin and suffer-
ing to be reconciled with a moral universe?

ONE of the greatest thinkers of antiquity declared
that God surely must be able to forgive sin, but He
could not see how.

Christianity replies to the philosopher that God s
just and the Justifier of all who eater into a nghe
refationship with the Redeemer (Rom w1 26)

Chnst has taken the sin of the world upon Him-
self, and suffered, the just for the unjust, that He
might bring us to God (I. Peter i1 18)

The sacnifices of Judaism could atone for the sins
of a year, the blood of bulls and of goats could cover
the transgression of a brief period But of the sac-
rifices, of Judaism this writer declares ‘‘For the law
having a shadow of the good things to come, . , .
can™never with those sacnfices which are offered year
by “year continually, make the comers thereunto pe-

fect, for then would they not have ceased to he
oftered? " (Heb x. 1-4).

THE choicest souls under the old economy ex-
pressedd a profound dissatisfaction with the sin-offer-
ings of the old covenant ** Sacrifice and offering
Thou wouldest not, but a body hast Thou prepared
Me, in burnt offerings and sacnfices for s hast
Thou no pleasure '’ (Heb x 5-9) But the sacrifice
for sin offered by Christ 1s consistent with a moral
untverse, and 1s satisfactory to the highest moral
sense of the choicest characters ever since.

‘““ By one offering He hath perfected for ever them
that are sanctified ” (Heb x 10) The Apostle Paul
1s surely representative of the highest spiritual per-
ception and also of the keenest moral sensibility. He
knew the finest philosophies and all the things of
value 1n Ethnic religions; he appreciated to the full
all that was best in Judaism Romans vu is surely
the record of the Apostle’s realisation of its inade-
quacres. But after commg to Christ, he could face
the holiness of God and the moral government of the
antverse, and conlidently say ¢ There 1s therefore
now no condemnation to them who are mm Christ
Jesus ”’ (Rom wvmi. 1). * Therefore being justified

by faith we have peace with God through our Lord

R. L Stevenson once declared lus belief ‘“ in the
ultimate decency of things’ . this is significant in
view of the fact that he was a life-long sufferer. [t
was his immitable way of affirming his belief 1n o
moral universe. The great Apostle of the Gentiles
surcly experienced almost unprecedented and un-
paralleled vicissitudes, yet he declares. “ We know
that all things worls together for good to them that
tove God ¥ (Rom v 28 This is the Chrstian
view of a moral universe, that amidst all the pro-
blems and perplexities, God i Christ 1s working our
a gredat spirituzl purpose.

The worth of human personality has been re-valued
since the Incarnation Man has recerved a new est-
mate of his possibilities since Christ received publicans
and sminners and transfoimed them into samts and
apostles

The worth of a human soul has to be judged
the hght of the fact that Calvary s God’s estima.e
that lost souls are of infinite value, and He paid .
infingte price to redeem them

[I  Tuac ParamouNt VIRTUES OF CHRISTIANITY

FE\V people deny that there was virtue before Christ
came The Greeks made virtue commendable and 1
most desirable acqusitton  but Christ changed the
content of the world’s conception of virtue Courage,
fortitude, and wisdom, were the highest virtues
kknown before Christ

Athens and Sinai represented the highest moral
summits before the Mount of Beatitudes and Golgotha
were revealed

The philosopher said . *‘ Blessed are the wise, for
they shall attain to the highest knowledge ”; but
Christ said  *‘ Blessed are the pure in heart, for they
shall see God."’

Mr Worldly Wiseman held *‘ Blessed are thes
mighty, for they shall possess all things *’, but Chrst
said  “* Blessed are the meek, for they shall inherit
the earth.””

The philanthropsst took st for granted ‘¢ Blessel
are the powerful, for they shall be considered the
benefactors of the race *’: but Christ said  “¢ Blessed
are the peacemakers, for they shall be called the
children of God "’

The politrcians respect the assertive, for they attam
to the sway of the nations; but Chnst taught,

Blessed are the poor in spirit, for thetrs 1s the king-
dom of heaven.”

MEEKNESS, not might, has the Chnstian em-
phasis  Self-sacrifice, not self-assertiveness 1s the
sign of the Christ-like Spirit. Compassion, not con-
straint, 1s characteristic of the Christian method,
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Christranity’s greatest symbols are significant, for
they are just pictorial figures of the essence of our
faith, It was not the sword nor the sceptre that was
chosen by Chnst to represent the symbol of Hus
sovereignity, but a wooden Cross *'If I be lifted
wp . . . I will draw ali men '’ (John x1. 32).

It was not the majesty and strength of the lion that
best represented the Spirit of Christ, but the meek-
ness and spotlessness of the lamb.

‘When disciples disputed as to whom belonged the
pre-eminence, He took not a potentate nor a philoso-
pher as an example, but a Little chuld ‘' At the same
time came the disciples unto Jesus, saying * Who s
the greatest in the kingdom of heaven? ’ And Jesus
called a little child unto Him, and set hyn in the
midst of them . . and said *‘ Whosoever shall
humble himself as this Littde child, the same 1s greatest
m the kingdom of heaven.,’’’ (Matt xviu 1-4).

J. 5 Mill wrote that a man’s life could not be better
lived than so as to win the approval of Jesus Renan
reckoned that Christ was the divinest symbol of our
race Neither of these great thinkers was a professed
Christian, but they resufied to the paramount virtues
of Christianity.

Professor Cohen in his book on Church History
writes of the difference between Mohammedamsm and
Christiantty thus —*“ Above all, Mohammedarism as
compared with Christianity, failed to supply the
world with an ideal Life Not the wferority, im-
measurable though 1t be, of Koran to Bible as a
moral and religious directory, has been fatal 1o
Mohammedan spiritual attainment and elevation; but
the fact that nerther n Mohammed himself, nor in
any of his followers, could Islam exhibit to men &
perfect pattern Christianity presents to mankind,
not only a holy Book of Divine origin, free from such
blemishes as disfigure the Koran, but a living, ncar-
nate Word of God, whose perfect life becomes,
through the operation of the Divine Spirt amud re-
current Christian degeneracy, an eaduring principle
of regeneration.”

Thus Christiamity has in the Sermon on the Mount,
and elsewhere in the New Testament, the highect
spiritual, ethical, and moral teaching That moral
and spirtual ideal has been exemplified 1n the Iife of
Christ  Furthermore, it 1s the Pattern to which the
Spint of God conforms all true Christtans

III. Tue PRrE-EMINENT VIcTORIES oOF CHRISTIANITY

THAT Christ was a Victor, and not a victim, was
not easy to see on the first Good Friday.

That death could be destroyed by the death of the
Divine Son of God, was an impossible paradox be-
fore the resurrection of the Redeemer. But the writor
t> the Hebrews declares this to be one of the pre-
emunent victories of Christianity—*‘ That through
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death He might destroy Him that had the power of
death *’ {Heb. i1. 14}

It s pre-emnently Christian to assert that sowv.
reignty can only be realised through suffering 1.
was Christ who paved the pathway from Gethsemanc
to Golgotha, and thence to Glory.

*“ He that ascended 1s the same also that descende.|
first ** The way back fo heaven for Him was w1,
Hades (Eph iv 9}, This writer also said ** Who
instead of the joy that was set before Him, endure:
the Cross, despising the shame, and 1s sat down at
the right hand of God >’ (Heb xu 2) ** No cross,
no crown '’ is the cry of the Christtan conqueror
“ If we sufter with Him, we shall resgn with Huim,
15 thfi proncuncement of the Apostle Paul (II Tun
o 12).

THE representative attitudes of attempting to gamn
the ascendency has some very vivid iustrations in
the New Testament. The Apostle Peter courageous'y
endeavoured to protect his Lord in Gethsemane by the
use of a sword. When 1t 1s constdered that an armed
force of formidable foes outnumbering the disciples
confronted Christ, 1t was exceedingly brave of Petes
to attempt to shield the Saviour (John xvmi 3-11)

Bur Christ commended not the spint nor the action
of the Apostle; He rather discouraged an attitude
which sought to preva.l by mere power

There 1s another picture in the Book of Acts When
When Stephen was stoned, his face shone ke that »f
an angel, and he died hike his Lord, praying for the
transgressors {Acts vu 60).

Christ’s conquests are all Jove conquests The
Christ of Calvary subdues the spirit, and men clect
1o become His bondslaves, and are constramned to
say « * O Love that will not let me go > The victozy
of Christ 1s the victory of virtue over vice, grace and
goodness over darkness and death.

IT has been said that the early Chrishans out-
thought, and outlived the philosophies and religions
contemporary with them It 15 still true that Christ-
tanity has not been out-thought, nor out-lived, further-
more, Christianity has our-tanght and out-suficred
every other religion

Christian values are stdl the highest currency
Christian virtues are the highest possible moral con-
ceptions

The Christ method of conquest 1s symbolised
supremely by a slain Lamb upon the Throne of the
universe, encircled by myriads of people redeemed,
ascribing their salvation to Him who loved them, and
who gave Himself for them.

After all these sufferings for his Master, aboutr rwo
lours before his death he said.

,'ﬁ?) evil, nor to avenge any wrong, but delights to
endure all things, mn the hope to enjoy its own in
the end : its hope 1s to outlive all wrath, and con-
tention and to weary out all exaltation and cruelty,
or whatever 15 of a nature contrary to itself Ir sees
to the end of all temptations. As 1t bears no evil
in itself, so it concelves none in thought to any other.
If it be betrayed, it bears it, for its ground and
spring is 1n the mercies and forgiveness of God—its
crown is meekness.

Their spirituality 15 smothered by an
excess of the things of this hfe Many are sick be-
cause their lives have no outlet. Their affections are
turned after their earthly possessions, and not set on
things above One of the best things a pastor can
do for his people 1s to induce them to give liberaily t.

when he brings them to recognise their obligations
to God in their financial affairs,

So important 15 this matter in the churches and in
the lives of the people, that it demands special and
extremely earnest treatment. Some of the sheep must
bs cornered and crowded before they will submit to
the process clearly taught in God’s Word, but they
must be sheared.

ATTHEW Baldwin, the founder of the great
M Baldwin Locomotive Works of Philadelphia,
was a man of prayer and claimed that the
secret of his success was his trust in God. He be-
came an earnest Christian when he was about 28 years
old and from that tume until his death he considered
that his time and his money belonged to God
‘“ He became known as one of the most generous
men in Philadelphia.

than the heart to use it well My money without a
new heart would have been a curse to me!*?*
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The Second Coming of Christ

A Threefold Testimony—the Saviour, the Angels, and the Apostles

I Tue TESIIMONY OF THE SavVIOUR.

F we have caught even a glimpse of the glocy
I awaiting the Church hereafter, we shall be better
prepared to apprehend, in the Spirit, the mean-
ing of the Saviour’s promuse—*'‘* In My Father's
house are many mans:ons {abiding places): if 1t were
not so, I would have told you. 1 go to prepare a
place for you ”’ Here the Redeemer reveals the chief
purpose of His departure to the Father’s house,
namely, to make ready a home for His Bride—** And
if 1 go and prepare a place for you, I will come
agamn, and receive you unto Myself; that where I
am, there ye may be also’ (John xiv 1-3). Thus
would His request to the Father be answered—'* That
they also, whom Thou hast given Me, be with Me
where I am; that they may behold My glory, which
Thou hast given Me ’’ (John xvui. 24}

“T will come agamn, and receive you unto Myself **
This 1s the first and only time the Lord spoke tc
His disciples of coming back from heaven to take
them to Himself. The promise to return to earth
t> reegn was not new to them, but that He should
come from heaven for the purpose of receving them
up to Himself in the glory, this they had never heard
Him even hint at before.

WHAT could the Master mean? He could not
medn that He would come to them at their death, for
this would involve many returns—a coming as oftes
as one of them died; whereas here He speaks of
only one return Nor could He mean that He would
come to them in the Spint, for that would not,
strictly speaking, be a return, inasmuch as He was
gomng away in His body. Moreover, He shortly
afterwards went on to speak of His coming in the
person of the Holy Spirit to dwell within the hearts
and rule the lives of His own.

Surely there can be but one interpretation of these
words, viz., that as truly as He, their own personal
Saviour and Lord, was gomng to leave them, so He
Himself, their same Lord, would, in His own time,
come back for the very purpose of receiving them *o
Himself and taking them to be with Him in the
Father’s house,

Moreover, we must not forget that our Lord was
not addressing those disciples alone, but through
them all who should hereafter believe on Him through
their word (John xvii 20) These eleven apostles re-
presented the whole body of true believers in all after
ages, down to the time of the Saviour’s commng
agamm., And so this promise belongs to the universal
Ehurch, and 1s the root and foundation of her highest
opes.

It is mteresting to observe how this precious prJ-
mise became a fundamental theme of apostolic preach-
ing and of the Church’s faith

I1  THE Txs1IMONY OF THE ANGELS

INONE of the evangelists give us any reason f
suppose that the Saviour repeated this promise to H's
discrples. Once only is He said to have afterwards
alluded to His return for His Church (John xvi. 22)
The next word respecting this event 15 that spoken
to the apostles by the two angels who appeared to
them immediately after the Lord had ascended The
account is given in Acts Says the mnspired penman .
“ While they looked stedfastly toward heaven as He
went up, behold, two men (angels in human form)
stood by them mn white apparel; which also said,
Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up into
heaven? This same Jesus, which 1s taken up from
you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as
ye have seen Him go .nto heaven *’ (Acts . 10, 11}
What remarkable words are these! How full of
significance !

Here 15 the certammty of the Loid’s return—"" Jesus
shall come.’”” The sentence 1s like a sudden gleam of
sunshme amidst the thick darkness, dispersing every
doubt from the soul, and nspiring 1t with joyful con-
fidence No matter how contradictory the appear-
ance of things may be, or how long the delay, the
certamty of the event remans unshaken, founded a-
it 1s upon the infallible and unalterable Word of
lehovah—*¢ Jesus . shall come ”’

““ This Jesus ©’ There 1s something pecuharly ten-
der in the expression It speaks of wdentity—"" Thu
Jesus,”” not another It tells of nearness of relation-
ship. ““ Thss . . . Jesus ” 1s not far away, though
ascended on high, He 1s still closely associated with
His disciples on the earth, He 1s always near (Matt.
xxvin  20). ** This same Jesus "'—the emphasis n
creases as the message 1s uttered This reminds us
not only of the Saviour’s identity, but also of His
absolute unchangeableness. In Eph. . 10 we read:
*“ He that descended (: ., from heaven) 1s the same
also that ascended (ie., into heaven). There was no
sort of change in His nature or character nor will
there be when He comes again. He will, indeed, be
greatly altered as to outward circumstances, no longer
i humiliation—the despised Nazarene—the Man of
Sorrows: but with power and great glory (Matt
xxiv 30); but this will in no way affect FHis personal
character.

119 ) *
THIS same Jesus . . . shall so come Here is
sameness, not only as to the Saviour’s person, but
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also as to the manner of His coming. Three times
over is this thought repeated—" s0,”” ** in hke man-
ner,”” ** as ye have seen Hunt go.”’ Surely there must
be a special meaming in so suong an emphasis being
laid upon this fact, Is it not obvious that the pur-
pose was to assure the disciples that the manner of
the Lord’s return will be exactly after the pattern
of His going away?—"" 4ds ye have seen Him go "
They saw Him go suddenly. Then He “ shall «a
come "’ suddenly—'* in a moment . . , n the twink-
ing of an eye " (I Cor xv 52). They saw Hiri
gown a cloud, and ** He shall so come,” in the clouds
of heaven (Matt xxvi 64)  They saw Him go in thz
body, and He ‘ shall so come,” '“in the body ™’
Surely hunan language could not more plamly teach
that the second advent of our Lord will be as truly
« personal and bodily one as was His ascension

This was the first promise of the Saviour’s return,
given immediately after His ascension into heaven,
and 1t 15 remarkable that it was given by angels
As they predicted and afterwards announced His first
advent, so thcy have predicted His second advent.

III. TesTiMONY OF TUE APOQSTLES.

AFTER this we find that the apostles themselves
preached and taught of the Lord’s comng to reccive
His Church Paul, addressing the Thessalonian
Church, wrote 1n detal of this event Says he, 1
would not have you ignorant, brethren, concerming
them which are asleep, that yc sorrow not, even as
others which have no hope.

hke unto His glortous body, according to the working
whereby He 1s able even to subdue all things unto
Himself ' (Phil. iu 20, 21). Again, to the Hebrews,
Paul writes - *“ Unto them that look for Him (Christ)
shall He appear the second time ”’ (ix 28}; and,
further, ** Yer a little while, and He that shall come
will come, and will not tarry * (x. 37).

The Apostle James speaks also of the same glorous
event, says he ‘' Be ye also patient; stablish your
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hearts; for the conung of the Lord diaweth mgh *
{v. 8).

John writes with "equal plainness on this theme
““ We know that, when He shall appear, we shall be
Like Him; for we shall sce Him as He 1s ” (I John
w2

The Apostle Jude wnites of the Saviour’s comung te
reign . *° Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousand
of His saints, to execute judgment upon all”’ (verses
14, 15).

In the above passage the fact of the Saviour':
conung again for His Church s with unnustakable
clearness authoritalively affirmed 0 the power of the
Smnt  There are also other passages in which, with-
cut ertering 1nto munute details, or description, of the
appearing, 1t 15 yet clearly named or referred to 1
a way which shews that this great truth was swell
krown and fully accepted by the people of those
times. The instances of this kind are very numerocus.
We may note the following ..—In [ Cor , 7, Paul

WE have thus briefly examined the apostolic writ-
ings, and we find that each writer bears direct testi-
mony to the trath that our Lord Jesus vl come
again  lndeed this truth 1s mentioned or alluded :.

We have thus abundant evidence that the promise
of our Saviour’s return was clearly waught by the
fust Chrnstian teachers, that it was fully accepted by
the first believers as a fundamental Gospel truth, yea,
an object of daily hope which, under the power of the
Holy Spirit, exerted a hving and purifying influence
on their hearts and fives; so that many, doubtless,
