Can We Believe i the First Chapter of Genesis?

PRET 1 wish to draw your attention to 1he firs:
two verses in the Bible :— _

In che lwginning God created the beaven and the eartl,
and the earth was without Torm amd void; and dnrkness was
upon the Face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved
upen the face of the waters {(Genesis 1. 1, 2).

There are, broadly speaking, four theories, concern-

ing these verses and the remainder of the chapter :—

i. Tae No Gap axp Six Dayvs THEORY.

2. TueE No Gar anp Si1x Prriops THeoRy,
3. THE Gar asp Six Davs TrHEOGRY.

4. Tini Gar axp Six PEriops THEORY,

1IN, The Gap and £ix Days Theory.

This theory teaches that probably miflions or billions
of years ago Gaod created the heavens and the earth
perfect—not without form, not void and dark, bBut
formful, perfectly fuenished and full of light. Then
somewhere, sometime, during the ensuing millen-
nivms, something happened which necessitated that
God should express His wrath and judgment against

. The Ho Gap and Six Days Theory.

THis theory teaches that nearly 7,000 years ago,
this carth did not exist. Then God commenced to
work and in six literal days of 24 hours created the
heaven and the earth.

1. The Ho Gap and §iz Periods Theory,

This theory teaches that far away back, millions
and billions of years, God created the earth—empty,
formless, and shrouded in darkness. Then [or six
lengthy periods—periods of perhaps millions of years
—God was gradually making the earth full and form-
ful. Those who hold this view take the word “‘day™

the earth. Marvbe (we are not sure} the rule of this
earth was committed to Lucifer, the Son of the Morn-
ing, one of God's highest and noblest created beings,
end with him were associated angels. Threugh pride
Lucifer fell and became Satan, and with him sorhe
of the angels also fell, and these were afterwards
known as failen angels. Perhaps, also, un this carth
was a pre-Adamic race of beings and these were also
involved in the fall of Lucifer and his angels. As 4
consequence of this fall God destroyed the earth's
surface, and it became without form, empty and
dark. Then in six literal davs God restored or ré-
created the earth, : -
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I¥. The Gap and Six Periods Theory.

This theory is the same as the previous one, except
that the six days of recreativn are taken to he six
periods of unknown length. This is the theory taught
in the notes of the Scofield Bible.

The present writer’s view is number three—

Tha Gap and Six Days Theory.

LET me ten you why [ believe there is a tremen-
dous gap between verse one and verse two of Genesis
one.

(a} I don’t believe a perfect God—a God of per-
fect beauty and power—would create an earth with-
otet form and wvoid mnd covered wilh darkness.

Then remember that *° without form and void ™' s
in the Hebrew an even stronger expression than we
have in our version, The Chaldee version renders it:
** the earth was desert and empiy.”’ The Septuagint:
‘“invisible and unfurnished.”” Bush’s notes: "“dreary
and desolate.”” ‘Warrington’s “Week of Creation **;
“ rumed and nninhabited. "

{b) I dow’t belfeve a perfect God wonld create the
earth as described in the second verse becouse in
Isaiah xlv. 18 it says he did not :—

For thus saith lhe Lord that crealed the heavens, God
Himself that formed the earth, und made it; He hath
established it He created it not in vain, He formed it to
b inhabited: I am the Lord; and there is none else
The expression * in vain "' is the sames Hebrew

expeession transluted “ without form ™ in Genesis i
So¢ that if we adopt a uniform translation, Genesis i. 2
says that the earth was-without form, and Isaiah xiv,
18 suys that the earth was not created without form.
An apparent contradiction, but quite casily explained
if Isaiah xlv. 18 is taken to refer to the oripinal
creaticn, when God made the heavens and the earth
perfect, and Genesis i. 2 is taken to refer to the con-
dition of things after the great gap interval,

(¢ I don’t believe that God created the earth im-
perfect because of Jeremiah ifv. 23 :—

I.beheld the earth, and, In, it was without form and void,
und the heavens, and they had no light.

Here we have the exact expression ‘used in Genesis

Ed

i 2. It spoke of the desolation God was bringing
upon Palestine, It alsc tells us why, Lonk at verse
26—

I beheld, and lo, the fruitful place was a wilderness, and
all the cities thereof were broken down at the presence of
the Lord, and by His fierce anger.

Why did this desolation arise? Because of His
fierce anger. It was the expression of God’s wrath
which brought Palestine into a place that was with-
out form and void. And this gives us good ground
for believing that it was the expression of God's wrath
which brought the earth into a similar condition.

Additional evidence can be found in the fact that
the Hebrew word ‘“‘and’ may be translated “but,”

_not necessarily signify that the second verse is an im-

mediate continuation of the first. In both the Sep-
tuagint and the Vulgate transiation the passage runs:
*“ But the earth,” and so forth. D). Morris in his
admirable book cntitled ** Work Days of God ' says
the plain and fair meaning of the two verses under
discussion is :—

“ In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth,
but the earth had become desolate, unoccupied, and unfur-
nished, covered with water and enshrouded in darkness.”

(dy I don’t believe that God created the earth thus
because of I. John i, 5:—

This then is the message which we have heard of him,
and declare unte you, that God is lght, and in Him is ne
darkness at all.

Now if we believe that the second verse of Genesis
i. belongs to the first verse then God created the
darkness—for darkness was upon the face of the
deep. I believe that ‘God created darkness as a puni-
tive act but not as an initial cieative act.

{8 The Science of Geoclagy [the science of the
earth’s surface) demands a greal gop.

Now 1) we must not over-estimate geology, (B)
we must not under-estimaie geology. God's works
and God’s Word when both are really understuod will
not contradict each other. Our present understand-
ing of geology 1= by no means so authoritative as
some would make out-—but true geology has a voice
which should be heard. TLet me give you a few ex.
amples of the marvels of the earth’s surface. There
are in the world what are called silurian deposits.
These silurian deposits amount to layers 1} miles n
thickness. They are formed of minute sheils, which,
of course;. once contained little sea animals or fish,
These shell fish Hwed and died and then sank to the
bottomy of the ocean. It is caloulated that for a
layer of these shells to be formed a few inches thick
would take 50 years! ¥Yet this crushed coral is
found in layers of 1} miles! Such a depth of forma.
tion would, if normally carried out, cover a period
of about 21,000 years.

Then there are corwl 1ocks, or great coral reefs.
These coral reefs were built by little ceeatures—300
of them side by side would not exceed 3 of an inch.
The great reefs reach from the ocean bed to the
surface of the sea, and would take countless years to
build. :

Then there are chalk cliffs. Chalk is composed of
microscopic and crushed shells, Live sea fish were
once in these shells—they dicd, and the shells sanlk
to the bottorm of the sea; then were croshed and fos-
silised, untif they reached a thickness in seme places
of one thousand feet. Such a thickness would take a
tremendous time to bring ahout.

Then there is ceal. Coal consists of decayed vege-
tation, of trecs,” shrubs, ferns, grass, and so forth.
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This vegetation was covered with mud and -sand,
then it hardcened and berame coal, thousands of feet
in thickness. This would take a very, very long time,
That God did not create coal in layers is evident
because in the midst of the coal we find fossilised
trees, ferns, and animals.

Thus the science of the earth’s surface shows that
the earth was created far earlier than 7,000 years ago.

But now let me mention g difficulty.

PEropLE ask, ‘* But if there was a great gap be-
tween Genesis i. 1 and i Z, why did God not tell
us? ’'  But there is a simple reply to this. There
are in Scripture several instances of such an unmen-
tioned gap. The simplest and most striking is pro-
bably that in Luke Iv. 13 compared with Isaiah 1xi.
2. In Tsajah Ix]l. 2 we read:

The Spiric of the lord God is vpen me; because the Lorl
hath anointed Me to preach good tidings unte the meek;
He hath sent Me to bind up the broken-hearted, and to
pratlaioy liberty te the captives, and the opening of the

prizon to them that are bound; to drocluim the ucceplable
year of the Lovd, und the day of wvengearnce of our God

In Luke iv. 17-20 we read:

And there was delivered unto Jesus the book of the prophet
Esaias. And when He had opened the book, He found the
g{l[ace where it was wrirten, The Spirit of the Lord is upon

e, because He hath anointed Me to preach the gospel to
the poor; He hath sent Me 1o heal the broken-hearled, 1o
preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight
to the blind, ro sgt at liberty rhess that sre bruised, to
preach the acceptable year of the Lord, And He closed
the Book.

Now. notice closely what happened. In prophecy
it.was sald that Christ would proclaim the acceptable
year of the Lord and the day of wvengeance of our
God. In Luke iv. the Lord simply said that He had
come to preach ‘° the acceptable year of the Lord,”
and then He closed the book. Nothing about the
“Day of Vengeance! " Why? PRecause that day
was pot ‘then due. Already nearly 2,000 years have
passed and it has not come yet. Now it is the ac-
ceptable year of the Lord, in the course of time it
will be the day of vengeance. But in Isaiah lxi. 2
there 1s no mention of a gap of 2,000 years! Yei
God -knew it was there, but He left it for Fis Son
tu reveal. So thar if in the middle of the Isaiah
prophecy there is a gap perind of 2,000 years un-
mentioned, need it surprise us that between Genesis
i. 1 and i 2 there is an -unmentioned and tremen-
dous gap during which marvellous formations and
changes took place on the earth’s surface.

A Glosing Word.

In closing let me tell you why I consider the six
days of creation lteral days.

{a) Because the Bible says so. A quotation from
another is all that is necessary:—*‘ No  languasge
could have been chosen more explicit, nor any terms

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found in the Hebrew, more definite to express literal
dajs, than those here employed.”

(b) Thkere is no adeguate reason for departure from
the plain and naetwal sense of the vecord. If God
dutermined to do this work of re-creation and restora-
tion in six days there was nothing to prevent Him,

{7 God Himsell refers te them as literal days in
two places i—

Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: But
the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God: in it
thou shalt not do any worl, thou, nor thy sen, nor Ehy
daughter, thy man-servant, nor thy maid-servans, nor thy
cattle, ner thy siranger that is within thy ga'es: For in six
days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that
in them is, arnd rested the seventh day: wherefore the Lord
blessed the sabbath day, and haliowed it {Ezodus xx. §-11}.

Six davs may work be done; but in the ssvesth is the
sabbath of rest, holy to the Lord: whosoever dJoeth any
worle in the sabbath day, he shall surely be put to death.
Wherefore the children of Israel shzll keep the sabbath, to
observe the sabbath throughout their generations, for a per-
perual covenant. It is a sign betwsen Me and the children
of Israel for ever: for in siz days the Lord made heaven
and earth, and oo the sevenill doy He rested, and was
refreshed  (Exodus xxxi. 156-17).

It scarcely seems possible to understand
verses apart frum the lteral day theory,

Thus the foregoing arguments seem to definitely
point te (i) an original creation of the heavens and
the earth—perfect—{ii} a great gap of countless ages
after verse 1 of Genesis i. and before wverse 2.
{ii} A condition of chaos brought about by Lucifer’s
fall through pride, (iv) great re-creative activity by.
God wherehy in six days of one evening and one
morning each day Me restored and re-stocked the
earth’s surface.

SO for the Church it means glorification, Up to now
we have been lovking on the bright side of this
glorious coming, but there is also the dark side, for
it will he an awful time for those whe are left.

First, let us look at those who will go. Every
believer in the Lord Jesus Christ. The Scripture is
clear :—** Christ the Firstfruits, afterwards they that
are Christ’s at His coming " (). Cor. xv. 23). We
are semetimes asked, will the children be taken when
Christ comes? We have no doubts in our own
mind about this. We believe all who have not

‘.W
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reached the years of discretion are Christ’s by virtue
of His work on the Cross. Surely you do not doubt
thar all children who die before they reach the years
of discretion go to be with Christ? Why -then
should they not be caught up when He comes? We
read that in all things He will have the pre-eminence.
In the matter of the saved, this will be included, It
does nou seem so to-day In this scene of His re-
jection: for every one who accepts Him there are
scores who refuse, but all who die before they are
old enough te reject Him, are His, and when
we think of the millions of China and India who die
young, wi beileve tle number of the saved will he
greater than the Jost. The Cross work of nur Lord
Jesus Christ will have far reaching results.

Wiat about those who are left? There will be
great surpriscs in that day. The husband and wife
will be separated, one gone, the other left; father
and mother gone, children old enough to reject
Chyist, left. Children geme, and mother and father
left. Some dutiful daughter will enter her parents’
room some morning and find the bed empty. Mothers
wil run hither and thither looking for their little
wnes, and they will not be found. Masters will be
vone, businesses will be left, friends and neighbours
will bLe scparated, great enquiries will be made ¢n
cvery hand for one and another, but they will bz
gune.

OH ‘what frantic efforts will be made to get nto
heaven when it is tvo late. What a picture we have
drawn fur us by the Lord Jesus in lLulke xiii 28,
" When once the muaster of the house has risen up
wnd shut to the door, and ye begin to stand without
and t knock, saying, Lord, Lord, vpen unto us, and
he shall answer and say unto you, I know not whence
ye are, then shall ye begin 1o say, We have eaten
and drunk in thy presence, and thou hast taught ir
our streets, but he shall say, I tell you I know you
not whence ye are, depart from me all ye workers
of iniquity.”’

There are no more sofemn words in the Scriptures.
There is no cxaggeration in this awful picture; it is
drawn by the blessed Lord Himself, and He would
not willingly afflice the sons of men. It is true to
life. Too late! too late! Thousands will awake to

the awful faet that Christ has come and they are

left behind; the door shut, and shut by the master
of the house. No mansions, no Saviour, no heaven-
ly Father, no glad re-union with father, mother,
sister, brother—shut oue for ever.  And remember
that thesc solemn Scriptures do not refer to
merely the publican, the thief, the harlot, or to sin-
ners In general. No, they refer to a particular class
of sinners whom we may call religious sinnecs, mean-
ing those who have escaped the great pollutions of
the world, by reason of their religious tendencies,

May the Holy
Spirit Himself arouse you to the sense of your aw-
ful danger, even as you read these pages, and urge
you to escape the impending doom of those who ure
resting on anything short of the precious blood for
their salvation. The door of mercy stands open
wide, a laving Saviour bids you welcome, the Haoly
Spirit is drawing you, '
Oh enter, enter in to-day,
