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Why I am no longer @ Baptist Preacher

HEN I was twunty-one years of age the Lord
W lad His hand upon me i one of Billy
Sunday’s meetings, and called me 0 a very
defimte way I said, “ Lord, it 1s impossiple for_ me
w go mio the mimstry 5 for T had not even a I-ugh-
school education, and the denomination weth which [
was alithated was very pronounced moits reguiremnents
regardhng the mistry  So T discovered 1t was neces-
gary for me to do something 1n respect to an educa-
tion but how to do 1t I did not know Then an
elder of the Presbytertan Church sard, [ understand
you want to go into the mumstry.  All right, you go,
[ lve a schwlarsinp ? That cleared abort a thousand
dollans oul of the way 1 saed, “° Lowd, you see my
griot cesponsdulty at home, I am the only one bring-
ing a salary, and mother and [ share together ”* But
mother passcd away before I really went to college; |
left mine days afler she was laid in the grave.

[ attended college for five years, mght and day
"burning the candle at both ends, but at the end of
that time, graduated both from high school and college
It was not an vasy task, for T had fo work my way
tluring the entire time  But as time went on I dis-
tovercd there was something more necessary than
knowledge to bring about this great, wonderful pro-
gramnie of God  But how it was to be brought ubout
-I had no conception I am sure the professors under
whom I studied had no :dea either I received whal
thcy taught me, but it wasn’t much; it must have
been somewhat of the husks rather than the nulic, the
tlewdrops rather than the rain

IGAVE out what had been given me, and [ studied
the best I knew how. I had success in a measure,
at least what other denominations call success—people
were added to the church. How much religion did
they get? Well, the Lord knows; I am not gomng to
ulge  And so I went on for twelve years.  As chose
twelve years grew one upon ancther, [ was hecomimng
more and more disgosted with the whele proposition
In my own hfe [ worked mght and day, from early
morning till late at mght, for the cause and for the
functions inside and outside of the church. I was a
great ** jower ’; joined everything that came along,
Anrd at everyone of these things I entered I had 2
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speech to make And wih each oiganisation came
another stream of organisations commanding my time,
instead of my tme being giver to the Word of God
Is 1t any wonder that I felt my nced of something
greater than men could give and of which they knew
nothg?

Two and a half years ago, when I came to A .
a bLttle French lady came to my study and sad to
me, *‘ Pastor, I wani you to read this passage in the
Bible ** I said, ** Surely,”” and so I read i, ¢° When
the Day of Pentecost wus fully come, they were all
nith one accord m one place, etc ” I sad, ° Well,
I have read that before.” She swd, ** What do you
make of it? 7 * Make of 1it' Why, T den’t make
anyrhug of it It 15 just there  Why, that was for
the apostles.””  She sawd, ** That was not for the
spostles any more than for unybody else  Pastor,
don’t you believe 1n the Baptism ol the Holy Ghost? *’
{And she did not know what she was talking about
any more than I did) She said, ‘‘ Pastor, have you
the Baptism of the Holy Ghost? ' [ said, * Oh, yes,
mdeed **  She replied, ** You have not got the Bap-
usm of the Holy Ghost.” 1 said, * ¥ou came in that

door; well, just go out of that door!’ And she
went

BUT she was one of those persistent women, ani
50 she came back again the next weel, and kept it
up for two and a half years. Every time she came
back I was pust a DLttle more ready to hsten. Ond
help the man or woman whi refuses to have a teach-
able spirit when the Word of God 1s given  Therc
are those who think they know more than God does
about His great programme and I was onc of them
And so in an upper room somewhere m the city,
she fasted and prayed every Friday for me. Last De-
cember we had a revival 1n our church It was one
that was worked up instead of prayed down. Have
¥ou ever seen any hke that® I never want to ro
through one again; it was denw! work from beginmng
to end. If I ever ycarned to have a revival meeting
close, 1t was then Then weeks dragged on till jt
came fo the third week of the revival, The one who
was domg the preaching came to me and said,

What is the matter? I sad, ** Do you want me
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He said,
I said,

£c YES,

te tell you whar is the matter? '
“ Yes,

you know 1t has been a hard job."
there is no power."'

On the last Sunday night I said to the congrega-
tion, ‘I want to announce, there will bc a prayer
meeting on Wednesday night and we are going 1o take
up the question, * Has the Church Last its Power? *
I Jid not konow whether 1 could answer it or not, for
1 did not know very much about the Baptism of tha
Holy Ghost. When Wednesday night came I brought
them the first, «second and nineteenth chapters of Acts
Then I asked, ‘* How many here have recgived that
which 15 spoleen of 1 Acts as the Baptism of the Holy
Ghost? "' Not on¢ hand went up, not even the
preacher’s. I saud, '* Now you know why the church
has no power, and why the revival just closed bas
not had greater results.” They were amazed

THEY congregated in a little nucleus 1 the back
of the church, saying, ** What do you think about it?
Wasn't that fereible? " One of them said, *¢ If there
i» more to this religion I guess ! want it He gave
nothing but what was in the Word of God.”” 1 had
begun the meeting by asking, *° How many belicve
in the Word of God from Genesis to Revelation? ™
and every hand in the house went up  Then later on
I said, *° Now how many believe the Word of God? '’
But that was a different proposition The Word of
God ss either true from Genesis to Revclation or it is
not true at all. It is either a whole Book or it is
none.  Aand 1f I cannor beleve it from cover to cover
I will not accept any of 1t But it is the infallible,
inspired Word of God from cover to cover. Halle-
lujah !

Same of the members gathered around me and said,
* We knew there was something lacking, but we did
not know what "' 1 said, ** God help you, I am 1n the
same position.””  And so [ went on for two or three
wecks Then Dr. Towner had 1 meeting 10 C——.
I rold the Lttle French lady that Dr. Towner had
sent me an myvitation to come, a2nd she began peaising
the Lord, and said, 1 will help you financially,””
se I decided to go.

THE day came when I arnived at the temple to see
for myself the experiences that had been going on.
At the evening servwee | was invited to the platform
[ tell you I was dignified, I had on my bob-tailed
coat. But the more 1 listened the hungrier 1 became
When they gave the invitation for the seckers to go
down to the tarrying room it looked as though the
whole congiegation was gowng, and 1 followed. 1
knelt at the mourners’ bench w.th my bob-taid drag-
wming on the floor, and I stayed for an bour and a
half 1 smd, I am prasimng the Lord, and singing,
and everytiung else, but I am not getting anywhere.”’
1 expected great things to happen to me  DBut the
Lord seemed 10 forget me and work wm everybody

. ¢glse around me
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I asked, ** Do you have to lie on
the floor to get the Baptism, as these folks? '* They
said, “ Oh no’ 1 sad, " Well, T would bke to
have it just all by myself, qu.et like, so that nobody
will see me.”’

The next day I was invited to Brother Fraser’s
home for dinngr. I went up to his stedy, and the
longer I remained there the more I felt the need of
prayer. I had never felt that way before in my Lfe.
There was a kind of pullng to get down on my
knees  Brother Fraser came up for me and said din-
ner was ready. But 1 did not feel like dinner just
then He sugyested we have a word of prayer before
going to dimner, and we got down on our knees
In less than five minutes I went over The power of
God struck me and the Bame just volled down through
me; I don’t know how I got to the floor, but I got
there. I said, ** I am ant going o stay here.”> And
T arose, but I arose without any appetite We went
down o dinner, but the appetising food had lost 1ts
savour for me.

TaaT night Ih  Towner preached, and the hunger
seemed to boil up and up within me until the invita-
tion was given and 1 led them all to the tarrymg
room. I was on my knges for about five minutes
when under the power of the Spirit, I was filled and
for two hours I lay under the power of God, strug-
gling to yicld to God, but | did not come through
In the sleeping car gomng home, something secned tu
thrilf me and I began to praise the Lord. T cowvered
up my head, thinking the porter might throw me out;
but I had to praise the Lord anyhow. My wife met
me at the door and the first ihing she sail was,
¢ Praise the Lord ' " I was dumbfounded, for I had
never heard my wife shout in her life. She was get-
ting something of what was happening to me

I had to preach the next day, but I determiped
would not tell my expetience I thought it would Le
wiser not to. 1 got along splendidly and was just
about to close when sometting within saud, **Tell /it "
And T hegan to tell it. There was consteérnation
the minds and hearts of the congregation. Many be-
liewed in the expemeuace, but others said, ' The
preacher has gone insane.” Well, praise the Lord;
in Josing my mind I gaired the mind of the Lord.

My wife and I sat down and counted the cost. |
said, ** We are going to tose this three thousand dollar
job, and we will lose our home It means the sell-
ing of our furmiture 1n order to provide funds. It
meuans we will need to cut hundreds of folks m the
muinistry whn arc our friends  Are you willing?
She said, ** Tt is worth everything you have s, and
a lot more ” Mind you, she had net had the e
perience but was prayung for her husband ro have it
So I said, ** We had better seek the Baptism to-
gether

mg at P She did not wani to disturh her friends
and so went back to sieep without telephoming. She
was awakencd augain at nearly morning  To reheve
herself of the burden she called up her sister’s home,
and her sister called the little French lady  Imme-
diazely this lady came to our house and said, “You
had better go down to P , the power 1s falling ”’
I said, ** I am not going.”* She said, ** If you won't
go, I'll pray that you will go.”” I knew [ could not
kold up against her prayers and so I went that nght

We were staying at Grimshy and heard the follow-
ing story with much mrerest and pleasure —

George Evison was a totally blind man. He had
not only lost hrs eyesight, but his eyes. He was
beautifully converted and was present at a faith-tea
in the Primitive Methodist Chapel, Garabaldi Street,
Grimsby. A youth led him home. Then the youth
went away o sea for eight weecks. He retumed in
tune for one of the Methodist old-fashioned love-
feasts. At ths gathering the blind man got up and
declared his belief that God was going to give him
a new pair of eyes. He had been praymg that God
would, and recently instead of his eye sockets ferling
cold there was a strange warmth in them. One day
he was upstairs praying when his father, who was an
athesst, came 1nto the house. ‘* Where is George? '
he asked ** Upstairs, praymg,” was the reply
Geoige was indeed praying and was having a won-
derful experience. It seemed to hum as if two hands
were placed on his eye-sockets Then the atheist
father called him down. He went downstarrs, but,
owing to his father's manner, got mto a temper.
This prieved the Lord, and for a time there WwWas no
progress made with the new eyes  But, aflpr much
penitence and prayer, faith retumped.  One Saturday
night George prayed all night. It was the crisis, for
so great had his fath become thatr he had promised
to keep an appointment the next day—and find his
way there with his own eyes. Early on the Sunday
morning there again came to him the consciouspess
of two warm hands upon his eye suckets, and sud-
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Then he asked the peopic to pray that I might get my
Baptism. And that night I received the Baptism of the
Holy Ghost. My wife recgived her Baptism four days
later.

My church immediately waited upon me and said,
““ We have not a thing agamst you. You could have
continued here indefinitely. But we cannot allow you
to go on preaching this doctring which is not Bap-
tistie.”” 1 went home and sad, ‘‘ Wife, you and 1
must begin gowrg down into the valley right now.™
If anyone should tell you that Pentecost and the deep
things of God will not cost you a valley expgrience,
[ want you to repudiate it at once, For a thing that
15 worth while, and that 1s of God, must necessarily
be bought with a price, There are indeed the moun-
tain-top experiences, but there are afso the valley ex-
periences. 1 think of Romans vui. 35, ** Who shau
separate us fram the love of Chnst® Shall tnbula-
tion, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or naked-
ness, or penl, or sword? . . . Nay, m all these things
we are more than conguerors through Hium that loved
us

denly —he could see  He rushed wnto hus mother’s
bedroom and cried out that he could see. ‘‘ Non-
sense,’”’ she said, and then held up a bandkerchief
before him, and asked, ' What's this?’’ Without
hesitation he replied, ** A handkerchief.”* His mother
was overcome and fainted But there was no doubt
about the new eyes. The specialists smd that * he
had eyes of super-human brlliance ' For several
years George Evison's testimony made a great stir,
and people realised then as they do now that * God

More Cases of Divine Healing

At Principal George Jeffreys’ Campaign

HEERE is one sense in which all prayer 15 an-

wered. Al prayer 1s answered in one of five
ways i—
{1). God says YEs
{2). Guod says Na.
(3). God says Warr
(). God mingles YEs and No and Wair together
{5). God ignores the prayer altogether

But the special thought now is, Why does not God
always say “* Yes' to our prayers? Experience
proves that frequently we do not get an immechate
Yes to our requests. We ask and do not receive
We seek and do not find. We knock and the door
is not opened,

Why it this?
In this present talk [ wish to give three reasons

1. Prayer is Hot Answered Whew the Supplicant is Unsaved.

Unsaved people frequently gather to themselves a
few words on prayer taken more or less at random
and think the words refer to them. For example
Matthew wi. 7 is taken

Ask, and 1t shall be given you, seck and ye shall find,
fnock, and 1t shall be oponed unto you

Such readers say to themselves, all T have to do s
to ask and I shail receive, seek and I shall find, kaock
and 1t will be opened But when the unsaved pray
they find that no answer is given to their supplications

Why is this?

Because the conditions have been overlooked. This
verse occurs Jn the Sermon on the Mount It extends
fiom chapter v. to vu  Now read verse one of chap-
ter ¥

And seeing the multitudes, He went up into a mountam
and when He was set, His disciplas ¢ame onto Thim  and
He opened His mouth AND TAUGHT THEM

Who did He teach? The discipies He went right
away from the gaping, curious mob He left those
who were simply wonder-gazers, not truth-seekers,
His disciples came unto Him—those who had left alt
to follow Him—those who had responded to Him and
belonged to Him It was to these disciples that our
Lord gave the promise of answcred prayer

THIS is sirikingly confirmed by Proverbs i 24-28
Read the whole passage and then especially wotice
verses 24 and 28 -

Toward Ohers.
Take Matthew v. 23, 24—

Therefore, if thou bring thy gift to the altar, and there
rememberest that thy brother hath ought against thee, leave
there thy gt belore the auar, and go thy way, first be
reconciled to thy brother, snd then come and offer thy gift

This has a Jewish sething, bat the spirt of it
Chnstian, It teaches that before prayer 1s answered,
a preceding action may be necessary on our part
When a Jew was presenting a gift to God, and remem-
hered that a brother-Jew had somethmg agamst him,
he was to hold back from offering tus gift, ind out the
offended brother, get the wrong thing put right, and
then come and offer his gft

No matter how many mies he had to go—no mat-
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ter how much delay and incenvenience, he must first
be right with his brother beforg his offering was ac-
ceptable to God.  Unhesitatingly he must say,
“ Brother, I am sorry I harmed you, please forgive
me,”’ and then, at peace with God, at peace with his
brethren, at peace with lumsglf, he could offer an ac-
ceptable gift.

So it is with prayer,

1 REMEMBER some years ago when carrying on
musswon worle that ar our Sawrday night prayer meet-
ing the atiendance was very small. At one prayer
meeting a girl about sixtcen years of age came in,
spoke to me, and took her place. A few runutes later
another girl came 1n, about the same age, spoke to
me, and sat down. But she did oot speak to the
other girl—yet they were supposed to be strong friends
In addition she sar in a corner of the room, as far
from her friend as possible. I wondered at this—for
as a rule these two sat shoulder to shoulder, and
nudged each other in a friendly way when anything
was suid that particularly pleased them. Then I sud-
denly remembered that 1 had heard that these two
friends had had a tiff. Evidently they had! I waitet
a httle, expecting others fo come m. Buf no one came
in. There I was left to have a prayer meering with
two others who had guaarrelled! It was impossible.
God would not hear us—He could not. [ spoke tn
them, explaired the position—and said, ' Now you
make it up while I go downstairs 2 few minutes to
speak to Mrs Lowe (the prayer meeting was held in
this person’s house), When [ came back the two
were sitiing lbke statues—just as I had left them.
There had been *“ no making up.™

Again I tried to unravel the situation—and agan
[ left them. When 1 came baclk—oh, what a change
They were sitting shoulder te shoulder, as in times
passed—and a glad smile spread over the face of each.
They were reconciled to each other! Then we were
able to have our prayer meeting.

LlSTEN! There are men and women who, before
they can ever pray 2 prayer that God will answer,;
will have to find out somejne that they have cruelly
o1 even shghtly wronged, and humbly ask forgiveness.
A husband will have to find out his wife—a wife will
have to find out her husband—a son will have to find
out a mother, and confession of farlure will have to
be made, before prayer will be answered. If we are
not in communion with our fellows we- cannot pos-
sibly be mm communion with God.

Shall we ask ourselves, 1s all night with our ati-
tude to others? Have we harmed them-——cheated them
—fmled them? Have we musrepresented them—have
we wrongiully opposed them? Then we must seek
their pardon, and then we shall be able to pray the
prayer which God can answer.

The interior was illuminated by many candles
and specially decorated with flowers and artificial de-
corations  The majority of the people carried large,
lighted candles which they placed on receptacles for
that purpose near the altar; there wera so many
candles that there was no room to place any more
on the receptacles, but young men stood near the
altar and received them from the people, extinguished
them, and threw them on a pile that was rising higher
and higher as they were deposited by the continual
stream of worshippers,

From an elevated posit.on we looked down and saw
the floor of the tgmple as a sea of lighted candles held
in the hands of the people. The crowds streamed
through the church hour after hour, so that there must
have been hundreds of thousands of people who
visited the shrine of the Virgin of Guadalupe that day.
We also saw inside the temple a number of Indians
dressed in gaudy coloured dresses covered with beads
and headdresses Of feathers and beads, they were
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singing and playing on stringed instruments, and as
they marched from the temple still singing, we caught
the words, *“ Good bye, O Virgin, good bye, O Virgin
of Guadalupe.” Later we saw dufferent groups of
these Indians some distance from the temple, dressed
as previously mentioned, dancing and playing on their
stringed instruments and holding aloft banners on
which were figures of the Virgin of Guadalupe and
words ascribed to ligr, in the centre of the circle of
the dancers was a man whose face and head was
covered with a large ugly mask with horns; in the
centre of another group of dancers was a man dressed
to represent a skeleton These sights mmpressed us
more than anything we have seen before of the awful
darkness 1in which these people live and how it is
impossible to reconcile such things as these with true
Christianity

Much good 1s being accomplished by house-to-house
visiting, as in this way one 15 able to get in direct
touch with the people and learn of their doubts and
difficalties and explain to them more clearly the way
ot salvation and help them in various other ways.
Recently Mrs Thomas visited a woman who had been
attending the services and suddenly stopped coming;
on making gnquiries this woman said she did not wish
to come to our church any more as she had been told
that we do not believe 1n the Virgin and the saints;
she sard she could give up her *‘ pulque ™ (the com-
mon intoxicating drink) and her smoking and other
vices, but she could never give up her ** santos ”
{saints) as she did not know but that at any moment
one of them might perform a miracle, she had five
images of saints in her house and beleved 1n each one
of them This gave an opportunity to shew from the
Scriprures thar we, o, beheve in the Virgin Mary,
and that we never speak against her as she was the
mother of Jesus, They were -urprised to hear this
and appeared much more friendly. The son was suf-
fering from some bodily sickness and was invited to
come to our meetings to be prayed for. He came
the followmg right and was healed, with the result
that he, s wife, and chidren have since bgen at-
tending the services and have shown real interest.

MATTHEW XXI

HUS far the religious leaders had been the ag-

gressors, but from now onward Jesus takes

. the conflict into their territory Following im-

hediately upon His refusal to answer their question,
He turned upon them with this
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{Congo Ewangelistic Mission),

But what think ye® A man had two sons, and he came
to the first, and said, Son, go work to-day in my vineyard
He answered and said, I will not, but afterward he re-.
pented and went And he came to the second, and said like-
wise And he answered and said, I go, sir, and went not
Whather of them twam did the will of his father? They say
unto Him, The first
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In thus, the first of three parables spoken at the same
time, and to the same people, He who was the * wis-
dom of God,”” began subtly but surely to tear the
mask from the faces of these religious hypocrites, and
relentlessly to expose their refuge of lies The ques-
tioned One now becomes the Quesnoner To H.is pre-
vious question they had made an evasion to avoid
an admussion, but now swept off their guard by the
apparent simphiaty and gulelessness of this hittle par-
able they reply to His ‘ What think ye? ”—'¢ The
fiist "—the repentant one  They must have been
staggered by His moral _

Verily, I say unto you, that the publicans and the harlots
go mto the kingdom of God before you For John camea
wnto you n the way of righteousness, and ye believed him
not, but the publicans and the harlots belisved hum and
ye when ye had seen 1t repented not afterward, that ye
mught believe him
Back again to John the Baptist! As Herod learned

to his horror, that John hved in his conscience after
he had beheaded him, so these people now found that
though they might avert temporanly, they could not
avoid permanently, collision with that pivotal person-
ality They had yet to learn that actions toward
God s samnts are indwcative of the attitude toward
God’s Saviour

IN the exposition of the parabie we take the *“ man »’
as the Father-God, the ** two sons ” primarily as re-
presentative of two groups in the family Israel the
religious and the irrebgious, the self-righteous and
the unrighteous The crux of the parable 15 the atti-
tude of these two groups to the will of the Father,
which 1n jtl-us case, so Jesus declares, was ** The bap-
tism of John ’ The words of Jesus are diametnically
opposed to much so-called dispensational teachmg of
to~day, and crash through a lot oY what passes for
“ nghtly dividing the word of truth > They shew,
without further speculation the part John Baptist
played in the Kingdom of God His message msist-
ing on a real heart repentance, and belief in Him who
should come after hum, that s in Jesus Christ, and
his munstry of baptism with 1ts demands for fruts
worthy of repentance, are seen to be ‘“ in the way of
righteousness,”” and the means which the publicans
and harlots adopted for entry mto the Kingdom of
God These were the means Peter preached at Pente-
cost, and Paul all through his mnistry preached no
other (Acts xxvi 20} This 15 the beginnng of the
Gospel of Jesus Christ (Mark 1 1), and a foundation
principle for all time (Heb w1 1, 2)

“1 go, sir, and went not,”’ sums up the attitude of
the second son Like the ** fig tree,”” there was
promuse, but no performance As we have before
stated, tradiuion had supplanted truth, and Jesus had
said ** Ye hypocrites ! well did Isaiah prophesy of you,
This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth,
and honoureth me with their lips, but their heart .s
kept far from me ' (Matt. xv 7, 8) They had «
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religion of lip which did not find expression n their
bfe  Jesus said ‘ they say and do not’ The,
boasted 1n a law which none of them kept It was
the travesty of the doctrine of *‘ state and standing ™’
which 1s so prevalent in many circles to-day that was
responsible for Israel’s downfall They threw all the
obligations upon God, but shirked their own Let 1t
be our warning, lest God has to read the burial service
over us saying ‘' 1 know thy works that thou hast a4
name that thou livest, and art dead ” (Rev 1 1)

OF all the parables Jesus used, and they weie mam,
no one of them lays bare the heart of the nation as
this one does It was but an (ld Testament stots
u a New Testament setting, and the wonder 15 that
these leaders did not recogmse «t  But how blind e
those who know not that they are blind  Nearly cight
hwundred years previously Isaiah had told the nation
The vineyard of Jehovah of Hosts i1s the house of Tsia:l,
and the men ot Judah the plant of His delight, wd He

waited for justice, and behold blocdsned, for righteousngss,
and behold a cry {Isuah v T)

The Psalmust had said

Thou hast brought a vine out of Egypt Ihou it cast
out the nations and planted 1t Thou preparedst room hefore
it, and didst cause 1t to tale deep roct, and it filled the 1wno
(Psalm 1xxx 8)

He had hedged this vineyard  Israel was a sep vl
and distinguished people, not 1eckoned among the
nations, and dwelling upon a fand of corn and new
wine  Fifteen hundred years previously it had beca
asked,

For what nation 1s there so great, who hath God so nigh
unto them, as the Lord our God 1s m all things that we
call upon Hum for® 4nd what navon 18 there so gro

that hath statutes and judgments so rightecus as all this iw
which I set before you this day? (Deut v 7, 8)

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There was nothuing forgotten in the furmshing of
‘this vineyard : hedge, winepress, tower, all were there.
In fact God asks ‘° What could have begen done more
to My vineyard that ! have not donc in it® " (Isalah
v 4) But the ** time of fruit 7’ was to be Israel's
testing tume, as 1t 15 everybody’s. [Ezekiel xv. teaches
us that apart from its fruit a vineyard is of very lttle
value. The servants of the owner came that they
might recesve of the fraits of this vincyard, bat they
found that the hushandmen had trespassed upon privi-
lege, and had taken possession of the vineyard. A
iepetifion of an old prophecy was manifest, for again :

Jashurun waxed fat, and bkicked FThou art wazen fat,
thou art grown thick, thou art covered with fatness Then

he forsook God which made him, and hghtly esteemed the
Rock of his sahation (Deut xxxu 15).

Froa lacking at God's sacrifice, they went on to
despising God's service, until Israel became an empty
vine, bringing forth fruit unto himself (Hosea x 1).
Then they took the Owner’s servants, and stoned and
slew them Again He sent other servants only to he
treated hltcwise Isracl's treatment of Jchovab's ser-
vants 15 a puzzle DMaclaren says, ‘ There 1s no more
remarkable fact than that of the umform hostihty
of the Jews to thewr prophets That a nation of such
a sort as always to hate and generally to murder them
should have had them in long succession throughout
its history 1s surely inexplicable on any naturalistic
hypothesis. Such men were not the natural product
of the race, nor of its circumstances, as their fate
shews How did they spring up? No philosophy of
Jewish history explains the anumaly cxcept the one
stated here *‘ He sent His servants.”” ‘¢ And the
Lord God of their fathers sent to them by His mes-
sengers, nsing up betimes and sending; because He
had compassion on His people and on His dwelling
place but they mocked the messengers of God, and
despised His words, and misused His prophets, until
the wrath of the Lord arose ageinst His people, till
there was no remedy.”” *° Stoned and slain '’ covers
[srael’s treatment of God's prophets
Havmg yet therefore one son, his well-beloved, he
sent lum also unto them saying They will reverence my son
Bur those husbandmen sald among themselves, This is the
heir, come let us kil him, and (he inhkeritance shall be ours.
l?[rlmd they took him ¢ast ham out of the vineyard, and sfew
They knowingly and wilfully murdered the heir.
What an indictment! All pretence of covering was
now removed

JESUS came unto His own things, and His own
people received Him not  His demand for the fruits
of righteousness was met by increasing hatred and
‘hostilily. The ntention of the Jews to murder Christ
'Wag a fixed one some time before He entered Jeruzalem
for the last nme. As early as John v. 18, we read
that the Jews sought the more to kil Him, and in
John vir. 19, Jesus asked, “ Why ga ye about to kill
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Me?’" In John x1 the official decision that He must
be killed was made. Knowing this as Jesus did, He
entered Jerusalem with no false hopes He knew that
the Cross, not the crown, was the rulers' fixed de-
cision, as it was also the heavenly decree (Acts u 23).

‘“ They caught Hun, cast Hun out and killed Him ™’
—an outcast, then murdered What a picture How
prophetic  The development of opposition, more and
more noisy, persistent and pitiless, 15 vne of the most
perplexing features of history. Why was not Jesus
welcomed by the world He came to save? Why is
not every knee bowed to Him now in grateful homage?
Thiz opposttion was foretold from the first {T.uke n
34) and was expected by Christ throughout. He set
forth its cause and true character in John xv 18-24,
but ** They hated Me without a cause ”” They kulled
the Prince of Life and had no excuse or cloke for thar
sin. The Holy Ghost says, ‘' Who both killed the
Lord Jesus, and their own prophets, and have chased
us out and they please not God and are contrary tv
all men (I. Thess 1 15). The parable is a picture
of Jewish national selfishness and pride

IN the preceding parable the Pharnisees decree their
own gult. in this one they namg a fitting pumsh-
ment. Christ had been expliait, and plain to a point
The master surgeon after clearly cxposing the can-
cer invites the patient to prescribe a cure; or again,
after hearing all the evidence from the prosecution,
the prisoner 1s invited to name his own sentgnce—
““ What shall therefore the Lord of the vineyard do? ™’
They say unto Him, * He will mizerably destroy those
wicked men, and will lgt out lis vineyard unto other
husbandmen which shall render hum the fruits 1n thesr
seasons.’”” ‘‘ Out of thine own mouth will I judge
thee " Jesus once said,  Or i the words of Israel’s
kings, ** S0 shall thy judgment be, thyself hath de-
caded 1t ™ (I Kings xx 40). Ahab may steal the
vineyard and stone the owner, but Naboth shail be
heard in Elijah's words, ‘‘ Hast thou killed, and also
taken posseszsion? Thus saith the Lord - In the place
where dogs licked the blood of Naboth shall dogs
Lick thy blood, even thine ”’ (I. Kings xx1 17-19)

THE STONE.

Jesus said unto them, ‘' Ihd ye never read mn the
Scriptures, The stone which the builders rejected, the
same 15 become the head of the corner This is the
Lord’s doing, and it 1s marvellous 1n our eyes ' How
galling this must have been! He had ignored their
authonty in the Temple, and now for Lhe second tume
during the same conversation infers their ignorance of
the Scriptures. When Jesus entered Jerusalem the ac-
clamation of the people found expression in a verse
from this same Psaim  Yes, these chief priests, elders,
and scribes must have read it: but hke many people
to-day, they not only chose their own texts, but also
their own interpretation of those texts. When the
people sang ‘‘ Hosanna,” or *‘ Save now,’’ there was
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only a verse hetween them and the ' Stomne,’" but
they missed it

T HE Stone is one of the Messiah's titles in the Pen-
tateuch. ** From thence (the sorely grieved and shot
at) is the Shepherd, the Stone of Israel ™ (Genesis
xhx 24) Note, He is firstly ‘‘the Shepherd.”” ‘“‘The
good Shepherd, who giveth His life for the sheep ”
Then Isarah tells us, ** And He shall be for a Sanc-
tuary ; but for a Stone of stumbling, and for & Rock
of offence to both the houses of Israel »’ (Isatah vin.
14) Again, wc see Jesus as a ' Refuge,”” before
He 15 called ** Rock of Offence >’ Then Zachariah prc-
tures Him as the ** Shooe ' {Branch) before the Stons
with seven eves THe 15 to spring up and bwld the
temple of Jehovah, bear the glory, and st and rule
upon His throne, and He shall be a priest upon His
throne, ete.”’ This can only have reference to the
post-resurrection priestly work of Chnist for ITin
Church, and the bullding of a Temple for God in tins
age. But to return to the words of Jesus in Marthew
xx1 42, a story was current among the Jews, in the
days of Jesus, which had reference to the building of
Sclomon’s Temple. It was to the effect that at a=n
early stage of the bulding operahons, the mascas sent
to the Temple site a stone for which no use seemed
then apparent It was discarded as unnecessary and
rejected by the bwlders, until at a most crifical part
of the edifice, an essential and mmportant stone was
declared 1o be missing * a umting corner-stone was
lost, This resulted 1n an organised scarch, and the
unearthing and discovering of the discarded stone. It
proved to be a perfect fit, and the Temple was com-
pleted. This may have served Jesus as an analogy,
although we are persuaded that He preferred the Scrip-
turcs to stories. A Divine commentary on this pas-
sage 18 found wn Aces v, 10212

Be 1t known unto you 2ll, and to all the people of Israel,
that wm the Name of Jesus Chrst of Mararcth whom God
rmsed from the dead, even in Him doth this man stand here
beforc you whole This 15 the stone wlich was set at nought
by you builders, whech 13 becore Ihe head of the cormer

and again,

A Lving sione disallowed .ndeed of mes, but choser of
God and precigus (I Peter u 4-8)

A gione of stumbling and a rock of offence even to them
which stumble at the word, bemng Jisobedient, where unto
also they were appointed
We must be content with remarking that ocur Lord

i this last portion of His address throws away even
the thin vell of parable, and speaks the sternest truth
in the nakedest words °° He puts His own claim *n
the plainest fashion, as the corner-stone on which the
true kingdom of God was to be bult He brands
the men before Him as incompetent buitders, who did
pot know the stone needed for the edifice when they
saw 1f. He declares with triecmphant confidence, the
futihity of opposition to Himself-—even though it kill
Him, He is sure that God will build on Him and that
His place in the building, which shall rise on through
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the ages, will be even to careless eyes the crown of the
manifesr wonder of God's hand ™' {Mactaren).

““ T HEREFORE I say unto you, The kingdom of
God shall be taken from you, and given to a nation
bringing forth the fruits thereof **  Another loncly
Damiel deciphering the Diwvine writing, tellng a
nation’s doom.’’  And they said, ** God forbid.”” But
it was too late  John the Baptist had warned them
of tlus possible transference, when he said, Think
not to say within yourselves ** We have Abraham to
our father,’* for [ say unto you, that God 15 able of
these stones to raise up children unto Abraham (Matt.
. 8] Away back in Isaah God had declarcd =~ For
the Lord God shall slay thee, and call His servants
by another name * (Isaah lxv 15). The fulfilment
of this 15 seen in Acts xi 26, where the disciples were
oracularly called ‘‘ Chnstians ' They could see the
sins of the husbandmen against the owner of the vine-
yard, but they were blind to their own sin against
God  Like Nathan’s parable before David, they did
not see the personal element until the pointed ** Thou
arr the man ** broughr out their parr in 1t.  The people
tc whom pertzined the adoption, and the glory, and
the covenants, and the gising of the law, and the
service of God and the promises: whose zre the
fathers, and of whom as concermung the flesh Chrst
came, who 15 over all God blessed for evermore >* have
been nationally displaced, and spiritually dispossessed,
and have becn supersedeq by “‘a chosen generation, a
royal priesthood, an holy mation, a peculiar people.”
To them, durning this age, have the Divine preroga-
tives been entrusted

EVEN in the first century this expression A
nation ' was made a bone of contention between Jews
and Cheistians  They referred back to the two nations
of Genesis xxv 32  Esau and Jacoh  and, argued the
Christian * ihe Jews are Esau and came first  we
arc Jacob, the true Israel who was to supplant his
Irother  This change 15 referred to by Paul when
he wrote, ** But [ say, cdid not Israel know? First
Moses saith, ** | will provoke you to jealousy by them
that arc mot a people, and by a foolish nation will I
anger you.'

This ** holy nation ** born in a day, first appears
i Acts 1. It 1s the Church of Jesus Chrnst, the pillur
and ground of the truth, entrance inte it being by re-
generation, every ong owning loyalty to his invisible
King Therein 1s the kingdom of God on earth o
these days

** And whosoever shall fall on this Stone shall be
broken, but on whomsoever it shall fall, it will grind
him to powder ’  The first and second appearings of
Christ are here referred to At the first He was and
i1s the Stone of Salvation: at the second He will he
the Smiting Stone referred to in Daniel it. To-tly
there Is safety in the Stone. To-morrow destruction
will be under the Stone,
