It was the need of the hour 1n Christ’s time It 15 the
need of the hour 1n our time Read four passages
of Scripture

He that believeth on Me, as the Scripture hath said, out
af his belly shall low rivers of Itving water (But this spake

He of the Spirit, which they that believe on Him should

receive  for the Holy Ghost was not yet given, because that
Jesus was not yet glorified) (John vu 38, 39)

And, behold, T send the prom.se of My Tather upon you
but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalern, untd ye be endued
with power from on hgh {Luke zxiv

¥or John truly baptised wih water, but ye shall be bap-
tised wath the Holy Ghost not many days hence . . Bur ye
shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost 1s come upan
you and ye shall be witnesses unto Me both 1n Jerusalem,
and i all Judsa, and i1n Samarta, and unlo the uttermost
part of the earth {Acts 1 & with 1 &

And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began
to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utter-
ance {dcts 1 4)

With these expressive Scripturcs o mind let us
make a number of
STARTLING STATEMENTS:

1 It 1s possible to be saved and yet not baptised n
the Holy Spurnt

Don’t musunderstand that word ‘ baptised **  All
behevers in Christ have partaken of the collective
baptsm whereby ‘F by one Spint are we all baptised
into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles ™ (I
Cor xn 13}  But not all behevers have been baptised
with the mndividual Baptism of the Spirt for power n
Service

There can be no doubt that the disciples before Pen-
tecost were saved Yet they were not baptised in the
Spunt, for the Spirit had not then been given

Take Luke x. 17-20.

And the scveaty returmed agam wub joy, saymg  Lord
even the dewels are subrect brto us through Thy Name And
He sard unte them, T beheld Satan as lightming fall from
heaven Behold, T give unto you power to tread on serpents
and gcorpions, and over all (he power of the enemy and
nothuing shall by any means hurt you Notwithstanding in

this rejoice not that the spirits are subject unto you, but
rather rejoice, becnuse your names are written n heaven

Note especially that the Lord tells the disciples that
their names were
WRITTEN IN HEAVEN.
Therefore 1f their names were written in heaven, they

must have been saved
Agamn, take Lulke xxii, 13-15

And ther went, aned found as He had #od woto them
and they mode ready the passover. And when the hour was
come, He sar down, and the twelve apostles with Fim And
He sara unto them, Wuh desire I have desired to eat this
passover with you before I suffer

Here the Lord partakes of the '* Lord’s Supper °*
with His disciples. It was His intense desire so to do.
But the Lord’s Supper 1s for the Lord’s people Un-
believers have no rmght to partake of the sacred em-
blems. Therefore the disciples muest have been a
savid company

Now refer 1o John xv. 3.

Now ye are clean through the word which I have spoken
unto you

THESE MEN HAL BEEN CLEANSED

by the Word of Christ and, of course, by their response
thereto Therefure they muast have besn saved
John xvu 14 gives further support,
I have given them Thy ward, and the world hath hated

them, because they are not of the world, even as [ am not
of the wrovly]

In this High Priestly prayer of the Lord Jesus He
expressly states that the disciples are not of the
world

Lastly, in this connechion, read Matthew xxvin 10,

Then sard Jeses, Be not afrard go tell My brethren that
they go 1nto Galilee and there shall they see Me

Mark the word ‘ brethren ** *‘ Go tell My breth-
ren’’ If they were the Lord’s brethren then surely
they were saved. So that before Pentecost believers
were undoubtedly saved, yet had not recerved the
Holy Sparit tn fulness

But we also find

THE SAME CONDITION AFTER PENTECOST.

The Samarntan believers had received the Word of
God—hiad even been baptised in the Name of Christ,
yet they had not received the Holy Spint {Acts v
5-17) The same situation i1s revealed in Acts  xix.

401
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The Ephesian disciples were baptised in water by
Pauvi--so they must have been saved! But even then
they bad not received the Holy Spint. That blessing
was not given until Paul’s hands were laid upon them.
Thes meident took place twenty years after Pentecost.

So that Scripture makes it vividly clear that it is
possible to have received eternal hife without having
received the eternal Sprrit.

Think of ! You may konow the regenerating
operation of the Holy Spirit without knowng the in-
dwelling presence of the Holy Spirit.  Washed in the
bloed of the Son of God, but not filled with the

PRESENCE AND POWER OF THE SPIRIT

of God. The quest.on that we put to the sinner is,
** Have you recewved the gift of eterna! Life? *’* The
question we put to the believer is, *° Have you re-
cetved the gift of the Holy Spirit? '’ To use an oft-
repeated phrase, * Eternal Ufe is God’s gift to the
sinner ' the Holy Ghost is God’s gift to the believer.™
¥ou have received one of the gifts. Can you say you
have received both ®

2 It 1s possible to have a great knowledge of the
Word of God, and yet not be bophsed in the
Holy Sprrit

Read Luke xxrv 31-32

And their eyes were opened, and they knew Him, ana He
vanished out of their sight  And theg said ane tw ancthee,
Did not our heart burn within us, while He talked with us
by the wav, and whide He opened o us the Scriptures”’

These two were persons of the burning heart
Why? Because Christ had opened to them the Scrip-
tures Yet they had not besn baptised in the Hnoly
Spirit.

Naotice a sumilar situation in Luke xxav, 45.

Tnen opened He theiwr understanding, that they might under-
stand the Scriptures

These disciples were
IN CHRIST'S RIBLE SCHOOL,

Surely they were highly privileged, Surcly they must
have heard wonderful things about the Bible Yer
they had not been baptised in the Spirit!

There 15 also a remarkable incident after Pentecost *

And 2 certam Jew named Apollos, born at Alexandna, .n
eloquent man, and teughty in the Scriptures, came to Ephesus
This man was mstrusted m the way of the Lord, and bewng
fervent m the Spirit, he spake and taught diigently the things
of the Lord, knowing only the bapilsm of John. And he
hegan to spezk boldly in the synagogue whom when Aguila
and Priscilla had heard, they took him unto them, and ex-
pounded unto tm the way of God more perfecdy (Acts
vl S0-25)

Mark that Apollos was (a) an eloguent man (b)
mighty 1n the Scriptores, {c} instructed in the way of
the Lord, (d) fervent in spirit, (¢) a dibgent teacher.
Yet he only knew the Baptism of John, which was an
immersion 1n water. What happened? Aqula and
Prscilla took him and expounded unto him the way
of God more perfectly, Simply knowing and teaching
the baptism of John was an imperfeet situation  Be-

yond all his other strnking attainments, Apollos needed
to know the Spirit bapiism from: the Lord Jesus Christ.
What is the trouble wrth many of

THE MINISTERS OF OUR PULPITS

to-day? Some are rank modernists and infidels. But
others are not su.  They are eloquent—mighty in the
Seriptures—fervent in spurit  Yet thoere is one thing
lacking—the Baptism in the Holy Ghost.

3 It iy possible to have been miraculously delrwered
from disease and demon possesnion and yer not
to have been baplised wn the Holy Ghost

Luke vui £, 3 brings this out clearly

And certarn wormen, whch had boen heatea of evdl spurits
and nfirmities, Mary called Magdalene, out of whom went
seven devils, and Joannw the wife of Chuza Herod’s steward,
and Susarma, and many others, which ministered unto Him of
their substane

Notice that these women had been healed of evil
spirtts and infirmuties—Mary had been delivered from
seven demnns——yet they had not been baptised in the
Smirit.

The same took place with Philip’s evangehstic ex-
perience in Sarnaria .

For wnclean spirns, corying with loud voice, camc out of
many that were possessed with them and many taken with
palsies, and that were lame, were healed (Acts s 7).

But thesc had not been baptised n the Holy Spinit!
So that you may have

THE BLESSING OF HEALING

without having had the blessing of the baptism  You
may have been marvellously freed from demon-posses-
son, and yet not have been marvellnusly clothed with
power from on high

4. It is possible to have had wonderful gudance and
not to hove recevped the Baptismt m the Holy
Sprit

See how that happened with the early disciples :
Matthew xxvi 10 with verses 16, 17

Then said Jesug unto them, Be not afraid go el My
brethren that they go into Galilee, and there shall they see
Me Then the eleven disciples wenr away mto Galiles, into
a mountamn where Jesus Fad appointed them And when
they saw Him, they worshipped Him  but some doubted

Christ told them that they would not sec Him un-
less they travelled a distance of about sevionty mules
They were 1n Judsea He told them rhat they would
see Him if they went into Gulitee—about seventy miles
away, at least They went—and there they saw Him.,
Yet they had not been baptised m the Holy Spirit

WONDERFUL GUIDANECE, AND YET

~—without the fulness of the Spirit

Thus we sce that amaxing spiritual experiences may
come to us—expenences that thrll us with joy, Yet
we may not have received the Holy Sprrit for service.
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One has told us of her experience in this direction.
At times she wondered whether there was any special
baptism of power for service. She had experienced
such wonderful blessing that she doubted whether
there was more for her.

But one day she saw what she wanted m another.
From that nme she sought and sought until the ex-
perience she hungered for was received. Here 1s the
account of her experience -

““There came a morming when I knew that God
had answered my prayer. And on this wise.

“ (1) It was sudden, and when I was not specially
thinking about the matter. (2) I knew in my spint
that the fulness had come (3) My Bible became
alive like a living thing, and was flooded with hght.
{4) Christ suddenly became to me a real Person 1
could not explain how, but

HE BECAME REAL TO ME,

(5) When I went to my Bible class I found mysed
able to speak with liberty of utterance, with the con-
viction of sin on every side (8). Power in prayer,
so that it seemed I only needed to ask and have
{7y My spint took its way to God, freed from every
fetter that held 1t to anything on earth.

* The fiood-tide of blessing to souls no words could
describe. Next to the freedom of utterance so sud-
denly given, the most striking thing whech remauns
in my memory was a sense {in the spirit} of the in-

tense light of God—not a wisible light, but the in-
tensity of the presence of God in such a degree that
souls were convicted of sin the instant they entered
the room, without one word being spoken to them,
and to me, personally, every shade of sin stood out
as a black shadow upon the crystal holiness of God
and was seen to be the most horrible thing on earth
How we could sin agamst such a God of holiness and
love seemed incredible

* From that tume the whole work and service was
Lfted to a different plane, as if it were raised by the
incoming of some tidal wave After liberty of utter-
ance was suddenly given, the outflow of the Spt
swept into the work, and instead of a dead prayer
meeting, we had prayer meetings so filled with life and
freedom of utterance, that they were far more attrac-
tive than the old popular social evening We could
spend three hours 1n prayer with ease, and with ef-
fective resuit All wanted to pray, and the time was
too short for all the * work > that had to be done in
the precious prayer ttme This flood-tide of prayer
was soon followed by actton, and the praymg ones
ere long were out in the streets seeking to win souls
for Christ, for all true outflow from the Holy Spirit
must eventually reach the unsaved, just as it id at
Pentecost *’

There remains a personal question for us all The
need of the hour is Holy Ghost power, Is it my
need? Have I recerved the Holy Spirit for power

in service?

Others walk with the aid of sticks
or ceutches, wiile 2 pumber, who azre bhnd, are led

There have been a number of remarkable instances
of healing, and those who claim to have been cured
within the last three weeks are confident that theiwr
diseases have disappeared

CURES TLAMMED.

One of the most extraordinary cases 1s that of Mrs.
Gnffiths, of Penarth She was wheeled to the piat-
form in a spinal carnage. Her face was hned with
the suffering she had endured for eighteen months
The carnage shook as if electnfied when the Prin-
cipal prayed znd laid hands vpon her.

Christ’s Sorrowing Sentence upon Jerusalem

N verses 27, 28, they are as whited walls with cor-
I rupt vuneents 1t was the custom to wlntewash
scpulchres about oune month before Passover
tme to warn off persons from contractng unclean-
ness  They would be noticeably winte at this time,
and Jesus was probably in view of these when He
gave utterance as n these verses. So He would say
with terrible rrony, that thc apparent holmess of the
rulers was really a sign of corruption and a warning
le the people to keep away from them
Yo verses 29-33, they e prophet persccutors, am
sepuichral serpents  They honour the dead prophets,

but kall the hive ones  They had praise for the dead
ones but persecution for the living cnes

““1t 1= a great deal caser to bwld tombs than to ac-
cept teactungs, and a good deal of the posthumous
honour pard ko God’s messengers only means, It's a
good thing they arc dead, and that we have nothing
to do, but to put up a morument ® Bicentenaries,
tercentenarics and jubilees do not always mply either
the understanding or the aceeptance of the punciples
supposed to be glonfied thereby  But the magnifiers
of the past are often gquite uvnconscious of the hol-
lowness of their admursbtion, and honest In thewr hor-
ror of thewr fathers™ acts; and we all need the probe
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of such words as Christ's to pierce the skin of our
lazy reverence for our fathers’ prophets, and to let
out the foul matter below, namely our blindness to
God’s messengers of to-day "' (Maclaren)

While shedding tears over the murder of the pro-
phets 1n their fathers’ days, they were even then
meditating the crime which would crown all the mur-
ders of the past, and would doom them to a place
in the

DIABOLIC $SUCCESSION OF PROPHET-KILLERS,

Christ’s first commg had been ushered in by a mas-
sacre of inocents, and very soon the last and foulest
of all murders would be committed.

“Fill ye up then the measure of your fathers,”
said Jesus  Generation after generation pours its
contribution into the vessel, and then when the last
black drop which 1t can hold has been added, there
comes the catastrophe Mark the fatal necessity by
which nherited sin becomes darker sm. The fathers’
crimes are less than the son’s. This inheritance in-
creases by cach transmussion. The clock strikes one
more at each revolution of the hands

Who 1s there who does not thank God for this
scathing denunciation of that most hateful of all
abommations—hypocrisy ? See how Jesus brands it
in every sentence, * Woe unto you, scribes and
Pharisees, hypocrites!”” How piece by prece He
shews their muserable lfe to have been a he
“ Hypocrites ! because you profess to sit m Moses’
seat, 1o have the key of knowledge, and to know the
way of hfe yourselves, and to shew it to others,
and all thrs profession 1s a he. Hypocrites! because
your pretended charity 1s a lie, aggravated by the
forms of devotion with which 1t 1s masked, while the
essence of 1t 15 most sordid avarice. Hypocrnites!
because

YOUR ZEAL FOR GOD IS A LIE,

being really a zeal for the Devi), your converts be-
ing perverts worse than yourselves Hypocrites! be-
cause your morality is a lie, making the law of God
of none effect by your mserable caswstry Hypo-
crites ! because your devotion 1s a lie, consisting
merely in punctilious attention to the minutest forms,
while the weighty matters of the law you set aside,
—like those who stram out the gnat and swallow the
camel Hypocrites' because your whole demeanour
is a Le, all fa.r outside ke a whited sepulchre, while
within ye are full of dead men’s bones, and of all un-
cleanness Hypocrites ' liecause your pretended re-
verence for the prophets 1s a lie, for had you hved
in the days of your fathers, you would have done as
they did, as 1s plain from the way in which you are
acting now ; for you build the tombs of the dead pro-
phets, and put to death the living ones ' (Gilson)

The sin-branded sentence follows : ** Fill ye up then
the measure of your fathers.”’ Since you will not be
saved, there is nothing for it but that you go on m
sin to the bitter end : serpents for ever hissing at the
heels of the holy . a brood of vipers with no hope now
of escaping the judgment of Gehenna,

We hear Isaiah crying, *° Ho, Assyrian, the rod

of Minc anger, and the staff n therr hand 15 Mine
wndignation 1 will send him agamst a hypacriiical
nation and aganst the people of My wrath will 1
gine Inm a charge’ But the people mocked the
messengers of God, and despised His words, and nus-
used His prophets until the wrath of God wose

against the people till thure was no remedy. Israel
never really repentud of thus national rebellion  The
last word i the Old Testament 1s ** curse ”  The

sons attributed thi:s state of things as belonging to
the days of thewr fathas, and the present relegated
it to the past. but bygones ate not bygones, for
‘* God requireth that wlhich 1s past *' {Eccles. n1 13}

“ Wherefore behold I will send unto you prophets,
and wise men, and scribes,” saxd Jesus What un-
disguised authority shines out in this  statement!
Nothing but persecution is predicted for the prophets,
massacre awaits the messengers of God Yer He
sends them To the loug hst of Old Testament and
pre-Pentecostal martyrs, they are to add Stephen,
James, and other of the apostles. But reaping must
follow sowmng. and “ though the mills of God grind
slowly, they grind excecding small ”’  God will

REMEMBER THi1S MARTYR HOST.

This has been seen 1n the past, and the future will
see another display of it in His dealing with ‘* Baby-
lon, drunken with the blood of the saints, and with
the blood of the witnesses of Jesus "' (Rev. xvii. 6)
“* He that toucheth them toucheth the apple of His
e)e n

Spectal mention is made in verse 35 of Zacharas,
called .n the authonsed version the son of Barachias.
For our readers’ benefit we supply two notes relative
to this Scrpture  The first, from the Companton
Bible, says, ““Zacharias, son of Barachias.” Not the
son of Jehomda in II. Chronicies xxiv 20, 21, but
Zechartah the prophet (Zech 1 1-7), who we here
learn was killed 1n the same way And why not?
Are there not many examples of historical comci-
dences? Why should the Lord single out Zacha-
rias the son of Jehoiada, then nearly 800 years before?
But note what Dr Godbey says * Barachias in the
Authorised Version, a proper name, 15 evidently
a mistake, as Zacharias was not the son of a man
by that name, but the son of Jehoiada the priest

THE PLAIN SOLUTION

of the matter 1s that Barachias 1s a Hebrew word,
and simply means ‘ The blessed ’ Theretore I trans-
late 1t as ‘ Zacharias the son of the Biessed '—an
epithet of Jehoiada »’

If the Zacharias referred to here was the son of
Jehoiada, then Jesus would probably be standing n
the viciuty where that crime was committed  Jewish
tradition said that two hundred years after his death
the blood of Zecharah still bubbled up through the
pavement of the Temple court His dying words were,
* The Lord look upon 1t and require 1t "’ That cry
wag heard, and was to have an answer, for *‘ pre-
crous 1n the sight of the Lord 1s the death of His
saints '’

* Verly I say unto you, all these things shall come
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upon THIS GENERATION.'' As God had waited some
hundreds of years for the Amortes to 8l up their cup
of iniquty (Gen. xv. 13-18), so Hec had waited for
Israel. Now in the words of the Holy Spirir,
‘* wrath is come upon them to the uttermost.’’ Israel
were not to be judged for one act, the crucifixion of
Christ, even though that act be the blackest in his-
tory + but for an attitude, and that a fixed one. The
crucifixion was a clunatie act; a crisia: the apex f
Tsrael’s national degeneracy.

Near the commencement of this Gospel we hawe
those precious Beatitudes ; now near 1its close we have
the awful woes, and a wail. Throughout the woes
sorrow had run alongside severity, and finally above
the sound of mdignation, the infinite compassion of
the Saviour breaks forth in a heart-tearing wail, and
the Laml: sorrows in His wrath ; O Jerusalem, Jeru-
saletm, thou that Ioilest the prophets, and stonest
them which are sent unto thee, how often would |
have gathered thy children together even as a hen
gathereth her chickeus uader her wings, and ye would
not ' Again observe the lofty consciousness shining
out in the Lttle pronoun *'1."" He 13 a young man lhittle
more thar thirty years of age, but His perscaal con-
sciousness runs back through all the ages of the pasr;
through all the times of the killing of the prophets,
and stoning of the messengers of God, from Abel
to Zoechanah; and not only so, but this Son of Jzrael
speaks in the most natural way as the brooding
mother of them all through all their generations.
What wonders, not of beauty z2lone, and of exquisite
pathos, but of conscious majesty in thar immortal
lamentation

In John v 40, Jesus had said, ‘' And ye are not
willing to come to Me, that ye might have ffe.”
That unwillingness became fixed and final, and the
““1 would, but ye would not ” is the last word on
that subject At the commencement of His minis-
try Jesus spoke of the Temple as

“ MY FATHER'S HOUSE '™:

now at the close He says, ** Behold, your house is left
unto you desolate.’”” Bereft of Chrnist desolation 1s
certamn

God had fulfilied Haggai’s prophecy. *The De-
sire of nations ** had come - that house had been filled
with glory, and the glory of that latter house had
been greater than that of the former, But they had
not been ready for this day of visitation they were
not able to stand before Him who was like a refiner,
and purifier of silver. Thus slowly, sorrowfully and
apparently hesitantly, Itke the glory in Ezekiel's
temple, the glory lifted and left that latter house, and
God wrote ‘° Ichabod ’* over it. Thus Divine pro-
tection was withdrawn to open the way for the de-
solater.

Sternly, lterally, termbly, within fifty years, was
that prophecy fuffitled. Four years hefore the war
began, while as yet Jerusalem was in the greatest
peact. and puospenty, a melancholy manac traversed
its streets with the repeated cry, ** A voice from the
east. a vorce from the west, a vowe from the four
winds against Jerusalem and the holy House; a voice

against the bridegrooms and the brides; and a voice
against this whoele people.’’

NO SCOURGINGS OR TORTURES

could wring from him any other words except
“Woe! woe!l to Jerusalem ' woe to the aty? woe
t1 the people'! woe to the holy House™, unti seven
years afterwards, during the siege, suddenly crying
" Woe to me also! ™’ he was killed Ly a stone from
a catapult. His voice was but the renewed echo of
the vowce of pruphecy.

Titus had not ongmally wished to encumpass the
city, but he was forced, by the desperate obsunacy
of the Jews, to surround 1it, firstly with a pahsaded
mound, and then with a wall of masonry He did
not wish to sacrifice the Temple—nay, be made every
possible effort to save st,—but he was forced to leave
it in ashes He did not intend te be cruel to the
inhabitants, but the deadly fanaticism of the opposition
5o extinguished all desiwre to spare them, that he un-
dertook the task of well-nigh exterminating the race
—of crucifying thern by hundreds, of exposmng them
1 the amphitheatre by thousands, of selling them intn
slavery by myriads.” Josephus tells us that, after
the siege of Titus, no one in the desert waste around
him would have recogrised the beauty of Judea, and
that if any Jew had come upon the city of a sedder,
however well he had known 1t before, he would have
asked, ** What place is this? > And he who in
modern Jerusalem would look for relics of the ten-
times captured city of the day of Christ, must {ook
for them

TWENTY FEET BELOW THE SO0IL,

and will scarcely find them. In one spot alone re-
maimn @ few massive substructions, as though to shew
how wast was the ruio they represent; and here, on
every Friday, assemble some poverty-stricken Jews,
standing each m the shroud i which be will at length
be buried and wail over the shattered glories of their
fallen and desecrated home ** {Ferrar)

Ye shall not see Me henceforth, till ye shall say,
“ Blessed is He that cometh in the Name of the
Lord.” TIn Luke xix., these people had rebuked the
mulutude for usmg this expression now they are
reminded thar that expression shall be the greeting
when next He is wisible to the nation. Israel's re-
jection 15 repeatedly foretold by the prophews, The
last Book of the Old Testament clearly foreshadows
it, and also affirms that

With the desolation of the Temple, and the des-
truction of Jerusalem, came the beginnmg of the
periad spoken of in Hosea ui. 4+ ** For the children
of Israel shall abide many days without a king, and
without a prince, and without a sacrifice, and with-
out an image, and writhout an ephod, and without
teraphum **  During this time Chnist 15 in heaven as
Priest and King In Israel, priest and king were
from separate tribes, but Christ holds both offices
as did Melchisedek (Heb. +ii 1, &) The words of
Hosea v. 15 fit 1n here, ““ I will go, and return to
My place il they acknowledge their offence, and
seek My face: in their affliction, they will seekk Me
early ' There are three " Untils ¥’ to be accom-
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plished before Israel can have full blessing. They
are (1) Matthew xxur 39; (2) Luke xx1. 24 Gen-
tile world power must run its course (Daniel u. 34,
35); (3} Romans xi. 23-27. The elect of the Gen-
tiles must be brought

Yet even this dark cloud has its silver Lining,
Though, as nestlings, Israel would not nestle under
the proffered sheltering wing, and are now as scat-
tered chicks

AWAY FROM THE BROODING MOTHER,

yet ‘‘ He that scattered Israel will gather him *’
When the heart of the nation shall turn tc the Lord,
the vail shall be Ufted, and they shall experience
“ life from the dead ’’, their sin shall be taken away,
and they shall ‘‘ be graffed in again, and so all

[believing] Israel shall be saved ” Her fature is a
glorwous one, for though there will be Jew and Gen-
tile in the millennial kingdom, Israel’s position will
be paramount.

This chapter, Matt. xxih., the most eloguent,
most appalling, and terrible of all discourses ever
delivered to mortals, was pronounced in the Temple
1 the presence of multitudes Never was there more
fatthful dealing, more terrible reproof, more pro-
found knowledge of the workings of hypocnisy, or
more skill 1in detecting the concealments of sin. This
was the last of Christ’s public discourses, it is a
mast solemn summary of all that He ever had sad,
or had to say, of a wicked and hypocritical genera-
uon

a true image The Word of God 1s a mirror (James
1. 23-25) We need to look into 1t to see the spots
and blemishes that require removing—those defects
that spoil the reflection of His image m our lves

We sometimes quote the poet and wish we had the
power ‘‘ to see ourselves as others see us,”” but we
prefer the best view The photographer avoiuds any
blemish  He takes us at our best and we are frailly
human—always believing what 15 most comfortable to
our pride  We prefer to forget our weaknesses and
failluies It rakes some determination to make our-
selves come to a far judgment seat and measure our-
selves by Christ’s pattern, meeting the failure fa.r and
square 1n the face, and praying that we may be made

TRUE TO HIS PATTERN.

Christ said, ‘‘Be ye perfect,” and though some
translate this *° Be mature ’—the thought here is of
functioning that has perfect equipoise God’s pur-
pose for all His people i1s the full development of every
capacity and ialent  But we would add a warning to
young people You have talents, ambitions, hopes
ard desires  You long for expression, you ache for
free scope. You yearn for the best in the Christan
life which you have entered—the utmost in ministry.
Let not this overwhelming longing lead you to un-
watchfulness—be on your guard against teaching that
promotes the abnormal and preduces the irrational
Beware of those who are all ready to take advantage
of your eagerness and .nexperience  Arm yourself
with the Word of God Be not swayed by every
bréeze that blows We have in mind a bright yourg
believer, who to-day s 1n the mimstry preaching the
full Gospel most effectively. At one time—in the
early days of his spirttual life—his future was well
mgh marred under the nfluence of a hyper-spiritual
type of teachung. He was instructed along the lines
of extreme separation—a separation which cut straight
across all human relationships and would have led to
the ruthless sundering of the most sacred ties and the
violation of vows made before God. Go to God with
your cravings, tell Him all—though of course He
knows and understands without telling, yet explain
it all carefully to Him  And then

WAIT PATIENTLY FOR HIS RESPONSE;

a response that will more than sarisfy the hunger
within, God knows the need of enlargement in our
lives It s sawd that Michael Angelo once visited the
studio of Raphael whilst the great artist was absent
Seeing some figure sketches m outline on a canvas,
Angelo with his pencil re-drew the characters in each
case on a larger scale, writing underneath, “‘Amplius,
Amplus.””

A distinguished author wrnites, “Those who consider
want of money tlie worst of ewils are fools, there 13
a far more paiwnful one, and that 1s penury of desires
Revelation never seeks the pauperisation of lfe by
destroying destre, 1t aims to secure the fulness of life
by accepting our native desires, seeking only to sanc-
ufy them, to direct them to the nght objects and
cause them to work our complete happiness

Christ knew what deep des.re was and we may be
glad when strong desires possess us, but they need
control and right use and then they become energy
for the Kingdom There 1s in most lives the Stoic
or Epicurean response In some hives one sees human
nature asserting itself in both ways When there
has been strong self-demial 1n some direction there 1s
often in some other direction a pronounced indul-
gence ‘‘ The law of compensatien ' psychologists
call ot

There s much preached to-day by very select
coteries of advanced Christians on that which almost
becomes a cult of anmihilation—it 1s *‘ death to self
to such a degree that 1t opens the avenues of the
being to a supernatural sphere that s not healthy
Human life must have expression, and when 1its
natural outlet 1s denied and even the sublimat:on of
1t forbidden, 1t will be open to find expression in un-
natural ways This not only apples to the physical
but to

THE MENTAL AND EMOTIONAL LIFE.

Visions so-called are often the outcome of this dis-
ordered state We find the eccentric, the erratic, the
extravagant here Christ wants to make of our per-
sonality the channel of revelation, that through our
yielded nature He may pour His own wondrous hfe
of victory He comes not to efface but to fil No
pale unlovely asceticism here God loveg the laughter
of His children

Some hves are stunted and dwarfed through this
lack of expression Dr Meyer sums up an excessive
ascetism 1n the following lines ¢ This idea of the
ascetic hife 1s that every human feeling is a weak-
ness, and every natural mstinct a sin  No woman’s
caress, no childish voice, no render love, none of the
jewels or flowers of existence, may soften the rigours
of that lot  But 15 not all this a hibel on God's original
creation” Has He made so great a mistake in creat-
ing us that we must thwart His 1deal at every step,
ere we¢ can rise to our true manhood? Must we
make ourselves other than men before we can be
saints? Surely to reason thus s to dishonour the
wisdom and love of God i our original creation.
And the Incarnation teaches us that God does not re-
quire an emasculated, but a fulfilled and purified
humanity.’

Another well-known and much-used preacher of the
nmeteenth century speaking upon the same subject
adds, ** Any form of ascetism, physical, mental or
spiritual, makes fulness of growth impossible.”” Very
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often this '‘ death to self »’ cult 1s but

in a new garb. The nun abjures matrmony thay she
may be the *° Bride of Chnsty,''—the eager soul 1n
quest of the revelation gnd reahsabion of 2 spiritual
kleal, turns its back upon the lawful and leg.timate,
regarding these things as barriers to the achievement
of the heart’s holiest desires, and hoping by the re-
nunciation thereof to reach a state of spiritual per-
fection which will make it capable of closer com-
munion with God.

‘We are rerminded—the psychologists tell us—that if
an emohon has pn expression it dies, that each
emotion and mstinct has the moment when the neces-
sary strmulus should be given. Tor instance .f 1
chick hatched in an incubator 1s not given to the hen
at the right moment 1t will never follow its instinct
and obey the * Ciuck, Cluck '* that means ** Come
under my wings ' for safety or for slesp

There must be in every life that has truly yielded
to God an awed consciousness that He controls every
detail of the hie that has been given to Him. MHe
has a plan—He knows our talents and capacities, and
He has arranged our circumstances to bring these tn
their frution Everything is rightly timed by God’s
clock., The lesson we need to learn 15 to seize every
opportenity and to profit to the full from every cx-
perience

There are those who depend alone on reason As
their gutde, and there are those whe ndicule others
whom they regard as merely and solely ** emotional.”
It 1s well to see that we have both parts of cur natures
properly in harness for God and His kingdom It is
interesting to see what others say—not on the side
of reason—we hear that often enough—but concern-
ing the Ufe of feelng Bockle writes, ** The
emotions are as much a part of us as the under-
standing, they are as truthful; they are as Likely ro
be right  Though therr view is different they ace not
capricious. They ohey fixed laws, they follow an
orderly and uniform course; they run in scquences;
they have their logic and method of inteference ™
And

far outside the orthodox carmp, ‘sancuions the same
view—'‘Yes, this blessed and saving truth is found
underlying all relyzions, that mer have g more trast-
worthy guide than rcason and that we should rather
obey the dictator of the heart '’

It is said that Darwin in lus old age had lost his
love of music and of beautiful hterature. He had
spent s Dife collecting data, marshalling facts n
order and drawing deductions, and his mind moved
along scientific hines. The finer feelings had been
ousted and had died. But God will see to it, if we are
faithful, that we do not lose anything of our grear
inheritance n Christ. The unfolding of the Divine
will must undoubtedly hold all things that are worthy
of possession It is for us always to give prompt

It is by the Divine
indwelling that our {rue eternal personahly dawns,
and for the expression of the special manifestation
of Himself that 15 entrusted to each one of us.

As it 1s through the Baptism of the Holy Spirit
that we receive thus fulness of bfe, which makes full
development of the whole being with all its powers
possibie and actual, there is a great need that the
warrung should be blazed abroad that tlus blessed 1m-
merston s not a working up of our own Ife and
energies-—it 1s the coming of the cnergy of the Holy
Ghost from above, upon a quet, stilled and waitigg
vessel, and life 1s so quickened that desires and capa-
cittes and talents should perform their Duvinely-
ordained purposc  In this directron there has been
much misdirected zeal—people unconscrously attempt-
ing to produce results that should be left to God
alone. In some rreles it has become a  positive
mania to produce certain mamfestations which even
when produced ofttimes fail 10 yeld the last blessing
sought

But we also need the warning too that God wants,
not to stultfy our powers by an anmiulation of per-
sonality, nor let us go to the other extreme of fana-
rncism where 177 3s the great wonder of vision, ex-
perience, prophecy, etc  We would slightiy alter the
words of the poet—it 1s

Self-control, equipotse, and self-sacrifice—
These three lead Dfe to so.erefn power

An unselfish self control that takes the wa media
of full development of life and full expression for all
1ts capacities with no excess of the sparitual any more
than the physical This 1s God’s rich thought for man
He will see to 1t that where there s capacity He will
grve =cope.

But perhaps the majonty of people tend in the otner
thiection—they do not give the * Stoic ”’ response 17
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life. They do not know even in its true sense what
‘““1 am cructfied with Christ ’' really means. There
ts a danger of indulgence—not of too severely pruning
the tree, but rather of over-luxuriant and useless foliage
growth. So many preach temperance who are horri-
fied ar the very thoughr of intemperance in drink, but
they have their own pet indulgence They are warped
in the opposite direction. It may be that vice or vices,
gossip, it may be riot in thought life, or it may be
mordinate affection for dress or for some friend It
may be intemperance in going to meetings and neg-
lecting the husband at home; 1t may be an excessive
use of spiritual gifts The Gospel of our Lord Jesus
Christ stands for the full growth, and the perfect
functioning of every part of the being and of every
talent each in its night relationship bringing the Lfe
of the whole mto perfect balance with a delicately sen-
sitive poise It 15 an apt though familiar remark that
RIGHT RELATIONSHIP WITH GOO
means right relationship with man, but mn how few
cases we see it We find family feuds, and members
of churches quarrelling, and almost every Christian
seems to have his own special pet foible, his point
of view writ so large he can see no other., We be-
lieve that the true remedy for all this lies in having
the Iife Christ-centred and Christ-controlled—this will

prevent those alarming swerves from the pathway of
poise. Life in no sense will be dwarfed through the
acceptance of the yoke of Chnist. Life must be larger
and grander in 1ts service, outlook, and sympathy;
it will increase in intensity of purpose—there may be
less commorion bur there will be more actual motion
in the God-balanced experience.

Dr W. L Watkinson reminds us *‘ At one ex-
tremity of the vegetable world are the air-plant and the
orchid, ethereal things usually far up in the high
forest trees, that draw their nourishment from the
dew and bight of the blue heavens m which they are
embosomed, and apparently glance superciliously upon
the earth far below, with which they are little coon-
cerned, whilst at the other end of the scale are those
Alpine plants known as geophytes, from the fact that
the chief portion of their existence is spent under-
giound.” He beautifully adds, ** We need to be
neither of the air-plant aloof wn the heights spurning
the ground—nor of the geophyte buried in the dust—
but rather do we answer to the lovely plants of the
temperate regions which at one and the same time
take firm hold of the earth and drink 1n the celes-
tial influences of sun and shower, starring the land-
scape with their beauty and filing the air with their

sweetness.”’ (To be concluded).

Travellng up the east ceast from Durban in the
55, Ubene we steamed out of harbour ai 10 am

A number of dear ones had been down in the after-
noon and evemng of the previous day o brd us fare-
well, #s the boat was late m saitlng  Ie the cabin
with Brother and Sister Cooper of the Durban assem-
bly, and Brother Hewitt of New Zealand, who had all
so lovingly committed us unto the Lord, we felt the
cutting adnft from these beloved fellow-belicvers, and
the wrench of leaving civilisation, the departure for the
bush, and separation from so many whose fellowship
tad meant s0 much Al had been most kind. One
had taken us down in his motor car, and bouaght toys
and sweets for our children, others had brought
flowers and loving gifts  'We were three days late in
getbhing away, owing to raln having delayed the lead-
ing of cargo

My mother, Mrs Hescer, had booked fo accompany
us as far as Beirta About an hour after leaving
Durban Harbour we got into 2 terrfic swell, and be-
gan 1o feel the Mogambigque cnrrents We all had a
rough time of 1t My wife and chidren remained in
the cabin I sank into a chair on the deck, and had
a very bad time of 1t until the afterncon of the pext
day. After 1 had been crymg to Geod to undertake I
siddenly realised His healing touch, and was enabled
to rise up in victory, and ran about the deck, prais-
ing God Several of the others were very sick, and
also two of the stewards The first port of call was
Lorcnco Marques, then Delagoa Bay and Beira

Bere my mother left us, and returned to Darban
in the 8§ Karoe. [ went with her to the boat that
was lying out i the harbour, and we commitied each
other mnto His keeping. What 2 sweet peaceful time
that was We had both dreaded the thought of that

1 had thought to ash a lady friend of mine who has been 2
diligemt and agie collector of fleas {in the cause of science
as will appear) to write this lesson, but {hinh perhaps the
connection between fleas and 1 Samuel ¥ may not be m-
mediately apparent  Moreover, mothers mught ohject e the
mtroduction of them inca the clazs Yet, stranfe as it may
apprar, there 1s a vitzl conmectzon bBecween the two subgects
because of the plague that 15 mentioned in this chapter (I
Samue! v 6)

I. Plague or Pest,

One of the greatest jlls that has affected mankmd through
the pgus 15 that krown 23 the ptague or pest  In the fourteenth
century It 15 estimsted hat duresg  the Black Death waces
than 25 par cent of the population of Europe died, and m the
Great Plague of London (1665—1666) of which there are st
many traces 1n the metropolis, over 70,000 persons perished
Even to this day plague 1s one of the dread diseases of India
and the East, and ncws of its appearance in a taown or

ety quickly strikes eerror to the mmbabitanrs Oee of the most
deadly symptomns of the p'ague 15 boils, that break out under
the arms and m other parts of the body These 1n the lebrew
are called ** emerods ™ (I Samuel v rf, 11, 12}, and it was cf
these that cupres were made in gold (I Samuel vi 17)

For many centuries the cause of plague waz a mystery, and
thgrefore its real cure ses rendercd dufficult, becaose it could
nai be dealt with at s soercc It 1s only withim wery recent
yearz that medical zcieuce has discovered the plague darrier,
and « was .n heiping forward this search that my 1ady friena
collected and bottled samples of every sort of flea that could
be found, thuz helping to find the culprit, and so combat one of
the greatest scourges that the woria has ever Known Now
comes the Link 1n the chain between fleas and T Samuel v
Rats prere found to he the amimals t(hin carrled plague infec-
teon, wnd in the Arst place plague wus discovered to be a
disease of rats  The method whereby the wnfection was carricd
from the rats to mankind was also discovered, and it was =z
special flea that was common to bath  When the rats betame
infected wrth the plague, and one of the fleas bit a human
being, the person bitten developed plague, and so the infection
spread
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Clean the dnrk dirry places, prevent rais from harbouring
and breeding n fiithy holes, make homes and buldings rat-
proct, and you prevent one of the greatest diseases that the
human race knows, from gettung 2 grip upon the country

So emerods and mice, boils and rats, the plague and desth,
the cause anil effect, stond cxposed The lmk s forged that
jains the rwo together But how aoes 1t come about thac
thousands of years before modern science has Joined these
two together [plague-boils and raes) that the grand old
Bonr d-d =0, and the trespass offering made to the Lerd
when they desired to be free from the plague, was golden copies
of the very things that had afflicted them® Dwoes st not
sirdie you thar medical smence would bave saved gme and pre-
mous dives of they had consulted the Seriptures sooner, and
Inked together what the Word has linked—the cause and the
effect—emeroas and rats  Once more the Bible 15 proved NOT
to be belund 1the nmes, but very much in [ronr, by over three
thousand years It can teach science someuthing, and bas the
night to ¢aim that the palm of modern research, which the
Bible has antedated, should be handed over to the Word of
God  Praese the Laord, the old Baol: keeps abeeast e.en with
modarn sctentific research, robs 1t of e laurels, shews up 1its
centuries of ignorance, and has the right to claim that the link-
g up of the cause of plague and the resuli, rats and emerods,
should belong to the Bible, and not ta research
