HAVE becen asked to give my mmpressions of the
wonderful Revival and Healing Campaign which
1s now being conducted by Principal George Jef-

freys at the Cory Hall, Cardiffi As a rule, pressmen
are inclined to be cynical, and indeed the nature of
their occupation makes them so, but I am bound to
confess—and 1t 15 the experience of other newspaper-
men who have attended the services—that I have
been deeply impressed.

Principal Jeffreys is full of the fervour which finds
an instant appeal in the Welsh temperament, and not
since the famous revival of 1904-5 have such scenes
been witnessed in the environs of Cardiff. In the
first days of the campaign there was ample room in
the spacious Cory Hall for all who desired admittance,

and there were a few empty seats  As the campagn
progressed however, and the story of the wonderful
work of Principal Jeffreys and his enthusiastic assis-
tants was noised abroad, queues formed outside the
hall some hours before the services were due to com-
mence, and now it has been found that the hall, which
seats 1,200 people, 1s far too small., The officers of
Wood Street Congregational Church, one of the largest
chapels in the country, have now come forward and of-
fered therr_splendid chapel for use on certan days of
the campaign. A similar offer has been made by the
officers of Splott Road Baptist Church. thus indicating

Cardit 1s one of the world’s chief ports, and it 15
difficult to attract a large audience or congregation
without a goodly sprinkling of coloured men. Prin-
cipal Jeffreys has attracted and held men of all colours
and creeds m this cosmopolitan city, and he has done
much to impress the truth of the brotherhood of man
as contained in the Foursquare Gospel

The stnging has been an inspiration, and boys in
the streets are heard whistling and humming the tunes
heard at the serviccs.

There have been over 1,000 converts to date and the
number of cures has been very lngh.  There are cymes
who doubt that these cures are genuwmne, [ can vouch
from my own knowledge of the genuineness of one
of the cures 1 have known Mrs. Ehzabeth Wood,
Schoal Street, Abertridwr, for some years  She has
been a cripple, and has moved about on erutches
with the utmost dithculty After being ancinted and
prayed for, she arose and placed her crutches on one
side I could hardly credst it when I saw her walk
to the front of the hall without assistance I spoke
to her. and she told me with tears in her cyes that
she was healed, and what was even more umportant,
she had piven herself to the Master, and had been
healed 11 soul as well as 1n body This 15 but on-
example of the many cures whieh have becn cffected
at Cardif,

The campauign has continued beyond the date ong-
nally nterded, and sull the people ask for maore
Thase who say that the Gospel has lost its gnip should
come to the Carddff meetings The people want_the
tiue Gospel, the Foursquare Gospel; they are tired of
Modermists and those who cannot provide real [ood
for hungry souls The preaching of fundamental
truths by Prnincipal Jeffreys hus met with a sincere

Paul Kanamori’s Wonderful Experience

of the maost remarkable stories of modern tumes
i the religious circles of the worlkd

I+ was from the lips of Professor Paul Kanamor,
one of the most nfiuennal scholars, teachess, and
preachers 1o modern Japan.

He was rcared 10 a nutive school which was at-
tended by some hundred or more scholars  He told
how one of the scholars breame possessed of a Bible,
which he read without the aid of any commentary. He
was lascinated, and, like a boy, could not keep 1t to
himself  Others became readers, untd quite one hun-
dred boys swere Bible-readers and formed themselves
into a lund of fellowship

He told how they all became enhghtened, and made
a confession of their faith in the inspiration, the

DIVINE INSPIRATION OF THE BOOK.

As time went on, these boys, without any teacho
or mnstructer or help of any kind, were gradually but
surely converted to the Lord Jesus Chrst. The joy
of the relignon of Jesus filled their souls, and they
made 1t known They went inte the open market-
place, as did those in the Acts of the Apostles, and
bore their testimony to the truths they had embraced

This was over fifty years ago, with the resule thar
they were persecuted with such seventy that they were
greatly tried Eventually, one by one they could not

lT was my high privilege recently to listen to one

withstund the enemy, and only some forty remaincd
loyal and true This company went cut one night
t» & place known as the Flowery Mount, and there
they consecrated themselves fully to the service of
Jesus Chnst, as therr Divine Saviour, and dedicaied
their powers to Him  They drew up a statement of
thewr faith and pledged thumselves, ar all cost, to be
loyal to thewr belief. These boys vaned in age from
thirteen to eighteen years of age  The spealer,

KAHNAMORI WAS ONKE OF THESE BOYS,

and an elder one  As the leader of the company, he
wus watched and eventually was cast mto prison He
was searched on entering the jal, but he had raken
the precaution to conceal the Gospels according to
Matthew and John tn the limng of his waistcoat
These he fed upon during his exile  Then, fearing
lest he should be detected and deprived of these pre-
cious portons, which were the bread of lbfe to his
spiritual nature, he set to work and commutted them
to memory Then said he, “ They mighr take the
Ward of God from me altogether, but they could
never take that which I had in my memory * ¢ Thy
words were found, and I did eat them; and Thy
Word was unto ne the joy and refocing of my heart, ™

The time came when he was released, and he ac-
qured once more a copy of the Bible and a copy
of Pilgnm’s Progress He scon afterwards joined 2

Christian College and became the pastor of a church

It was during his eonnection with this college that
he came under the spell of the New Theology and the
Hygher Criticism, He was charmed and

ENTHRALLED WITH THE GERMAN BOOKS

upon the new interpretation of the Bible. He devoured
the productions of the latest and cleverest writers,
and became a full-blown Modernist. He was a great
lingust and scholar, never eeasing his studies and at-
taynments. The trme came when he was so advancesi
th his theories that his conscience began to trouble
him How could he bg one man in the study and
another man in the pulpit?

He consulted his many friends, but all persuaded
him to go on with his pulpit work; but he sad very
emphatically, **I could not be two-faced, I must give
up wy church I could nut be recerving their money
and neglecting to preach the Gospel I had become
an unbeliever ** Eventually he resigned his charge
He became an cut-and-out Modernist He behieved
the Bible was full of rmstaltes. The myths and errors
,were many, and the Book was unmspired It was on
a par with hooks of Mohammed, Buddha, and others
Everytiung he read was destructive and he was

HO BETTER THAN AN AGNOSTIC,

He went through his country lecturing upon social-
1sm and economics, and abandoned the Gospel and the
Cross Chnist was not Divine. He died as a good
man with a fine character He was only the son of
Joseph und Mary The virgin birth was all a myth
When He died there was an end to Him His resue-
rection was afl imagination The disciples were de-
luded

It 15 hard to believe that with such a previous his-
tory and career, he lived and worked 1n this dark
experience for no less than twenty-four years He
translated the German writers 1nto his own language,
and those volumes were simply devoured by the young
aspit.ny scholars of the times His wonngs were
read by all the intellectuals, until he became well
known throughout Japan as the scholar and teacher
for schools

At the end of this long period an event happened
which brought him to consider his ways. His dear
wife, the mother of his nine children, was called home.
It was a sad and terrible loss He was

SMITTEH IN A VERY VITAL PLACE.

His children could not be comiforted. They cried day
and night There was no comfort in his theories and
myths. His belefs were hollow and meaningless.
Where could he go, to whom could he look for help
and rchef? His children kept coming to him for
help, but he could give them none They talked of
their mother being n heaven, yet needed her so much
an garth and 1o their home  They sought comfort in
her photographs  They had them placed in the dif-
ferent rooms of the house, They had one in the
kitchen They kept talking to them. Mother seemed
to be very ncar in spint

Then the youngest child cross-gucstioned him:
“You go away and come back agamn. Mother has
gone away Why does she not come back again?

Then he toid this little one, only four years of age,
* God needs mother and she is kept busy and is very
happy.”

** But father, cannot you go and take mother's place
and let her come here? We all so need her and want
her.”’” In his own thoughts he was :

“ I am the Resurrechion and the Life,"” saud the Lord
** He that believeth on Me, though he were dead, yet
shall he live; and whosoever liveth and beheveth 1n
Me shail never cie ' He saw lis only hope was the
lving, risen, Divine Saviour.

He went through a long period of struggle and
deep repentance, then one day the Light broke in
His heavenly Father recewved the prodigal. The old
jo¥ and experience came hack and he felt compelled to
make 1t konowa  He became as a child, in the pure
simphieity of childhke confidence and faith

* But let me tell you the secret of my return,”” he
said  *Y There were two ladies, one an American mis-
sionary and another a Japanese worker, who pledged
themselves to pray for my return Day and mght
duning those long vears, theéy prayed for my return to
the old paths znd the old ways, and I am here to
testify that [ owe my return and my present

and sonship to their unfailing and persistent petitions
to God for me ™’

Oh ! who can tell the joy of those two sisters when
they learned that their prayers were answered. The
American mussionary has moce passed over, but the
uther siszer lives 1o tell of answered prayer.

The speaker mourned on account of the years of
more thap waste that had marked his career, and
great numbers that had gone wrong through his
teaching—erroneous teachng  There was nothing
that could blot that out Still he rejoiced that God
had spared him ten years to preach the Cross of
Christ " Wherever | go I preach but one theme,
Jesus Christ and Him crucified,” he smd  He rejoiced
that during the past ten years he: had seen aver seven
thousand five hundred people 1n his own country turn
to God, and many turned from their disbelief and error
back to the old paths and to the saving power of
the Cross

In his closing remarks he testified to his firm and
unreserved farth i the mspired Word of God He
held up the Bible, saying he believed m it from cover
to cover He saw God’s hand in 1t all the way
through

The Czar and Czarnna
were amazed and delighted beyond words. From that
day the mmperial couple never questioned but that

A woman living near Berlin had a litle daughter
who accidentally fell into the open fire, and was
senously burmned on the face. One day that mather
went to an old tree out in the forest, and there made
a compact with the Dewvil that if he healed her chiid
she would serve bim  The child was healed No sign
of the burns remained.

no further hope of the revival of Chnstianity as
preached by 1its Founder Mankind awaits now the
new revelation that is surely coming within the next
fifty years "’ .

Ignorantly, no doubt, that wnter was helping to
prepare the way for Antichrst  Antichrist will come
it his own name, and he will decerve the inhab.tants
of the world, and be received as the great promised
Messialt  But he will be Satan’s messiah, not God’s.

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Love without Measure

AT THE wonderful and beaunful farewell missionary
meeting at the Welsh Tabernacle, King’s Cross, on
Friday, October 18th, both the OUIEOING IMS5[0NArIeS
—Miss Ewens and Miss Paint—emphasised the vast-
ness of God’s love. Miss Pant, telling of her ex-
perience, said that once she secemed caught up to
God 1n spint,  There seemed to be no depth beneath
her, no height above her, no width around her, Then
the voice of God said * Such s My love.

Soviet dwctators have arrived at the same gonl
Lunacharsky, Comnussar of Education, says, ** We
hate Christianity and its adherents Even the best
of them are our bitterest enemies. They preach love
and compassion, which 1s contrary to our convictions
Christian love prevents the growth of the Revolurion
Down with love for our neighbours we mus{ learn
to hate!*”

These are the authortative spokesmen of the
three great Powers whom the Scripture says will
march against the Lord 1n the day of His revelation
from heaven Ihsunited and mutually antagonistic
in all else, tney are agreed in this, that they say of

God and His Christ, “* Let us burst their bands

Conversion, or the new birth, as it 1s called in Scrip-
ture, 15 the beginning of a new hfe. The Holy Spint
piants a hitle seed in our hearts, the seed of the new
creation 1n Christ. That seed contams in embryo
countess hitle germs for future and further develop-
ment The moment we are saved, something trans-
pires-——as when the virgin Mary surrendered herself,
50 thus sced 1s planted m the belicving heart

ONLY BY ENTIRE SURRENDER

to the clatms of Chnst will that seed develop and
mantfest 1tself 1n the heart and Iife  The development
of that seed 1s dependent upon the attitude and con-
duct of the convert. We can do either of two things,
viz 1, Hinder its production, or 2, Help its pro-
duction  Let me read an important Scripture on this
subject—I1 Peter 1 5-7. We can add these virtues
by the cultivation of our spiritual hife and deportment,
wiich in the final analysis implies the jealous guarding
of our Chrnishan character as a very precious thing.
Thus we may co-operate with the Holy Spirit, so that
the traits of character produced in Christ, are all pro-
duced m us (I John 5} As He is 50 are we in the

Our text 15 divisible into three groups of three vir-
tues cach  The first three express our relationship to
God, the second three our relationship to  others,
and the last three our relationship to ourselves We
shall deal w.th these three disunct groups

I. RELATIONSHIP TO GOD.

The firsc three qualines mentioned are—Love, joy,
and peace The New Testament wrilers were mostly
concerned about one thing, viz , the true relationship
of the soul to God That was their primary objective
I shall take a New Testament character to elucidate
this truth A close study of the nich young ruler will
help us here. This young man possessed many ex-
cellent qualimes He was a ruler, rich, enthusiastic,
reverent, etc. He comes to the Master with a ques-
tion cast in the mould of the most unmingated self-
rightcousness—'* What shall T do to mherit eternal
lfe? ”* Here 15 one who 1s willing to establish his
own righteousness, but has not submitted to the
nighteousness of God. He 1s 1gnorant of the true
soul-attitude towards God

How startled Le is when the Master counsels hrm
to sell his possessions and follow Him What was
the essential element 1n the Master’s counsel? ““If you
really love me your love wall be

TRANSLATED INTO ACTION,
you will become my disciple, you will take the righs
attitude towards your Maker, acknowledging Drvine
ownership and human stewardship,”’ The young man
falled The ald heart loved the world, the new love,
the new joy, the new peace had not entered his soul
He knew naught of the expulsive power of a new
affection  This young man was a diligent seeker, but
not a diligent doer, like many to-day who study the
Scriptures dihgently, but are not obedient to its
teachings. Becloved, 1s thy heart right with God?
If you helieve the trath, yield yourself without reserve
to Christ who has a claim on your life  The objective
and subjective aspects in salvation’s scheme can never
be divorced The new birth does not consist in an
attitude of mind only, but of heart; not mere mental
acquiescence in the principles propounded by Christ,
but a real vital heart belief which revolutionises the
Itfe and produces the right attitude towards God.
Therefore if 2 man be 1n Christ he is a new creation,
old thungs have passed away, and behold all things
have become new
1. RELATIONSHIP TO OTHERS.

Longsuffering, gentleness, goodness Blending
these three virtues into one gives us the gist of the
whole matter. What does it really mnply to exemplify
these three traits of Christian character in our rela-
tionship towards our contemporaries? It simply means
to put the best possible construct'on upon their be-
haviour. Don't circulate a lie, or an evil repart,
Others with whom we come in contact are conscious
of their falures and oftentimes are fighting hard
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against their weaknesses. Shall we not stand with
them, and not against them?

My second illustration is culled from the life of our
Lord. Behold His atotude towards John the Bap-

tist A damp, dark, dreary dungeon is just the place
to doubt, and John 1s doubting, timud, fearful He
15 unbelieving, filled with dread and trepidation  He

sends some of his disciples to gquestion the Master
“ Art Thou He that should come, or look we for an-
other? '’ Qur Lord rebukes hum openly for his un-
belief  ** Go and shew John aga:n those things which
ye now see and hear *' {Matt. xi 5. PBut to the mul-
tirude jesus zaid, *F What went ye out into the wil-
derness for to see® a reed shaken by the wind, one
in soft raiment, with a weak and watery experience?"
Ne—but a prophet. .
"Verily I say unto you, ameng those that are bor

of women there hath not risen a greater than John
the Baptist.”” What a triumphant testimony. Jesus
rebukes John openly, but speaks well of him behind
his back. Behold the true expression of relationship
toward others  How near to God we should Ive 1f we
are to manifest His Spirit always and ever,

Ift. RELATIONSHIP TO OURSELVES.

Someone has made an acrostic on the word ““Joy’ :
Jesus first, Others next, Yourself last. That js pre-
csely how the Scriptures analyse the Ife of victory,
blessing and power

Faith, meekness, temperance are the last three vir-
tues mentioned  This unphes self-control  These
dhree qualifies are meant to serve, not role  If we
allow ourselves to be governed by natural desires and
propensitics, then (he flesh will have the ascendency,
and self be uppermost, leaving the Ilife devord of
vprraknal power and persuasion 1 am gomg to employ
the Apostle Paul as an example of one who lived the
overcoming life—as he states m I Cor ix, 26 " 1
Leep under my body, and bring 1t into subjection

Among the steilung metaphors employed by the
apostle to represent the Christian |ife is that of an
athlete These men practise temperance, and deny
themselves personal grattfications, so  that they in-
variably become masters of muscle, sinew, and nerve.
They control their desires They diet themselves
“ They do 1t."" says the apostle, " to obtain a cor-
ruptible crown, but we an iscorruptible.”  The
apostle is not speaking of eternal life as a gift, he s
speaking of

THE CROWN OF LIFE WHICH IS EARNED.

Paul argues that if overcome by fleshly lust he would
be disapproved at the Bema, the judgment of awards.

Beloved, it is only through the power of an indwell-
ing Christ that we shall win the prize. Bring all your
desires under His control. Let Him hold sway over
your soul. Allow Him to take the reins of the govern-
ment of your life in His pierced hand. He émploys
neither bit noe bridle, His commandments are not
grievous His yoke is easy, and His burder is light

God Himself will discern the nmefold cluster of frust
upon the trees planted in the so1l of grace.

OW learn a parable of the fig-tree,” said
Jesus to His disciples  ‘“When her branch 1s
¥et tender,"” or, 25 Weymouth translates it,
*“As soon as ts branches have now hecome soft and 1t
15 bursting into leaf, you atl know that summer is near.
So you also, when you see all these signs, may be
sure that He 15 near—at your very door. 1 zell you
Ir solemn truth, that the present generation (or race)
will certainly not pass away without all these things
having first taken place Earth and sky will pass
away, but st 15 certain that My words will not pass
away "' (Matt. xxiv 32-35)

These words have been ringing in the earz of the
samnts of God threughout the ages, and now they are
having an unmistakable

FULFILMENT IN THE HOLY LAND.

But before I go on with that, I wish to refer to the
przsent (September, 1929} disturbance which exists in
the country, which proves that though the Jewish
bush is stil burning, yet it blossoms

Of 1ts present condition, Rev A W Payne, who
has recently returned from Palestine, writes

“* Most Christian people have at the vnd of their
Bibles a map of Palestine Within the last few
weeks, that map might have been painted yellow and
red. for meendiarism and murder have been faking
place from sotith to north, and from east to west of
the land. It has been the rising of Ishmael against
Tsaac, of Moslem against Jew In 1920 there was a
celebrated rising koown as the May Fiots and many
tourists had to leave hastily, while others who were
intendmg to visit Palestine did not get further than
Egypt Ever since then there have been strained re-
lations hetween the two great racial and religious fac-
tions, though probably the increase of trade has helped
to keep 1t  check to some extent. The year 1928
was remarkable for 1ts tourist scason, No fewer than
63,000 tourists—Chrishians, Jews, and others of
various pationalities-—visited Palestine, 92 special
trains being needed to convey them Over a million
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pounds came to the Palestine railways apart from all
the other revenue that came into the country. The
piesent season again has been a wonderful one, but
as soon as It was over restraints seem to have been
removed,

THE WAILING WALL

was the special centre around which the trouble
gathered It 1s part of the wall of the temples of
Solomon and Herod, where for a thousand years the
Jews have worshipped the God of Abraham, 1saac, and
Jacob.

‘“ On the recent Day of Atonement. a wooden screen
—which had been put up ten days before, on the oc-
casion of the Jewish New Year, and had not been ob-
jected to—was, at the instigation of the Moslem
authorities, violently removed by a British police of-
ficial. This caused very strong feelng on the part of
Jewry throughout the whole world. Since then the
Moslems have been concerned at the great interest the
Jews evinced in this holy site, and on several oc-
casions the Jews have been insulted and interrupted
at their prayers, stones and dirt being thrown, and
the beadle in charge assaulted.

“ Structural alterations have also been made by
the Moslems As the British are seeking to main-
tain the status quo it 1s very difficult for them to ad-
Judicate between the two parties. On the day of

THE FAST OF AB,

when the Jews celebrate the double destruction of the
Temple under Nebuchadnezzar and Titus, some ardent
Ziomst evidently oftended the Moslem feelings, and
this caused a further general outbreak.

*“ It 1s remarkable that that is the special time when
the Book of Lamentations 1s used in the prayers. and
we have definite reference in Lamentations u. 18 to
this Wall of Wailmg ¢ O Wall of the daughter of
Zion, let tears run down like a river day and might.’

‘ Evidently beforehand there had been preparation
for an attack on the Jews in thewr cities, and in ther
colonies, for bands, well supplied with arms and ammu-
nition, have risen tn all parts of Palestine, and have
come from Transjordania to jomn in these terrible as-
saults One 15 very thankful that as soen as 1t was
possible, - -

BRITISH AIR, SEA AND LAND-FORCES -

were enahled to come to the rescue of the distracted
and terrified Jewish population. Until this happened,
the situation 1in Palestine had been looking very hope-
ful ”* {Christian Herald, September 12th, 1928}, -

So the Burning Bush of Israel 1s still burning, but
not consumed. It cannot be destroyed

In spite of all opposition the Jewish fig-tree is still
flourishing, and its blossoms are more evident and
luxurious than they have been for 2,000 years. Rev.
A W. Payne again says ** At the last Zionist Con-
gress held in July, Dr. Weizman, President of the
Zionist orgamisation, said “* The Jewish National
Home 1s no longer a dream. It is actually being built,
and built on unshakable foundations.” He went on to
say that

THROUGHOUT THE JEWISH WORLD,

in the Umted States, in Great Britain, in Germany,

and many other countries the great multitude of Jews,
not lutherto actively associated with the Ztonist
movement, are awakening to the call of Palestine

He suggested that there were three greatr things
needed, to secure a land reserve on a large scale,
t> help on to fuller equipment the 120 colonies,
and to place Jewish labour upon surer foundations,

With regard to the Arab question, he said, ** We
remamn firmly determmed to do everything 12 our
power to promote friendly and neighbourly relations
between the Jewish people in Palestine and their Arab
fellow-citizens, on the basis of mutual respect and
mutual understanding. No tempora! difficultres will
affect this fundamental aim of our policy.”

Are not such words from a man of authority a sign
that the branches of the Jewish fig-tree are becoming
soft, and are bursting forth into leaf. If so

THEN " SUMMER IS NIGH.”

Mr. Payne says further. ‘*There is 2 new attitude
on the part of very many Jews towards the New Testa-
ment, and the Gospel. May I give a recent personal
inctdent. As I was getting into the train at Jerusa-
lem to leave for England, a young Jew whom I did
not know, saluted me. I gave him a Gospel of John
in Hebrew, which he immed:iately began to read. Pre-
sently he said, ‘ I love Jesus, and I love the Gospel.
I believe in the teachings of Jesus, but what I cannot
understand is the people who call themselves by His
Name, and are’so unlikke Him . . These events are
a call to God’s people to be ou the watch-tower, for
we know not at what hour our Lord may come.’ ’

Exactly so!t

Now I must turn to notice

OTHER EVENTS

that have taken place in the land of David, especially
industrial events But let me close this chapter by
saying that, just as Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego
came out of the seven-times-heated furnace to be
stronger witnesses than ever to the faithfulness of
God to fulfil His promises to His people, so Palestine
to-day 1s coming out to be a greater testimony to the
unwavering faithfulness of God to the promises He
gave to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob thousands of

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Book Review

The Hour of Translaten, by Arthur E - Ware,
(Publishers, Marshall, Motgan and Scott, Ltd , 2/6).

Two thmgs can be said about this widely adve tised
book : (1) It ts a burning book, (2) It 1s a dogwmatic
book. With the burning words of exhortation we arc
1a hearty agreement. To lve and serve in the hght
of the immment appearing of Christ our Lord 15 our
duty and privilege. Every spoken and writien word
whech stirs us up 1n DIife and service is to he wel-
comed For thizs reason we trust the book will be
widely read

But there 15 a dogmalle side to the boolt whieh does
not . attract us  “ We all know,” *° Everybody
kuows,” and such-ltke phrases repeatedly cecur—some-
times 1in obvious places where 2l do pot know, and all
dy not aigrf:e.

Mr. Ware fixes dites for the Lord's return to earth,
for the year of the translation of the saints, and for
the very day on winch that translation is to take place
1936 is the date for our Lord's retorn to the earth.
1929 (seven years earher) for the translatron of the
Church  And this evenrt s to take place at the Jewish
Fcast of Trumpcts in the year 1929 The Jewish
Feast of Trumpets took place on Qctober 5th So
Mr Ware's main dafe s passed already.

We frankiy do not kke this date fxmng, espectally
as the founcdatwn of it 1s so0 questionable. Mr. Ware
budds up his mamn argument on the ** seven tumes ™’
of Daniel iv. He works on the year-day theory and
so settles on 2,520 prophetic years. But the reader
of Daniel 1v. will see that Dantel himself interprets
the *‘seven times,”’ and alse *‘the voiwce from heaven
Verse 28 of Damel 1v. says, * AU thus came upon the
King Nebuchaanezzar,'' So the ' seven times ' were
fulfilled in Nebuchadnezzar’z own day! Mr Ware
allows that ‘' seven times *’ {seven years) had a first
fulfilment then But says that there was also o type-
cal fulfilment in which each day stood for a year
Mr Ware may possibly be correct—but he has no
defintte Senpture for at,  Therefoee ;o the hght of the
lack of definite Scripture, we contend that the author
shonld not be dogmatic in his date-fixing—but onty
suggestive

There are other tems 1o the book which are simalar-
ly open to cribcism Finally—we do not wish to dis-
courage the reading of The Flowr of Translation
We wish to encourage it—but would point out that
there should not be 2 ton cothusiastic reception of 1ts
every conclusion

ment they desire to represent tnem n Parliament  Speak about
the seriousness of their chotce, because what they do may cause
great changes either from Conservative to Labour, or from
Lapour to Liberal Government Theiwr voice, their desire,
makes a change It was so in Israel Up to the present
moment the government of Israel had been

I. Theocratie, 1 e, they were governed by God directly, or
through a priestly class This had been the form of govern-
ment from the time of Moses to this moment, and 1t had been
successful 1n delivering them out of Egypt, and from the king-
doms that ovpressed them, and had brought them into the
Land of Promise (I Samuel x 17, 18) Moreover, 1t was
Israel’s peculiar glory that God was in the mudst of them,
governing every movemnient, directmg every campalgn, 1ssuing
every command and speaking to them from the tent of meeting
(See Numbers v 3, Lev 1 1, and scores of other references
which begwm with the words, ** The Lord spake,” or com-
manded)

Now the twelve tribes were hiving in the mudst of manv
nations, each having a king, and their ionging to be hke the
nations (I Samue! viu 5, 20), plus the faiure of the priestly
class {I Samuel vun 1-3), had brought them to a place where
they had to make a chowe They did so, and in place of
theocratic government, they desired to have a king, and to
embrace a government that was

Il. Adtocratie, 1e, government by a king, or an absolute
ruler (1he power of such rule 1s seen i Daniel v 19) Be-
fore the final choice was made, Samuel tells them what sort of
a monarch they shall choose as laid down in the law {Deut
xvu 14-20), and what he would demand of them as a nation
He would tale thewr sons for his army, thewr daughters as his
servants, their possessions as his bounty, their produce as his
right, theirr servants as his slaves, and their cattle as his
perquisite (I Samuel vin 11-17) The king was gomg to be
an expensive one and their present desire a grievous burden
(I Samuel vin. 18; Hosea xmt 11). Vet having been told that
the demand for a change of government entalled the rejection
of God, and the acceptance of additional burdens, the people
still cried, * Nay but we will have a king, that we may be

like all the nattons ” {I Samuel vin 19 20

This was not the last rejection that thev made (I Samuel
x 19), for when thewr Mcssiah came as King, and was ac-
claumed as such by disciplcs and children (Mart xxi. 15 ana
Luke xix 37) the nation rejected Him (Luke xx 17) This
rejeciion also was not n the passion of a moment, but with
deliberation and after three years of our Lords munistry
Even the Roman government brought Him forth, and seated
Him as King in the judgment seat (John xix 13-16), saying,
* Behold, your King ** Israel repeated their choice—proclaimed
their allegiance to the greatest autocratic power then known
i the world—Czsar, and sent their Messiah to die as * King
of the Jews on a Cross of shame (John xix 15, 19) Once
agawmn the natron had made choice—God was rejected, and the
power they had voted for wn a few short years scattered them
and destroyed their city

To-Day. Every man and woman, every boy and girl, have
still the same choice to make To be ruled by God or else
governed by the tyranmical autocrat Sin, and self (Romans
vi 16) If I choose Christ to. be my Saviour and Lord, and
yieia obedience to Him then the promise of God 1s, ** I will
dwell in them, and.walk in them, I wil be their God, and
they shall be My people and ye shall be my sons and
daughters, sarth the Lord 7’ (II Cor w1 16-18) God comes
wto the Iife, the reign and rule of s 1s broken (Rom. w1
14), the past 1s forgiven and blotted out, and God makes
of your body a temple for the Holy Ghost to dwell in (I Cor
vi 19, 20} Theocratic government in the heart begins from
the moment I make my choice of Christ to be my Saviour
and from then onwards He leads us in trwmph (II Cor.
n 14) from glory to glory No longer governed by self for
self, or by the Devil for the ruin of others but rufed by the
Lord Jesus Himself for His glory
