The disciples did not answer the question Jesus
asked, or, if they answered it, thew answer has not
been recorded . They asked Jesus a guestion They
sard, ** Master, where dwellest Thou® ™' They evi-
dently wanted to vistt Him in the place of His abode;
they wanted to study His features, ard hear His
vowee, and sit at His feet and learn of Him  He
satd, *f Come and see ”'

Now to come 15 an act of the wall, to see is an avt
of the understanding It was necessary for them
to come before they could see Many make a great
mistake right here They want to see before they
come If they could see they would be willing to
come  But no person can sec until he firsst comes.
The things of the Spirit are foolishness unto the
natural man, he 15 utterly incapable of discerning
them, they arc spiritually discerned It is useless to
try 1o explain them to one whose mmd is darlened
and whose understanding has not been  opeped
Jesus said, " Come and see ™ ‘The same inviration
18 extended to men to-day

Jesus said, ** Tf any man will do His will, he shall
know of the doctrine, whether 1t be of God or whether
I speak of myself *

Do you doubt the veraoty of the Word of God?
‘" Come and see ” Having never hecn saved, do you
have your doubts as to

WHETHER THERE 15 3UCH A THING

as real salvation? ‘* Come and see” Do you tell
me that there 15 nothing in Divine healing, that Jesus
Christ does nol heal the swk in these days as m
days of yorc? * Come and see. © Do you say ths
movement 15 not of God and that believers cannot
be baptised 1n the Spinit in thesc days as at the be-
ginnmg? ‘' Come and see.”’

The disviples accepted the invitalion of the Master.
They came and saw where He dwelt, and they abode
with Him that day They came and saw Not only
that, they abode with Him It 1s not enough that
we come and see where Christ dwells, we must take
up our abulng place in His piesence.

One of the disciples, Andrew, immedately after
having made the acquaintance of Jesus went in search
of hits brother Simon, and he brought him to Jesus.
Simon was willng to come, for Andrew with no un-
certain woice announced, *° We have found the
Chnist 7 How shall we bring souls to Jesus until
we have first found Him?

AN UNREGENERATE S$QUL

15 not likely to be a winner of souls.

We do not know a great deal about Andrew He
does not seemn to have vccupied a very important place
in the early Church He does not seem to have
preached any grest sermons or to have attracted VEFY
much attention anywhere. But he it was who led
Simon Peter to our Lord Jesus Chnist, and Smmen
Peter occupies the first place in each of the hsts of
the apostles, and 1t was Simon Peter who preached
that great sermon on the Day of Pentecost that re-
sulted 1nn the conversion of three thousand soals. An-
drew accomplished a great work for God and for
humamty when he led his brother Simon Peter to
Jesus Chnst .

There was once a revival campaign that lasted for
several weeks, and the men of the church in which
the campaign was conducted thought it .was ‘a
failure Quite a bit of money had heen spent for oil
for the lamps and for fuel to keep the meeting-houss.
warm, and only one conversion had been recordede
a boy had been saved. The official members of the
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church 1nsisted that he o1 not amount to much, and
never would amount to much. He was tall and lank
and lean and awkward; and what 1s a boy worth any-
how, just one boy? But

THAT BOY WAS MATTHEW SIMPSON

who was called by God to preach the Gospel and who,
responding to the call, became the princely preacher,
the peerless pulpit orator, one of the m.ghhiest win-
ners of souls of the last century. Were the meetings
a tailure® The official members of the church were
mistaken The meetings wecre a decided suoccess

A minister sat some years ago at the close of a
Sunday cvening service with his face 'n his hands.
His heart was well ugh broken. It seemed that his
munstry for quite a while had been largely a Failure
He had been told that only one person had been con-
verted under his mmistry for a whole year, and that
one person was jusr a boy. A comtnittee, rcpresent-
ing the officers of the church, had just waited on him,
and sugpcested that 1t might be well for him ro re-
sign and go elsewhere to preach, or, pethaps, give
up the munistry altogether and retire. He was get-
ting old anyhow, znd old men are not as acceptable
As young men

As the mumster sat in the church, with s face m
his hands, somebody touched his shounider. He
locked up  Everybody else had left the church
The minister had supposed that he was there alone;
but when he looked up he saw the face of

THE BOY WHO HAD BEEN CONVERTED

and had jomed the church, the only accession to the
membership of the church for a whole year The
boy said, rather timidly, ** Pastor, I have been look-

ing for an opportumty to speak tv you [ beleve
Gud wanrs me to be a missionary. Do you think
I could do anything for the Lord in a heathen land*"
The minister assured him that if God had called him
the presence of the Lord would go with him as he
went forth and that the blessing of the Lord would be
upon his mimstry. The boy immediately began to
prepuary, and 1n due time he went forth in the Name
of the Lord. That boy was Robert Moffatt, that
mighty missionary under whose labours for God m
the foreign field a muliitude saw the Light that shines
in the darkness and came to God and found peace.
Do yoa think that the work of the mumister wha led

ROBERT MOFFATT

to God had been a fauure? It may have been .
falure mn the eyes of men, but it was not a failure
in the eyes of God.

I belicve that when the day of final reckoning shall
come and we shall stand before the Judgment Seat
of Christ to be rewarded according to our works we
shall discover that many a soul that has occupied
a very obscure sphere in this world and whose hfe
in the eyes of men has been very largely a farlure
was really used of God in the accomphshment of
great good.

If like Andrew we have responded to the invitaton
of the Master to *‘ come and see,”” if we have come
and have seen where the Master dwells, and we have
taken up our abode with Him, let us not be satisfied
unless we are bemg used of Him to bring others
Let us not seek fame or prominence or position in the
eyes of men, but let us seek to do the will of God
and be soul winners

The Elim Foursquare Gospel Alllance 1s not opposed
to critietsm Many a movement has heen strengthened
by honest (and even dishonest) criicssin But we
are deeply grieved when

MISCHIEYOUS MISREPRESENTATION

arises from the very quarters toward which we luoked
for Chnistian sympathy It 15 not our method usually
to reply to cniticism. We know God's work will go
forward, however much i1t may bg opposed. Bat there
are bmes when for the sake of misled feMow-
Christians 1t 1s right to present the true posiion, In
face of the above letter this scems to be such an ocea-
sion

Let us reply ir sumple paragraphs -

(1) Todeanfy S.ster McPherson's American work,
or any other movement 1n America or 1 this country
that stands for the truths of Salvation, Healing, Bap-
tism of the Holy Ghost and Coming King, with the
movement known as the Elm Foursquare Gospei

Alhiance under the leadershup of Principal George Jef-
freys 1s a mustake and a musrepresentation. Whike 1t
15 true there 1s a large measure of sympathy between
the Elim Foursquare Gospel Alliance and other move-
ments that stand in the mam for the same truths, 1t
should be definitely understood that the Elim Four-
square Gospel Allance 1s gntirely separate from Sister
McPherson's or any other American or home move-
ment. While the Alliance 15 glad to
REJOICE IN THE GREAT BLESSING

upon Hister McPherson's muinstry, and upon the
muustry of the Lord’s sprvants 1n similar movements,
«« does not follow that all methods adopted by Sister
McPherson or any other servant of Christ are cn-
dorsed by the Elm Foursgquare Gospel Allance

We know that Sister McPherson, like every other
leading servant of Christ, when called to pass through
the fires of persecution, can be falsely accused of
charges against herself and her work that have never
been proved

It 1s strange that Chnistian people and Christian
periodicals accept accusations as proved facts Fe
example—a great deal was made 1n the religious and
secular press over an assertion that Sister McPherson
had bribed an Amencan judge But when that judge
was tried by his fellow judges and exonerated, scarce-
ly any notice was taken of 1t 1n the same organs!

(2)  The Foursquare Gospel 15 said to tend toward
mwsanity  There are hundreds of thousands whe could
nse up and say that once they were insane through
sit, bur ““ they came to themselvgs " through res-
ponding to the Chnst that Foursquare Gospellers so
urgently preach. Cases of msamty might be found
tn  connection with  any great religious  revival
Critics, of they wnll to do it, can easily

IDENTIFY ANY REVIVAL OF RELIGION

with a case of jnsanity We knew an evangelst
who eriticised the Foursquare Gospel We also knew
a doctor practising near hus work who, when a vase
of insanity arose, attributed 1t to the preaching of
this very critic! Do we charge this unfrendly critic
with preachung a gospel that leads to msanity? We
should be ashamed to do 1t

The Ebm Foursquare Gospel Allance, which has
been 1n existence for 15 years, and under whose zus-
pices some of the greatest revival campaigns 1n the land
have been held, 1s not aware of a single case of in-
sanity that has resulted from its far-reaching ministry

{3). Agamw the Foursquare Gospel 1s said to tend
toward immorahty

This again 1s an absurd statement and 15 most mis-
leading. If thus eritic can prove any case of im-
morality m the Elim Foursquare Gospel Alliance, we
can assure hum that it will be scripturally dealt with
We have an outstanding desire  [r 15 that every

vhnist shall be without spot, or wnnkle, or any such
Hhpegr,
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{4) An example 15 offered of our so-calied perver-
sion of Scripture e are said to omut purposely
the words 1n Mark xvi 17, 18 * Tney shall take
up serpents, and if they shall dank any deadiy thing,
it shall not hurt them.”” Buat we do not omui fhese
words We would not think of tempting God by
deltberately taling up a deadly serpent or drinking
poison  To such a temptation as this our Lord was
subjected by Satan But He rephed, ‘* Thou shalt
not tempt the Lord thy God * (Matt. 1iv &, 7). But
wiule we should not think of presuming in these mat-
ters, if accidentally we were bitten by a serpent or
potsoned we should immediately lodk to Him for de-
hverance. There are tnstances of those who have dore
this and have been delivered as promised.
