doubly but trebly sure, and again 1 was coavinced
without a doubt.

After a while—word came that therg was to be a
world-wide camp meeting 1o Los Angeles. As my

sky I dropped my wood and went to the house and
sard, ‘‘ Let us have worship this morning before
breakfast,”’ and we had worship We then sat down
to our meal, we had pornidge and I don’t think I
ever tasted better porridge, but we were scarcely
finished eating when my second daughter was sud-
denly raken wiolently il; then another daughter was

taken sick, then I came down Wae found that some
arsenic had accidentally fallen into the cereal we¢ had
been eating It wasn’t long tifl my wife fell over
and her face turned coal black, and I was at a loss to
know what to do With the intense suffering in my
own body I was unable to help, and the children were
suffering so that they couldn’t do anything. As she
fell over she felt her spint going out of her body,
and just then the Holy Spint brought this passage
to her mund, * If they drink any deadly thing it shall
not hurt them,”” and she sard “* Yes "’ to the Lord
As soon as she replied in that simple way, her spirtt
returned, and she got up and ministered to the child-
ren  She asked the elder daughter if she didn’t want

the report in the joy with which they will read the
tidings Mr Thomas writes as follows from

GUADALUPE HGO, MEXICO.

Our Christians in Mexico celebrate Christmas as
in other countries where Christ 1s honoured, the child-
ren having a prominent place in the festivities For
some weeks previous the children of our Sunday
school had been learning recitations, Scripture verses
and songs and had looked forward with eagerness to
the might when they would step on the platform to
recite or sing At last the long-looked-for evening
arrived and the children were all present clean and
bright dressed in thewr very best The church had
been specially decorated and a large number of extra
chairs brought in as a good attendance was ex-
pected, but even these were not enough to seat all
who came The children gave up thewr seats and
sat on the floor in front, so as to make room for the
older people, yet many failed to secure seats and had
to stand There must have been a thousand persons
present, 1t being the largest attendance that has
been in our church

NEWS of a Christmas and New Year season

The children recited their pieces and sang their
songs very prettily and many of the older members
of the congregation were moved to tears as the little
ones in their childish way told of Jesus the ‘‘ Babe
of Bethlehem " and the wicked King Herod, etc
At the close of the children’s programme the native
pastor appealed to those present who were not saved
and who wished to take the Lord Jesus as therr
Saviour to signify by raising their hands, over fifty
hands were raised in response The church was too
packed to allow these seekers to go to the prayer
room, or us to get near to deal with them per-
sonally, so they were asked to remain standing while
prayer was offered on thew behalf The joy of see-
ing sO0 many expressing their desire to follow the
Lord Jesus made 1t a very happy Christmas indeed
we pray that they may be led to attend the
services 1n the future, and learn more of the Word
of God so as to walk in His ways

Mrs Thomas and I have recently ieturned from
another wvisit o

TWO OF OUR ASSEMBLIES,

the nearest of which 1s over a hundred nules from
here The first assembly wvisited 15 situated in a
town which is extremely Roman Catholic, boasting
a fine cathedral and numerous churches and colleges,
butlt many years ago Since the law was put to
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operation nationalising church buildings and proper-
ty, many of these churches and other bwldings have
been vacated, and arg now bemg used for offices,
schools, etc. The lttle group of Christians n this
town have not yet been able to secure their own
church, but rent a hall which at present 1s 1n a rather
obscure location Our short visit with these breth-
ren was very precious, and on the Sunday evening
about fifty persons were present for the Gospel ser-
vice, at which one man—a stranger to the assembly
-—came to the aitar seeking salvation This town
15 typical of others in Mexico, on Sunday most of
the shops are closed, but the marketplace 1s thronged
with people buying and selling Consptcuous mn the
throng were the Indians who had come from the out-
Ilying vitlages with their produce to sell Durning the
afternoon a bull fight was in progress to which it
seemed thousands were gowng

From here we went to wvisit the other assembly
over twenty mules away, 1n a motor truck which
had been fixed up to carry passengers berween the
town and the villages When we took our seats
the truck was already filled with Indians returning
from the market, taking with them their baskets and
bundles, so that every inch of space was utilised,
yet they still piled on, so that by the time we started
the truck was loaded down, those who failed to gel
inside hangung on outside The road was narrow and
uneven, and caused the truck to sway from side to
side 1n a precarious manner, more than once my w.fe
thought we were going to turn completely over
After passing a number of villages, we reached our
destination, where we were met by the Mexican
Pastor—one of our former students When he saw
us he came running fo meet us with both hands
rased with sheer delight

There was no meeting announced for that even-
mg, but the Pastor sent word around saymg there
would be a service, and over forty Christians garherad
together in the meeting place The next might was

NEW YEAR'S EVE,

when another service was held from nme o’clock
until near one o'clock in the morming This time
there were over sixty persons present so that the
one-room house where we held the meetings was
packed to the door The Lord blessed m this ser-
vice. and five men who were not members of the
Iittle assembly expressed their desire to commence
the New Year with the Lord Jesus as their Saviour

The brethren are building their church, and are
looking forward with joy to the time when 1t will he
completed, as they feel that many others will be won
for the Master in that village The ground on which
the church 15 being built was donated by one of the
Christtans, who was saved through the muraculous
healing of his wife. During the latter's iliness the
husband took her to various doctors, but they could
do nothing for her  Later they consulted witch
doctors and spiritists until all their money was spent,
and they were obliged to sell some of therr land to
meet expenses  Dinally a spiritist who had been at-
tempting to cure the sick woman told them that he
could do nothing more, but suggested that they might

visit a church nearby where they prayed for the sick
This was in the town mentioned above where we have
an assembly  The man took his wife to one of the
meefings, where she was saved and healed. As a re-
sult the husband, who formerly was a drunkard, was
soundly saved, as well as three sons and fwo

daughters-in-law  This was the commencement of
the work 1n this village and there 1s every prospect
of a strong assembly being established

The members of this famuly are husy helping build
the churh, goung ther time and of the litle that
they possess that others may be won to the Master
It was a joy to see the sincerity of these simple
people  We felt like staying longer with them to help
and enceurage them in their work but other duties
called us away

and frutful labours of our brother and his devoted
wife  Pastor Thomas further mentions in a separate
fetter that three of their Mexican students have just

22 we read, *“ My God is the Rock of my
refuge.” 1In Paul's letter to the Corinthians, we read

that Christ became the Rock oot of which nvers of
Iving waler fluwed The Old Testament rocks [ooked
forward 10 the coming of another Rock.

Twibght was approaching, His disciples were
seated about Him in a semnu-circle. The moonbeams
werce playing over the countenance of our Lord
The conversation dealt with the deeper things of God
Quetly Jesus asked, “ Whom do men say that [
the Son of man am?® ' Peter gave his remarkable
answer, and the Lord said that upon that Rock, He

would
BUILD HIS CHURGH.

The Rock upon which the Lord said He would buld
s Church was not Peter. He did not say Perer
would become a Pope, but thg Lord meant by His
utterance that He would build His Church upon that
great truth which Peter had just confessed—the Deity
of Christ—that is upon the confession of faith, which
had falien from the lips of the disciple

The complemental ideas present 1n

the dialogue
should be regarded, thus :

' Thou art the Chrst, the Son of the hving God ™’

““And thou aert Peter [a stone, one among many
{I Peter 1. 5)], and upon thes Fock [of whick thou
hast spoken, Mysell, the Son of the Living Gind] will
I build [these stones as] My Church.

What 12 the Church? The Church is the ** elect of
God.”” It 1s that ““called out” group that renounces
the world, the flesh and the Devi, and lives clean,
pious, godly hives, The Church is not a string of
buildings, nor an ecclesiastical, political system The
Church 15 made up of people, not bwldings.

The Church was born on the Day of Pentecust,
and Peter was the spokesman He preached s re-
markable sermon wlhich brought 3,000 souls into the
Church. The whole sermon was simply a re-state-
ment of what the Lord had told him in this remark-
able conversation The gist of all that Peter had to
say at Pentecost was that that very Jesus, whom the
Jews had killed, was the Christ, the Son of the Living
God.

Out in the Arabran desert, Moses was told to speak
to a rock, that from 1t there might flow a stream of
water with whwh to bathe thg parched lips of the
children of Israel On the Day of Pentecost, Peter
spoke of

THE GREAT ROCK OF TRUTH

—ithat Christ is the Son of the lving God—and out
of that Rock of truth there cime flowing a stream of
living water for the Church. ’

This stream has been flowing through the centuries
We have dug many ditches called *° denominations,”’
and notwithstanding the shallowness and crookedncss
of some of these ditches, wherever the water has been
made to flow, the soi} of human nature has been fer-
tilised, and the flowers of civilisation have been made
to bloom

This brings us to the thought that the Church has
supernatuial ongie Denominabonalism s not of
supernatural origin, but the true Church, the purified
hody of beitevers, confronts men with a supernuiural
manifestation of eternal hife

‘There is a broad wisible denominationalism, which
we think of as the Church, but there is also a living
nucleus of twice-born mortals that really make up the
body of Christ There 1s a wheel within a wheel

The Church began in a prayer meeting. It will end
at a banquet—the marriage supper of the Lamb. It
began on earth. It will end in the clouds. * We
which are alive and remam until the coming of the
Lord, shall be cauwght vp.”

Talk No. 4—The Holy Place
By Principal P. G. PARKER (of the Christian Workers' Bible Correspondence School)

in the last talk, we judge the Holy Place

to be a type of the Church on earth Let
us set out in order the wonderful setting forth of the
Church of Jesus Christ which we find typified i the
Holy Place.

TO—DAY we consider the Holy Place. As stated

There 15 only one way of entering the Church

There was only one entrance mto the Holy Place
It was through the curtain hanging in front of the
Tabernacle It was called the door
(Exodus xxxvi, 37, 38) There was
no back door, no window, no skylight
by which the Holy Place could be

stmplicity, we refer to * white ’ as a colour). But
the Vel (Exodus xxvi 31) which provided the back
of the Holy Place was also of the same fourfold
material Exodus xxvi 36 further shews that the
entrance door was similarly of fine twimed linen,
blue, purple, and scarlet Therefore the Holy Place
was entirely contained mm hnen—blue, purple, and
scarlet—over the top, at the sides, at the back, at
the front Now what do these four curtains respec-
tively of white, blue, purple, and scarlet typify?

The Holy Place was surrounded by curtamns, all
of which contained the same materials The Taber-
nacle curtain {Exodus xxvi 1) was a tenfold curtan
One curtain made of ten strips It was made of fine
twined linen, blue, purple, and scarlet There were
cherubim also worked into it, but that does not oc-
cupy us at the present moment The Holy Place
was covered with this curtain of linen, blue, purple,
scarlet Not only so, but this curtain hung down
the sides of the Holy Place—outside the boards.

the main branch, and three on either side. The
number seven speaks of completeness It is the
number of perfectness, and thus suggests the com-
plete and perfect witness which the Church should
give unto Christ.

Iz the New Testament we bave the resurrectunn
presgnted to us in three different aspects. There
seemed to be three successive steps of further revela-
tion

At first resurrection was naturally seen as beanng
mainly upon thne Person and work of our Lord
For an example we have but to loock at the earhiest
apostolic discourses found v the Acts of the Apostles.

Later, as the Church began to grow and God gave
them further revelaton, 1f was descerned that 1t had
a bearing on the hope of immortality for humanity.

Lastly, when the Chrisban Lfe settled deeper inro
God the fact became further evident that Christ's
resurrection had all along been a source of power
unto holiness i His followers,

Looking at these three different phases, 1t 15 ob-
vious that the resurrectron was first of all regarded
as a proof of Chrast's Deity, then as a prediction of
the immortality of man; and eventually, as a pic-
ture m death and resurrection of the believer's death
to self and

ONE of the greatest truths cver set forth n the

NEW LIFE IN GOD,

Three scriptures express these three (iuths n all
their fulness

The first *f Declared to be the Son of God wih
power, by the rosurrection from the dead ™

It 1s quite right to say that
these ate in the Gospel, but they are not all the
Gospel  There are more streams of Ufe and Light
than those of the death and resurrection of Christ
which find their source at and diverge from Calvary
Passmg thenoe, they bring Life everywhere,

All through the New Testament we have other
truths spoken of  Truths of which my text 15 an
example We must all remember that the nisen Life
15 also part of the Gospel We are not only ac-
counted rnighieous, but are rmsed with Him, to a
nobler, greater, and grander expenence.

Our Lord Himself, when discoursing on the fruit-
ful 1ssues of death sald, ** Except a corn of wheat
fall into the ground and dee, it abideth alone, but of .t
die 1t bringeth forth much frwit.”” He went on to
say that the person who loved his life should lose it,
and that those who lost i should find 1t—find t a
purer, higher and sweeter existence than ever before

With Him in death, resurrection, and glory, So

not sotme treatise spun on the web of cunming priest-
craft. Nol some fiction concerved in the fertile minds
of deeaming suthors, but rather a fact, of the truth
and reality of which we have become recpents
The fauct that though our feet may tread the dusty
roads of faith and patience, bloodstained on the paths
of life, yet wu hy faith are m heavenly places—that
15 the great ileaching of my text “ Risen with
Chist ”

Let ug now consider the goal of this resurrection

The effect of this upon our hves 1s obvious n the
centring of our thoughts 1 Hime—ive immediately
transfer them from the baser and less essential things
of Ife To the chid of God that 15 his lofuest rdeal
Wallkang m the mlgron pathway, although through
earth’s amphitheatre, 1t should be with our theughts
solely on Hum  In drawing our meditation to a close,
let me gather 1t into this great truth  We have not

warnings that the Epstle contains, and whch can-
not be understood when applied to believers who have
already received the Word and believed from the
heart.

All the revelations thac went befoue were patial
and mcomplete  Types, symbals, signs, inodels,
patterns, examples, all these were only shadows of
good things to come, but when Jesus came there was
nothing partial or indefinite about 1lim  The revela-
tion was no tonger partial, st was complete  The Old
Covenant could only twke them so far, and as the
prophets gazed duwn the ages they saw shadows,
some of suffering, others of glory, but 1t was far
from clear When
