The path of the pioneer 1s stained by blood, marked
by hunger, privation, suffering, and death, but he
plods on .ntrep:dly, with his eyes on his Lord From
the days of the dauntless Paul who carrted the Gospel
to the great Gentile world, and who bore a record of
beatmgs, stoning, 1mprisonment, hunger and peril,
such as has scarcely been equalled, to the present time
when our farthful pioneers are facing the darkness of
heathenism, 1ts perils and 1ts bandits, tts fevers and
deadly poisons, God has had a countless host of coura-
geous warriors who have blazed the trail for the en-

Pioneers are not weak men; not vacillating, frivo-

Then
you are honoured above all men You are nght m
company with Livingstone and Carey, with Judson
and Branerd, with Fideha Fiske and Mary Slessor,
and a great company who are princely heirs to an
incorruptible crown

Have you, O pioneer, been tempted to think that
your lot 1s harder than that of most missionaries?
that the privations you are enduring have no com-
pensations® Let me remund you of the hardsh:ps the
Pigrnim Fathers endured that you and I mught have
the Gospel

It was wmter when they landed on Plymouth
Rock, and such a rigorous winter as they had never
known,

THE BARBAROUS RED [INDIANS

gave them no welcome, but were ready to fill them
with arrows There was no covering for their heads,
and when darkness came they crouched down through
the long December night, drenched and frozen by
the ** icy ran that stung like a whip-lash "’ as it swept
down upon them. Christmas Day dawned! What

a contrast from our warm firesides and our well-
laden tables' f‘ The threat of the Indians and the
horror of the cold and rain in the tempestuous might
told themn that unless they wished to perish from the
eartli, they must at once have slelter from the win-
ter, and protection from the savage Red Indians. At
first they built one common house, and all hved to-
gether This was afterward used as a place of wor-
ship No pioneer ever endured greater hardship than
befell these heroic men and women in the dark days
of January and February, 1621 Stll suftering from
the evil-smelling closeness of the under-deck—for they
had spent sixty-five days in a leaky, unwholesome
ship,—their bodies drained of vitality from exposure
to the elements, a pestilence swept down upon them
and took away half of their number  Picture them,
if you can, in the darkness of the mght, quietly

STEALING OUT TO A HILL-TOP

with their dead and burying them; then levelling the
earth that the Redskins mughr not know their ranks
had been thinned from one hundred down to fifty!

All honour to the Pilgrim Fathers! From these in-
trepid proneers who faced perils of sea and land, and
braved the icy blasts of a New England winter, came
a noble race, the forerunners of the American nation
Of them sprang the great Adomram Judson, the
Apostie of Burmah, the illustrious Jonathan Edwards
and Cotton Mather; the saintly David Brainerd whose
influence 1s greater to-day than when he laid down his
Iife amid the Susquehanna Indians, Samuel Mulis, the
father and founder of American missions, Edward
Everett, Charles G Finney and a host of others have
received therr spiritual heritage from these valant
Pugrnims who planted the Word of God in America
at such awful cost

Has your consecration, faithfu! missionary, been
tested, and have you been made to doubt your call
t> those brutal, depraved Africans, or those stohd, in-
different Chinese” ‘' These savages have no souls and
you are burying your valuable life,”’ whispers the
tempter to the weary and discouraged missionary
Have you heard him, O pioneer?

Let us turn to the pages of missionary annals and
see the

TRANSFORMING POWER OF THE GOSPEL.
He was called “*The Hottentot Terror’’—a notorious

African cheef who carried on a cruel, relentless war
with other natives. Feared by everybody, he stole
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cattle, burned kraals, and took captive those he did
not kil. At one ume in the service of a Datch farmer,
he shot his employer and lus wife on a slight provo-
eation Henceforth an outlaw he hunted down whe-
ever crossed his path

Robert Moffatt, though “‘warned by his friends that
this savage monster wonld make a drum-skin of bis
hude and a drinking-cup of his skull,’* started for
Afrcaner’s krazl, and through the Gospel won this
outlaw  When Moffatt was I 1t was Afnrcaner who
mumstered to tus needs, furnished him food and milk,
and to the day of his death they were fast friends.
When fus ferce nature had been subdued and he ap-
peared at Cape Town, the surptise of the officials who
had put z price on his head, knew no bounds Here
he was in therr mudst, a changed man When the
nephew of the man whom he had murdered saw the
change n his character, he cned out, “ 0O Ged!
what cannot Thy grace do! ™

There was great excitement m the Bamangwato
trebe 10 another part of Africa when they knew that a
white man was on his way to thew village. The head
of the tribe, who was also

£ HOTED WITGH-BOGTODR,

accompanted by hus little son, went to meet this white
man, David Levingstone.  Khama, the Iittle boy, never
forgot the vistt of this whrte man, and how he read out
of a Book. “When he became a man he loo would
learn to read. Other missionaries followed Living-
stone, and Khama became a Christian, though greatly
persecuted by his wicked father who often plotied his
death. The father deed in his wickedness and young
Khama, the Chrishian prince, became the head of s
tribe. He put away the tyranny of the witch doctor,
the unclean dances and superstibious practices and the
dnnking of becr At every sunrise he gathersd his
people together for mornmg prayers and together they
pleaded for the salvation of Africa

Sad to say, s greatest fight was with the white
traders, who set up thewr stores and began to sell
ntoxicants Khama called the traders together and
said there was to be no drunkenness within the baor-
ders of his trihe, and they promised to abide by lus

decesion. But # was not long until the white men
had a drunken bout. Twe days after, he summoned
them fo

and said stemly ©  ¥ou white men bave insulted and
despised me in my own town because | oam a black
man  I[ you despise us black men. what do you want
here 1n the country that Geod has given us? Go back
to your own country.

** [ am trying to lead my people ta act accordmg to
the Word of God which we have received from you
white people, and yet yon shew them an example of
wickedness such as we never knew, You fand his
volce rose m bormung scorn), you, the people of the
Word of God' You know that some of my own
brothers have learned to hke the donk, and you know
that 1 do not want them to see it even, that they may
forget the habit  Yet you not only brng it 1 and
cffer 1t wo them, but you try to temp: me with 1t 1
make an end of 1t to-day, Ga! Take your cattle

and leave my town and sewver comas back agam.”

Needless to say they all went. Would that we had
men of such fearlessness and force of character in
authority 1in so-called Christian lands. Khama ruled
his tnobe untl he was eighty-five years old. He died
just two years ago

it was the Gospel carried by the faithful pioneer
that transformed the lives of these two chiefs, so dif-
ferent and yer equally marvellous

HEATHEN LANDS TO-DAY

are abounding in just such trophies that can be won
by “ prayer and pams ' The Gospel of Jesus Christ
has the =same transfocmung power az when it changed
the scholar, ¥=, from an opium-smoking Confucian
wito & Christian pastor and teacher who was used to
deliver hondreds from the accursed drug

Are you discouraged ar your lack of results? Go
with me if you will to the Island of Erromanga where
no mussionary had set his foot since John Wiliams
the aposile of the South Seas was there cruelly mur-
dered. Twenty years later two new recruts, Geprge
{iordon and hiz noble young wile, oflered their lives
that Eeromanga might be won to Christ.  They
bought the land from the chuef who muordered Wil-
Lhams. He was friendly now, and even shewed the
new pussignary the oven where the bodes of the
martyrs were cooked for the canmbal feast What
an iatroduction to ther young hearks !

Can you picture two white people on

A GANMNIBAL ISLAND,

alone® Not wanted by the inlabianis, eyed sus-
mictously, no mals, ao certainty of food, no earthly
friend weth whom to take counsel, enduring a swel-
tering, posonous atmosphere, the msstonary ship
only called gnee a venr with sopples, so that their
foods were frequenily spoled by the climate. But
these obstacles were small indeed compared to the
oppostiion to the Gospel and the danger to their lives,
for chuefs and heads of families opposed the Word of
God as soon as they understood 1it. Thoar bves were
wr daily jeopardy. and at might murderers surrounded
their dwelling

For four years, amid scenes that would cause the
stoutest heart to fail, thele two brave soldiers of the
Crass continned therr God-given task  Then, when
desease spread over that island Lke a prawie fire and
hundreds upon hundreds died of the plague, these two
heroic souls fell wvictims to the hate and supersti-
tin of the savapes Both were oruelly murdered
within a few mmutes of each other, by those whom
they came to save. Resolts? Sometimes there s a
long period of time between the sowing and the reap-
mg.  Six mussionaries lad down thewr lives

but they were not in vain

will know abour the downgs of heathemism ™ And it
was even 50 George Gordon and huz brave wife saw
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very meagre results. His heroic brother, James, who
caught the v:sion when the death of the martyrs
reached his ears in Canada, and who too gave hs
Iife that the blood-stained island mught have the light,
laid a strong foundation for the Gospel not only on
Erromanga but on the neighbouring island of Santo,
yet he too spilled his blood on that costly ground ere
the curse of heathenism was lifted.

THESE MARTYR SOULS

are waiting in the glory for the harvests that have
been reaped since they sowed mn tears and in blood.
Faint not, O missionary pioneer, if your reaping is de-
layed You are in a rare company !

It was the Gospel carried by the faithful pioneer
that transformed Erromanga from a cannibal to a
Christian 1sland You, O weary pioneer, have in your
hands that same blessed Gospel with alf 1ts old-time
power Perhaps your converts are unlearned and
ignorant, and you feel they will never make valuable
evangelists. There is in your territory even now raw
material like the Karen Evangelist, Kho-thah-byu
{Burmah) who, though a poor, degraded slave, a rob-
ber and murderer, became at fifty years of age a most
zealous witness for Christ. One of his chromclers
writes, ‘‘ He 1s a singular example of what ordinary
faculties will accomplish when wholly consecrated
He aroused the whole nation to Chrishanity.”’ Whole
villages became Christian through lus mfluence, and
by his unwearied labours. His preaching carried con-
viction and compelled others to say, ** Truly this 1s the
Word of God! " Yet in the natural he was ignorant

to the verge of stupidity. Once when in danger of

losing hus Lfe by drowning
HIS ONLY SOLICITUOE

was lest he might nevermore preach the Gospel to
the Karens, such was his passion for preaching.

In his tours he sometimes waded streams to his
arm-pits and sometimes through mud and water, yet
nothing dismayed him  Sometimes the Karens so
thronged his house 1t was in danger of collapsing,
and their eagerness for the Gospel left no chance for
rest or food, but he was never so happy as when find-
ing hearers for his message.

Have you ordinary material among your converts?
Perhaps God will make them extraordinary hke the
Karen evangelst. There 15 often more useful material
in the ordinary native than in the one who is con-
sidered brllant. ‘‘ Prayer and pans through faith
i1 Jesus Christ will do anything,’’ said John Elliott,
the Apostle to the Indians and that is the secret that
will transform the most unpromising savage, the maost
stupid Indian, into a Christian evangelist and use
him 1n the conversion of thousands

Go bravely on, thou faithful pioneer!
Thy labours shall be fitly crowned,
When at His coming He rewards

Keep sharp the sichle for God’s harvest,

Napoleon It was buwlt to the plan of a humble
gardener, Mr (afterwards Sir) Joseph Paxton, who
designed 1ts magnificent scale upon the model of a
conservatory onginally concewved and bwle by him
in the park-garden of Chatsworth, a seat of the Duke
of Devonshire The special design of the building
(its glass structure permutting economical removal)
was held to have alone made possible the holding of
the Exhibition, which was opened by Queen Victoria
in person, and in which the prime exhibit was the
famous Koh-1-Noor diamond

I.—One Step a Day with a Soul

Samuel Hebich, born 1803, passed Home 1868, was for twenty-five years a

misswonary to Indig. A4

natwe of Germany, and a gqumnt but mughly preacher of the Gospel, he was greatly used and beloved

among both nattves and Eurepedns.

The following anecdotes,

taken from his Dfe-story by (George N.

Thomssen, are charactenstic of his method.

his Divine Master he would rather save a soul

than eat or drink. One of his converts, =
major in the army, gives the following account of
how Mr. Hebich won lum for Jesus:

*“The way I first became acquamied with Mr.
Hehich was as strange as himself

“ Our battalion was lying in the Madras Pres:-
dency, during one of the hottest monsoons I can
remembet,

** All day long the canfonments were as sull as
death, for 1t was only before sunrise or after sundown
that any Eurvpean could move There was enntu
on us all, and our tempers were certmnly not
sweetencdl by the enforced idleness In the muddle
of 1t all, the news came that ‘ Hebich was comng.’
It was the tallk of the mess that eveming Some
of our company had seen him, but to most—including
myself—he was known only by hearsay.

Y You'll alil know hem soon, without aty intro-
duction either ', said one, ‘for Mr, Hebiwch goes
where he will, and no one can say him nay’

“1 had my thoughts, but kept them for the mast
part to myself till I should hear more,

*“ “ And who 15 this Hebich that makes so free?’
I azked

** Something in the defiant tone of my voice made
my companions laegh, and led them on to go for me.

Y ¥ou'll be the first he’ll try his band at,” I was
informed, * for he'll spon hear what

S.&MUEL HEBICH had a passion for souls Like

you are. Mr, Hebich, Sir, i3 a German whe came
out here to missionise the black heathens, but says
he found that the white hesthens, meaning us
Europeans, needed the Gospel more, so he spends
his time in visitting the military stations, and many
have joined the ** Blue Lights ?* from his visits!®

* The tone in which this information was gven
stirred up all the bad blood in me, and I used some
strong words about Mr Hebichtand his  prying
impertinsnce,” which ficed not be repeated here (2od
which I myself had to cat not very long afterwards)
I fimished up by saymg that if I found Mr Hebich
i my compiund [ would queickly f kick tum out ”

“ Before many days passed we had almost for-
gotten about Mr. Hebich, it was too hot to think of
anything Tong.

** I think it was just the very hottest part of the
day, if there could be any comparison in the heat,
it was all so het, and every day and all day alike.
There wasn't a man snrering, even the blacks were
overcome. 1 was lying, lazly smoking a cigaretie,
dreamuly listening to the slow creaking of the punkan
going above my head, doors and windows all open,
without a thought of a visitor, when a step sounded

throngh the wverandah. Had I been more wide
awake I might have taken a different kind of mnterest
in the stranger’s approach, and been more on my
guard, 1 heard the footsteps grow more distinct
as thewr owner drew nearer. There was a fascination
abaut their even and firm tread, which made one
listen They somehow conveyed an idea of
DIGHITY AND COMMAND,

‘1 hstened for a challenge of some kind from my
servant, but he must have taken advantage of the
heat to have a nap on his own account The foot-
steps crossed the threshold and came up to the door
of my room, I turned my head to zee who it could
be and there stood a tall, gaunt man; his first ap-
pearance indeed might have provoked a smle, He
locked almost a subject for hurlesque, with his long,
loose, black coat, hus huge green umbrella under his
arm, and large hat 1n his lcan hand But as you
looked into his face you felt yourself wicked for
having such a thought, It was his logk at you that
impressed you It was the power in those eyes to
read you through and through, not with contempt,
but with prty for yourself wiich you could not resent,
nay, which made you ashamed of yourself, and ready
to do what he told you, as one who knew far better
what was good for you than you vourself

of the window. He made me a profound bow, and,
holding out his hand in a friendly manner, wished
me ‘ Goot day* Where now was tmy spleen, my
declaration to eject tins man?

his headmaster. I returned his salutation awk-
wardly, but wrthour knowing

“1 crossed the room and stood before my book-
shelves, T did not need him to tell me what book
There were books of fiction there, I knew it was none
of them; it was truth he wanted, and somehow I
seemed for the first time to despise them myself
There were regulation bocks, and techrucal works on
tactics of war; but these were nor for him, his was
an errand of peace There 1n a neglected comer was
my Bible, a book that formed parn of every officer’s
outfit, as well as private kit. But I had never even
optned 1t My hand sovght it readily now

¢ I brought 1f back to my seat near the table, and
locked inquiringly at Mr Hebich He gave an ap-
proving gestare and conunued gravely: * Open de

“ Mr., Hebich rose, and gravely shaking hands,
bowed himsclf out, and departed as he had entered.
I could not go to mess that mght Partly 1 was
afraid, though no one ever accused me of being a
coward, partly I was unfit to meet any one It was
as much as I could do to go through my dury.

“ Next day I was lying wdle as on the previous
day, only with a strange wondering on me and a sort
of dread as to what was comtng, and yet a desire
to see 1t all out. Not a sound or movement, but just
the punkah gowg overhead.

** He looked on me with all the yearning of spintual
affection. ‘ My son ’ (his faith took me to hrs heatt
as already such in the Gospel}, © God saiud, Let there
be hght! Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and
thou shalt be saved!’

‘“ He pointed me to the Cross of Calvary, where
Jesus took my ruin and made 1t His, and then up-
ward to the throne, where, as my Risen Life, He
could make God's righteousness mine

““ We knelt down together, and that day I prayed
for the first time without a book, and thanked the
Lord for hfe eternal through faith in Jesus Chnst 7’

The major’s story not only illustrates Mr Hebich's
love for souls, but also his great patience He never
was in a hurry. He

WAITED UPON GOD ANO UPON MEN

He gave them time to think, but when he was sure
that God had given them to him he would notr rest
until they had also given themselves to God

Mrs Addis often told visttors how Mr Hebich won
an officer for Christ n Counbatore, This gentleman
was very much annoyed at the humble German’s
‘ prying mmpertinence,”’ and had given strict orders
to his servants never to let the padre into the house
One day Mr Ilchich espied the gentleman entering
his compound and hurried to intercept him, but was
too late, the officer closing the door in his face and
locking 1t. But this could not drive the man of God
away Going to the rear of the house he found that
all the doors there, too, had been locked, but there
was an open window, He climbed into the house
through this and soon stood before the officer with
a face full of pitying love, saymng *' My son, why
do you flee from your father? T love you Do let
me pray with you!”

The meekness and patience of this strange man
of God overcame the officer’s hard heart, Soon he
was melted 1n tears, confessing hizs sins and crymg
to God for metcy Mr. Hebich's persistent love and
great patience won this gentleman for Chriat and he
became a very humble follower of Jesus

UR spiritual Husband 15 Jesus. The real be-
O liever 1n the Lord who obeys His Word and
yields to Him by the power of the Holy
Ghost 1s the spiuritual bride of the Lord A woman
may be unfaithful to ber husband in the natural-—a
picture used of certain believers who, like the Catho-
lics and a good many Protestants, live contrary to
the Word of God, and yet hold certain truths of the
Bible The Roman Catholic Church 1s compared to
a harlot She 1s not true to the Lord Jesus Christ,
as she puts man’s teaching on an equality with God’s
‘Word
In our studies we read that the Harlot sat upon
a beast. that beast 1s Antichrist, as a system. How-
ever, this system will develop into one person, the
person of the Antichrist, who shall rule over that
system The woman who 1s sitting on the scarlet
beast in Rev =xvu. 3 represents the

MANY RELIGIOUS SYSTEMS

that will control the world powers. but the time will
come when the beast and ten kings will come and kill
the harlot. We must not identify Antichrist solely
with the Papacy, although we do not deny there 15
the antichristian spirit among the Popes

Anuchrist 1s to reign forty-two months, [ wish
to point out to you that the number 42 mn Scrip-
tore 1s the number of Antichrist He shall reign
three and a half years, forty-two months or twelve
hundred and sixty days. Why 15 42 the number of
Antichnist®  Because 1t 1s a multiple of six and seven,
Six 15 the number of man 1n his fleshly hatred against
God Seven is the number of spirmtual perfecrion
The natural man, six, is of the earth, earthy; this 1n
opposttion to seven brings forty-two  Therefore, we
shall find a terrible war and conflict, such as this
world has never seen. It will be guided by one man
who will be the super-man n this battle against God

If you read your Bible carefully you will find 1n the
wanderings of the chidren of Israel in the desert
that they had forty-two camps in all, these cover-
g the period of the striving of their fleshly natare
against the Holy Spirit  God let them wander forty
years, this figure telling of protection and judgment

There 15 an incident 1n the life of Elisha, when
young lads came out from

THE CITY OF BETHEL

and mocked him, and ‘‘ there came forth two she-
bears out of the wood and tare forty-two lads of
them.’”* Elisha had just come from the translation
scene of Elyjah The news of this translation had
spread among the lads of Bethel who mocked at the
idea of a man bemng translated, and cried, *“ Go up
thou bald head! Go up thou bald head! " (II. Kings
n 22-24y They had the spint of Antichnst.

We are now heading toward the final conflict with
Antichrist Through evil spirits and powers, through
principalities and world rulers, he i1s preparing the

hearts of the world and the lukewarm Church for his
coming. The coming of Antichnist you will find very
clearly taught n the Book of Dan:el In Danel
vii. 2 we read, ‘* Daniel spake and said, [ saw mn
my vision by night, and behold, the four winds of
the heaven strove upon the great sea’® This 15 a
faulty translation In the Hebrew we have the word
ruach and 1t should read, ** And behold, the four
spirits of the heaven strove upon the great sea ™’
These
FOUR SPIRITS

are mentioned 1n other places 1n the Bible In
Zechariah vi. 5, and in Jerermah xlix. 36 1t 1s clearly
taught that there are four spints who exercise a great
power not only upon individuals on earth but on
nations. In the New Testament the Greek uses one
word for spirit, for breath and for wind The Heb-
rew speaks of ruach. When our Bible speaks of the
Spirit of God the Hebrew says, Ruach Elohim When
it says, ‘* He breathed His breath,” it means ‘‘ He
breathed His Iife into him ** In Greek the word
pneuma stands for the Spirit or breath of God.

You will find the same four spirits that wanted to
do harm to the earth mentioned in Rev vu 1-7, but
God told them not to hurt the earth until the 144,000
of the tribes should be sealed. In Jerermah xhx 36
we read that God sent evil spirits to scatter the
Elamites and 1n our text He permits four evil spirits
to bring forth four terrible beasts

‘What does the sea stand for symbolically? In
Isaiah xvu 12, 13, God compares the Gentile nations
with a mighty flood of waters In Revelation xm1 1
you see the same beast come up out of the waters as
God revealed 1t to Daniel Can there be any greater
similarity than here and in the 17th chapter® These
nations are compared with the waters of the sea,
people and kindreds and tongues Now we understand
why Daniel saw

FOUR BEASTS

come up out of the sea; first a lLon, then a bear,
then a leopard, and another horrible beast These
great beasts are four kings. This looks like a con-
tradiction. In our text it says that the four spirits
strove upon the sea and out of them came four beasts
It doesn't say out of the earth. Out of these nations
the evil spirits are bringing four beasts, the lon, the
bear, the leopard, and the horrible beast, identical
with Nebuchadnezzar's ismage

I am not trying to interest you in the study of the
four kingdoms, but we are interested in the fourth
one that Daniel saw coming out of the waters If we
went 1nto details about the other beasts, it would take
us away from our subject The Greek calls this
beast a therion, which means a wild beast Jesus 1s
called the Lamb, Antichrist 15 called a wild beast
According to God's own interpretation, the first king-
dom 1s the Babylontan Empire, the second, the Medo-
Persian, the third, the Grecian, the fourth beast, legs
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and toes, is the Roman Empire, which is now heading

towards
THE EMPIRE OF ANTICHRIST.

You will nofice that in Nebuchadnezzar’s vision
the Ruman Empire 15 divided into two parts. We
know from history that the Roman Empire 15 divided
mto the Eastern and Western. In studying the
Revelation 1 have read many books and pamphieis,
but they ali have their fadures. Baxter's book on
prophecy is precwous, but 1t is not infalitble. He says
that Germany and Austria will not belong to the
Roman Empire, but we see now that the very Central
Powers which were fought by the twenty-eaght nations
during the World War, are now members of the
League of Nations Expositors had said that Ger-
many would never belong to the League

You will not find horms on the lwon, the bear, or
the leopard. You find horns on the ram and one
hig horn on the he-goat But an animal with ten
horns has never been found.  Seo this anumal of ab-
normality, of power and might, speaks of the undue
power which this last kingdom 1s to exercise over the
whole world, The tmage of Nebuchadnezzar ends in
ten toes, and then cotmes the stone from heaven
striking the image on the toes Then the gold, the
silver, the brass, the rron and the clay shall be ground
into dust.  But these

FOUR KINGDOMS

do not end in the leopard age, in the bear age, or the
days of the horrible beast, not m the golden age or
the silver age, but in the age of the feet and toes
of iron and clay.

In the mmage that 1= srruck by the stone, you will
find that man’s power and man’'s glory will end in
destruciton. but in the wision of Dantel, you wiil find
that this horiible beast has ten horns, and we read
later on that thet beast will come to an end Why
is 1t that Daniel saw & beast and Nebuchadnezzar
saw & man?® Nebuchadnezzar was blind to God and
to the condition of sinful men, and, therefore, he saw
the human race as 4 man, a mae deterinmatmg from
gold to clay (God sees into the heart, and God alone
knows what the human heart can be when 1t yields
altpgether to sin and the Devil Therefore 1t 15 a
deterioration  First, the lion, then the bear, then
the leopard, then the horihle beast. Why? The
beast tempred our first parents, and man tpstead of
being steward over the beast, lowered himself be-
neath the beast

Let us come to a description of this fourth beast
‘" After this T saw in the night wisions, and behold a
fourth beast, dreadful and terrible, and strong ex-
ceedingly ""——no such expressions are used about the
other animuls Then it had ** great iron teeth."
What does iron stand for? For firmness (Jer. zv
2: Micah iv. 13}, What are teeth for? To tear
things to pieces so that they can be swallowed.

WILD ANIMALS

have fierce canine teeth, so as to tear their prey
previous to swallowing. The ‘° horrible beast ” has
to tear up the nations, and do it in a violent way.
The Great War tore the nations tp pieces, one
nation striving for a chance to tear up the other.

But do not think that this is the last war. We have
to-day in Evrope more armed soldiers than we had
before the war., Russia, of course, tries to keep 1t as
secret as possible, but she has about 5,000,000 men
who can be cafled to arms immediately In other
words, 5,000,000 soldiers. She never had thar number
under the Empire. Now she is under Sowviet rule,
Poland is completing an army of 4,000,000 soldiers
France has 6,000,000 soldiers at her disposal which 1s
more than she had before. Italy is organising a
miltary force of 5,000,000 men All nations are
working with {everish heat, building destroyers, sub-
marines and airships. Do pot tlunk thar because you
dv not hear of Russia she 15 asleep  There are
300,000 Germans 1n Russia malirg ammunition  And
Russia too 1s building aeroplanes Other nations are
boasting ; Russta 1s keeping silent Can you not see
the '~ horrible beast ** ready to tear the nations to
peces”

There will be a group of nations—one group anta-
gonistic toward another group. Yet when 1t comes
t> destroying the rebgron of Jesus Chrst, they arc

all one,
RUSSIA

forbids the worship of God The Bolsheviks even
deny the existence of God and fortud the RHussians
to mention the Word of God in the homes as long
as the youngest child 1s not eighteen. That 15 prac-
neally wiping out every rebgron no matter whether
it 13 Protestant, Greek or Roman Catholic. Soviet
Russia seeks to crush every rehgion What 18
that but the spirit of Antichrist? He 15 against Chiost
and God, for he will put himszelf 1n the place of God
“We will fight God!”’ one of them has said. In
the great batile of Armageddon some nationz will be
against the Jews; other will take a stand for the Jews
Then the Lord Jesus will appear as the Son of Man,
as the great Deliverer Then they will be called to
accept our cructfied Jesus as their Hlesseah.

its beginn.ng 1s small, but 1t has power erough to

THE PREPARATION OF A PROPHET
TEACHER'S NOTES.

You will notice that in ** The Gospel Scheme ’’ the lessons
for the 10th, 17th and 24dth of August are all taken from
Ifi Chron xxix That seems to me rather too much for the
ordinary child to manage, so this week I have thought fit to
refer to Uzziah agawn and to suggest that you take as a lesson
two incidents dated in association with his reign and death
with which we were dealing last week The first of these 1s

An Earthguake. See Amos 1 1 and Zechariah xwv 5 If once
you hase been in an earthquake you wili not be surprised that
the prophet Amos in fixing the date of his prophecy places it
as '‘ two years before the earthquake ® That it was more
than a shight tremor 1s vouched for by Zechariah, because he
tells ws that the people fled out of Jerusalem' DLarthquakes
are not very common in Palestine, but there have been great
earthquakes, and that which took place about two years ago
did considerable damage, the effects of 1t still bewng seen,
especially 1n Shechem where many people were killed When
the Lord comes a still greater earthquake will take place, and
the Mount of Olives will be cloven asunder, so that a mighty
valley will be formed running east and west (Zech xwv and
Hab w1 6) I for one would not care to own property upon
that mountamn  Larthquakes always produce feelings of pami,
insecurity, and bhelplessness Praise God that m many mm-
stances they are followed, as in the case of the Philippian
gaoler, by a cry for salvation (Acts xvi 26-31) So with the
reading for to-day we find that the prophet Isa.ah exper.enced a

Soul Quake (Isa w1 4-5) and this he dates in the year that
