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Can we Know when Jesus is Coming?

Now learn a paralle of the fig tree

When his branch s yet tender, and putieth forth leaves, ye know that

summer s mgh ~Matthew xxiv 32

Our Lord Jesus has not given tlus information,
but He has told us that by certain evidences and
signs we may discern the appioach of the day
A study of the
DISPENSATIONAL TEACHING

of the Bible gives us the knowledge that the next
great event d.spensationally 1s the epoch which wall
be ushered 1n by the coming of the Lord Jesus

Let us first deal with an objection to this teaching
There are some who say that there are certamn signs
or phenomenal happenungs which must take place be-
fore Jesus comes Such usually get lost in trachmg
down the signs of Matthew xxiv  In an endeavour
to clear the minds of earnest seekers, let me remind
you of an important fact respecting our Lord’s clis-
course in Matthew xxiv  The signs there are not
connected with one particular happening, but three—
note verse 3

SOME have unw:sely tried to fix the day and hour

1 Tell us, when shall these things be? (the des-
truction of the Temple, verse 1)

2 And what shall be the sign of Thy commg?

3 And of the end of the world?

Included 1n the answer to these three questions are
signs which can only appear after the Lord Jesus has
come for those who are redeemed by His blood

I pass on quckly to mention two classes who aie
not ““ looking for the blessed Hope **

There are those who turn from the subject with
the simple remark, *‘ I am not interested in prophecy '
To such let me say there weie thousands who missed
Jesus at His first coming because they were not In-
terested in prophecy Had they been interested they
would have known that He must

COME TO BETHLEHEM

(Micah v 2)  But no, they were too much entangled
in human affairs, and the varied forms of human cul-
ture  Thirty-three years and more pass, and then the
zeal of the disciples who were baptised with the Holy
Ghost, mspired afresh after meeting their Lord, made
an impression upon Jerusalem’s thousands, and com-
menced to capture them for Christ, and to preach
His coming again  ‘‘ Not interested in prophecy’’ >—
between vagueness and indifference men are Jost
Many have been fascinated by Advent truths until
they have heard a discouraging voice This 1s the
work of the Devil to get our eyes off Jesus, and from
the comforung thoughts of His Advent ** Where 1s
the promise of His coming? ''—the voiwce of the scof-
fer 1s heard above the many conflicting voices of the
day ‘' He cannot be coming,” says this sceptical
voice, ** for this promise has been talked of for nearly
2,000 years, and He has not yet come.”” As I think
of the unsteadiness of human beliefs, I reparr with
joy to Old Testament prophecy, and in those muighty
Oracles my heart cries, Halleluyjah! In Eden 1

hear the promise of the Redeemer given, Abraham saw
the day of Christ, and was glad {John vin 56) Faith-
ful ones had kept the promise of the Messialy before
the people, 1t 1s true, for God will never be left with-
out His witness, and yet as now several thousands of
years have sped past, the cry 1s raised on every hand,
* Where 1s the God of Eden’s promise? '’ Thank
God we know—having promised, He gave The Babe
In the manger was the first part of the fulfilment and
the earnest of the rest Glory to His Name When
He came the first time, He Himself assured us that
He will come again His promise, sworn upon the
fact of the first fulfilment, 1s enough
““ Now learn a parable of the fig tree '’ Such an
exhortation brings to us a quickened expectancy and
immeasurable confidence The disciples were without
doubt fascinated by the parable They knew that
there was
ONLY ONE MEANING

-—the fig tree was the emblem of the Jewish nation
There was no need for them to say as they did on
another occasion, ‘‘ Lord, declare unto us the
parable '’ The Master had used this metaphor in
teaching them before (Luke xin  6-9)

Listen again-—*‘ When his branch 1s yet tender, and
putteth forth leaves, ye know that summer 1s mgh
So likewise ye, when ye shall see all these things,
know that He (R V') 15 near, even at the doors ”
(Matt xxiv 32, 33)

In order that we may see the great importance of
the sign, let us briefly see the overruling hand of God
in the dispersion of His people When Jesus spoke
they were as a nation weak, because of therr way-
wardness, and were about to bring upon themselves a
further spasm of suffering, because of their rejection
of their Saviour and King  But throughout the thou-
sands of years of folly with the concomutant penalty,
there was a comforting hope even for the Jews—the
voice of God had spoken, saying., ‘I will remember
My covenant '’ Wil you read at your leisure Deut
xxviit ?*  Please note God's word to the whole of
Israel It 1s epitomised in verse 1, and conditional
blessings are promised m the context by Jehovah—
‘! If thou shalt hearken diligently to the vowce of the
Lord thy God to observe and to do but 1t shall
come to pass 1f thou wilt not hearken [verse 15] thou
shalt be smutten [verse 25] and the Lord shall scatter
thee among all people, from the one end of the earth
even unto the other [verse 64]

Then there 1s an important quotation from Leviticus
xxvi 45 ' But I will for their sakes remember the
covenant of their ancestors ’'

THE DISOBEDIENCE AND SCATTERING

15 umversally recogrused as fulfilled in history There
was the period up to the days when our Lord was
upon earth, which was followed by further troubles
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throughout our dispensation, following the awful
navoc by the Roman army in Jerusalem m A D 70
Historians tell us that the slaughter was so great that
the streets flowed with blood, and were strewn with
the bodies of the slain  Since then the history of the
Jews has been one long record of scattering, with mas-
sacre upon massacre—

(AD 1096) A holy war began in the attempted
massacre of all the Jews .n Europe who would not
submit to baptism

(A D 1190) Tragic happenings in York Castle, in
which the chief Rabbi and 500 or more Jews were
besieged and slain, or hurnt with the castle
(AD 1272) The King of England claimed that he
owned the Jews and their possessions  He confiscated
great wealth, and drove 16,000 Jews from the courtry
Further banishments and slaughter followed in varnous
Luropean countries

Let us however dwell upon the wondrous truth that
God will not forget His covenant Qur blessed Lord
foresaw the day when lfe would be manifested 1n
the Jewish nation (given i the parable of the re-
sprouting fig tree)

To-day we percewe the greatest awakening mn the
nistory of the Jews TFirstly, there 1s, praise God, «
mighty spiritual awakening  Until the last few de-
cades 1t was well-mgh impossible to hear a favourable
word from them about Jesus Now we are living 1n
the glorious age when they are finding that Jesus 1s
the Sasviout of the Jews According o

some 40,000 at least have accepted Chrnst in Hungaiy
alone since the Grear War  Vienna has the record
of 20,000 converts Further, a Jewish writer, by name
Juseph Poyzuer, the author of The Realm of the
Messwah, says, ** Chrstamity, which was to serve as
a unifying force, became the instrument of separation
We are now to witness the reverse That which
separated us hitherto will unite us, and serve as a
bridge 7he recogmuon of Chrst by us 1s yel to
form the greatest chapter of our glorious hwstory ™’

Notes from the Journal of Pastor CYRIL E. TAYLOR, of Ngoi-Mani

UR hearts are full of praise and thanks to God
O for His goodness to us all m rasing us up

again from a severe trial and time of sick-
ness QOur little girl Patricia got so thin and weal,
that we felt that she was going to be taken from us
But no, our wondrous Jehovah-Ropheca agamm shewed
us that His ear 1s not heavy that it cannot hear,

nor His hand shortened that it cannot save ”’ (Isainnl
1 2)
Sister Turpin has come from Kisanga to worlk

with us  Pray that her mumstry may abide 1n the
power and demonstration of the Spint  She has
started meetings «n Luamba  Pray that Goo may
save many, and bless the children's work there

I left recently for a wvisitation of the outstations
in the Kabongo territory At Mulolo there are

THIRTY-FIVE COMING REGULARLY

to the assembly From here we passed on to Kazad;,
where two souls returned to the Lord at the meeting
we held One confessed to having worshipped an
idol  His wife had been sick for a long while, and
he had consented to this wickedness to proptate the
spirits

At Kakanga we had a happy mecting with most
of the willagers We felt the power of God gripping
the people, though the mfumn (witch-doctor) seemed
amused, and grinned several tumes He 15 steeped
i witcheraft, and his hut was full of majende {charms
and 1dols; He had a lot of funny little doll-like 1dols
already carved, and ready for making mto charms

As we were leaving the vidlage we met a man with
numerous charms and med:icines tied on to his gun
He had been out in search of game and bhad got
nothing  'We asked him whether his 1dols had been
sleeping, and how was 1t that all his charms had
avanled him nothing  Round his waist he had ted on
a number of skins and duwker horns stuffed up with
rative hunting medwcines He was ashamed at our
question, and ran away to lh:de behind a tree We
passed on through the beautiful Lungu plains and
swamps to Kateba Here we had

A GOOD MEETING

at evening The headman of the village bought «
New Testament and a reading primer He told us
history of past days, when the Arab raiders would
come and carry off their people, and others would
demand them 1o sell their children, the price being
a gun for a male child, and two guns for a female

Here there are large numbers of palms and they
seem to ewist largely on palm nuts, palm wine and
meat They cannot garden much owing to the num-
bers of bufialo, antelops, and wild pig that come
along at might and demolish the corn and other pro-
duce  Bur they extract salt from the bulrushes

The next day we set off for Kisula The path led
us through the Lungw pla.ns and then a stretch of
forest We came up with a party of native women
with baskets, who were going out to dig up wiid
potatoes. They sat down by the side of the path,

and we were able to giwve them a Gospel message
to which they listened very intently

At the village of Mpela we gathered the people to-
gether for a meeting, at the close of which ten came
torward to the front thus sigmifying their acceptance
of the message Praise God

At Kisula we renewed our acquaintance with Petelo
and others and had a good mecting  Petelo 15 now
chicf, and seldom misses a meeting He 1s stll a
very young man, about sixteen years old Those
about him would mnfluence him for evil, and inchne
him mto ways of wickedness and cruelty He has
only one wife at present, but his unbelieving coun-
seflors are seeking hard to persuade him to have the
usunl chef's harem  Pray for tlus boy chief that he
may be farthful and true all his days, and

OBEY GOD RATHER THAN MAN,

Our next stopping place was Kabanga, where we
visited another old friend of ours—a very old man,
now blind, and his hair quite white He had becn
terribly frightened a few mghts previously by the
hinungu {a big kind of hyzna that comes at night to
the villages, and carries off goats, and anything else
that it can seize upen) This old man was in his hut
sleeprng, when he was aroused by hearing these
anunals trying te break 1n his door He shauted
out for help, though at most he could only rase a
feeble «ry  Fortunately his son heard, and came and
drove ott the fierce brutes just in time

In the mornmmg we had a
bapusmal service 1n the first
swtable stream  This one
village bas sent out five men
who are now proclaiming
the Gospel, but the first
teacher that we sent to teach
them from Ngoi-Mani, one
Samweile, has backshdden.
Pray that God will make
him dissatisned with every-
thing, and with himself, un-
til he has returned to God.

Accompanied by nearly =a
score of happy youngsters
we cycled along the path for
eight miles, and then reached
Kifiombe, where we had a
happy meeting for nearly an
hour We passed a number
of women and girls gettng
fish from the mud where the
river has receded They work
round in a circle and block up the channels with reeds
and mud, and then throw the pounded leaves of a
muldly poisonous shrub vpon the water Tius stupe~
fies the fish and they come up to the surface, and are
Killed with the fishing spears

At Kanshisa we saw many old friends, and at the
meeting a young man confessed Christ From here we
passed on to Kayambe, where the whole village came

CHIEF MWENGA,
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along to the meeting, at the end of which seven souls
professed to believe. Then we proceeded to Kioni,
and here the headman welcomed us with the present
of a goat. This 1s a great dehght to the carners,
who jump about with the prospect of

FRESH MEAT FOR SUPPER.

We vist 1d the dowager chuef, Mwenga (see picture),
and a. we sat by the fireside he told us some old
Luban lusiories of past days. This man has charge
of the famous old noma (specal drum, used only for
proclaumung the new chief) This drum 15 sanl to
have been made of human skin, and 1t 1s forbidden
to shew it The prospective new chief has to pay
down a native gun before they will have the deum
beaten to protlaim his elevation to the chieftamncy

The witch-doctor 15 sud to have the control of the
spint that whabited the previous chiefs, their fore-
fathers And before this man will call up this spint
an hehalf of the prospecuve new chief, the latter has
to put down two nattve guns and a muiwe {(a native
slave girl). This spint 1s believed by the people to
have the power of inflicting instantaneous death at
sight, and thus 1s gready feared Approach to thus
spirit was untif quite recently attained through the
mediumnshup of a meserable-
looking, bLittle, shrunken old
woman  Sometimes in the
middle of the might this evil
power would come upon her,
and she would rush abour in
a state of frenzy and demon
possession, and perhaps run
to another willage, seven
miles away, without any
fear of wild beasts, to call
a native sorcercr. We spent
the day wvisiting around the A recent convert at Kashelele
dilferent parts of the village,
and praying with the sick  Just before the meeting
was about to begin we heard some singing mn the
distance that came nearer and nearer  In this dis-
trict everything s quickly put into song with some
old tune and well-known chorus. These were sing-
ing, ** We are of the cnime, of the ciime, of the
c¢nme,” and so on  They were a company of forty
men all roped together w.th bark cord Theu ¢iime
was that they could not pay their

HUT-TAX MONEY,
and were now being marched off by the runners to
prisor for two months.  There are many resistances,
and many slecp out in the forest to avod arrest

In the morning we had a big meeting up at
Mwenga's wvillage, and quite a crowd of young folks
came along from Makwidy to greet us  What a joy
1t 15 to labour among those who give us such a
welcome  Chief Twite Mudjilo asked us to come and
pray for his wife who was sick The evangelst
Petelo had told me that this chief some time back
was possessed by an ewil spint that used to come
upon him, when he would rush about all over the vil-
lages. But he has been coming to the meetings of
late, and has shewn interest .n the Gospe! Pray
for him Petclo and Hezona and myself went along
to pray i the hut with s wife. It was pounng

| selves with Him, and be at peace.”

with ran We sar around the fire, and just as we
were starting to pray for his wife, suddenly the Chief
Tuwite Mudpilo became filled with demon power, nearly
kicking one of the men out of the hut He was
saying a lot of ternble things under the power of this
lyingg spirit When he had stopped we asked him
¥ he wished to be delivered from thus demon power,
and the poor fellow was just delighted So we laid
hands upon him in the Name of the Lord, claiming
full and complete deliverance for hm  How won-
drous 15 the all-prevailing Name of our precious Jesus

The whole constitution of these native chieftaincies

15 huilt on the doctrine of demons and sorceries. Tlus
15 backed up by the

SPIRITIST MEDIUMS
who when enquired of concerming the mysterious

death of some person, have no compunction n saying
that this spirit has been displeased with them, and
has been responsible for their removal When onc
sees some of these poor, simple old folks 1t 15 not
dilicult to understanq how readily they ean be im-
pouscd upon by these rogues

Pray that the glorious Gospel light may shie 1ato
therr poor hearts, and help them to ** acquaint them-
After we had
finished malkung airangements for the cooking of the
tarriers’ food, we had a good meeting with 2 com-
pany of naked children who had followed us around,
not a bit trmid or afraid

VWe went up to Chief Mwenga’s and had a good
meeting at which ten believed  We left Makw:dy,
after praying with another sick woman  Thank God
fur these requests to pray with the sick  They da
indeed signify a breaking up of old belefs This
particular man said when he came along, *“ Bwana,
[ have been three tines to the witch-doctor and paid
him to enquire for me concerning my wife's sickness,
and she 15 no berter Now 1 want you to come and
pray for her " What a joy 1t was to respond to such
a4 request  Tlus poor man who had tried in vain e
broken cisterns now comes to be prayved with i the
Name of Jesus, the Great Physician, who

BORE EVERY SICKMNESS,

As we passed on to Kaseba the sun was just burning
down and scorching us ternbly. The natives often
feel the eflects of the sun on these very hot days,
and speak of aching bodies and imbs  Our carrier,
Petelo, 15 growing in grace It 15 delightful to sec
lus cheery face He is always so ready and willing
t2 help one over some evil-swelling swamp

Mr Burton told me that m the early days he could
not get his men to go with him to Twite Munza at
all  They said, ** Bwana, if you take us there they
will eat us "" In those days it was a struggle to get
them over the Luvidye at al, and it has only been
by slow degrees that their fear has been broken down,
and that we have teachers and bellevers sn what was
then a cannibal area, and 1s probably still such in
some places. But whereas once thesc practices werc
carried on openly now it is i secret. There arc
some funeral ceremonies for important personages
wlhich are sull accompanied with a human sacrifice
But we praise and thank God for the measure of
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change that the Word of His precious Gospel has
brought about At Kaseba eight confessed therr
faith in baptism Among them was the chief of the
village, a fine, sturdy, outspoken youth with a very
strong voice. We had an opportun:ty of questiomng
those who were about to be baptised and of giving
them a word of exhortation by the side of the stream
where they were baptised Later we marked out
the site for the hitle chape! and
TEACHER'S HOUSE,

After a time of prayer asking the Lord to put His
seal of blessing upon the bulding from the start, we
passed on with those who had been baptised No one
with a love for young folks could aveid bemng at-
tracted to these young Luban people—bright, merry
little children, who come runnmg along by the side of
the bicycle, glad to see you, and giving a warm
welcome  There 1s undoubtedly a very great oppor-
tutuity to reach these youngsters before they are
mitiated into the heathen customs, witchcraft, and
sorcertes of their parents After a boy has partaken
of native medicine and been taught witchcraft, he
loses his sweetness, and gets a scared and hunted
look Tlus 1s a great contrast to some of those whose
hearts the Lord has touched, whose lLittle counten-
ances just shine with their new-found joy and hapm-
ness, as they sing the hymns they have learnt to love.
At Luamba quite a small boy of only nine years of
age was coming to the meetings, when bambudye
secret soctety people got hold of him and took him
by force to a place in the forest, where they com-
pelled him to go through the imitation ceremony
Then they told him that now he was a budye, and
must stay away from all the mission meetings
What a lorg tyme 1t was before the little fellow got
straight again, but praise God, he has managed it,
and told us all about 1t one day in the meeting

We next reached Mpasu On our arrival those
who had stood up for salvation on a previous trip
came up to greet us We had not been able to send
them a teacher, and they had been struggling to
learn to read as best they could, w.th the help that
visiting teachers and others had given them  One
had nearly learnt to read the Gospel primer and was
glad to shew us how far he had got with 1t  They

PLEAQEO AGAIN FOR A TEACHER

The witch-doctor here Listened intently to the message
at the meeting, but we had to tell him that the words
of God were many, and that we could not nearly tell
him all in one day But we bid him accept and be-
lieve what he had heard, to start praying and to seek
God with all s heart

At Mateshs 1t rained again in the afternoon  Here we
found ourselves up agamst violent Roman Catholic
opposition with a vengeance Their teacher was half
drunk with palm wine, and determined to stop us
having a meeting at all He kept on blowing an
antelope horn As we started our meeting they con-
tinued to try and shout us down with incantations
and songs However, 1n God's goodness another
messenger arnived from the local state official with
a bard of tax-defaulters This messerger was a
sentor state servant, and soon put matters stratght
for us, so that we were able to have a fine mecting,

at the close of which three souls came up to confess
their acceptance of the farth. The next day three be-
lteved at the village of Kahasa After another meet-
ing at Kmmbi we set off for the nver for a baptismal
service  Here we felt the Lord’s presence very near
as we sat down by the side of that stream, seven men
confessing their faith 1n baptism

From here we passed to Songe, and found our
evangelist Eljah and his company of believers In
the middle of the meeting suddenly all those on one
side jumped up and ran. A snake had found its
way tn At Kimbi they called us out 1o pray with
a man who had been bitten by a snake. In the morn-
g the prext day we rejoiced to see hrm walking
around by his hut At Npole we had a good meet-
ing, at which four stood out for salvation What a
change here The headman 1s the man who seven
years ago shewed us the path to Kansumba when no
one else would There was continual strife between
two near vilages, and they would not assist any
passing strangers Now we praise God for the change
that has come and a

GOODLY NUMBER OF YOUNG MEN

coming to the meetings From Ngole we passed to
Dando, where they were building their chapel with
Mosesa

At Kakanga the mosqutoes had been so bad that
the people had bult their houses about five feet from
the ground., and were sleeping on raised platforms
with a fire burning beneath

We were so anxious to get some fresh meat to
bring home with us for my wife and children as
sometimes we do not see any for four weeks. God
graciously answered prayer and on the last day out
from home we got a fine antelope. Willing helpers
were able to get nearly all the meat carnied into our
station by nine o'clock the next morming How glad
my wife was to see it, and get some fresh broth and
gravy for our little ones Surely ‘“ His goodness
farleth never ™’

We rtook a short rest by the siream ar the botrom
of the big Mbu hili homeward, then a word of
prayer and thanksgiving wirth Yamboca and some
young folks who had come along with us for about
six miles, then, once again at home, we praised God
for having provided for us, and for having blessed
30 abundantly all the journey

Work Waiting for Us

Remember that people are often more ready to
tall with strangers about rebgion than with those
whom they know

Is
the Tiusc reaching your boy or vour girl (they make
no distinction} in the quota they have set for to-day?

The Judge of the Montreal Juverle Court says

these boys smohled cigarettes

Mis Rose Henderson, Probation Officer, declared

persislent campaign to ensnare eiery boy and girl .n
the land

A teacher of art in a certam Ohio city reports that
seventeen of the eighteen joung womcen teachers
attending the same classes m summer school last
year were smokers! They went back to teach the
children art—and smoking It iy small wonder that
uttle girls are now beginming to smoke in large
numbers

There can be no two opinions as to the use ot the
cigarette by lttle chuldren, or by young women, the
future motheis of the nation We are told by one
of the great women s orgamzations of the country
that the average age at which the cigarette habit 15
contracted hes decreased dunng the past decade from
siateen to eleven years Every year, 1t 1s reportid,
over 985,000 cluld smokers are added to the hist of

were preposterous on the face of them  One biand
or another, as the case may be, wins elections, prize
hehts, makes statesmen, educators, musiclans, o1
mmything desnable at the moment The sad part 1s
that these claims, rnidiculous as they are, seem to sell
the goods Just as brewers and distidlers went to
extremes which led to their downfall, so 11 seems
that some cigarefte manufacturers are exceeding the
bounds of reason and common sense Whatever
hiterences ot opinion there may be as to the use ol
tobacco by adults, :t 1s universally conceded that its
