From the “Memoirs of Charles G. Finney”

EV  Charles Garnison Finney, of Oberlm
R College, 1n speaking of the beginmung of his

revival work, says ‘‘ I had been in the habit
of nsing early in the morning, and spending a season
of prayer alone in the meeting house, and I finally
succeeded 1n interesting a considerable number of
brethren to meet me there in the morning for

A PRAYER MEETING.

This was at a very early hour, and we were generally
together long before 1t was hght encugh to see to
read  One mormung I had been aroused and called
the brethren up, and when [ returned to the meeting-
house but few of them had got there My nmunrster
was standing at the door of the church, and as I
came up, all at once the glory of God shone upon
and around about me, 1n a manner most marvellous
The day was just beginning to dawn  But all at once
a light perfectly ineffable shone i my soul, that al-
most prostrated me to the ground In this hight 1t
seemed as 1f I could see that all nature praised and
worshipped God except man  This hght seemed to
be like the brightness of the sun mn every direction
It was too .ntense for the eyes [ recollect casting
my eyes down and breaking into a flood of tears, in
view of the fact that mankind did not praise God

I think I knew somethmg then, by actual experience,
of that

on lus way to Damascus It was a light such as I
could not have endured long

I used to spend a great deal of tme n prayer,
sometimes, [ thought, Dterally praying ° without
ceasing * | also found i1t very profitable, and felt
very much mclined to hold frequent days of private
fasting. Or these days | would seek to be entirely
alone with God, and would generally wander off into
the woods, or get inte the meeting-house, or some-
where away entirely by myself

*“ The sp.rit of prayer that prevailed in those re-
vivals was a very marked feature of them It was
commen for young converts to be greatly exercised in
prayer, and, in some instances, so much so that they
were constrained to pray for whole nights, and until
their bodily strength was quite exhausted, for the
conversion of souts around them There was a great
pressure of the Holy Spiit upon the minds of
Christians ; and they seemed to bear about with them
the burden of immortal souls They manifested the
greatest solemmity of mind, and

i all their words and actions It was very common
to find Christians whenever they met in any place,
instead of engagung in conversaton, to fall on their
knees 1n prayer

““ Not only were prayer meetungs greatly mult-
plied and fully attended, not only was there great
solemrmuty m those meetings, but there was a mughty
spint of secret prayer Christians prayed a good
deal, many of them spending many hours in private
prayer It was also the case that two, or more,
would take the promise °* If two of you shall agree
on earth as toechung anything that they shall ask,
it shall be done for them of My Father which 1s in
heaven,” and make some particular person a subject
of prayer, and 1t was wonderful to what an extent
they prevailed Answers to prayer were so manfestly
muttiplied on every side, that no one could escape the
convictton that God was daily and hourly answering
prayer

“ If anything occurred that threatened to mar the
work, if there was an appearance of any root of but-
terness springing up, or any tendency to fanaticism
or disorder Chrnistiars would take the alarm, and
give themselves to prayer that God would direct and
control all things, and it was surprising to see, to
what extent, and by what means God would remove
obstacles out of the way, in answer to prayer.”

S with the child, so with the youth and maiden,
it 15 difficult to fix the span of age But we will

wonsider the perniod to be from fourteen to
seventeen or eighteen years
These years can be the richest years m progress
or the saddest years in fallure It 15 the parents’
privilege to make them the richest years in progress
But how can parents do this® How can they gine
the highest and noblest to their children dunng these
years? 1 would reply, Above all things the parents
must obtatn and maintain the confidence of their sons
and daughters

MOTHER'S ADVICE,

father’s explanations must be of primaiy value 1
do not wish to pass by this word confidence until
1t has fastened itself into our thought Keep tne
confidence of your boy or girl Keep them admiring
you, trusting you, then the greater part of the battle
will be won

During these years our growing children have
problems—terrific problems. They may all lose their
terror under the wise guwdance and explanation of
noble parents

These problems can be divided into three classes

(1) Physical problems.
(2) Mental problems
(3) Spiritual problems

(1) Physical problems

As the child passes into matunty there will arise
developments in growth which will perplex, uniess
tactful explanation 1s given. Many a growing child
spends hours of agony over these physical changes
Through wrong ideas from self, unclean suggestions
from others, and above all subtle attacks from the
Devit, the mind can become a battleground of fear
and wickedness AW thus can be avouded if paients
it purity and wisdom face up to ther responsibihities

Many parents fear to enter this holy room of ex-
Planation  They should fear if they are not holy
themselves  But through God’s grace they should
be holy, and be able to move in this holy room without
fear Be sure of this, 1f you don t teil your children
the Dewvit will  You would

KEEP THEM INNOCENT,

but the world will see to 1t that they hear about
these things  Things which are perfectly pure in
themselves can be wrapped m the filthy covering of
the world’s lust until even the good 1s befouled with
evil  Dr. Angell Drake says, * Many girls who have

gone asttay, or 11 some measutre have become vie-
tims of theiwr own i1gnorance, have said to me 1n their
remorse, © Oh doctor, if my mother had only taught
me these things I should not have made the mistakes
I have made ™"

One dear boy on hearing the story of his barth
threw his aims about his mother’s neck, while the
tears streamed down his face, and exclaimed, Ok,
Lhow boys ought to love their mothers ™'

The method of God with our race is wondeiful
QOur bodies are fearfully and wonderfully made ‘lhe
black hand of sin struggles to put its foulness upon
that which God has made beautiful in itself 1t 1s
for parents so to discipline themselves, so to en-
lighten themselves that they may safely guiwde their
own as thy pass from

PLAINS OF INNOCENGE

on to the heights of knowledge *‘ Youthful lusts *’
are real It 1s for parents to safeguard their child-
ren from them

Here are a few verses which speak for themselves
They are adaptable to the youth as well as to the
maiden

She was just in the bloom of hife's morning,
She was happy, and free, and fair,

And a glance in her bright eyes would tell you
Of nothing but innocence there

She was wawung for someone to tell her,
As she stood with reluctant feet,

discussed with mtense interest Evolution 1s a sub-
ject with which practically every young life 1s brought
into touch  The Bibte 1s largely depreciated—es-
pecially 1s verbal inspiration denied The Garden of
Eden, Noah and the Flood, Jonah and the whale,
Chnst and His muracles are all brought into ridicule
by so-called screntists The thinking and deuvelop-
mg mnd 15 bound to face up to these things Is

Is evolution the correct
explanation of this world or 1s the account of Genesis
nght? A lttle while ago we met an eager young
lady student who did not know that anybody dis-
believed in evolution It 1s useless for us to try and
stop young people from thinking about these things
They will think—and nightly so  The great thing
for us to remember 1s that practically every mental
difficulty that arnises concerning the Bible can be
easily met The Bible account of Creation s far
more reasonable than the evolutionary idea  Noah
and the Flood can be shewn, even from scienufic facts
alone, to have been an actual event Jonah and the
great fish, Chrst and the miracles can all be eviden-
tially established But if we are to help our child-
ren over the difficult mental period we must be -

There 15 dishonest doubt and honest doubt
doubt 1s removed by knowledge

As a parent one of my greatest destres 1s to be
able to remove the mental problems that I know wll
arise 1n the minds of my children. We cannot live
entirely unto ourselves We must live for our child-
ren  Accustom jour children to express their diffi-
culties

Don’t scold them because they have perplexities.
Deal with them gently Enter into therr problems.
Let them feel that mother and father understand, and

sympathise  Help them n their reading  Keep them
in touch with books of faith Watch your bogk-
shelves

Dr. Torrey’s book on Talks to Men ought to
be handy for every youth Theremn 1s given a series
on why he believes in the inspiration of the Bible.
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Thousands throughout the world have been led from
mental darkness into Lhight through reading his book

(3) Spuritual problems

There are growimng pamns for the soul. Spiritual
problems arise i every earnest heart Why does
God not answer prayer immediately? Why do some
devoted saints suffer so much? Why does God allow
war with the consequent slaughter of multitudes of
innocent children? Why do evil thoughts so per-
sistently mingle with the prayer life? Why are men
of God allowed to be poor, and rogues of the world
rich? These and many other spiritual problems arise
Some are easily answered, others require very care-
ful explanation, still others demand faith without
explanation But one fact will keep your child’s
faith immovable 1t 1s that of real experience. A
real experience of salvation, a real experience of the
Baptism m the Holy Ghost, a real experience of
healing will satisfy when no arguments or explana-
tions will  In other words let us lead our sons and
daughters into real experiences Let us be able to
tell of our own experiences—then encourage them
to seek similar experiences Have hterature 1n your
home which not only discusses Christian matters but
gwves living proofs  Salvation, healing, and the
Baptism in the Holy Spirit do not answer all the
problems that arse, but they give us such

confidence ieave for future explanation Such
biographies as The Life of George Muller, George
Jeffreys—a Muustry of the Miraculous, Hudson
Taylor, Pastor Hsi, are wonderful helps to faith  Can
a Young Man Trust His Bible? and The Scripture
of Truth, we two other books that greatly help in
the solution of spiritual problems Home can be the
lhighthouse saving our young men and maidens from
getting wrecked on the rocks of hfe

eagle had visited  1his party was study-
ng the works of God in the rocks
and flowers, as well as enjoying the
beautiful  scenery, which everywhere
abounded One  of the enthusiasnc
botanists of the party, 1 looking over
the precipitous sides of the mountam,
saw far below on a narrow ledge of pro-
jecting rock, some beautiful specimens
of rare flowers, which he was very
antious to cvtain  No one in the party

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The Gifts of Ministers to the Church

I. INTRODUCTION

HERE was a lttle hesttation as to whethet
I this heading should read the * Gifts ’ or the
“Gaft "’ of Ministers to the Church  The
passages we will consider make 1t clear that more
than one God-appointed and God-anointed minmistry
15 given  We could consider all these mimsters to-
gether, diverse as they are, and refer to them col-
lectively as bemng a ' gift "’ from the Lord, but
decided to refer to each munister as a separate gift,
although others may prefer to refer to them all as
one gift of different gifts
Let us first examine our permission foi
that there are

DIFFERENT MINISTRIES,

saymg

and then make sure that we have a nght to say that
these men are given to the Church as gifts from the
Lord

In Ephesians 1v 11 we read, ** And He gave some,
apostles, and some, prophets, and some evangelsts,
and some, pastors and teachers "

From the two previous verses we see that the One
who gives 15 the Lord Jesus Christ, for these two
verses read,

Now that He ascended, what 1s 1t but that He also des-
cended first into the lower parts of the earth? He that
descended 1s the same also that ascended up fir above all
neavens, that He might fili all things
He 1s the One who gives
It 1s also evident that they are a gift, for we read,

‘“ And He gave "—anything given 1s a gift

Only one possible point of opposition could be
raised, and that is that the Lord in the early Church
gave such gifts, but does not give them in these
days We leave the whole teachtng and tenor of
these articles to deal with this question, for we have
considered tlus maiter 1n other places

Commenting upon the verse, Ephesians 1iv 11, Dr
C 1 Scofield wntes, “In I Connthians x. 8-28
the Spirit 15 seen as enduing the members of the body
of Christ with spiritual gifts, or enablements for a
varicd  service, here certan

SPIRIT-ENDUED MEN,

namely, apostles, piophets, evangelists, pastors, and
teachers, aie themselves the gifts whom the gloiified
Cheist bestows upon His body the Church In I
Connthians the gifts are spiritual enablements for
specific service, mm Ephesians the gifts are men whao
have such enablements

At the very commencement we would emphasise
that the difierent ministries are something more than
simply the outflowing of the various operations of
the nine gifts, but rather may often be over and

above and separate from the exercise of a gift We
must not lmut the munmstries by confining them
ngidly to the operations of the mine gifts  Let this

be understood and remembered as tlus subject s
entered intoc  The names of these difterent mmusters
in this hist are APOSTLES, PROPHETS, EVawGELISTS,
Pastors, TEACHERS

The Lord has not left us with this verse only for
we find in I Corinthians xu 28

And God hath set some in the Church, first apostles,
secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles,
then gifts of healings, helps, governments, diversities of
tongues

In this verse we read that * God " hath set these
11 the Church It may be that our Lord Jesus Chrnist
15 here referred to mn this way, or it may be'to pre-
vent us from dogmatising mn connection wigh  the
giving of these ministers

The hist 1s a httle different here, commenecing with
the different mimsters, and then branching off to
difterent forms of mimstry APOsSTLES, PROPHETS,
TeacHErs, MiracLEs, GiFrs or HeaLings, HELps,
GOVERNMENTS, DIVERSITIES Or TOMGULS

The first three are included v the other ist  The
last five are the munistries that the ministers have
It seems that tlus 15 just another way of describing
the mmisters, for the munistry possessed 1s

WHAT MAKES THE MINISTER

The second hst speaks of miracles and gifts of
healings  Whep we come to our study of evan-
gelists, we shall read that these gifts accompany this
mtnistry  The only person spoken of as an evan-
gelist i Scripture, although by no means the only
evangelist, 1s Plulip (Acts xxt 8), and we read that
miracles and gifts of healings followed his mirustry
(Acts vin 6, 7) In these days, too, muracles and
gifts of beahngs are followipg the minstry of many
God-called evangelists It will be noticed that n the
first list, evangelists are mentioned, but there 15 no
mention of evangelists in this second lLst

It will be noticed, too, in the second list there is
mention of '* helps and  governments ”* Look-
ng  at Weymouth's New Testament i Modern
Speech, we find these words rendered, ‘' Ability to
render loving service, or powers of organisation ',
and 1n Moffatt’s New Translation, we read in place
of ‘“helps " and ‘* governments,”” ‘' helpers, ad-
ministrators If there 15 one person amongst those
we are considening that is calied upon to help, govern,
render loving service, organise and admnstrate,
surely that person is the pastor of an assembly This
15 brought out very clearly m our examnation of
the pastor and his work Now we find that pastors
are mentioned in the first hist, but not in the second
Here again 1t 1s abundantly possible, that the mims-
try 15 mentioned in place of the minister

The last mimstry mentioned in the second hst 1s

diversities of tongues ’’ Ths clearly 1s a minustry,
and we have to decide as to the name of

n

THE MINISTER

who exercises this gift—will it be necessary to make
a new mimster, and call him a ** speakler 1n tongues,"”’
or have we in the Iist before us a person through
whom this g:ft 1s manfested® This question 1s men-
ttoned under the heading of prophets, for.we believe
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that that minister exerases this guft It may be pos-
sible, and seems very probable, that there 1s an
exercise of this guft apart from prophets, for everyone
with this mamfestation could by no means call him-
self a prophet—the prophet no doubt exercises this
gift, but everyone who exercises this gift 1s not a
prophet

Not only are these different ministries for the
Church very definitely and clearly set out, but ther
purpose 15 also made known

After tellng us about these persons and the names
that they go by, we read of the purpose for whih
they have been gnen. Following nght on the hist
in Ephesians 1v 11, 1t 1s written

For the perfecting of the saints, for the worlk of the

minustry, for the edifying of the body of Christ il we all

come 1n the umty of the faith, and of the knowledge of the

Son of God unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the

stature of the fulness of Christ that we henceforth be no

more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with

every wind of doctrine by the sleight of men, and cunning

crafimess, whereby they lay in wait to deceive

How wonderful this 1s' What a great plan and
purpose the Lord has tor His Church, and how won-
derfully He has arranged for the fulfilment of that

PLAN AND PURPOSE,

He has given these mumsters for

1) The perfecting of the sants

2) The work of the minstry

{3) The buillding up or edifying of the body of Chiist

{4) To brng all into the unity of the faith and of
the knowledge of ihe Son of God, unto a peifect
man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness
of Christ

{5) To bring to matunity

(6) To establish agamnst deception as far as the
truth 1s concerncd

A wonderful programme' A bountiful provision'

The purpose for the setung in the Church of these
ministers, too, 15 an answer to the ob]ectlon pre-
viously suggested that the Lord gave these gifts to
the early Church, but they are not for to-day The
Church to-day needs these verses fulfilled 1n her ex-
perience, just as much as the early Church If they
needed these ministers for that work then, so do we
i these last days, when modermusm, error, scepti-
cism, and sin abound on every hand  Why, the
Scriptures themselves teach of what shall be i the
last days (I Tum v 1, 2, and II Tim w1 1-5)
Yes, 1f the early Church needed

DIVINE PROTECTION

aganst all that would assault, so do we . these days
need the prowvision which the Lord has made

These munisters and their work are entirely duf-
ferent They are all equally called of God for the
work they have to do, but the work that they do is
by no means the same Because of failure to re-
cognise the difference 1n their work, some of these
mimstries have not received their due respect

Some people would like tongues and interpretation
at almost every mceting  They would endeavour to
live entirely on spiritual exuberance to the exclusion
of the other munistries—this leads people to live on
their feeltngs, losing that steady ** plodding away '

that will bring its reward Others prefer the evan-
gelist, and would try and live on that minustry alone
Then there are others who would be taken up al-
together with Bible study, and lose that evangehstic
effort that 1s so necessary Because some people
like one muistry and others like another ministry,
each ctass would judge everything by thear own hkes
and dislikes Guve all these minmistries their place
and all will be well, but hold to the one to the ex-
clusion of the others, and there ;s trouble ahead

God has appointed and set in the Church all these
runisiries, because they are needed

The great difference between these ministries will
be made clear as we continue our siudy, examumng
each minister 1n turn  Apart from

THE OIFFERENCES

in these mmstries and mumsters that will suggest
themselves, we are confronted awith the questions
in I Cormthians xiv 29, that tell us there 1s a dif-
ference,

Are all apostles® are all prophets? are all teachers?® are
all workers of miracles? have all the gifts of healing® do
all speak with tongues® do all interpret?

In reply to these questions we would say, ‘* All
are not apostles, all are not prophets, all are not
teacheis, all are not workers of muracles, all have
not the gifts of healing, all do not speak with
tongues , and all do not mterpret

As we proceed with the study of the subject we
shall attempt to define the differences in their work

that “in the day the drought consumed
me, wd the frost by night, and my
sleep departed from nune eyes ' (Gen
xxx: 40)  This 1s vastly different from
the strong aenunciatton of the false
shepherds mentioned m Frelael xxxiv
Ihey fed themselves and not the flock,
ey it not strengthen the wealk nor
seeh the last, but in all senses they
scattered the sheep and destroyed them
(fer xou 1, 2) In contrast to this,
Paul tells us that the Greit Shepherd
of the sheep will make us purfect
every good work (Heb s 20, 21)
[he sheep will be satisfied and fed, and
should one wander He wnll bring it back
to the fold Even though the nmety and
mine re safely housed, He goes after the
one that is lost until He find 1t He

suffers thirst, but makes the sheep to
partale of stll waters, He may be
scorched or frozen but they are cared
for, He may have Little, but they will
be led in paths of righteousness for His
Name's sike

Pavui when a 11wt rished ms hfe wii-
lingly for the floch There wnas no

laid down His hfe for us The safety
of the flock was the first consideration
and not Himself  Not only does the
Lastern shepherd do this in cases of
desperate need but every might he les
down at the entrance of the fold and be-
comes the door His body stretched
across the only entrance or ext 15 the
sheep’s assurance of safety (John x 7-3)

The Scottish shepherd quoted before
said that 1f he went away for ms four-
teen days' holiday to a place where there
are no sheep, * In a few days 1 have
o go and find them and watch them
eating I canna’ help it, the sheep grows
on ye Ye feel ye must be with them
If you don’t feel hke that, ye’ll never
be a shepherd ” Praise God, we have a
Shepherd who has the shepherd’s love
for the floch, so that the:r speed, their
food, and their safety are Hts constant
care
