In Job xxxv 10 occurs this lament of Elthu. ‘* Bat
none satth, Where 15 God my Maker, who giveth
songs in the mght? "’

TWO THOUSAND YEARS AGO

the sun of day fled from the terrible spectacle of the
Son of the uving God in the hands of wicked men,
and the spectators about the bloody cross shivered
i awful apprehension beneath the Stygian pall of an
unnatural darkness That darkness was inevitable
and prophetic Fhe ILight of the world had come,
and the world had thrust Him out, ** For every one
that doeth evil bateth the lhight' (John w 20)
Christ Jesus had said, ‘“ As long as 1 am in the
world, I am tne Light of the world " (Jobn 1x 5)
He had warncd His hearers, saymng ** Yet a lttle

Now if we can prove that pcople were born again
before Pentccost, then 1t 1s established that it was
possible for men and women to be saved without re-
ceiving the baptism in the Holy Spirt.

1t would ilhewise appear a reasonable thing to be-
hieve that if people could be born agam without being
baptised 1n the Holy Spinit befjore Pentecost it 1s also
possible for them to be born agamn without bemng bap-
tised in the Haly Spirnit since Pentecost

We will first prove that it was possible for men and
women to be born again before Pentecost.

(1) Adam was the son of God

Luke w38 reads, ** Which was the sor of Lnos,
which was the son of Seth, which was the son of
Adam, which was the son of God ”

We allow that the words the son are n italics,
shewing that they are put in as interpretation, not as
translatton  Yet one only has to read through the
whole lList of generations tn Luke n1, 23-38 to be satis-
fied that 10 each case the words the son of are cor-
rectly used because clearly mmplied m the ongnal
Adam therefore was the son of God He rot only
had given unto him natural Iife but spiritual Iife  God
breathed into hum the breath of Lfe (Genesis u 7)
and made mim i His own tmage (Genesis v 1)
Adam was body, soul and spirit (human nature) plus

THE VERY LIFE OF GOD

{Divine nature) This Divine nature was lost by
Adam at the tume of the Fall, In the day that Adam
fell he did not die physically, but he died spintually,
an fulfilment of the words, ** In the day that thou
eatest thereof thou shalt surely die’ (Gen 1 17)
No doubt the Dwine nature was soon afrerwards res-
tored to um when he was clothed with coats of skins
—clothing provided by the shedding of bioed, and
typical of the clothing provided for us by the shed-
ding of Chnst’s blood on Calvary No doubt 1n
Adam’s unfallen state his humnanity was mdwelt by
the Spint of the eternal Son of God. When he feil
the Sprrit of the Son—or the Spirit of Christ—was

withdrawn from him, but restored at the time of the
typical clothing with coats of skins  Thus Adam was
a son of God before Pentecost

(2) The prophets were born agan

Romans vin 9 says, ** Now 1if any man have not
the Spint of Christ he 1s none of His ' But [ Petes
1 10 clearly teaches us that the prophets were indwelt
by the Spirit of Christ—* the Spirit of Christ which
was (n them *’

Therefore 1f the Spirt of Christ was in the pro-
phets they nust have been Christ s and therefore were
born again  Yet this was centuries before Pentecost

(3) When the Lord told Nicodenmus that he must be

bornt again, it was two or three years before
Pentecost .
All evangelistic preachers use John m. 7, “ Ye

r?

must be born agamn,”’ and 1ake 1t for granted that

NIiCODEMUS

could have been born agam at that tune It seems
strange that such preachers should doubt the poss:-
bility of being born agam befoie Pentecost, for when
these words were spoken Pentecost had certainly not
arnved.

(4) The seventy were born agam before Pentecost
In Luke x 1 we read of the Lord sending forth
seventy witnesses In verse 20 He tells them that
ther nomes are wniten m heaven If theirr names
were written 1n heaven surely they must have been
born agair—yet 1t was months before Pentecost.

(5) The disciples addressed in Matthew v —on. were
born agamn

Read through this sermon on the mount and note
the statements, ** Your Father 77 (Matt v 16, 45, 48),
** Thy Father >’ (Matt wvi. 4, 6, 18}, ** Our Father ”
{Matt vt 9), and so forth, If God was their Father,
then they were His children, and were born again,
Yet this was before Pentecost

(6). John zwu. 3 wnth John xiv 7 prove that i was
posstble to be born agamn before Pentecost
John xvii 3 makes it clear that to know the Father
and the Son is to possess eternal iife  In John xiv
7 the Lord revealed the Father and Himself to the
disciples so clearly that from that time forth they
knew the Fatner and the Son  Theicfore

THEY HAD ETERNAL LIFE

{7) Eternal life was distinctly promused before Pen-
tecost.

It was before Pentecost that it was said m John
m 36, °° He that bel"evcth on the Son hath everlast-
g hfe.”

It was not saud, “ He that belteveth »n the Son,
after Pentecost s come, shall have eternal hfe.”” N,
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eternal Lfe was a promuse there and then for those
who believed in the Lord.

{8). We could multply proofs But space neces-
sitates summarising. Before Pentecost the Lord said
His disuples were clean (John xv 3}; He called them
“ His own”’ (Jobn =i 1); He sard concerming the
disciples’ position toward God ,** They are Thime ™
{Tohn xvn 9 He also said, ** They are not of the
world '’ {John xvn 18) He spoke of themr as His
brethren (John xx. 17). He clearly stated that God
was therr Father (John xx 17) In addition He par-
took of the Lord’s Supper with them, and the Lord’s
Supper 1s only for the Lord’s people All these facts
prove that the disciplcs were born again  And all
these things were before Pentecost. Therefore 1t 1s
quate clear that before Pentecost men and women could
be born agamn without having received the baptism
in the Holy Spint.

BUT WHAT ABOUT AFTER PENTECOST?

The same thing 1s true Consider the following -

(1) The first proof 1s found in Acts u 37, 38

In answer to the question of those convicted of s,
“ What shall we do? ’* Peter rephed thus -

(1) Repent, (2) Be baptised every one of yon in the
Name of Jesus Christ, {3) Ye shall receive the gift
of the Holy Ghost

Before these enquirers were told to be baptised m
water it 1s evident that they must have been saved.
Otherwise Peter would have been commanding un-
saved peoplc 1o be baptised mm water. Therefore the
repentance that Peter referred to was a godly re-
pentance resulting i1n salvation Then they were to
be baptised 1in water and thus confess to the fact that
they had been saved After that {and not till after
that) they were to receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.
Thus on the Day of Pentecost Peter indicated God's
wleal order—{1) Repent and be saved, (2) Be bap-
tised 1n water and figuratively wrtness to the fact
that you have been saved, (3) Receive the Holy Ghost,
mm order that with power you may witness to others

(2) The second proof 1s found in Acts m 5-17

Notice carefully that the Samaritans gave heed to
the message of Philip (verse 6), they believed Philip’s
preaching concerning the Name of Jesus Christ {verse
12), and were actually baptised in warer, shewing that
Phiip believed they were saved, otherwise he would
have bcen permitting the unsaved to be baptised in
water  Yet these Samantans had not received the
Holy Spirit Verses 16 and 17 are crystal clear, “For
as yet He [the Holy Ghost] was fallen upon none of
them only they were

BAPTISED IN THE NAME

of the Lord Jesus Then laid they their hands on
them, and they received the Holy Ghost ’* Thus the
Samaritans were saved before they received the Holy
Ghost, and that was after Pentecost.

{3). The third proof 15 i Acts x. I-17
Paul was no doubt converted when Christ appeared

to him on the Damascus road, He called Jesus,
Lord—‘* Lord, what wilt Thou have me to do? *’
Calling Jesus, Lord, was a sign of conversion. An-
other sign was that he continued n prayer (verse 11).
But the final sign was that Ananias called him
* Brother  {verse 17) If Paul was a spirtiual
brother to Ananias, then he was converted Yet,
aithough Paul was obviously converted, he had not
received the Holy Spint, for Ananias placed his hands
upon him .n order thar he might recerve his sight
and be filled with the Holy Spirit  Notice Ananias
did not put his hands upon Pau! in order that he might
be saved, but in order that he might receive the Holy
Ghost Thus Paul was saved before he received the
Holy Ghest And that was after Pentecost

{4) The fourth proof 1s Acts x1x 1-7

For the sake of argument we will allow that these
twelve disciples of Ephesus were rot born agam be-
fore they saw Paul. This, however, 1s very doubtful.
Some argue that the words, * Have ye received the
Holy Ghost since ye believed? '’ should really read,
* Did ye recerve the Holy Ghost when ye believed? ™’
and try to argue from it that these disciples had never
believed with the heart, and so were

NOT SAVED AT ALL

We should be inchned to judge however that seeing
they were called ' aisciples ** and recognised as
having *‘ believed ”* they truly were saved But for
the sake of saving unnecessary argument we will yreld
all this to our opponents, and allow that these dis-
ciples were not saved. But now notice that Paul
talked to them about believing in Jesus Christ, and
soon agreed to them being baptised m the Name of the
Lord Jesus Now when Paul agreed to their bemng
baptised, were they saved? They must have been,
otherwise Paul would have been baptising unbelievers !
Every one who believes in believers’ baptism must
agree that these disciples were saved before they were
baptised ¥et, mark carefully, when they were bap-
tised they had not received the Holy Ghost It was
not until after their baptism i1n water that Paul laid
lis hands upon them and the Holy Ghost came upon
them ' Thus thcse Ephesian disciples were born again
before they received the Holy Ghost  And that took
placc after Pentecost

Thus we have shewn that it was possible for be-
lievers to be born again and yet not baptised 1n the
Holy Ghost, both before and after Pentecost

The actual order 15 very beautiful  The Holy Spint
bears winness to Chnist, and Chrnst bears witness to
the Holy Spinit The Holy Spirit influences the sin-
per’s kfe from without. ‘FThe Spirit convinees the
stmner of sin and the need of Christ In response to
the Spirit’s pleading the heart 1s opened to Chnst,
and Chnst enters the life, and the sinner ts saved.
Thus

THE HOLY SPIRIT

is the primary power whereby men and women are
burn again by the mncommng of Christ  But when
Chnst, or the Spint of Chnst, 15 within, He begins
to bear witness tn the Holy Ghost, and creates a heart
hunger for us to have the Holy Spirtt i us as well as
with us When the Holy Spirit enters mto us, then
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the baptism in the Holy Ghost has talen place The
influence of the Holy Spint upon us resulting in the
opening of our hearts to Chnst 1s salvanon. Thu
possession of our lives by the Holy Spirt entering
mto us 1s the baptism in the Holy Spint

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The Modern Pharisee and his Prototype
A Sermon by Pastor H W. GREENWAY (Elim Tabernacle. Grimsby)

After the most straitest sect of our rehgion I hived a Phansee —Acts xxvi 5

HE Christian world to-day looks back with
I scorn to the type of character appearing so
promunently in the New Testament under the
name of Pharisee 1f the term 1s applied to us, or
by us to someone else, 1t seems to carry with 1t a
significant and pecular odium We may use the
word frequently and lightly, little realising all that
1t means, save that the name has been very closely
connected with the word hypocrite  In fact, they
have now become synonyms i the vocabulary of the
average Chnistian  To many of us the word Pharisee
r» but the remembrance of a certun sect of Judaism
which has long passed away He 1s no longer secn
parading the streets of Judeea, with enlarged fringe
and pronunent phylactery  His prayeis are not now
heard at the street corner
Nesther do we find lus name ar
the head of our chanty lists The
actual Pharisee 1s gone, dead,
only an historical figure of the
past, yet a comparison between
that historical period and modern
Chrnistendom, will suffice to shew
that the spint of the Phansce 1s
still very much alive to-day Let
us first se¢ who he was, and what
were his habits of lfe
The word Pharisee means
‘*“ separated '’ They were a sect
who stood alone, distinct from all
other parues, and  certamly
divided by a wide gulf from the
common people, who looked up
to them with reverent awe Their um was a deeper
sanctity and more than ordinary stiiciness in religion
So great was their reputation and power with the
people, that 1t became a proverbjal saymg, that if but
two people were to enter heaven, one of them would
be a Phansee He had many commendable points
m his life, which present us wath a wonderful example
in fact they constitute a challenge We have ac-
cused him, rebuked him, and said all manner of el
about him, but have we those same

that his Iife revealed? True, we are solemnly warned
by lus egotisucal pride, and the hatcful things we
read about him, but let us, while we shun the evil
way. also endeavour to follow his good example

He was a stnct disciphinarian He kept the Law
ngidly and systematically  We are living in that
period of Church history, when the old principles of
the faith are scattered to the four winds An age of
shallow, fickle, up-and-down experience has robbed
the Church of its power, and crippled its aggressne
spiit - No army can fignt to any effect without dis-
cipline, and the warfare of the Church, if it 1s to be
successful, must be strengthened by disepline We

ourselves necd to observe it 1n our hives, if we hope
to accomplish anything for God There are
Chrisnans who may be found at every big meeting,
they go to hear every famous speaher, hrther and
thither they run 1r search of fresh ewcitement, and
some new esperience, yet at the Judgment Seat of
Chnist, they will find nothing wntten 1 the Dnune
1ecords to their credit  Discipline of Life and service
has always been one of the outstanding features in
the hives of famous men It upheld the Apostle Paul
i the multifarious trials he had to face, 1t steadied
the step of the martyr, as he trod the path of ;gnonuny
on the way to esecution, it moulded the character
ot the Puritan Fathers, and should be an essentral part
of our individual work, f we are going to make any
lasting imprint for the eternal archives

He awas strict and generous in grng to the Lord’s

work He gave his tithe regularly, and was so ex-
acting, that he gave of the smallest of herbs (Matt
xxut 23) How often have we pomnted

away down bygone years accusing the Pharisee of
all manner of evil; yet when the collecting plate 1s
passed round to us in the Lord’s house, we present
God with our gratuttous gift of a siver threepenny
piece, with that air of assumed innocence, and try
to tell Him we have performed the greatest of sacnfi-
cial service There 1s one way by which the Phansee
surpasses the average modern Chrnistian—by his
rigid pripaple of giving to the Lord’s service a tenth
of all his income If only we realised that the Lord
has listened to our denunciabions, and also watched
our gifts, the blush of shame would rise to the cheek,
a~ that small comn tinkled 1n the copper-lined bottom
of the collecting plate  Let us be fair in this matter,
and cease to judge, tll we ourselves have reached a
higher standard of g.v.ng, than that attaned by this
strict observer of the Law

He was regular in prayer and the offering of sac-
rifices  Much of cur present-day backshding has
been caused by carelessness in the prayer Lfe
Regularity in prayer 1s as essential as regularity
taking food As one leads to weakness in the natural,
so the other reduces our power in the spirtual
Thoughts invanably turn to Damel when considering
this subject of farthfulness in prayer Three trmes a
day we find hium, with window open toward Jerusalem,
earnestly praying  The threat of being made a tit-bit
to satisfy the omnivorous appetite of hons, was not
sufficient to draw this man of God from his habitual
tuime of prayer How different from many of us!
The alarm bell rings i the morning—but there 1s a
long series of yawns * Oh dear,’” we say, *“ I'm so
tired  Think I'll spend a httle longer here, 1t's so
comfortable ' Our

ts reduced before going to busmess, and we must not
be late there' ** I'll pray i the 'bus’’ But our
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thoughts are occupied then with the latest news, and
in the end, we pass through the day without praying
at all At the evening meeting we sing with the
rest, ‘“ Dare to be a Dantel, dare to stand alone ",

and wonder why his example 15 so hard to follow

If we are going to perform exploits for God we

Equally ngorous were the Pharisees m the exler-
munation of heretical teaching  The incident recorded
of Saul of Tarsus on the Damascus road 1s sufficient
evidence of this  We see the Apostle of Pharisaism,
his one object the stamping out of heresy, breathing
out threaterungs and slaughter against this risimg sect,
who have dared to wviolate and encroach upon the
sacred doctrines handed down by the learned rabbinical
teachers  Much could be said on this subject of ser-
vice, but all talk 1s unavailing 1f we do not translate
our theories mnto practical experiences Let us really
go Into the world, as the Master commanded, till the
close of day, diligentiy Jabouring, with that burning
passion for sou's, leading the wandering and lost back
to the Sawviour

Having examined the praiseworthy side of the
Pharisee’s Iife, 1t row remains for us 1o consider the
darker aspect, 1n order that we may avoid the errors,
for which the scathing Woes of Chnst fell heav.ly
upon him

lus 1engion did not meet the need of suffering men
and women His harshness of temperament hindered
sucht practical contact with the lower classes, and
separated therr by an impassable gulf They remained

unfusible as the patrician and plebelan elements of
decaying Rome The sinper aganst law was unfor-
givingly dealt with as such, and 1n the eyes of the
Pharisee, 1t was the sinner’s own fault God delights
in merey and love, and it was here, that the proud
sectartan found himself alienated from the true spirit
that had given birth to the Law What .s the atu-
tude we have taken up toward those who have failed?
Do we treat them with that proud ' Serve you
right ' * or have we a word of help? A loving em-
brace® An attentive ear to listen to the cause of their
farlure® If God delights In love and mercy (the gift
of Jesus 13 proof of this), are we going to follow Him,
o: the bard, selfish spirit of the highbrow Pharsee?
May God so mellow us by love, that we shall be
merciful to
THOSE WHO NEED MERCY.
Dear Lord I aslt for the eyes that see
Deep dewn to the world's sore need,
I ask for a love that holds not bach,
But pours out tsolf indeed,
I want the passionate power of prayer,
That yearns for the great crowd’s soul,

[ w-nt to go 'mong the funnng sheep
\s proof that my Lord males whale

He sufleved from spotual pride (Manr xxan  5)
How hateful 1s this form of pride' How prevalent
mn the church!' The pride of those who bave become
famous mn the world can be understood, but how can
we, who have been raised from the depths of sin, who
profess to be followers of the lowly Nazarene, be
proud n the gifts wlich have been bestowed upon us
from above™ There is no place in the Church of
Christ allotted to the proud man, although very often,
he imagines that without him the whole structure of
the Church would collapse He 1s, instead, resisted by
God, for ‘¢ God resisteth the proud, but giveth grace
unto the humble ** (James v 6) It was this very
form of sin that led to the downfall of Satan, and
subsequently to the depravity of the human famly
Now he has become the world’'s greatest flatterer, and
many are the children of God who have lost power
by hstening to his subtle blandishments  Let us ever
suppiess this petnfying sapper of the Chrstian ex-
perience by following the humble example of our
Lord It was this pride too, that led lum to criticise
viher men, especially those who wore not the same
robe of self-righteousness In the 18th chapter of
Luke we sce the Phansec in the Temple, drawing a
comparison before God between himself and the
publican  See the accusing

that points to this tax-collector, as he 1s placed m
the same rank with extortioners, unjust, and even
adulterers  Destructive criticism has always robbed
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the church of harmony and sweet fellowship It has
pur a weapon into the hand of the unsaved, provid-
ing an argument which we canonot refute It was
said of Peter the Great that when anyone was speak-
ing 1ll of another mn his presence he would stop him,
and say, ‘* Well, no, but has he not a bright side?
Come, tell me what have you noticed as excellent n
him" It 1s easy to splash mud, but I would rather
help a man to keep s coat clean ' The wounds of
slander, and backbiting, and unjust criticism have left
a grevous sore n the body of the Church, If we
do sec faults in our brethren, let us make them the
special subject of our prayers, and takc the lesson to
oursehes, lest we fall into the same errors

His ears were full of cieed and he would not Listen
to truth  He was a stickler  One of the fundamental
causes that contributed to the Pharisee’s isufferable
dogmatsm was his unteaciiable spirit  He had be-
come so schooled m traditional teaching, and held so
tenacious!y to the old orthodox ideas, that he was
unrcceptive to truth  The power of God’s Word was
aullified by oral tradition, and when Christ came, who
1s the embodiment of truth, He found an tmpregnable
wall of preconceived ideas and old-fashioned formulas
rarsed as

A BARRIER TO RESIST

His teachuings  Perhaps the Phansee would have the
same excusc as many modern Christians who try to
persuade us that the rut of obstinacy 1s the ground of
establishment  There are many believers to-day who
are holding theortes cortrary to Scripture, simply be-
cause they were subscribed to by thewr ancestors, and
who reject any new hght, because it 1s not recorded in
the category of the old school Are we missing some
great blessing by our unswerving servitude to the
traditional teaching of our forefathers? How many
are lying on beds of sickness, when they might he
healed . simply because the doctrine of healing has not
been written in theirr pet theology? How many are
missing the mighty Bapusm in the Holy Ghost, be-
cause the learned teachers have placed it aside® Are
we refusing these truths on the right ground, or are
we mercly closing our hearts to the truth by a per-
sistent refusal to recetve fresh truth?

Of all that hos been sa:d abour the Pharisce, noth-
ing 1s worse than hus hateful hypocrisy  Jesus strongly
denounced him for tus empty formalism, and it has
now become simply a mask that has been stripped of
s grandeur, by the perfect ltfe and teaching of God’s
Son.

Hypocrisy ' We shudder at the word, yet from
this unsavoury side of the Pharisee s existence, we
can draw the comparison between his life and modern
life 1t has so honeycombed the life of thes twenteth
century, that we hardly know in whom to put ou
trust  Many are the church-goers who

COVER THEIR PRIDE

with a frlse humility, seeking always the gaze of thoese
who will take notice of their humble men Let us
be natural and consistent i our spiritual lives, strip-
ping the robe of hypocrisy from ourselves by self-
examination, and practical obedience to the words of
Jesus

To #ry who may be in the church for worldly gain,
or for the sake of respectable position, we say, Be-
ware! The hypocrite 1s already weighed in the eter-
nal balances and found wanting  The sentence 1s
passed, and Jesus retold 1t to His generabion 1 words
of open rebuke, ‘' Ye serpents, ye gencration of
vipers | how can ye escape the damnation of hell® *'
(Mart =x.n 33) The worldly man with a sense of
honour, has excused tumself from church-going on this
very ground ——there are too many hypocrites 1n the
church, and he has no desire to travel with them
Thank God' tne church will not always be compelled
to heep company with the empty professor The day
15 coming when the chaff will be separated from the
wheat, and the children of God will be able to enjoy
the rest prepared, free from the burden and contami-
nation of tlus presert-day parasite, for not one hypo-
vrize will ever enter heaven

Think not, however, that because s s 15 great,
there 1s no hope of salvation for the hypocrite  IFaith
m the atomng work of Chnst Jesus, 1s

for the hypocrite as well as the darkest heathen, for
wc hnow that where sin abounds, grace does much
more abound

We bave now exanuned this follower of Moses
from favourable and unfavourable aspects Let us
tahe our lesson from his untirng zeal, endeavouring
to follow the example shewn by the commendable
features of his hfe, while we at the same time shup
those hateful practices, so that we do not fall into the
same condemnation In the life of our Lord Jesus
Chrnist, we have that perfect biend of law and love
His Iife was one of perfect disciphne, His regularnty
in prayer led Him oft to the mountain top, His zeal
to perform the Father’s will was unflagging even on
the road to Calvary, He gave Himself—all!

May we place our feet m the print left by our
Master, and fulhl His great command, ** Follow Me *’
