Demonstration has become for believers what
Llanwrtyd Wells used to be to the old Welsh
saints—a central meeting place, where we meet old

waters The seventh occasion ! we
expected greater things than ever,
and, praise the Lord, we received
much more than we expected
Every door 1s besieged before ten

Facing this hnge audience, his smiling face must be
an indication of the joy in lis heart, at seeing thesc
thousands brought into touch with Jesus duning the
gicat campatgns of the past few yeors  He loves
the oid bymns  ** When I saw the deansing foun-
ta L will prasse Him [and we did'] for the
Blood las washed away my statn ” We rase ou

the Day of Pentecost, and when he cried that 1t was
stll pouning out, thousands who had experenced a
blessed taste of the Spirtt had to shout Belief 1n the
Bible from cover to cover, which 1s impossible if the
miraculous s denied  Yes, the same belief as Knox,
Fioney, Wesley, Booth, and other great warriors of
the past  God s restoring to the Church

I suppose that aimos: all whe have falt
the call to service for the Lord have
thoughe that such service was to be en-
tered into at once, without delay  The
irksome necesst y of the vears of 1ramne
ing 15 often overlooched when thinhing of
Pentecost and the Apostolic age  Many
have sud to me, "™ I'm baptised ' the
Holy Spirit, and surely that s all that
matters,” but this lessen, or rather this
perod of tme in the hife of Paul the
Apostle, will be sufficient answer to such
questiomings

Reading this passage through dees not
at first disclose any lengthy pertod of
time, but the student s asked to notice
that while the first witness of Saul ar
Damascus aroused surprise, 1 was nat
until later that this developed into a
well-directed plot to Rl What roused
this bitter hatred will be understood when
you read this with what fellows Paul
n Inter yesrs when wniting to the Gala-
tan Church tells them of this peniod of
traiming, and in doing so almast places
himsetf on his oath (Gal 1 20), 'When
it pleased God to reveal His Son
m me, that T might preach Him among
the nations, ammediately I conferred not
with flesh and bleod, nexther wert 1 up
to Jerusalem to thermn which were apnstles
befare me, bur I went mto Arabia and
returned again to Damascus, and then
after three years 1 went up to Jerusa-
lem "' (Gw + 15-18) The wvisit referred
to mn Acts 1x 26, therefore, did not tale
place unul this period of time had elapsed
