Some few years ago when leaving an as-
sembly mn which I had received many bless-
ings I felt sad ar heart as I anticipated a
new sphere of service—leaving my old con-
gregation for fresh faces and 1o encounter
new difficules, but God in His great
goodness gave me this very stimulating
word—"* Go forward ' Whenever con-
fronted with some new experience, or at
the begmmning of a new year, the old mes-
sage spurs me on ‘‘ Go forward ' The
best 15 yet to be! Will you, dear reader,
take these words as your New VYear's
motto? We will consider some of the
lessons which this story teaches

We shall not be wnimune from our seasons of per-
plexity

These people—ancient Israel—were a wonderful type
of God's new creation of which you and T form a
part They had been muraculously delivered from
Egypt's bondage but they soon discovered that new
problems awaited them  Thus 1t 15 with us  God

Moreover, such experiences for many reasons are
blessings m disguise A few verses from the parable
of the sower (Matt xin 20, 21} tell us that it 1s
tribulation and persecution which discover the shams
of the Chnistian faith and those who are true QOur
perplexities discover whether or not we have the root
of the matter 1n us So when cur perplexities cause
us to despair and wonder if 1t really 1s worth while
serving God, we will call to mind the fact that the
greatest samnts have had their seasons of spiritual
nmightmare, yet afterwards they have ‘‘ blessed the
Hand that guided and the Heart that planned ™’

What we should do at such seasons of perplexily

It 1s evident from the narrative that Moses as the
leader of God's peopie became somewhat anxious con-
cerning the new situation It 15 also equally evident
that God rebuked such a spirit of anxwety ‘° Where-
for criest thou go forward "’ The solution to
their difficulty and ours 1s not te be found m a rest-
less spint of anxiety but simply by marching on  To
retreat was 1mpossible—the cnemy were pursuing
side escape could not be attempted So once again
we learn that in the Christian experience there can be

NO STANDING STILL

We either advance or we go back You have doubt-
less heard the story of the Lttle boy who one mght
fell out of bed When asked the next morning what
caused the mishap his simple and truthfu! reply was,
*1 fell out because 1 stopped too near where I got
m " Is this not the reason why there are so many
backshders? They “‘ got in" all nght, but they
** stopped too near where they got ' If only we
reahsed we must ever '‘ go forward *° there would be
no such people as backshders We must *‘ go for-
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ward *’ 1n our prayer life—Bible study—personal holi-
ness—service, and in fact in everything which con-
cerns our Ch#istian life. As the days go by we should
become stronger in all virtues This 1s why the tests
are allowed. We tend 10 think that they are sent to
thrust us backwards, when in reality they are sent to
be stepping stones to heaven When we bring our-
selves 1nto a tight corner through following the way of
cour own wicked hearts, we can only get out by re-
tracing our steps. When, however, God leads us into
a tight corner—He does sometimes—we get out not
by retracing our steps but by obeying His command,
* Go forward "’

How shall we go forward?

It 1s one thing to know God's will but another thing
to know how to do it We all desire that 1934 shall
see us going forward, but ‘‘ how can these things
be? If you will read Jeremrzh vii 21-24 you wall
discover that on one occasion God had to tell His
people lsrael that they went backward and not for-
ward Why? Because they ‘* walked 1n the counsels
and 1n the imagmnation of their evil heart ¥’

) THE LESSON IS OBVIOUS.

If we would *‘ go forward '’ we must refuse our own
counsel Our greatest enemy to our advancement is
just ourself. How we do try to reason things out,
Our own reasonings kept many of us from the Saviour
for a considerable time  Surely we could do some-
thing 10" procure our salvation! Were we not good
enough? And so on Now that we have come to
the Saviour I fear that those same vain reasomings
keep many of us from going on to know Him m a
fuller sense. We are too full of questions why this
and why that? ‘‘* For my thoughts are not your
thoughts, neither are your ways my ways, saith the
Lord For as the heavens are lhigher than the earth,
s0 are My ways higher than your ways, and My
thoughts than your thoughts * (Isaiah Iv 8, 9) How
happy the soul who has resolved during this new year
to say, whatever perplexities may come—God knows
best! If you would * go forward ’* *‘lean not to
your own understanding.’’

Now look at Philippians m. 13, 14  Paul here
decides that in order to ‘‘ go forward >’ one must
forget the past How true! We certanly are not
unmindful of God’s goodness. He has blessed us n
the past, buf 1s He merely the God of yesterday? It
seems that all too many talk about yesterday and miss
the golden moments of to-day. Do not brood over the
past. Thank God for 1t, and look for brghter days,
It matters .not whether the reader be young or old—
the best 1s yet to be,

God always makes the way.

The Lord wants every inch of the man 1n us con-
secrated to His service How many Christians have
allowed themselves to be srde-tracked by their love
for the idols of this modern world? It is useless to
try 1o enumerate a list of those sins which stumble
the believer . 1t remans for each one to examine him-
self, and ‘‘ lay aside every weight, and the sin which
doth so easily beset *' U A
Then we must remember that the Lord’'s ‘work is
the most important business of life  Impoftant, be-
cause we serve the highest authonty—the Creator
of the universe Important, becaus¢ the field of
labour has the widest scope—the whole world. Em-
portant, because it meets a ital need—the redemption
of mankind  Spurgeon quotes the eminent Mr.
Richard Knil as saying, *‘ If there were only one un-
converted soul left in the world, and he were residing
m the wilds of Siberta, and if. in the purposes of
God, 1t was ordained that he could not be converted
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except by all the mullions of Christians then biving on
the face of the earth, all

Now if we are teal’ gomg to <eme the Lord, 1t
will mean putting firs. thungs hrst It 1s a human
characteristic to put the cart betore the horse, parti-
cularly m spiritual things  We want to run before we
can walk, or fly before we have wmgs The service
of Christ 158 progressive, and if we would do great
exploits we must first learn to become proficient in
small duties  The ponsebold occupation, so irksome
to many Christians, may be the scrvice Christ wants
us to perform  Ordinary things, which we disdamn-
fully dub as common, evcryday, mundane, are steps
in His service If we fail to observe the importance
of elementary tasks, how can we expect to perform
the greater deeds?

There 1s one .nstitution of the home which might
be mentioned here one of the first things I refer
to the family altar The mmportance of this <imple
godly service cannot be over-estimated in these days
of moral abandonment, and parents owe 1t to then
children, to see that the morning and evenmng prayer
1s mamntained at all costs  Many prodigal sons mught
have been Lept from waywardness, and their sisters
from a life of shame, had the parents heen faithful in
this respect In hi» autobiography, Johr G Paton
pays glowing tribate to the hallowing influence of this
household rite  He says, ““ And so bhegan 1n his
seventecnth year that blessed custom of famuly prayer,
morning and evenuny, wlich my father practised
probably withour one single omisston tll he lay

on his deathbed, seventy-seven years of age . .
no hurry for market, no rush to business, no
arnival of friends or guests, no trouble or sorrow,
no )0y or excitement ever prevented at least our kneel-
ing around the family altar ”’ He also tells how the
worst woman 1n that village was saved through hear-
mng his father pray upon these occasions Perhaps
things have gone wrong 1n the home! There 15 not
the harmony yvou once enjoyed ! Has this altar become
neglecred ?

The story 1s told in the Bible of how one prophet
brought a whole nation back from its apostasy, to
proclaim Jehovah as the only true God But the first
thing Eljah did in the great work of reconstruction
was to rebwld the altar of the Lord which was
brohen down  That is where Israel’s backshiding
commenced—neglected worship It may be so with
us  Rebuid the altar of the home if 1t 1s broken down,
put hrst things first, and its sphere of influence wall
widern throughout cach day, for no iman can ieave
the presence of Gud without radiating the glory of the
Inner sanctuary

T 15 a fact that life only comes from hfe The celi

I 1s the umr of life and lLife never develops apart
from this first umit, so that there exists between

Iwing and non-living matter a gulf that sc.ence has
never been able to budge, a gulf so wide that even
the greatest fiights of suenufic guesswork  cannot
throw any hght on the subject

The hypothetical theories of past investigdtoirs of
Darwin’s school used to mmsist that this was not the
case, and there are two or three theones by which
they account for the onign of life

The Theory of Abiogenesis, which, in plain Englsh,
means the theory of spontaneous generation This
account of the origin of hfe supposed that non-living
matter could be changed into hving matter without
the mmrroducuon of nfe from another source  Ad-
herents of this schoaol of thought taught that the basis
of all Iife v plants and ammals was composed of pro-
toplasm, which mn turn was made up of atoms of
carbon, hydrogen, oxygen, nitrogen. sulphur, cal-
cium, phosphorus, ron, sodium, potassium and
water, and that all these were ready to hand in the
crust of the earth  But hawving all the materials to
hand does not answer the questron of how did bfc
come nto berng, et

and said *' Living orgamsms are chemcal pioduas of
warm mud and atmospheric gases,” and believed that
as the crust of the earth cooled, these atoms of car-
bon, hydrogen, ett, combined to form the first vital
force called protoplasm  Some scientists said that this
first life rosc out of the sea shime, while another sad,
‘* Man also 1s the offspring of some warm and gentle
scashore, probably Indha A certain munghng of water
of blood heat and the atmosphere must have conjoined
for his production, and this may have happened
only once and at one spot”’ To-day the view has
<hanged from the equator to the poles, and one says,
1 think that hife first appeared 1n a warm puddle on
the peak of a lofty polar volcano '’ No wonder Car-
dinal Marning said *“ Is 1t easier to believe n an
Eternal Bathybmus than an Eternal Creator? An
Eternal Slime tharn an Eternal Inteligence?

Although this hypothesis 15 still taken for granted
by many and taught to school children of tender years
in the twenucth century, yet 1t has been as dead as
the dodo since 1864 In that year, when lecturing
before the Sorboune, the noted chemust Pasteur (o
whom you are indebted for the great blessing of your
pasteurised milk, etc), with his experimental test
tubes before him, saxd, ‘‘ And therefore, gentlemen,
I would point to that hiqud and say to you, ‘I have
taken my drop of water from the immensity of creation,
and I have taken 1t full of the elements fitted for the

development of inferior beings And I wait, | watch,

for the beauuful spectacie of the first creation But
1t 15 dumb—dumb ever since these experiments were
begun several years ago, 1t 1s dumb because I have
kept it from the only thing which man cannot pro-
duce—from the germs which float in the air, from
Iife, for hje 15 a germ and a germ s lhfe Never
will the doctrine of spontaneous generation recover
from the mortal biow of this simple experiment ”

The fact 1s that life can never begin without a
parent, ard will never commence ,n sterle mediums
It 1s an impossibility, conclusively shown by millions
of doctors’ surgeries and the whole practice of aseptic
surgery, which both prove that living matter can only
be produced from living matter [n spite of this known
fact, many who teach the theory of spontaneous
generation, or as they prefer to call 11 (perhaps be-
cause people do not understand what they mean)
abiogenesis, even as late as 1912 says that while it may
not happen now, 1t must have happened at some time
in the far distant past and probably only 1n one spot
But that s not proof, and before this gulf can be
bridged they must give us fects, not undigested
theories that are capable of being proved to be les,
all experience goes to prove that Pasteur 15 rnight and

Light and warmth that are found on our®flanet; anrd
lastly (and this 1s the one that counts) this theory
does not explamn the origin of lLife but only begs the
question by transferring the problem to another planet
It 15 not an answer at all, and, instead of bringing
the matter nearer solution, transplants 1t 10 any of
the rmillions of planets that fill the universe It re-
minds me of some of the Government files that used
to be received at Headquarters dunmmg the War, which
after passing through many departments were nmost

The chemical substances are still with us, the mud
puddles stll remain, the sea shime abounds It has
been under observation for hundreds of years, and yet
the best brains of scientists that know tell us planly
that life never occurs unless as the progeny of forme
Life. From whence then did 11 come? I submut that

it is easier to believe in the Creator in whom was hfe
(John i 4), and at whose word creatures having bfe
(Gen 1 20, 21, 24 25, 28, 30) were created, than
to believe 1n the wild theories of the evolutionists
who talk about mud puddles as the birthplace of hife,
but who, when brought face to face with hard facts,
cannot prove their theories in the smallest measure,
neither by experiment nor reason The gulf widens,
for the gap that the scientists have so far becn unable
to bridge 1s not only that they cannot account for
