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The Prince of Preachers

VERYWHERE, wherever the Church of Jesus
E Chnist has penetrated with its life-giving mus-
sion and mirustry, the name and fame of Charles

Haddon Spurgeon, the prince of preachers, has gone
Not since the days of the Apostles has the pulpit
minstry of the Church been so enriched by the in-
fluence of one man as it has been by the mumstry of
this spinitual giant  Reading through biography or
autobiography, perusing sermon or Lterary work by
this servant of Christ, one 1s forced te the conclusion
that his cutstanding personality, his rare gift of ut-
terance, coupled with an overpowering love for the
Master combined to make him the most outstanding
preacher, not only of nis generation, but of many
generations That he was a chosen vessel 1s obvious
to all who have been acquamnted with either the man
or his message His influence could never be con-
fined to the circle in which he moved, he was res-
pected—nay he was loved—by Christians, ministerial
and lay, of every section of the Church of Christ

Much has been wrtten and said about his per-
sonality and his preaching and the crowds who listened
enthralled to

HIS ELOQUENT DISCOURSES,

but it is interesting to note that every great question
of his day engaged his attention, while his fearless
denunciation of the evils of his generation made him
the more feared on the one hand and loved on the
other

It would be d:fficult ro think of any preacher who has
had such a full and nipe mustry as C. H. Spurgeon
When only eighteen years of age he had preached mare
than 400 sermons; during his muustry he not only
preached but published his sermons weekly throughout
a period extending over many years His weekly ser-
mons were still berng published up to 1917, twenty-five
years after hus death, and then their publication ceased
not because the supply was exhausted but because of
post-war conditions No preacher was more loved by
his congregation than Spurgeon was by those who lis-
tened to his eaqusite preaching at the Metropolitan
Tabernacle His mumsiry at the Tabernacle was
marked by the size and spiritual power of its prayer
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meetings, hundreds gathering weekly to engage imn
this most profitable of Chrnistian occupations. The
story 1s told of how on one occasion when friends
visited the Tabernacle he asked if they would itke to
see the ‘‘ power house.”” On bemg counducted down-
stairs they were shown, not to the boiler room but to
the prayer meeting where a vast concourse of people
were assembled and

ENGAGED IN INTERCESSION,

Remarkable mcidents are recorded of how the Sprrit
of God used words and phrases of this preacher to
the salvation of precious souls Agamn and agamn the
Spirtt directed him in his preaching to utter words
which by their dramatic utterance fastened themselves
upon some individual as though they were spoken to
them and them alone, and eventually led them to
Chnist  On one occas.on an ourgast walking along
the street picked up a scrap of paper, it was a frag-
ment of one of Spurgeon's sermors  On this frag-
ment he read of One who could be his friend. He
sought out the publishers and eventually was led to
Chnist through that fragment of a sermon. Most
people are farmbar with the account of how Spurgeon
when testing the acoustic properties of the Crystal
Palace for a big day which had been planned there,
shouted from the pulpit *‘ Behold the Lamb of God,
which taketh away the sin of the world ’ A workman
up 1n one of the gallenies heard the words, the Spint
applied them to his own spiritual need—he had been
burdened about his soul He left his work, went
home and surrendered to Chnst. Years after, when he
lay dymg, he told a friend the incident of his con-
version,

His sermons and messages seemed to spring from
nowhere  Often out of the most trivial incidents
sprang some of

H!S GREATEST MESSAGES.

On one occasion he was tallung with a friend under
a mulberry tree It was so sull until he heard a
Lght wind rusting the leaves of the trees above their
heads With an exclamation he asked for stillness
for a moment, then exclaumed. ** There! my sermon
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for to-morrow ‘ The souad of a going in the tops
ot the mulberry trees * "' That sermon was preached
the following Sunday and one who was a deacon at
the Tabernacle for many years afterwards attributed
his conversion to that sermon

Apart from his pulpit and literary ministry, he
exercised a great influence throughout his Ife by his
correspondence. He was ever ready to espress Ins

views and give his opmmion on matters of concern
to his correspondents

Dealing: with infant salvation, he wrote to a friend
to the effcet that he had always believed in the sal-

vation of all mnfants and did not believe that any
person who was not ignorant of the Word of God
could hold the doctrine of the damnation of infants
Speaking of the rituahism which had in hrs day per-
meated the Anglican Church he stated that he had
more to fear from that body than from the Popes
hirelings  YWnting to an Anglican M P he said
“ Your Church claims pre-eminence, it curses me
roundly n 1ts canons, dentes my call to the mnistry,
shuts the worthiest of my brethren out of 1ts pulpits,
and, to crown all, compels me to pay tithes and sup-
port an establishment which 1 abhor
During the gencral election of 1880 a friend wrote
him expressing deep regret that Mr Spurgeon should
have descended from his *‘ hygh and lofty position
as a servant of God mto the defiled arena of party
politics,”” to which Spurgeon replied * Your letter
amuscs mc because you are so evidently a rank Tory
If there s anything defiling n i, vou are cer-
tainly over head and ears However, dear sir, 1
thankh you for your kindness mm wishing to put me
right and 1 can assure you that 1 vote as devourly
as I pray, and fcel it to be a

PART OF MY LOVE TO GOD

and to my neighbour to try to turn out the Govern-

ment whom your letter would lead me to let alone

In things divine we are probably at one and you shall

ahstain from «oting as unto the Lord and I will vore as

unto the Lord and we will both give Him thanks
Franchise reform, open air baptismal  services,

wvolution, theatre gomng, the use of unfermented com-
mumon win¢, and many other subjects came in for
either his stern denunciation or his loving approval
Open air baptisms were commended by him as being
the nearest to the scriptural example

Agamn and agam dunng his munstry, agencies,
editnrs, and friends 1n Amernica endeavoured to atiract
him across the ocean to engage in a lecture tour
Fabulous sums were offered im A thousand dollars
m gold for every lecture with all expenses paid, was
one such offer He persistently refused Onec such
refusal was couched in the following terms ‘I have

plamest terms I am
NOT TO BE HIRED FOR ANY MONEY."”

The popularny of Spurgeon’s sermons can be
judged by the fact that during his lifetime they werc
translated nto about forty different languages, while
after his death this number was considerably in-
creased  Many stories are wrongfully attrnibuted to
Spurgeon  Words have been put into his mouth and
actions have been described as his, many of them
being far from his thought or intention, but this 1s
only one of the misfortunes which befall every man
whn 15 largely in the public eye  Spurgeon was re-
nowned for his ready wit and again and again he
delighted hus friends with hus pure fun  Although
out of the pulpit he was one of the most genial and
jovial of men, yet he seldom indulged m wit 1n the
pulpit, beliecving that the busmess of preaching the
gospel was far too serious a matter  On one of those
few occasions when he had provoked mirth in his con-
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gregation, he was afterwards chided about 1t by one
ot his friends Spurgeon replied to the effect that
if his friend had only known the number of times
that he had restramned hmmself he would surely have
forgiren that one deperture from his usual custom
He kept the
SPIRIT OF JOYFUL PRAISE
in all lus meeungs and believed in the words of that
old hymn,
All people that on earth do dwell,
Sing to the Lord with cheerful voice,
Him serve with murth, His praise forth tell!
Come ye before Him and rejoice
He ever spoke out against the dead forms of his
day and believed in a living, throbbing salvation
Many times he was criticised for his methods in draw-
ing crowds, and wituly retorted to some of his critics
that he would use any means to draw a crowd rather
than preach, as many of them did, to empty benches
Sunday after Sunday He was not averse to taking
public halls for the proclamation of the gospel,
an act:on which drew further cnticism from his op-
ponents
At one nme when the Park Street Chapel was too
small to hold the crowds who thronged to Itsten to
him the Exeter Hall was engaged for Sunday even-
ings  After some time the directors of this Hall
refused further use of the buwlding for the services
and, after consultation with his deacons, Spurgeon
decided to engage the Music Hall of the Royal Surrey
Gardens Omn the occasion of his first service there,
this hall was the scene of a dreadful catastrophe
Long beforc the time of the meeting thousands had
Iiterally pached every available space in that vast
structure  The prehminaries of the service had been
dispensed with and Spurgeon was engaged in prayer
when suddenly-—seemingly from several parts of the
building at once—there arosc shouts of ‘' Fire!"
* The gallertes are gnving way !’ Immedately there
was confusion and a stampede for the doors  Spur-
geon endeavoured to gain control of the pamic-stricken
crowd, but without success his voiwce could not be
heard above
THE DIN AND TUMULT.

In the rush for the doors parts of the bulding were
wrecked and several persons lost their lives by bemng
trampled under foor, while many others were 1njured ,
the service had eventually to be abandoned Spurgeon
was led from the platform absolutely broken down
It seemed as though Satan had effectually thwarted
his purpose of proclaiming the message in that vast
hall ~ After the matter had been mmvestigated 1t was
discovered that the panic was caused through enemies
who had mixed with the worshippers with a view to
wreching his meeting, never dreammng the disaster
that would result from their actions  After thought-
fully considering the whole matter 1t was decided to
proceed with the arrangements for Sunday services,
which were later resumed on Sunday mornings mstead
of the evenings

Such crowds were attracted by his mumstry that it
became necessary to build a suitable place of worsh:p
and the Metropolitan Tabernacle was the resulk of
these dehiberations  His mumistry at tlus world famous
bullding eatended over a period of many years and

from that centre radiated an influence for Christ which
1s still being felt throughout the Christian world
When he commenced his mumstry at the Tabernacle
his first words were *‘ I would propose that the sub-
ject of the mumstry .n this house as long as thus
platform shall stand and as long as this house shall
be frequented by worshippers, shall be the person of

THE LORD JESUS CHRIST,

[ am never ashamed to avow myself a Calvinst, [
do not hesitate to take the name of Baptist, but if [
am asked what 1s my creed | reply, Jesus Christ .
who 15 the sum and substance of the gospel, who
15 1n Himself all theology, the mcarnation of every
precious truth, the all-glorious personal embodiment
of the Way, the Truth, and the Life ”

Spurgeon won his way mto the hearts of all who
hnew him, 2ll who heard him, and all who were
mspired by his wondertul pen mumstry. His last
words at the Tabernacle before laying down the Sword
which he had wielded with such mghty effect for
God, showed the same spirit to be uppermost in his
heart as when he commenced his ministry there He
concluded his last remarkable discourse from its
pulpit with the words

If you wear the lLivery of Christ you will find
Him so meek and lowly of heart that you will find
rest unto your souls He is the most magnammous
of captains There never was His like amongst the
choicest of pruices He 1s always to be found in the
thickest of the battle When the wind blows cold
He always takes the bleak side of the hill, the
heaviest end of the cross hes ever on His shoulders
If He bids us carry a burden, He carnes it also  If
there :» anything that is gracious, generous, kind,
and tender, yea lavish and superabundant in love, you
always find 1t .n Him  His service 1s love, peace,
jo3  Oh that you would enter on it at once' God
help you to enlist under the banner of Jesus Christ! ™

It can be said of him that ‘‘ he being dead yet
speaketh,”’ and, as a friend speaking of him after-
wards said, " Then, as he jet speaketh, he 1s not
dead *’

it, “* hike precious faith ' with the apostles—here 1s
the blessed hand by which we grasp the casket and
the gem too  Mark well, I pray you, tne precious
pearl, the precious casket 10 hold 1t, and the precious
title-decd that secures 1t to us, or as I said before,
the precious hand which cnables us to grasp the un-
rivalled jewel, and to call it all our own

I. To begmn then with THE PRICELESS GEM, the
first, the highest of all precious things

Jesus Chnst our Lord 1s in Himself to behevers
most precious  Oh that I had power to speak of His
preciousmess as it ought to be spoken of !

we believe Him to be “'very God of very God,” and
though most assuredly man, ard 1n this respect, bone
of our bone, flesh of our flesh, our brother born for
adversities, yet He 1s co-equal and co-eternal with the
Father, and hence we can never too reverennally speak
of Him, nor set too high a value upon Him  He
must be prectous who 15 infinite God. Bemng however
God and man, He becomes remarkably precious to us
in His complex nature His manhood was without
tamt of sin, He came into this world with no cor-
ruption, He lived 1n this world with no transgresston,
His was immaculate manhood What a wonder that
God should be wiliing to veil Himself in human flesh !
What a muracle of miracles tha: the Infinite should
deign to take uvpon Him the form of a servant, and
be found in fashion as a man! Viewing our Lord
Jesus as God we should have adored Tlim at a distance,
as perfect man we should have reverenced His charac-
ter, but when we see Him as God and man together,
we mark that He 1s the connecung hnk between our
grovelling condition and the lofuness of the Most High,
and we prize beyond mcasure the Incarnate God
When we see how by God's coming down to man,
man goes up to God,

IMMANUEL, GOD WITH US

becomes our peace, and brings us nigh to God, though
aforetime we were afar off Brethren, f we consider
our Lord in the character which 15 peculiar to Himself,
and which He prizes most, and to which indeed He
owes the name Jesus Christ, we shall see Him as the
anomnted Saviour To every sinner who feels his sin,
Christ is precious, to every child of God who 15 saved,
the Saviour must for ever be fairest among the fair;
to every heir of heaven who has exper.enced the sweet-
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ness of His saving grace, Christ must appear to be
‘“ the chief among ten thousand, and the altogether
lovely A world destroyed I see if 1t had not been
for a Saviour born; a world for ever cast into hell I
see if 1t had not been for a Saviour dying on the
Cross As a Saviour, O earth, thou as yet knowest
not His precrousness; as a Saviour, O heaven, thou
canst not reach the full merit of His praise. He 1s
precious, then, 1f you think of Him as He 1s, as
God and man, and as a Saviour, In which office the
two natures are combined 1n one

Brethren, Christ is so precious that He cannot be
bought. If a man should give all the substance of
his house to purchase an interest .n Christ, 1t would
be utterly contemned Rich men mught gather to-
gether all their goodly things. yea India might be
exhausted of its wealth, Peru dramned of its silver, and
California of 1ts gold, but no part nor lot in Chrst
could be bought, even with sapphires and diamonds
He grves Himself away right freely, according to the
riches of His grace, but He 1s utterly unpurchasable,
for He 1s so precious that

HE CANNOT EVEN BE PRIGED,

A whole world can never weigh against Him any more
than 2 single gramn of dust would weigh against the
universe There 1s no measurmng line with which to
form a un:it for calculation with which to measure
Him, He 1s Infinite, and finite judgments will never
be able to comprehend His unutterable value He
15 God’s unspeakable gift. Heaven itself 1s nothing
as compared with Him, and if a man had to wade
breast deep through a thousand hells to come at
Chnist, 14 were well worth the venture, 1f at last he
rnught but say, ‘‘ My Beloved is mine, and I am His "

Jesus is so precious that He cennot be maiched
There is none ke Him The fairest of the fair are
uncomely and deformed when compared with Him
As Rutherford would say, ‘' Black sun, black moon,
black stars, but, O bright, infinitely bright Lord Jesus
‘“ He is the express image of His Father’s person,
and the brnightness of His Father's glory ' Ye shall
find none that can be hkened unto Him, if ye ran-
sack time and space. Miss Him as your Sawviour,
and you have lost the only salvation possible, gain
Him, and you will want no other, for He is made
of God unto you '* wisdom, righteousness, sanctifica-
tion, redemption,’’ and all your souls can want; yes,
He Himself is all If heaven and earth were sold, ye
could not match Christ in any market of ye gave the
price of heaven and earth for His like If you search
eternity, and ransack immensity, there shall ne'er be
found one fit to be second to Him,

HE IS SO PRECIOUS,

Precious, brethren, He is to us, because He can-
not be lost. All the precious things in this world are
losable. The jewels may be stolen, the house may be
broken into by the thief, and the casket may be taken
away, but Christ 15 such a jewel that even Satan him-
self can never rob the soul of Him when once it hath
Him My heart evermore rejoices in that precious
truth  Let Jesus Christ be onece mire as the gift of
God, I am safe, for ‘‘ the gifts and calling of God
are without repentance.”” The Lord never repents of

what He has done, He never plays fast and loose, or
takes back a boon which He has once bestowed. Is
not Jesus a priceless, precious jewel, since He cannot
be lost?

And whar 1s equally as delightful to remember, He
cannot be destroyed Even the diamond can be dis-
soived; bring but suffictent heat to bear apon i,
focus upon it the full rays of the sun, and the spark-
ling crystal dissolves mto a lttle gas, but though
men have tried to focus all the hear of persecution
upon the Christian, they have never been able to
separate him from the love of Chnist; and though earth
and hell have stirred up their malice, and the furnace
has been heated seven t:mes hotter, and the child of
God has been tossed into 1t, and apparently deserted
to the fury of his enemies yet never 1n a swngle case
has the precious gem of Christ Jesus in the heart
been destroyed, nor the believer's interest in 1t, for

This, however, does but touch a very small corner
of the field, for our Lord 15 precious from the seruice
awhich He renders to us. Who shall tell all the benefit
which Jesus confers on a believer? As we cannot
comprehend so wide a subject in a single discourse
I will give you but a bare outhne There are four
precious things which Jesus 1s to a believer—ife, light,
love, hiberty. 1 wul defy all mankind to find four
more prectous things than these, but

THEY ARE ALL IN CHRIST.

First, kfe  *“ In Him was life, and the hfe was the
light of men ** As the Father rairseth up the dead,
and quickeneth them; even so the Son quickeneth
whom He will 7 What a precious thing :s Lfe' The
poor marmer’s wife rushes down to the beach in the
storm, and sees the waves at last have washed up her
lost beloved, the father of the babe which 1s hanging
at her breast He 15 dead The ungenerous sea has
made a wife a widow Oh, what would she not give,
if she had it, to restore Life once more to that well-
beloved form, but life 1s a boon her prayers and tears
cannot obtain  Herein is Jesus glonfied, for He gives
life to those who are spiritually dead, and if any of
you are weeping to-day over an unconverted husband,
a child who s dead in trespasses and sins, a sister or
a brother unsaved, Jesus can come to you and give
life to your dear ones in answer O your prayers
He 1s Himself the resurrection and the hfe More-
over, He is the sole nutriment of all spmritual lfe.
Yonder shipwrecked man has constructed a raft, and
far out on the wild expanse of pitiless waters he has
floated weanly day after day, sighing for a friendly
sail or for sight of land, what would he not give for
a hittle water, for water has become the essential of
his Lfe his tongue is Lke a firebrand, and his mouth
1s as an oven, and he himself all dried and parched,
sighs and cries to heaven, hoping that perhaps 2

Next to life in preciousness 1s hght What would
not they have given in Egypt durning those three days
when the thick darkness was over all the land, even
darkness that mught be felt, if they could but have
had lLight back again? It must have been a sad plight
for Paul, and for his fellows at sea, when for three
days and mghts neither sun, nor moon, nor stars ap-
peared They could not tell whether there might not
be a rock ahead, or a quicksand, upon which the
vessel would be broken Oh, for light! How glad
they must have been at last when the black tempest
passed away, and once again they could look round
on the horizon and know their whereabouts Light!
oh, how precious would it be 10 you, if you were im-

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Alliance is publishing a Special Spurgeon Num-
ber 15 a proof that we consider there is no vital
difference between C. H. Spurgeon and ourselves.
It would not be right to claim that CHS ex-
pressed himself in detaill precisely as we do on the
questions of divine healing, the baptism in the Holy
Spirit and the second coming of our Lord But that
he generally speaking tenaciously held to these facts
cannot be demed  On the question of salvation through
the unmented grace of God, based on the atonement
of Christ, we are altogether at one
But let us detail a Lttle.

I. SPURGEON BELIEVED IN SALVATION.

One only has to read the account of his own sal-
vation to discover that It is strange that there has
been great controversy as to whom the actual preacher
was when young Spurgeon was converted. Mr
Spurgeon himself was never sure in later Iife that the
real preacher was ever afterwards introduced to hin
Three different men have been set forth as the privi-
leged preacher at that time  But without entering
into the controversy we will give Mr Spurgeon’s
own description of his salvation

“1 sometimes think I might have been in dark-
ness and despair until now had it not been for the
goodness of God in sending a snowstorm, one Sun-
day morning, wihile I was going to a certain place of
worship  When I could go no further, I turned down
a side street, and came to a little Primitive Methodist
chapel In that chapel there may have been a dozen
or fifteen people I had heard of the Promtive
Methodists, how they sang so loudly that they made
people’s heads ache; but that did not matter to me
I wanted to know how I might be saved, and if they
could tell me that, I did not care how much they
made my head ache The minister did not come that
morning ; he was snowed up, 1 suppose. At last a
very thin-looking man, a shoemaker, or tailor, or
something of that sort, went up into the pulpit to
preach  Now, it is well that preachers should be
instructed ; but this man was really stupid. He was
obliged to stick to the text for the simple reason that
he had litle else to say The text was— Look unto
Me, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth’

‘* The preacher began thus * My dear friends, thes
is a very simple text indeed It says, ** Look "
Now lookin’' don’t take a deal of pains It ain't
liftin’ your foot or your finger, it 1s just ‘‘ Look "’
Well, a man needn’t go to college to learn to look
A man needn’t be worth a thousand a year to be able
to look  Anyone can look; even a child can lock
But then the text says, ‘‘ Look unto Me " *Aye!’
said he, in broad Essex, ‘ many on ye are lookin’
to yourselves but .t's no use lookin’ there Jesus
Christ says, ‘' Look unto Me ™"’

““T had been waiting to do fifty things, but when
I heard that word ‘ Look'’ what a charrmung word
it seemed to me'! Oh! I looked until I could almost
have looked my eyes away. There and then the cloud
was gone, the darkness had rolled away, and that
moment I saw the sun; and I could have msen that
instant, and sang with the most enthusiastic of them,
of the precious blood of Chnst, and the simple faith
which looks alore to Him ™'

In a sermon Mr Spurgeon describes his salvation
from another standpomt -

* Jesus said to Zaccheus, * Make haste, and come
down ’ Can [ not remember when He also told me
to come down? One of the first steps I had to take
was to go nght down from my good works, and oh,
what a fall was that' Then I stood upon my own
self-sufficiency, and Chnst said, ‘ Come down'! I
have pulled you down from your good works, and now
I will pull you down from your self-suffictency.’ So
I had another fall, and I felt sure I had gained the
bottom but again Chrnist said, ‘ Come down'® and
He made me come down tili I fell on some point at
which T felt I was yer salvable Bur sull the com-
mand was, ‘ Down, sir! come down further yet’
And down I came until, 1in desparr, I had to let go
every bough of the tree of my hopes, and then I
said, ‘I can do nothing, I am rumed’ The waters
were wrapped round my head, and I was shut out
from the hight of day, and thought myself a stranger
from the commonwealth of Israel But Christ said,
* Come down lower yet, sir! thou hast too much
pride to be saved ' Then I was brought down to see
my corruption, my wickedness, my filthiness, for God
always humbles the sinner whom He means to save
Then the Holy Spirit led me by the hand to a solitary
place, and while I stood there, suddenly there appeared
before me One upon His Cross ”’~-Thus Spurgeon
was saved

11. SPURGEON BELIEVED IN GONFESSING THE LORD
IN WATER BAPTISM BY IMMERSION AFTER
SALVATION.

Regarding his baptism 1n water Mr Spurgeon says

‘‘ Isleham Ferry, on the River Lark, 1s a very quet

spot, half a mile from the wvillage, and rarely dis-

turbed by traffic at any time of the year In the
course of seven or eight miles the Lark serves no
fewer than five Baptist Churches To me therc
seemed a great concourse on that week-day, Dressed,

I believe, mn a jacket, with a boy's turn-down collar,

I attended the service previous to the ordinance, but

all remembrance of 1t has gone from me my thoughts

were 1n the water, sometimes with my Lord in joy,
and sometimes with myself in trembling awe at making
so public a confession There were first to be bap-
tised two womern, ard I was asked to conduct them
through the water to the mumster; but this 1T most
tmydly declined It was a new experience to me
never having seen a baptism before, and I was afraid
of making some mistake The wind blew down the
rnver with g curning hlast, as my turn came to wade
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mto the flcod, but after 1 had walked a few steps,
and noted the people on the ferry-boat, and 1n boats,
and on either shore, I felt as if heaven and earth and
hell mught all gaze upon me, for I was not ashamed,
there and then, to own myself a follower of the Lamb
Tumidity was gone I have scarcely met with 1t since
I lost a thousand fears in that River Lark, and found
that * in keeping His commandments there 1s great
reward ’° It was a thrice-happy day to me God be
prarsed for the preserving goodness which allows me
to write of 1t with debght at the distance of forty
years '

“If any ask—Why was I thus baptised? I an-
swer, because I believed 1t to be an ordinance of
Christ, very specially joined by Him with farth 1n His
name I had no superstiticus idea that baptism would
save e, for I was saved I did not seek to have
sin washed away by water, for I believed that my sins
were forgiven me through faith in Chnist Jesus Yet
I regarded baptism as the token to the believer of
cleansing, the emblem of his burial with lis Lord,
and the outward avowal of his new birth 1 did not
trust n #f, but because I trusted in Jesus as my
Saviour I felt bound to obey Him as my Lord, and
follow the example which He set us in Jordan I &id
not fulfil the outward ordinance to join a party, and
become a Baptist, but to be a Christian after the
apostolic fashion

HIl. SPURGEON BEL!EVED THAT AFTER SALVATION
WE SHOULD PARTAKE OF THE LORD'S SUPPER
IN MEMORY OF THE SAVIOUR.

One story m connection with the communion ser-
vice 1s full of amusement and beauty Said Mr
Spurgeon . ‘* When I joined the Baptist Church at
Cambridge nobody spoke to me On the Lord’s Day,
! sat at the communion table in a certain pew; there
was one gentleman m it, and when the service was
over, I sad to hum, ‘I hope you are quite well,
sirt’ He said, ‘ You have the advantage of me’
I answerced, ‘I don't think I have, for you and I are
brothers * ‘I don't quite know what you mean,” said
he. * Well* T rephed, * when I took the bread and
wine, just now, 1n token of our bemng one in Christ,
I meant 1t, did not you? * We were by that time 1n
the street, he put both his hands on my shoulders,—
I was about sixteen years old then,—and he said,
Ok, sweet ssimphcuy !’ Then he added,  You are
quite right, my dear brother, you are quite nght,
come 1a to tea with me | am afraid I should not
have spoken to you if you had not first addressed
me’' I went to tea with him that evening, and
when 1 left, he asked me to go again the next Lord’s
Day; so I went, and that Sabbath Day he said to
me, ‘You will come here every WSunday evemng,
won't you?’ ”’

In a sermon entitled, ** Take, Eat,”” Mr Spurgeon
beautifully says

“ We are all agreed upon this one pont, that the
Lord's Supper is an emblem of the death of Jesus
Christ, and of the way by which we receive benefit

from Him The bread sets forth His broken body,
and the cup His shed blood, these separated from
each other, show forth His death. The way by which
we recerve this bread and this wine 1s by eating and
drinking and this sets forth the way by which we
receive the merit and the wvirtue of the Lord Jesus
Christ, by a faith which s like eanung, by a trust
which 1s like drinking, by the recepion of Chnst
spiritually into our hearts, even as we naturally re-
cetve the bread and the fruit of the vine inte our
bodies "’

IV. SPURGEON BELIEVED IN THE BAPTISM IN THE

HOLY GHOST.

He says ‘‘ The next Pentecostal symbol was wut-
terance As soon as the Spirt of God filled them they
began to speak at once. It seems to me that they
began to speak before the people had come together
They could not help it, the mner forces demanded
expression, and they must speak So when the Spirit
of God really comes upon a man, he does not wait
tll he has gathered an audience of the size which he
desires but he seizes the next opportunity He speaks
to one person, he speaks to two, he speaks to three,
to anybody + he must speak, for he 1s full and must
have vent

““ When the Spinit of God fills a man he speaks
so as to be understood The crowd spoke different
languages, and these Spirit-taught men spoke
to them in the language of the country mn which
they were born  This 1s ore of the s.gns of the
Spirit’s utterance  If my friend over yonder talks
in a Latinised style to a company of costermongers, 1
wiil warrant you the Holy Ghost has nothing to do
with lum  If a learned brother fires over the heads
of the congregation with a grand oration do not let
him ascribe 1t to the Holy Spirit  The Spirit of God
speaks so that His words may be understood, and if
there be any obscurity it hes 1n the language used by
the Lord Himself

** The crowd not only understood, but they felt
There were lancets 1n this Pentecostal preaching, and
the hearers ' were pricked i the heart' The truth
wounded men, and the slain of the Lord were many,
for the wounds were 1n the most vital part  They
could not make it out they had heard speakers before,
but this was quite a different thing  The man spoke
fire-fiakes, and one hearer cried to his fellow, * What
1s thi1s?* The preachers were speaking flame, and
the fire dropped nto the hearts of men till they were
amazed and confounded

“ O Spirt of God, Thou art ready 1o work with
us to-day even as Thou didst then' Stay not, we
beseech Thee, but work at once Break down every
barrier that hinders the incomings of Thy rmught
Overturn, overturn, QO sacred wind' Consume all
obswacles, O heavenly fire, and give us now both hearts
of flame and tongues of fire to preach Thy reconciling
word '' In a letter to hus students C H Spurgeon
said ‘] feel yn an agony when I imagine any one of
you going forth to preach unendowed by the Spint
For this end you came into the College, do not muss
it any one of you, and yet you wil do so, if the
Spirit rests not upon you  Be not content untl Pen-
tecost 1s repeated among you

I~ commemoration of the Spurgeon Centenary being
held this year we have devoted this special 1ssue of the
Evangel to sermons by and articles on this famous
preacher

Spurgeon had an outstanding personality, but more
than that, he had an outstanding espernence of Christ
May all our readers be led into as deep a love for the
Master as he had
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Spurgeon’s Creed.

Tue first words of C H Spurgeon at the opeming
of the Metropolitan Tabernacle were these

“ [ would propose that the subject of the mimstry
i this house, as long as this platform shall stand,
and as long as this house shall be frequented by wor-
shipners, shall be the person of Jesus Christ I am
never ashamed to avow myselt a Calvimst, [ do not
hesitate to take the name of Baptist, but if I am
asked what 1s my creed, I reply, * It 1s Jesus Christ’
My venerated predecessor, Dr Gill, has left a Body
of Divinity, admirable and excellent in jts way, but
the Body of Divimty to which T would pin and bind
myseif for ever, God helping me, s not his system, or
any other human treatise, but Chrnst Jesus, who s
the sum and substance of the Gospel, who 15 m Him-
self afl theology, the incarnation of every precious
truth, the all-glor.ous personal cmbodiment of the

V SPURGEON BELIEVED IN DIVINE HEALING

Toward the end of his life Mr Spurgeon suffered
severcly  Yet his spinit triumphed over his suffering
But that he believed i divine healing 1s evidenced by
the fact that he asked his people at the Metropolitan
Tabernacle to pray for hum In a letter he sad
*“ Please pray for me, that the Lord would restore
me to strength '’ In another letter he said ** Thank
God, the healing One 1s with me, for, during this
week, I have each morning awakened refreshed, feel-
ing that I was better than on the preceding day *’ In
another letter he said, ** Pray for me, I entreat you
Perhaps, .f the Church mer for prayer, I should be

speedily restored I know thousands do pray, bui
should not the Church do so as @ Church? ™’

The suggestion of Mr Spurgeon was carried out
The Church did pray He then wrote *‘ As soon as
the Church had resolved to meet for special prayer for
me, I began rapidly to recover It pleased God to
turn the wind at the beginning of this week, and the
change m the temperature has worked wonders We
may truthfully say of the Wednesday meeting for
prayer, that the Lord fulfilled His Word:+ ‘ Before
they call, I will answer | and while they are yet speak-
g, [ will hear.” For all this great goodness I pray
you to umte with me in sincere and intense gratitude
to the Lord our God,”
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How beautiful 15 this testimony: ‘' When some
months ago, | was racked with pan to an extreme
degree, so that 1 could no longer bear 1t without
crying out, I asked all to go from the room, and
leave me alone; and then I had nothing I could say
to God but this, * Thou art my Father, and 1 am
Thy child ; and Thou, as a Father, art tender and full
of mercy. I could not bear to see my child suffer
as Thou makest me suffer ; and 1f 1 saw him tormented
as | am now, 1 would do wnat I could to help him,
and put my arms under hum to sustain um’ I ven-
tured to say, when they came back who watched me,
‘1 shall never have such agony from this moment,
for God has heard my prayer ' [ bless God that ease
came, and the racking pain never returned

To the present wnter’s knowledge Mr Spurgeon
never practised James v. 14, 15, as we do, but the
above extracts certamnly show that he believed the

Vi, SPURGEON BELIEVED IN THE SECOND COMING

OF CHRIST,

Iln his early preachitng Mr Spurgeon was not at-
tracted to the doctrine of the Second Comng It 1s
sard that he announced that books upon the Second
Coming were placed away on the top shelves of his
library because he knew he would not need them
much  But in his later years C H frequently stood
on a chair to get those books or else placed them on
a more handy shelf

Here are some of his references to the Second
Coming * That same Jesus who went up from Olivet
into heaven 15 coming agamn to earth in like manner
as His disciples saw Him go up into heaven Hearken

ye forth to meet Him.” This voice 1s to you, O sons
of men Do not carelessly turn aside; for the Eord
God Himself demands your attention He commands
you to ‘ Behold!' Will you be blind when God buds
you behold? Wil you shut your eyes when, your
Saviour cries, * Behold '? When the finger of inspira-
tion points the way, will not your eye follow where 1t
directs you? ‘ Behold, He cometh.,” O my hearers,
look hither, I beseech you

““ What, dear brethren, 1s there to hinder Christ
from comung? When I have studied and thought over
this word, Behold, He cometh,’ yes, I have said to
myself, who shall hold Him back? His heart 1s wtth
His Church on earth. In the place wnere He fought
the battle He desires to celebrate the victory His
delights are with the sons of men All His samts are
waiting for the day of His appearing, and He 1s
waiting also The very earth in her sorrow and her
groanmg travaileth for His coming, which s to be her
redemption  The creatton 15 made subject to vanity
for a little while, but when the Lord shall come again,
the creation 1itself also shall be delivered from the
bondage of corruption mto the glorious Lberty of the
children of God We mught question whether He
would come a second time :f He had not already come
the first time, but if He came to Bethlehem, be
assured that His feet shall yet stand upon Olivet. If
He came to die, doubt not that He will come to reign
If He came to be despised and rejected of men, why
should we doubt that He will come to be admired in
all them that believe? Hais sure comng 15 to be un-

In 1 Life tht teems with all the elements
that mahe 2 grear human story, occupy-
ing volumes, 1t will only be possible with
the space at our disposal to point to 1ts
mountain peal s The child € H staned
1ltfe with the inestimable advantage of
godly parents In the early years of boy-
hood be gave evulence of his natural apti-
tude for a public career Before he was
$1¥ years old on seeing the village parson
standing at the street corner with ** the
baser sort” he marched up to hum and
ashed ** What doest thou here, Elyah?>
Spurgeen  wa. the spiritual child  of
Primitive Methodism  In one of their
humblest chapels under the mumstry of
a locat preacher C H 1n his early ’teens
found the Saviour At the age of sixteen
he walled seven miles to the Baptist
Chapel where he was baptised by mm-
mersion  His parents who were Indepen-
dents thought this unnecessary and that
he was going too far but it is to ther
credit that they did not prevent his fol-
lowing his conviction, though .t was a
matter of deep regret to his mother geveral
years hence when he decided to become
a Baptlist mmister  One day while she
was baking bread ske said, ‘* Charhe
boy, your father and I had ofien prayed
that you would be a munister but never
a Baptist,” he replied with typical wit
and understanding of the Scriptures, ** Of
course, mother, that 1» how God always
answers our prayers by giving out of His
bounty more than we ask!' He was
an ardent awstributor of tracts

While still a youth, in the town of
Newmarket he revived an o4 soc.ety for
distributing  tracts  With great enthus-
1asm he threw himself into Sunday school
work and every aspect of crusadering for
Christ in connection with Church work
Before he was sixteen he wrote an essay
entitled, ** Ant.christ and her Brood, or,
Popery Unmasked” € H 5 was, like

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JESUS CHRIST HIMSELF

« Jesus Christ Himself." —Ephesians ii. 20.

ESUS CHRIST Ilinisel! ” is to occupy all our
thouglhits this morning. ‘What an ocean opens
up before me ! Here is sea-room for the largest
burque! In which direction shall T turn your!
thoughts ? 1 am embarrassed with riches. I know'
not where to begin: and when 1 once begin where
shall 1 end ? Assuredly we need not go abroad for
joys this morning, for we havc a feast al home.
The words are few, hut lhe meaning vast—'* Jesus
Clirist Himself.”

Beloved, the religion of our Lord Jesus Christ®
contains in il nothing so wonderful as Himself. IL
is a mass of marvels, but He is Tug miracle of it ; the
wonder of wonders is © The Wonderful " |Himself.
1§ proof be asked of the trutl which He proclaimed,
we point mcn to Jesus Christ Himself. His character
is unique. We dely unbelievers to imagine another
like Him, He is God and yel man, and we challenge
them to compose a narrative in which the two
apparently incongruous characlers shall be so
harmoniously blended,—in wlhich the human and
divine shail be so marvellously apparent, withoul
the one overshading the other. They question the
authenticity of the four Gospels; will they try and
write a fifth 2 Will they even attempt to add a few
incidents to the life which shall be worlhy of the
sacréd biography, and congruous with those facls
which are already described ? If it be all a forgery,
will they D¢ so good as to show us how it Is done ?
WII they find a novelist whe will write another
biography of a man of any century they choose,
of any nationality, or of any degrec of experience, or
auny rank or station, and let us see if they can describe
in that imaginary life a devotion, a self-sacrifice, a
trulhifulness, a completeness of character at all
comparable to that of Jesus Christ Himself 7 Can
they invent another perfect character even if the
divine element be left out ? They must of necessity
fail, for tliere is none like unto Jesus Himsell.

The charaeter of Jesus has commanded respect
even from those who have ablhorred His teaching.
It has been a stumbiing-stone Lo all objectors who
have preserved a shade of candour. Jesus’ doctrine
they could refute, they say; His precepts they
could improve, so they boast; Iis system is narrow
and outworu, so they assert: but Himself—what
can they do with Him ? They must adinire Him
even if they will not adore Him ; and having done so
they have admired a personage who musl be divine,
or else He wilfully left His disciples to believe a lie.
How will they surmount this diffienity 2 They can-
not do so by railing at Him, for they have no material
for accusation. Jesus Christ Himself silences their
cavillings. This is a flle at which these asps do
bite, but break their teeth. Beyond all argument
or miracle, Jesus Christ Himself is the proof of His
own gospel.

And as He is the proof of il, so, beloved, He Is
the marrow and esscnce of it. When the apostle
PPaul meant that the gospel was preached he said,
* Christ is preached,” for the gospel is Christ Himsell.
If vou want to know what Jesus taught, know Him-
sclf. He is the incarnation of that truth which by
I{im and in Him is revealed to the sons of men.

J

Did He not Himself say, “ I am the way, the truth,

and the life ” ? You have not to take down innumer-
able tomes, nor to pore over iysterious seutences of
double meaning in order to know what our greal
teacher has revealed, you have.but to turn aud gaze
upon His countenance, behold His actions, and note
His spirit, and you know His teaching. He lived what
Ie taught. I we wish to know llim, we may hear
His gentle voice saying * Come and see.” Study His
wounds, and you understand His innermost
philesophy. * To knew Him and Lhe power of His
resurrection '’ is the highest degree of spiritual
learning. Ide is the end of the law and the soul of
the gospel, and when we have preached His word o
the full, we may close by saying, “ Now, of the
things which we have spoken this is the sum,—we
have an high priest who is sel on the righ! hand of
the throne of the majesty in the heavens.”

Nor is Ile alone the prool of llis gospel and the
substance of it, but He is the power and force by
which it spreads., When a Deart is truly broken
for sin, it is by Him that it {s bound up. 1f a man
is converted, il is by Christ, the power of God. If
we enter inlo peace and salvation it is by the gracious
manifestation of Jesus Himself. If men have
enthusiastically loved Christianity, it is because first
of all they loved Christ : for Him apostles laboured,
and for Hiin confessors wecre brave ; for Flim sainis
have suffered the loss of ail things, and for Hin
martyrs have died. Thie power which creales lieroic
consecration is “ Jesus Christ Hiunself.”” The
memories stirred by Ilis name have ruore influence
over men’s hearts than all things else in earth or
heaven. ‘The enthusiasm which is the very life of
our holy cause comies frotn Himself. They who
know not Jesus know not the iifc of truth, but those
who dwell in Him are filled with power, and overflow
so that out of the midst of them streams forth liviug
water. Nor is it only so, beloved; for the power
which propagates the gospel is Jesus Himself. In
heaven He pleads, and therefore does His kingdom
come. ‘ The pleasure of the Lord shall prosper in
His hand.” It is from heaven that He rules all
things so as Lo promote the advance of the truth.
All power is given unto Him in heaven and in earth,
and therefore are we to prociaim [His life-giving word
wilh full assurance of success. Iie causes the wheel
of providence Lo revolve in such a manner as to
help His cause; He abridges the power of tyrants,
overrules the scourge of war, establishes liberty in
nations, opens the mysteries of continents long
unknown, breaks down systems of error, and guides
the current of human thought. He works by a
thousand means, preparing the way of the Lord.
It is from heaven that He shall shortly come, and
when He cometh, wlien Christ Iimself shall put
forth all His might, then shall the wilderness rejoice
and the solitary place be glad. The reserve Iorce
of the gospel is Christ Jesus Himnself. The latent
power which shall at last break every bond, and win
universal dominion, is the energy, the life, the
omnipotence of Jesus [limself. He sleeps in the
vessel now, bul when fle arises and chides the storm
there will be a deep calm. He now for awhilc con-
cealeth Himself in the ivory palaces of glory, but
when He is manifested in tha! day His chariol wheels
