ITH deepest thankfulness to God we send
W forth another report of blessing poured out
by His loving hand upon the more distant
fields of the Elim work Truly we can see the streams
of living water spreading from the Elim wells 1n the
British Isles to the utmost parts of the earth We
are grateful to God for the great honour and privilege
of sendmng forth the glad tidings of redeeming love
to those who sit 1n darkness and the shadow of dearth,
Through God’s blessing on the glorious revival cam-
paigns conducted by Principal George Jeffreys and his
Revival Party, hearts have been opened up to God and
in return for blessing received they commence to
recogmse their indebtedness, and that henceforward
they are to live only to serve the Lord, and to say of
their money, therr influence, their talents, *1 hold
it every hour at His command ' To all those who
loock upon their lives and all that they possess 1n
this way we commend the great opportunity of
helping to spread the glorious Foursquare Gospel
which has brought them such blessing At the Head-
quarters of the Ellm work there 1s a World Crusade

From Pastor Hubert Phillips comes news of a visit
to a gaol at Barberton in the Transvaal He writes
“* The first meet'ng was tn the local gaol where sen-
tries were posted and a visitors' book had to be signed
on entry A convict was the appointed interpreter
There were about 150 persons and all listened atten-
tively The inteipreter gave out hymns and led the
singing', he translated into Afrikanse Warders were
present too Then we went to the hospital where
there were about twenty or thirty patients in bed
Here I gave a short word on ** Come unto Me all ye
that labour and are heavy laden '’ We had no singing
there  Then the big meecting at which were 383

convicts with their cropped hair, blue shirts and white
numbers The warders were perched up on either
side on chairs about six feet high First came 1n
two natives pumping disinfectant into the air, then
a convict choir of twenty-four sang in English one
of Alexander’s hymns. The convict mnterpreter an-
nounced a pre-chosen hymn and most joined 1in with
the tune if not with the words The natives all
squatied on the flcor all the time of the service and
there was a row of officials sitting behind me 1
preached 1n English and the conv.ct interpreted nto
Zulu, the message being based on the words

‘“YE ARE NOT YOUR OwN, "

After the meeung [ went four wniles to the prison
farm where were about seventy lfe-sentenced men,

some of the worst characters in the Transvaal It
was a Joy to tell them of the Great Deliverer
On the way back I came to a large river. I got

out and looked at 1t and decided that the only thing
to do was to try to cross 1t as it was swollen So
I tried and got stuck. I toock off my shoes for the
water was well over the bumpers of the car. I
found then I had to get large stones out of the way
of the wheels and succeeded in pushing the car about
stx yards I repeated this performance and gamed
another six yards and so on all the ume [ could
hardly stand against the current When I got out
of the deepest part a native turned up and together
we pushed the car our. This done, we had to drain
the o1l out of the engimne and put fresh ol in, the
whole affair took about one and a half hours Never-
theless I was none the worse, only tired, after my
experience and preaching six times that day.”

Encouraging reports still come from Pastor Thomas
in Spain  He writes* ‘* The weather is now more
favourable for visiung the villages Two weeks ago
I went to a willage distnboung Gospels, etc  The
people read:ly received the attractive lttle booklets
containing

We also sold

explaining the way of salvation. a
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number of Gospels. In one section of the village the
people seemed to be all Communists, some tried o
argue and biame God for the distress which 1s pre-
valent everywhere and were bitter towards everything
that savoured of rehgion, The women seemed "o .
worse than the men, but in spite of their opposition
to the things of God they simply clamoured for our
Lterature and afterwards readily consented to my
taking a snap of them At one house in this willage
where [ sold a Gospel, the woman asked me if I
had authority from the Pope to sell indulgences She
evidently thought that I was an agent of the Roman
Catholic Church

Last week 1 visited another village and here agan
I found the same spirit of Communism but had no
difficulty 1n distributing the booklets and the tracts,
and 1 sold thirty-two Gospels and two New Testa-
ments It was very evident that the poverty among
the working class people is extreme

The Roman Catholics celebrated Holy Week with
processions through the streets of most of the towns
and cities, this town of ours beng no exception
Images of Christ bearing the Cross raised high upon
a platform and covered with elegant awnings, and
another

IMAGE OF THE VIRGIN MARY

dressed in expensive robes were carried through the
streets on the shoulders of men. The weight of these
platforms must have been tremendous, as there were
at least twenty men carrying each, and they would
not travel more than ten to fifteen yards at a time
without having to rest them on the ground at these
short intervals Preceding these platforms, which
by the way were it up with numerous large candles,
was 2 band and two long lines of men and women
dressed in purple and coloured robes reaching to the
heels and with high peaked cowls on their heads In
some cases the faces were completely covered by these
cowls, there being just two holes for the eyes Most
of those who walked 1n procession carried large hghted
candles 1 their hands Thus they wended their way
slowly through the streets taking hours to complete
the circut from the time they left the church and agam
returned to 1t There were numerous police, all well
armed, walking along the side of the platforms as a
precaution aganst disturbances or disorder

The Roman Catholics make much of the dead Christ,
but thank God we have a living Chrnst, a lving
Saviour who 1s alive for evermore' On Good Friday
we held a service at our church and had a very pre-
cious time The preaching of the Word was blessed
and the Lord spoke to us through the gifts of the
Holy Spint  This was followed by almost all present

Many of our readers have been praymg much for
Calcutta What follows 1s a very mteresting account
from Miss Newsham of the opentng of the House of
Prayer and Good News in Calcutta

** The official opening of the above church—the
foundation store of which was laid on Ist June,K 1933
—was held on 15th Tanuary, 1934 This church was
budt entirely by an Indian family residing in Calcutta

and ;s the first to pe erected in this grear city pro-
claiming the full and glorious gospel of our Lord and
Saviour Jesas Chnist

** Surely the 15th January was a day to be remem-
bered At three o’clock in the afternoon a terrible
earthquake shook Calcutta for eight minutes The
Rev. Mr Boyse of Siswa Bazaar had come down to
perform the opening ceremony while the Rev M
Turner of Jessidy had just arrived, when suddenly
the house szarted swaying and the windows rattling
and we all rushed into the compound wondering how
long we should see our house standing Praise God!
He was very gracious to us, for while in many parts
of India thousands were killed and rendered home-
less, yet Calcutta was saved The spire of St Paul's
Cathedral was badly damaged making 1t impossible
to hold services, and many houses were badly cracked,
but our new church remamned firm and erect What
a testimony ' Surely it 1s

‘ BUILT UPON A FIRM FOUNDATION.'

It 1s rather interesting to note that a week previous
to this, a message in the Spint had been given sav-
ing, ‘ This city shall not be called Forsaken,” and
surely God was spreading His wings above us

‘At s1x pm a great crowd gathered in the new
church and oh! how sweet 1t was.to see our Indian
and Anglo-Indian brothers and sisters singing His
praises for the first time mm the House of Prayer and
Good News One felt the joy of the Lord as all arose
and sang together that glorioas hymn  © All hail the
power of Jesu’s name!’

* Mr Boyse delivered the opening address, giving a
stirring message on Pentecost, and all hearis warmed
as the fire of the Holy Ghost melted our souls and
we surely had a foretaste of that great day when East
and West and North and South shall gather around
His fooistool and proclaim Him Lord of all

** The opening service was followed by two weeks’
carpaigrn meetings conducted by Mr  Turner {Mr
Boyse having to return home owing to the earth-
quake] God’s hand of blessing has rested upon this
work and He has continued to bless in a nch way in
the salvation of souls, the healng of bodies and the
Pentecostal baptism of the Holy Ghost

** Upon entering the church one looks up and sees
above the entrance a cross with the words ¢ Jesus

Part IV —Abraham and Hagar

OME httle t:me after the events recorded in the

last chapter Sarah, and no doubt Abraham too,

becoming mmpatient for the fulfilment of God's
prom;se concerning a son adopted a human plan -
stead of awat.ng God’s ume FHow many of our
sorrows are caused by our impatience and our un-
willingness to await the due time of God’s fulfilment.
However, a point worthy of notice 1s that although
Abraham had received the assurance of a son, he had
not yet been told that Sarah was to be that son’s
mother and he may have thought that the plan pro-
posed by Sarah was to be the fulilment of the divine
promise. It will help also to an explanation of Abra-
ham’s conduct in regard to Hagar if we examne for
a moment some of the records of the past giving the
ancient Sumerian marriage laws  The reader will re-
wember that the Sumernians were the early inhabitants
-of the locality from which Abraham had mgrated
In Sumer, monogamy was the law of the land but 1n
the case of barrenness, so insistent were the demands
of the East for sons to carry on the family name, con-
cubinage was permutted ** The wedding ceremony
'seems to have consisted sumply in the writing and seal-
ing of the tablet—the marriage lines—wherein the pos:-
tion of the two partes was clearly defined ”
The w.fe had a measure of equality with her hushand
for she could keep and dispose of slaves and engage
independently 10 business However a barren wife
could be divorced, taking back her dowry and receiv-
ing' a sum of money

BY WAY OF GCOMPENSATION,

otherwise the husband could take a second wife ** A
wife nught present to her husband one of her own
slaves as a concubipe, on grving birth to a child the
slave woman automatically became free but was by no
means the equal of her old mistress; indeed should
she rashly aim at becommg her rival, the mstress
would reduce her again to slavery and sell her or
-otherwise get rid of her from the house ¥

The ewil of this measure, however, soon appeared in
rits effects and Hagar, at the prospect of becoming a
mother, became so exalted in her own sight that she
no longer gave Sarab the respect due o her Sarah,
‘by that reaction which 1s often observed i human
<haracter, now began to regard with dislike the one
whe had been the instrument of her own designs and
also, no doubt, remembering the Sumernian laws of
which mention has been made above, determined to
deal harshly with her rival

Hagar fled from her muscress, intending probably
to return to Egypt, but was met by the angel of the
‘Lord who gave her the comforting assurance that she
“was not forsaken and that her son would be a ‘“‘wild

man [Hebrew, ‘a wild ass man '], his hand will be
agamst every man, and every man’s hand w.ll be
agamst um and he shall dwell in the presence of all
his brethren "’ (Gen xwi 12)

Remarkably, for more than 3,000 years has this
prophecy been fulfilled Other nations have waxed
and waned have nsen to world domination and 1n
their turn been dominated The empires of Assyria,
Persia, Greece and Rome have all

the Arab None has driven him from his home or
has been able to curb his free roving spint, he has
ever dwelt m the presence of all his brethren Like
the wild ass, the Arab has been untameable, his hand
agamnst every man. Even to-day, with Palestine again
the nauonal home for the Jews, the Arab sull dwells
tn the presence of his brethren and the descendants of
Ishmael still prove a thorn in the side of the descen-
dants of Isaac. How wonderfully has this prophecy
been fulfilled and what a proof of the mnspiration of
the Scriptures! -

Some fourteen years pass and one day as Abraham
was siting 1m his tent, the Lord, accompamed by
two angels, appeared to un  with  the sorrowful
trdings of judgment upon the wicked cues of the
plain.

The story of Abraham’s faithful intercession on be-
half of these cities and of its faillure because of their
total depravity ; of God's merciful warning to Lot and
his family and of therr escape; of the judgment by
fire. which befell Sodom and Gomorrah, all these are
so well known that it 1s not necessary to enter into
details There are, however, two points that will be
made clearer by a reference to discoveries made .n the
vicinity of the Dead Sea

That the surroundmg district was of a brruminous
nature 15 proved by Genesis xiv 10, where the Vale
of Siddim, which lay probably to the north of Sodom,
15 said to have been full of shime pns In fact the
limestone hulls of the neighbourhood are so

SATURATED WITH BITUMEN
as to have become perfectly black and t¢ burn hke
coal It 1s this stone which 15 used for black orna-
ments and sold in Palestine as Dead Sea stone  When
polished it resembles black marble

It 1s also known that there exist quantiites of
petroleum 1n this neighbourhood and from the narra-
tive mm Genesis x1x we see that the destruction was
sudden and unexpected, that it was caused by *“*brim-
stone and fire '’ ; that these were rained down from
the sky, that a dense column of smoke ascended to a
great height, like the smoke of a furnace and that
along with, or immediately after, the fire there was
an emission of brime or saline mud capable of en-
crusting bodres

In this description we can see a bitumen, or
petroleum, eruption simmlar to those which, on a
smaller scale, have been so destructive in the oil
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regions of U.S A ‘' They anse from the existence
of reservoirs of compressed nflammable gas, along
with petroleum and water, existing at considerable
depths below the surface When these are penetrated
as by a well or borehole, the gas escapes with ex-
plosive force, carrying petroleum with 1t, and when
both have been ignited, the petroleum rains down n
burning showers and floats in flames over the ejected
water, while a dense smoke towers high into the amr
and the inrushing draught may produce a vortex,
carrying upward to a still greater herght and distnibut-
ing still more widely the burning matenal, which 1s
almost 1nextinguishable and most

and to buildings.”

Although, as we have seen, the natural condition of
the plain of Sodom was such as to make its destruc-
tion by fire possible, yet we must not forget the pro-
vidential character of this catastrophe. The *' Lord
ramed upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone
and fire from the Lord out of heaven ”" and thus did
rebuke sin, providing a warming for all time that when
destitute of ‘‘ ten righteous men '’ judgment must
come The world little knows what 1t owes to the
unknown and ofen despised followers of the Lord
Jesus Christ They are the salt of the earth, preserv-
ing it from corruption and many times the prayers of
the godly have withheld from destruction some modern
Sodom  When, upon the second advent of Christ,
the believers are taken out of this world then swiftly
will 1ts final corruption be consummated and sudden
destruction come upon them (I. Thess v 2, 3)

One further point needs explaming, namely, the
tragedy of Lot's wife, who became a pillar of salt
because she, 1n her regret for the loss of the pleasures
of the life she had loved too well, hung back behind
the rest and was overwhelmed by the storm

One writer says, ‘* It 1s curtous how many difficul-
ties are caused by the deliberate or unconscious
neglect of that ordinary common sense m dealing with
accounts 1n the Bible which we freely use in dealing
with any other history  Thus supposing that we were
to read that someone in the Alps was overtaken by a
snowstorm, fell into a deadly stupor, and became a
‘pillar of snow * we should understand the writer
to be using

to tell of a perfectly possible occurrence

Lot’s wife, as she stood staring about, was ‘¢ sud-
denly wrapt in a sheet of nitro-sulphureous matter,
which congealing into a crust as hard as stone, made
her appear a pillar of salt, her body being, as it were,
candied 1n 1t > Let us picture for a moment this
terrific storm of lightning and tempest which burst
upon the doomed district, the lightming igniung the
bitumen pits, this followed by an eruption, which like
a flow of lava, caught up and overwhelmed Lot’s wife

At the destruction of Pompen mm AD 79 by an
eruption of Vesuvius many of the inhabitants were
overwhelmed by the storm and were Lterally coated
by the showers of fine ash and red-hot cnders,
mngled with water, which fell upon the doomed town
It has been possible to recover the exact form and

features of those who died i this way Thus a dog
was discovered to have been stramming at 1ts leash,
while seeking to escape from the overwhelming
horror, a soldier died on guard at his post, refusing
to run for safety, and an old man, apparently too ill
to flee, died where he lay

There 1s also an instance recorded by Aventinus
who states that in his time '‘about fifty country
peopie, with their cows and calves, were, 1n Carin-
thia, destroyed by the strong and suffocating sahine
exhalations which arose out of the earth immed:ately
upon the earthquake of 1348 They were by this
reduced to saline statues or pillars,

and the historian tells us that they had been seen by
himself and the chancellor of Austria ’'*

The heroic faith of Abraham would itself make a
fitting subject for a whole chapter but nowhere was
his faith so tested as in the command to offer his
son Isaac (Gen xxn 2) The enemies of the Bible
have sought from this story to hold up the Serip-
tures to ridicule, claimmg that it justifies the horrible
practice of human sacrifice

That there was a fierce rifual n ancient Babylonia
which demanded human sacrifice we know from the
records of the past and an ancient Babylonian text
reads

' The offspring who raises his head among
mankind,
The offspring for his life he gave;
The head of the offspring for the head of
the man he gave:
The neck of the offspring for the neck of
the man he gave ”’

Coming from such a country, Abraham was to be
taught a better way and the whole story, instead of
teaching human sacrifice positively forbuds 1t 1n these
words, ‘‘ Lay not thine hand upon the lad, neither
do thou anything unto him »’ (Gen xxu 12).

Actually, God did not command Abraham to slay
Isaac when He said *“ offer lum for a burnt offering ™

as the origmal word used m the Hebrew i1s alah
which Iiterally mears ‘‘ to cause to go up’’ Thus
“all Abraham was commanded to do was to *' cause

Isaac to go up on to the altar for a burnt offering.”
There ts another word which actually means *'to
slaughter ” (Heb , Zabach) but the Lord did not use
ts word Thus we see that Abraham was simply
told to lay Isaac upon the altar as

A WHOLE OQOFFERING

to God Whether God would require him to take
the further step and slay his son, he did not know and
would not know unti! the first command had been
obeyed That Abraham d.d exactly what God com-
manded him we know from the New Testament com-
mentary upon the event for we read ‘' Abraham
offered up Isaac” (Heb x1 17) When, however,
Abraham took the knife to slay his son and thus went
a step further than the original command necessitated,
God sent an angel to stay his hand and by this divine

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lesson taught the founder of that race, which God
intended io be the channel through which He would
bless the whole human family, His abhorrence of
‘human sacrifice

Recent investigations at the site of the ancient city
of Gezer prove that the early Canaanites were exceed-
ingly cruel and explain why the Israclites were later
commanded to drive them out of the land Mr
Macallster, m the course of the excavations, uncoered

** high place 7’ and found that the whole of the area
of this high place was a cemetery of new-born
infants, none of which was more than a week old
Some of the bones bere evident marks of fire and all
were deposited 1n jars, the body bemng put m hecad
first This was no doubt an illustration of that hoi-
rible practice, so constantly denocunced by the pro-

phets of Israel, of passing children through the fire
to Moloch or Baal

In conclusion one might mention a seeming contra-
diction between Genesis xxu 1 where it says,

“ G000 DD TEMPT ABRAHAM,”

and James 1 13 where 1t 1s said, ** God tempteth no
man ”* The old English word *° tempt’’ 15 some-
times used in the sense of *‘ prove ” or ‘‘ test ”’ as
in the case of Abraham In this sense Shakespeare
uses 1t mn the line, ** In tempting of your patence
{King Henry VIII., 1 2)

While God may often prove our farth or test our
faithfulness He never tempts, n the sense of enticing,
man to s, thus in the second meanming of the word

Genesis 1 15-19 speaks
of a ** bruising of the seed of the woman,” pam anrd
danger i childpirth, and physical death, as the result
of yreldmng to evil control It 1s perfectly plain to
any that Satan’s baleful influence continues to this
very day Sickness 1s not sent by the Almighty, for
He 1s wholly pure He can, however, and does, at
times permit sickness to reach us, for a purpose known
only to His mfinite wisdom (cf. John 1x 3)

We take a big step forward in history, to the
coming of Messiah Himself Repeatedly the Gospels
tell us that ° He went about doing good,” and heal-
ing many sick folk  He spoke always with authortty,
“T will  Be thou clean ' “ [ say unto you, Come
out of him, and enter no more mto hun' "  ** Be
opened '’ ** Daughter, I say unto thee, Arise'”
He showed Himself to be perfectly Master over
disease, and even over death itself ** Lazarus .s
dead . Lazarus, come forth!’ There 1s no
recorded faillure He spake, and 1t was done

This same power He commutted to His disciples
when He sent them forth (Matt x 8) Before His
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The prayer of faith shall save the Slck"

death He promsed that His followers should be given
power to perform His works, even when He Himself
was gone (John xiv. 12}

WHEN THE INFANT CHURCH

It would
seem so It 1s rather hard to distinguish this teach-
ing from Buddh:st doctrine concerming the illusion of
sense, and the Wheel of Things from which one must
strive to free oneself! What concord hath Chrnist
and ‘¢ Christtan Science '’ ?

“In the beginning was the Word (Logos), and
the Word was with God, and the Word was God,"
says the Apostle John ‘“The true Logos 1s
demonstrably Christian Science,’ says Mrs Eddy
" The Virgm-mother conceived this 1dea of God (1 e,
that God s the only author of man) and gave to her
ideal the name of Jesus ' ** Christ, Truth, was
demonstrated through Jesus Jesus represented
Christ, the true idea of God ' ** We were recon-
ciled to God by the (seeming) death of His Son "
(The parentheses are in the original )} ** Jesus
restored Lazarus by the understanding that Lazarus

never had died, not by admussion that his body had
died and then lived again’’

We would much like to know why, if Jesus came
as the revealer of Truth, 1t was only n the nineteenth
century that mortals first knew the meaning of His
teaching  Without stating it in so many words, such
teaching wvirtually exalts the founder of Chrisuan
Sctence to the place of a second Chrst!

It seems that we have all been astray during these
centuries—f{rom Paul downwards, we are all groping
in the musts of error But one pomnt at least 1s

carefully
LEFT WITHOUT EXPLANATION.

Our Lord said that He would send the Holy Ghost,
““To guide vus mto all truth " But Mrs Eddy says
the Holy Ghost i1s ** Divine Science, the develop-
ment of eternal Life, Truth, and Love” Why was
He {or it} so long in coming? Surely we were
guided, rather, into error! By sheer force of logic,
we are driven to thmk that there never were real
Christians on earth since our Lord’s day, until the
preaching of Chnisttan Science began to convert a
{presumably} heathen world!

These are awful blasphemies We must, mn all
charity, beheve that Chrisnan Scientists do not realise
the full implications of theirr own beliefs. If they
did, reverence would make them pause

The last point with which we have space to deal
concerns the efficacy of praying for the sick. James
tells us to * pray one for another, that ye may be
healed *' (James v 16). Mrs Eddy contends that

a mere request that God will heal the sick has no
more power to gain more of the divine presence
than 1s always at hand . The common custom of
praywing for the recovery of the sick finds help in blind
unbelief, whereas help should come from the en-
lightened understanding

To this we reply, the Holy Scriptures give abundant
proof of their inspiration and accuracy  Their author-
ship 1s quite plamnly more than human Twenty
centuries of experience and study and prayer le
behind the corporate witness and work of the Church
of God Paul says that Christians themselves are

known and read of all men By wnat authority does
Science and Heallh presume to set itself above the
Holy “Word and the Church’s umited testimony?
Science, yes—but hardly Chnstan!

May we, i conclusion, gne Mrs Eddy’s version
of the Lord’s Prayer ‘Our Father-Mother God, all-
harmonious, adorable One, Thy kingdom is come,
Tnou art ever-present Enable us to know—as in
heaven so on earth--God 1s omnipotent, supreme
Give us grace for to-day, feed the fam,shed affections,
And Love 1s reflected in love, And God leadeth us not
into temptation. But delivereth us from sin, disease,
and death For God is infinite, all-power, all Life,
Truth, Love, over all, and All

HAT an unexpected chmax! Who could
‘X/ have foreseen such a splendid termination
to such a terrible expertence Everything
foretold black and irremediable disaster Not a rit
mn the clouds from which one mught gather comfort
or hope Those hungry flames spoke of inevitable
doom The strength of those bonds forbade all thought
of escape The relentless hatred of those Babylonish
captors excluded all hope of reprieve
And yet what precious discoveries I owe to the
fire I thought that the fire was my foe, but I found
it was my friend I imagwed that 1t would strip me,
and lo, 1t was made to serve me I saw the fire as an

tion Had 1 not compassed the whole length and
breadth of the realm of truth, and therefore needed
the teachmg of no man? But the fire made an end
of all this
Till the fire came I moved 1n some small groove of
self-satisfaction—my whole lfe revolved m a tiny
sectanian circle It was in the furnace that I dis-

PRAYER may be dealt with under three heads,
viz —

1 The Why of Prayer

2 The How of Prayer

3 The When of Prayer

1 The why of prayer

There seems to be at first sight, something strangely
mconsistent about prayer, for if (as we are told) our
heavenly Father knows what we have need of before
we ask, why should 1t be necessary to make our wants
and petitions known, as we say we do?

There are many reasons for this, God has definstely
commanded 1t After makig His great promises to
the House of Israel He says, ““ [ will yet for this be
enquired of, to do 1t for them *’

“ Ye have not because ye ask not,”’ but ** Every
one that asketh receiveth "’ There ts evidently a needs
be for both prayer and faith which 1s above the com-
mon understanding  For of the town of Nazareth
we read, that He could not do any mughty works there
because of their unbelief So that our faith enables
God 'We are also in the position of aliens on the
earth, strangers and foreigners, and pilgrims

Those who are energised by the prince of the power
of the air are the subjects of the prince of this world

It 15 to another government that we appeal In
prayer, just as a citizen of Kome would appeal unto
Casar from any part of the world, so can the citizens
of the heavenly ciry, the New Jerusalem appeal to the
principalities and powers

IN THE HEAVENLY PLACES,

over which Christ has donunion  And just as the
prayer of a British subject, 1n any part of the worla
to-day, would give the home government the right
to intersvene, and demand redress for wrorg, and satis-
faction for mnjury, so does our appeal to heaven enable
God to act on our behalf

And we are not only subjects of the kingdom of God,
but we are ambassadors, nay more, we ourselves are
kings and pricses, and as vicegerents of God, we can
ask for anything  Nothing 1s 1mpossible to believing
prayer it s in fact almughty

Many pcople think that what God wills must of
necessity take place, but this 1s by no means the case
God wills much good to mankind, which never comes
to the individual It 1s for us as kings and priests
to say when and where this good that God wills shalf
descend  For why are we priests, if it 1s not that we
should exercise the prestl right of intercession for
poor humanity®  If we reign as kings, 1t is not for
our own good, but for that of our subjects The
disciple 15 not above his Master, and He came not to
be ministered unto but to mimister not to be served,
but to serve

Were His all mights of prayers for Himself, think
you? Not s0, but for you and me, and

FOR EVERY CREATURE
that breathes, who through Him and through us

shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption,
into the glorious lLiberty ot the children of God
But by what means® By prayer without ceasing
For although we know not how to pray as we ought,
the Spirit Himselt makles intercession for us, with un-
utterable groanings, and the whole creation groans
together with us 1n travaiu pains, waiting for the birth
of the new creation, the new heaven and the new earth

2 The how of praver

The first essential of prayer is fauth, but faith sselt
15 the gift of God We can take Christ for our faith,
as we took Him for our justification It 1s not our
own faith, but the faith of Gorl and of Christ So
Paul says i Galatians 1 20 *“ I live by the faith ot
the Son of God,” and in Mark x1 22 we are told to
* Have the faith of God

In the spiritual world, failure has but one cause,
the want of faith The power of believing prayer 1s
simply irresistible real faith can never be dis-
appointed The new creation has brought us back
to our original destiny  has restored Ged's image and
likeness, together with the power to have dominion
With holy boldness we may make known what we
will  The .

to come begin to be at our dispesal  Our pravers
bestow or withhold the blessiags of God As sons
of God we determine by our prayers the history of
the earth Each of us as God’s kings and priests
obtain and dispense the good things of heaven

All power 1s put into the hands of redeemed man
it Jesus Chnist  His Spirit breathes in us what He
wants to ask and obtain through us The inspired
praycr, the prayer energised by the Holy Spiric 1s
infallible It is this that builds us up n our most

If we ask when should we pray? the answer is
““Men ought always to pray " *‘ Pray without
ceasing In everything let your requests be made
known unto God Be

ANX10US FOR NOTHING,

but roll thy way upon the Lord, and commut every-
thing to Hum, by a habit of contmual prayer, which
becomes a second nature And though your desires
may not be articulated, yet while we wart upon Cod,
in silence, not only of the outward but the inward
man, then the Holy Spirit maketh intercession for us
with sighings unutterahle We may not know what
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He prays for, but He maketh intercession through us
as prayer instruments, according to the will of God
Thus by the ejaculatery prayer for felt needs, and
momentary guidance, and by an attitude of desire to-
wards God, corstantly mamta.ned, we can pray with-
out ceasing But this attitude needs special fimes of
retirement to be alone with God. If our Saviour
needed these how much more we The Psalmist says
i one place, ** seven times a day,” 1 another,
" morning, noon, and mght *’

The apostles even after Pentecost said, ‘' We will
give ourselves to prayer 7 QOur true aim should not
be to work much, but to pray much, and then to
work enough for the power obtained in prayer to find
1its way through us to men Every one that has
been greatly used of God has been a man of prayer.
Luther prayed three hours a day  Bramwell six
hours, and John Knox used to spend whole nights 1n
prayer But in order to do this, we must learn to
walt upon God in silence

“1 had in the past,” said an old samnt of God,
committed an immense mistake, I had been doing

quiet enough to hear God speak '' We should wart
mn silence until the mind 1s cleared of all its precon-
ceptions Qur atutude should be that of the listener,
the learner We should keep the soul open for the
sacred message, with a greater mtensity than the
astronomer at the moment of the deepest expectancy,
when finung lus gaze upon the eclipse, he guves his
undivided attention to the supreme moment  Then
shall we have the open ear of the learner, which s
awakened morning by morning to hear the voice of
the silence, in words which cannot return unto Him
void, but must accomplish that whereto He sent them.

* But the voice of the Churches was
silent, except when raised in denuncia-
tion The result was that those who
came 1mnte this blessing formed them-

““They did not returm to the Church
where thev would be denounced Some
ot the muusters had been endued with
this wonderfu! Holy Ghost power, but
they could not spare the time to organise
the movement But Ged had Ilis man,
and m 1915 George Jeffreys set hus hand
to the task of orgamsation’
