10us leader of the past ever advanced such an

astonishing claim Why not? Because they
were ail from beneath, theirr systems were of the
world  Nor will any future religious teacher make
such a statement. He alone is from above, He alone
15 not of this woild  Therefore everything of Him-
selr, His Person, His Life, His character, His words,
and His works, must be supernatural

The question, ** Wy did such a One come into the
world, who was not of it, who came from above? '’
1 an unportant one Did He come to establish a
new religion® We answer at once most emphatically,
No! He came for something infinitely greater than
that. But this demands our most careful examination
The question 1s before us. ‘‘ Is Christianity a re-
higion? ™’

“N EVER man spake hke this Man '’ No relg-

I. Religron and tts ongmn.

We have accustomed ourselves to call Christiamty
a religion  Are we right in calling Chrnstanity a
religion®  The average man will say at once, of course
Christianity 1s one of the religions of the world, and
n saywng so he places Christianity on the same level
with Hmdwsm, Buddlusm, Zoroastrianism, and Islam
This 1s a vital subject,

Let us see first,

“WHAT IS RELIGION? ™

Many answers have been ventured, none of them
wholly satisfying  Religion comes from the Latin
religiv. Even with the Romans this was a doubtful
word. Cicero derived 1t from the verb religere, ** to
gather up, to take up, to consider and ponder ™’
Seneca defined 1t by saying, °“ Cognoscere Deum et
wtar, *'—to know God and to umutate., It would
take hours to follow all the definitions of religion found
in the history of philosophy. We cannot quote the
opimons of Kant, Fichte, Schlelermacher, and others
Nor can we mention the words of great theologians
about religion  The truth is, a satisfactory defimition
of religion is still lacking  One of the greatest scholars
of comparative religion declared * With regard to
religion itself 1t 1s extremely difficult to give a satisfy-
g explanation *’

Equally difficult 1s 1t to explain the ongin of re-
hgion It is shrouded for the philosopher and
scientist, in mystery  Yet religlon 1s a universal
instinct of the human race. This rebgious mstinct 1s
confined exclusively to our race. Below man 1s the
amimal world; between the two, a gulf which can
never be bridged You can take a chimpanzee, teach
him how to use a knife and fork, how to smoke a pipe
or a cigurette, but you can never teach him to pray
He has no religious instinct  Above man are the
angels, another world of beings They worship, they
praise, they are servants; but they know nothing of

Therefore 1 say only the human race has
A RELIGIOUS INSTINCT.

It 15 umversal There has never lived on earth, even
m the remotest past, a single tribe destitute of some
kind of a rehgion

It s quite true that m years gone by, when exploreis
wene mnto the unknown intenors of continents, when
they discovered new races and tribes ot men, they
often came back with the report that they had a:
last found human beings, halt animal, without any
religious conception whatever  But when the 1us-
stonary followed the explorer, he soon told a diflerent
story. Even the lowest canmbals worship something.
Everywhere, 1n every conunent, and in the isles of
the sca we find religion Nor 1s religion as found
to-day among all races a recent thing The very
earlies: records of the human race, such as the
Sumerian mnscriptions, and others, testify ali of re-
higious beliefs  The fact 1s, the older the records the
stronger the religious sentiment engraven upon them

What, then, 1s the origin of tlus interesting reltgious
phenomena? Where does it come from? How did 1t
origwnater?

The Evolutionist tries to give an answer  But he
cannot answer anything. He tells us something like
this: Man did not only pass through a physical pro-
cess of evolution, but he also experienced a mental
evolution He gradually acquired a conscience and
then began to realise a need for his newly-acquired
soul He started mn religious concepuon at the

religion

Tliey pomnt to the religlons of some of the savage races
Living to-day, those who are fetish worshippers. They
claim they represent the first religious instinct of the
race 1 the beginning, the religion of the cave man,
whuch is absolutely untruc  Then, after man had wor-
shipped an inamimate object, a piece of wood, a stone
or something else, he learned semething better. He
began to worship the sun, the moon, the stars. He
also received the conception of unseen spirits, he
worshipped spinits, his ancestors and heroes ‘Then
he mvented different gods and saw their representa-
tion in different amimals, and so he became a wor-
shipper of animals  But he still advanced and through
philosophers he received different views, monotheism
came into existence with certan trnibal gods Thus 1t
1s taught that the Hebrews had a tribal god by the
name of Jehovah Still religious beliefs advance and
we find in this chain of development our Christramty
Then they 1eli us that Chrisbanity 1s but a stepping
stone, that it is not the final religlon A better one,
more adapted to the needs of human progress, 1s yet
to be discovered If I read Modermism anght, tls
1s its real goal to displace true Christianity But
this evolutionustic argument 1s smashed hopelessly by
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the fact that the most ancient religions are the highest
developed and are monotheistic.
But what 1s the real ongm of religion® The Bible
answers this question for us
THE INFALLIBLE SCRIPTURES

tell us that man did not onginate in an indefinable
slime-p1t, but that he 1s the offspring of God, the
direct creation of God' Though the Biblical account
1s brief, yet it 1s sufficient to assure us that our first
parents knew God and had cemmunmion wiath Him
The first man possessed superior intelligence He had
knowledge as to the creation over which he was
placed as lord He gave names to ali cattle, to the
fowl of the air, and to every beast of the field

But something happened  Man, mst¢ad of climb-
ing upward, fell downward By disobedience he be-
came a sinner, and alenated from his Maker Fellow-
shup with God was severed and the first man was
expelled from the presence of God. From tbat
presence he carried in his bosom what sull 1s found
in every human breast It is a threefold consctous-
ness God-consciousness,  Sm-consciousness,  and
eternity-consciousness. Thus the race started with
the knowledge of God

What happened 13 more fully revealed 1n that
master document which Coleridge called ** the pro-
foundest document ever placed n human hands,’” the
Epstle to the Romans Here we read in the first
chapter ** Because that which may be known of God
1s manifest i them, for God hath shewed 1t unto
them For the mwisible things of Him from

are clearly scen, bemng understood by the things that
are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so
that they are without excuse "’ Just what we have
said, man knew God. But furthermore we read
** Because that, when they knew God, they glorfied
Hiun not as God, neither were thankful, but became
vain in therr tmaginations, and theiwr foolish heart was
darkened Professing themselves to be wise they be-
came fools And changed the glory of the uncor-
rupt:ble God into an image made hke to corruptible
man, and to four-footed beasts, and creeping things
Here we have an inspired account of the ongin and
growth of relgion

Man started with the knowledge of God He turned
away from God and the knowledge he had received
Then he tried to find out God by searching, to know
God by wisdom, to find a2 way back to God, to be
reconciled, and tried to solve the emgma of ¢ndless
existence He drifted from error to error Thus the
hundreds upon hundreds of religious systems and be-
liefs came into existence They became idolaters and
went down deeper and deeper, with a corresponding
moral degradation But lhsten! All these religious
systems, even the highest, hke Brahmanism,
Buddhism, Zoroastrianism, could not bring God to
man, nor could they bring man back to God, nor
satisfy the needs of the human soul

Here then i1s our question -

There 1s no clash anfwhere. God promises i pro-
pltccy how He will meet the need of His cicature
through the sutfering and the glory of One who should
come 1nto the world

Such a harmomous revelation of God as that tound
m the Old Testament 1s unknown 1n the so-called
Sacred Wrniungs ot the East, They are nothing but
miserable productions from beneath, of this world
But a the Old Testament God speaks The crticsm
and rejection of the Old Testament 1s therefore a very
serious thing It means nothing less than the destruc-
tion of the foundation of Christianity  Impeach the
truthfulness of the Old Testament and you must tm-
peach Chnst and fnally all true Christiamity  This
has uften been demonstrated by men who started with
the destructive criticism of the Word of God and

It 1s both unnatural and natural We do not
believe that God created a class of beings with this
in view, that they should hive lives of misery, disease,
and sorrow, and finally death and the grave We
believe that death is in the world on account of sin
Therefore physical death s unnatural But 1t is also
natural, for man has sinned and therefore dies

But if there 15 a Being who has never sinned, One
who never transgressed and who always pleased God
in perfect obedience, what then? I turn to Death
and ask, “* O Death, 1ell me, hast thou a claim on
this holy, perfect, sinless man? Can thy cold hand
touch His body?  And Death answers back to me,
‘““No!' I have no power over that man "' The Lord
Jesus Christ, because He knew no sin, had not de-
served death No one could take His life No stone
hurled at Him could ever strike Him  Hands were
ready to cast Him down the mountainside It was
frurtless  The ship m which the true and perfect Man
rested, filled with water

IT COULD NOT SINK,

No one could take His life  And when He dies, He
dies the death which had been in a supernatural way
planned before the foundation of the world He died
for sinners He was made sin for us And with His
death are connected the supernatural facts of redemp-
tion If Christ died as a martyr, if He died for His
principles, 1f He died as other men die, if this were
tree, I could hft my hand of clay to heaven and
charge an all-righteous God with having committed
the most unrighteous act possible But He did not
die for His principles, or as a martyr, nor was He
put to death by man; He gave Himself He died to
be the Saviour of men. Deep is this truth, the sacri-

fictal death of One who knew no sin, the Creator
dying for the creature’s sin  Well nigh unfathomable
for the finite mind of man But hearts can believe
1t and experience its power.

4 A fourth fact 15 the supernatural survival of
the Christ who died Of Him 1t could never be true,
** Dust to dust and ashes to ashes ' His body could
not see corruption, for corruption is the process on
account of sin He arose from among the dead
The evidences of the physical resurrection of the Lord
Jesus Christ are so powerful thar only those can reject
them who are wilfully blind, or who, n self-will,
refuse to accept the evidence They talk of a spiritual
resurrection It 1s sheer nonsense

CHRIST AROSE PHYSICALLY.

He ascended upon high  He 1s at the nght hand of
God as the Prest and Advocate of His people Wil
you have still more evidence® The existence of the
Church on earth, always victorious, never conquered
by the gates of hell, always prevailing, is an evidence
that her Head 15 risen, that He lives And so is your
experience as a true Christian believer. Hallelujah !
Christ is not a religious leader, but a risen, glonfied,
all-powerful and all-victorious Lord The truth of
resurrection as revealed in Chrnshamty, is unique
again  No other systems have it in this wonderfu!
way

5 But let us consider next the supernatural mes-
sage which Christianity brings It is not a religious
message but a message of something higher and

better What 1s the message of relipion? What are
the demands of religion® Dot Give! Sacrfice’
Then a merciful God will inchine His ear. Hence we

such a message s unknown in all the religions of the
world, that the doctrine of righteousness by faith is
the exclusive message of Christfanity What a mes-
sage' It offers glories untold to man ruined and in
shame It reaches dnwn to the Jowest depth and Iifts
out of the horrible pit and the miry clay, and bfts,
lifts, Nifts, till the smnner rests forgiven on the bosom
of a loving Father

6 Christianity gives what no earthly religion can
give, supernatural power This power 1s the power of
the Holy Spirit It is not obtamned by sacrifice, or by
Tabour of anv kind, but 1t is God's gift likewise The
Holy Spirit by His power imparts life, and man be-
comes the partaker of the divine Nature This begins
the new lfe. He gives power to live in righteous-

.
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ness, power to serve, power to pray, p0wer't0 suffer
He comes 10 possess man, to be his Guide, his Helper,
his Comfort He dwells in the heart of lum who be-
lieves, and abides there till the work 1s done. And
here we may listen agam to His voice *‘I am from
above , I am not of this world '’ The same words
were spoken by our Lord on another occasion He
spoke these words of His own * They are not of
this world, even as I am not of this world ** Glorious
Word !

the Lord Jesus Christ. He who came once will come
again. He who was sent once of God will be sent
again  Over and over again He promised to return
All Chnistian teaching, Christian service and Christian
hope centre in this event If it never takes place,
then all I have spoken to you at this time falls to the
ground, 1s hallucination instead of revelation, and we
might just as well close our Bibles for ever.

But if this future,
SUPERNATURAL MANIFESTATION

takes place, then 't will prove to be a demonstrat: n
of every word I have spoken, and in that manifest.-
tion, He who spoke the words we have read, will e
demonstrated as the One who 1s from above and not
of this world And this supernatural manifestation
will surely come We are heading for it Tt will
mean the complete defeat of Modernism and every
form of infidelity Modernism denies brazenly eve:y
one of these supernatural facts of Christlanity and
dishorestly clamns that honoured word *¢ Christian *
With Modernism there is no such thing as an infal-
lible revelation of God, an infalible Chrst, who dicd
for our sins, who rose agam, who has given the one
message of salvation, who has sent the Holy Spirit,
and who is coming again

But in the midst of all the chaos of our times, vou
and I and the entire true Church will hold fast whar
we have and contend earhestly for the faith once and
for all delivered unto the saints till we hear HMic
‘ Well done, thou good and faithful servant

“Christ, Our Passover, is Sacrificed for Us”

N I Conntlians v 7 Christ is presented to us as
I the fulfilment of the Passover Did you ever

think how great was the self-assertion of Jesus
when He la:d His hand upon that most ancient and
sacred of Jewish rites, the Passover, and brushed it
aside as fulfilled in Himself? This 1s what He did
when He instituted the Lord’s supper to express the
fulness of its accomplishment Jesus claimed, there-
by, to be just what Paul calls Him here, the Pass-
over sacrifice, or, as John the Baptist presented Him,
‘“ the Lamb of God >’ (John 1 29)

Christ crucified 1s therefore the foundation stone of
redemption  Of this great central truth the paschal
lamb 1s one of the most perfect types in Scripture

The lamb was taken on the 10th Nisan and kept
till the 14th at eve {(Exod xu) This corresponds
with the four-day mterval between Chrst’s public
enlry into Jerusalem and His crucifixion {cf I Peter
1 18-20) Perhaps it 1s also significant that from the
time the first promise of the Redeemer was given
(Gen i 15) until the Redeemer’s death, there were
four millenmal days, 4,000 years)

In the Passover mght after the blood had been ap-
plied to the doorpost, the token that redemption had
been individually approprated, the roast lamb was to
be eaten The fact that 1t was not to be eaten raw
but *‘ roast with fire ”’ brought out the truth that
men need a Saviour who has gone through the fires

of wrath against sin To be an admirer of Jesus .as
a mora! Teacher 1s far different from feed:ng upon Hun:
as the One who suffered vicariously for us

Mark, too, that the whole of it was to be eaten,
nothing left over until the morming It 1s a whole
Christ we need We need the holiness of His life, 1i«
devotedness of His death, the efficacy of His blood, the
power of His resurrection, the digmty of His as-
cension, the glory of His second comung To leaw
any of this 1s to be an under-nourished Christian

So ‘“let us kecp the feast,’’ as Paul exhorts (verst
8) The Chnstan hfe 1s to be the perpetual feast of
the redeemed We cannot enjoy 1t, however, until the

One of the saints tells us that it

One has only to study even casually the religions
of the world, and the teachings of its great leaders,
lo discover that the great defect in all human philo-
sophy and wisdom 1s its mnabihty to produce anything
with a universal appeal  Science might do for the
learned, art for the cultured, and pagan philosophy for
the oriental mystic, while many present-day doctrines
may attract their groups of followers, but

THE FACT STILL REMAINS,

that none of these things can in itself appeal to the
world at large Where then can we find something
with a message that will demand a hearing from

everybody irrespective of temperamental or national
differences® The answer 15, ‘“ In the gospel of Jesus
Christ ** There 15 sometiung in the swect story of
Jesus that appeals to all men To the rieh man it 18
the story of Him who was rich, but for our sules
became poor, to the poor man 1t 15 the call of the
lowly Nazarene, who had not where to lay His head,
to the sorrowful and burdened it 1s a ray of heaven’s
sunbght, and to the outcast and the hcathen in the
gloom which centuries of idolatry have left hum, 1t
sounds forth with hope and deliverance, as the mes-
sage to the * whosoever '’ Some nf the most pro-
minent Bible words in reference to the gospel are
““all,” * whoscever,”” ‘‘ everyone”  Yes, it 15 the
one and only message that meets everybody's nced
On the basis of a common and unmiversal condemna-
tton (Rom i 23), 1t offers a nccessary salvation, and
