weeks the campaign was 1n progress some hundreds
signified their acceptance of the glorious gift of eternal
life, many notable works of healing were wrought by
the hand of the hving Chnst, and Christians of all
denominations recerved instruction and blessing from
the messages from the Word of God
East London has rot forgotten the remarkable cam-
paigns of ten years ago, when the largest halls of
the district

ONE of my colleagues remarked that I had made

COULD NOT CONTAIN THE CROWDS

that flocked to the meetings Ample provision was
made for the people this time by the erection of a
huge canvas rtabernacle with seating capacity for
about 3,000, but even this was taxed to its utmost
limits  As there are a number of Foursquare Gospel
churches in the locality the congregations were formed
largely of believers However, the unsaved were at-
tracted 1n large numbers, and many left the tent with
something more than they had when they came in—
and thar something was the more abundant life which
Jesus gives

One cannot easily forget the intensely spirjtual
atmosphere of the meetings, the spint of conviction,
the hunger for God, or the great joy which greeted
the announcement of great miracles of healing Many
will treasure the memory of that scene on the first
Sunday might of the campaign, when a dear sister
who, stricken with tuberculosis, had been brought to
the afternoon meeung by an ambulance and prayed
for while on a stretcher, walked down the aisle with
her husband  She had been snatched from the very
jaws of death No wonder we all sang ** Crown Him
Lord of all”’ There was no shallow emotionalism
about that

After ten days the Principal had to leave, much to
our regret His last meeting was the most wonder-
ful of all Every available seat in the tent was taken,
and at the back the canvas walls had to be removed
so that people standing outstde might hear The
cimax to a powerfully impressive address was the
sight of

FIFTY-ONE RAISING THEIR HANDS
as a sign of their decision to take Jesus Christ as
therr Saviour and Lord Then we remembered the
Lord’s death on Calvary in a great communion service

The Foursquare revival is essentially a joyful one,
and hecause our hearts are filled with praise we love
to give audible expression. The minstry of music
occupies » large place in Elim, and it was certainly

greatly m evidence during the campaign It was easy
to sing under the leadership of Mr Darragh, especially
with the gifted Mr Edsor at the piano Even the
plague of mosqu.toes, which did their best to make
us uncomfortable, could not diminish the volume ¢
song The London Crusader Choir paid us a welcome
visit, and the day after the Crystal Palace gatherings,
at the Principal’s final meeting, we were privileged
to have Miss Joan Holman, Mr W LI Bell and a
male voice choir to give the gospel message in song.
During the remamming weeks, while the Revival Party

NTO His incorruptive Word God has written
I 33,000 exceeding great and precious promises
and over every promise Christ wants to write our
pame. All these promises are ** Yea '’ and ‘““Amen "’
in Him. But 1t 1s only so far as we are able to
understand the fulness of Christ’s redemptive work
for soul and body that we are enabled by faith to
inherit the promises which He obtamed for us when
He ofiered Himself for our transgressions
Faith is from a Hebrew word translated ‘‘Amen,"”’
and in 1ts original means ‘‘ Amen ”’ to the Word of
God. The Hebrew word ** believe ' in Isaiah xhix
23 is translated from a word meamng, ‘* nourishing
fathers,”” and conveys the thought of being supported,
sustained and nourished Mothers 1a the East often
carry theur Little ones by straddling them across their
hips, and encirching them with their hands, hold them
secure. In asking us to believe, God 1s, in this sense,
asking us to rest on the Lord with the assurance that
His strong arm 1s encrchng us and sustainng us
at all times Can you suppose an infant so lovingly
held, struggling to remain 1n 1ts mother's arms?

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THE student of Scripture will most readily agree
with me when, at the outset, I say that there
are quite a few different kinds of baptism men-
tioned in the Bible. Let us consider some of them.

1. The baptism unto Moses.

Moreover, brethren, I would not that ye should be ignorant,
how that all our fathers were under the cloud, and all passed
through the sea, And were all baptised unte Moses in the
cloud and .n the sea (I Cor, x 1, 3J)

The apostle here refers to the experience of the
children of Israel after their exodus from Egypt. The

cloud (Exod xm. 21, 22), and the Red Sea (Exod
x1v }

2 John's baptism

And he [Paul] said unto them, Unto what then were ye
baptised” And they said, Unto John's baptism (Acts xix 3)

The best definition I have yet come across concern-
ing John's baptism 1s given by Principal George Jef-
freys in lus very remarkable book, Pentecostal Rays.
I will take the liberty of quoting his words ‘¢ Let
us, at this juncture, endeavour to find what 1s meant
by the term, * John'’s baptism ’ In order to do this,
we will consider the message that John preached and
the conditions imposed upon those who, having ac-
cepted his message, passed through water baptism
The salient pornts 1n his message were ,

(1} Warning people to flee from the wrath to come

(1) Exhorting people to bring forth fruits meet
for repentance,

{(ur) Pomting people to Christ as the Sin-bearer

{1v) Commanding people to be baptised in water

(v) Promusing through Christ the baptism of the
Holy Ghost
When we read the

carefully, we find that these were the salient points
in the message of the apostles If this be correct,
and we believe it to be so, the gospel that John
preached was the identical gospel proclaimed by them
Furthermore 11 1s the same gospel that 15 entrusted
to every true preacher who will abide in the apostles’
doctrine  The difference between John the Bapusr and
the apostles was that of position only John pointed
forward, whereas the apostles pointed backward, to
the crucified Christ '

3. The bapusm of the Cross,

What 15 meant by this expertence? Once again 1t
seems dangerous to dogmause.

VICARIOUS BAPTISM.

Being bapused for those who had died unbaptised
There are some who still adhere to this custom In
any case there was no command for this—and such
a custom appears quite unnecessary

In my opinion the views under headings (1) and (1)
are the most likely to be accurate.

9. Believers® baptism,

This baptism 1s the one with which we are most
concerned at this time

Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptising them m

the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Ghost (Matt xxvui 19).

And He said unto them Go ye mmto all the world, and
preach the gospel to every creature He that beheveth and
1s baptised shall be saved but he that believeth not shall be
damned (Mark xzvi 15 16)

Both these scriptures contain commands which are
co-extensive with the command o preach the gospel
and make disciples; the only logical concluston, there-
fore, 1s. that whilst the one continues, so also should
the other. In the first we have the responsibility of
the evangelist to admuinister thts sacred rite. and in
the second the believer’s responsibility to submit to it
Baptism is a command

Let us now proceed to examine the question closely
I trust the following will lead all who have not al-
ready alleged their faith in Christ by passing through
the waters of baptism to do so.

The baphism of Jesus.
No talks on such a blessed theme as we are con-
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sidering would be complete without some reference
to the bapt'sm of Jesus.

Then cometh Jesus from Galilee to Jordan unto John, to
be baptised of hum  Bat John forbad hum, saying, I have
need to be bapuised of Thee, and comest Thou to me”? And
Jesus answering said unto him, Suffer it to be so now for
thus 1t becometh wus to fulfil all righreousness Then he
suffered Him And Jesus, when He was baptised, went up
straightway out of the water and, lo, the heavens were
opened unto Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending
like a dove, and hghting upon Him and lo a voice from
heaven, saying, This 15 My beloved Son, in whom I am
well pleasea (Mait 1w 13-17)

We are now transported to an age of transition, a
period of uncertainty and doubt The mist of uncer-
tain convictions was soon to be dispersed, for the long
concealed Sun would soon break through  Crowds
had thronged to the wild range of untenanted and
urcultivated wilderness :n order that they might catch
the accents of a strange vowce. The Baptist had
emerged from his seolitude—the mornmg star was
ushering 10 the dawn of a new and brighter day
Pharisee and Sadducee, scribe and soldier, priest and
publican, all thronged to listen to his words, and to
be baptised with his baptism

Then went out to him Jerusalem,,and all Judza, and all
the region round about Jordan, and were baptised of him
in Jardan, confessing therr sins (Matt i 5, 6)

As the days went by he gave utterance without any
tremor of hesitation to strong denunciation of sin, and
promise of pardon ©Our Lord Himself said, *‘ He was
a burning and a shiming light ' He was a fire which
consumed and a light which gave consolation

And stll the days passed by, unul 1n the *‘ fulness
of time '’ a strange and

WONDERFUL THING HAPPENED.

Jesus Himself applied for baptism  John was con-
fronted by his kinsman  According to his tw.ce-
repeated testimony he ‘‘ knew Him not” The fore-
runner had baptised people of varying conditions and
classes, but at the sight of Jesus he seemed power-
less  Whilst he ‘* knew Him not *’ there was some
strange 1nborn conviction that he, a ‘* lesser light
was fading before the glory of the ‘‘ Greater Light »
Thus we find the uncompromising prophet, he who
had denounced kings, and fearlessly unmasked the
sins of his monster congregations, became submissive
as a child He who had commanded the people to
repent was now himself under orders

We will briefly consider three thoughts concermng
the baptism of Jesus.

1 His determination to be baptised

In the record of our Lord’s baptism 1 thimk we
have a twofold witness to the intensity of His desire
to submit to this ordinance

Who was Lule, the beloved physician?
This 1s a gquestion to which only the
most vague of answers can be given We
are sure, however, he was with Paul in
hig last mpeisomment  Heroic efforis
have been made t0 give him promimence,
but the only result has been the accumu-
lation of a mass of tradit.ons which are
very interesting, but nothing more

These traditions say that he was a
Jew born in Anuoch, was one of the
seventy disciples sent out by Jesus, was
the companion of Cleopas when Jesus
drew near on the way to Emmaus, was
a skilful artist, that he wrote the third
Gospel that he was Paul's companion
m some of his missionary journeys and
1n his Roman imprisonment, and that
after TPaul's death he preached the gospel
m D Imana and Gallia, where he suf-
fered martyrdom abour A D 100

Much of th.s mught be speculation and
guesswork put together in an effort to
give promunence to a man whose great
desire was to remain unnoticed  When
it 1s sifted out, all we can be even
reasonably sure of 1s that Luke was a
devotea friend of Paul, and delighted to
be forgotten himself while he ministered
to his friend and wrote his messages
to the world

In these days when there 15 so much
talk in the business world about ** demi-
nating personality,”’ when men are so
constantly urged to *‘forge ahead" and to
** assert themselves,” when self-assertion
so often parades in the guise of leader-
ship, 1t 15 well for us to be reminded
that ** love seeketh not her own,” that

the greatest Leader the world has ever
seen, or will see, was among us as
** One that served,” and he that will be
greatest among us must be a minister to
his {ellows

(a) *“ Then cometh Jesus from Galilee to Jordan
unto John, to be baptised of hum ™ According to
tradition the scene of John's baptism was near Jericho
where the water was shallow, and the river opened
out mto large lagoons On the other hand, there are
those who infer that Nazareth bemg within a day's
journey from this notable spot, place 1t nearer the
southern end of

THE LAKE OF GALILEE,
Whichever it was, it 1s quite certan our Lord had
to cover a cons:derable distance 1n order to be baptised.

(b} '* Suffer 1t to be so now, for thus 1t becometh
us to fulfil all nghteousness *” These words were the
second recorded utterance of Jesus, and the first of
His public munustry. They therefore demand our at-
tention It 1s evident John did his best to frustrate
the purpose of Jesus, but the Master was insistent

Thus we see, our Lord by His determination set
aside the distance as nothing, and gently, yet firmly,
withstood the pleadings of John the Baptist True
desire always overcomes the seemingly formidable
obstacles
2  The significance of His baptism

We quite naturally ask the question—Why was
Jesus baptised? He the spotless One had no sins to
confess Here 1s a threefold reason

(a) In order 1o set His seal to the munistry of the
Forerunner 1t was fitting that He should give His
approbation to what John had done Thus 1z might
be said, His baptism was i ratification of the ministry
of His great forerunner.

(b) For the purpose of identification He who knew

no sm became one with the sinner How great
His humubity; He stepped into the same waters
through which publicans and harlots had passed
His words were—** thus 1t becometh us.”’ If the King
of glory could humbie Himself, surely we ought also

(c) Because He regparded baptism as a nghteous
institutron.  The phrase ‘‘ all nighteousness »” means
the same as—a righteous msutuuon or appointment
Therefore baptism 1s not man-made but God-ordained
He came to fulfil His Father’s will. He did so. Are
we doing so?

3. The sequel to His baptism

Seemng we have reserved a future talk for this sub-
ject of ** The Sequel to Baptism '’ our words must be
few at this time. His baptism had a very blessed
sequel, -

{(a) The Holy Spiriz descended upon Him. As we
shall see later baptism is a condition to the reception
