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THE CORONATION OF ZERUBBABEL

In my paper Th e Inaugllrat ion of the Second Temple (.JBI.J 
33, 161) 1 I have shown that the offspring of David 's loius, who 
is to be placed on Judah 's throne, Ps. 13~:1 1h, is %erublmbel 
whose birth ( c: 538) is hailed in the seeoml stcu1za of the patriotic 
poem in Is. 9: 1-6 ( JBL 35, 28:3, below ) . Ps. 1 :1:.~ was origiHally 
not included in the coll eet iou of the Songs of the Returu (ZA'l' 
34, 145; JBL 33, 163 ) ~ut seems to have bt•t.•n substitutt·d fo r 
Ps. 110 in which an enthusiastic followm· of Zerubbabd exprt.•sses 
the hope that this Davidic scion will restore the natioHal iuJe­
pendenee of Judah, shattering the great king, the head over the 
vast earth, i. e. Darius Hysta:spis ( AJSL 23, 231, 11. 33 ) . In 
the Achremeuian inscriptions the P ersian kings r epeatrdly style 
themselves sar qaqqari rapa8ti, and in the Visions of %e(·h ariah 
(4: 14; 6: 5) Darius is called the lord of th e lchole earth (.JBL 
32, 112, n. 18). 'l'he Jewish priests were inelitH•tl to :-;upport 
the Persian government , whereas the nationalists hoped that 
Zerubbabel would rule over Judah as the legitimate killg ( lleb. 
ma.Zki-(}iii)q) .2 The relations between the Davidie prilll' l' and the 
Persianizing priests may have been strainetl , but th l· patriotic 
poems of this period emphasize the fact that ZeruhlJahl'l is a 
faithful follower of Jnvn (cf. Hag. 2: 23; Zech. 4: G.9; G: 1:~; 
Mic. 5:3; Pss. 20:4.7.8; 21:2.6.8; 110:1 ; 1~~2: 10 ) . Ed . 
Meyer, Der Papyrusfund von Elepha ntine (1912 ) pp. 1.96 
says that Judaism is a creation of the P ersian empire. The 
Persian kings supported the Jewish theocracy (Ex. 19: G). Nor 
did Nebuchadnezzar suppress the religion of the J ews (EB 11 

15, 386a ). 
For le-' olam after 'l}e-atta kohen in Ps. 110: 4 we must restore

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Umini, at my right, as in Zech. 6: 13 ( JBL 32, 113). The read­
ing le-( olam is due to the le-( olam at the end of the preceding 
line in which the second hemistich kis'alpi le-( olam has been sup­
pressed (OLZ 12, 67, n. 1). Both in Zech. 6:13 and Ps. 110:4 
kohen, priest, seems to have been substituted for mal~J, king, or 
mosel, ruler (JBL 36, 140) just as in Zechariah's prediction of 
the coronation of Zerubbabel the name of the Davidic scion has 
been replaced by the name of the high priest Joshua. Joshua 
has been inserted instead of Zerubbabel, not only in Zech. 6, 
but also in Zech. 3 (JBL 32, 114). Also in Haggai (1: 1.12.14; 
2: 2.4) the name of the high priest Joshua repre.sents a subse­
quent insertion. In Zech. 6: 13 we may read mal~J instead of 
kohen, and in Ps. 110: 4 tim86l, thou wilt rule. Ps. 110: 4 should 
be read as follows : 

He swore and will not revoke: 
So thou shalt rule at my right hand 

Thy throne is for ever, 
as the rightful king. 

Gen. 14 was written at the same period (at the beginning of 
519 n. c.) for the encouragement of the adherents of the Davidic 
scion : just as Abraham with his 318 servants was able to con­
quer King Chedorlaomer of Elam and the kings allied with him, 
so Zerubbabel will be successful in his rebellion against the great 
king of P ersia (OIJZ 18, 71; cf. also PSBA 40, 92). Elam is 
named in Gen. 14 instead of Persia, because in the days of 
Abraham Persia did not exist: Cyrus the Great is the first king 
of Persia; he welded the P ersian tribes into a single nation; 
originally he was king of the Elamite district of Ansan (EB11 

7, 707a; 21, 206h.253a ) . The term miilkt-Qii<)q, rightftd king, 
wa.~ afterwards misinterpreted as a proper name (cf. ZAT 34,· 
142 ; "\VP 198, n. 15; ,TAOS a4, 418). rrlt e Melchizedek episode 
in (Jeu. 14 is a subsequent insertion, added at a time when the 
high pri est hacl become the head of 1he J ewish nation after the 
suppression of ~eruhhabel 's rebellion in the spring of 519. 
There was no high priest of Judah before the reign of Darius 
Ifystasp is ( ;;~ 1 -48H). rJ'he object of the Melchizedek episode is 
to inculcate th e importance of the payment of the tithe to the 
pries1J1oo(l (cf. En 3845, last line ; 4907, 1. 2; 5104, 1. 2). 
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Ps. 110 exhibits the same (elegiac) meter (M1·c. 22, n. 1) as 
the other Songs of the Return , whereas P s. 132 is composed of 
lines with 3 + 3 beats (JAOS 27, 109; .JBL 33, 169 ) . rrhe 
priestly redactors may have considered Ps. 110 too revolutionary; 
therefore they substituted Ps. 132 which is more ecclesiastic. 
Similarly the tetrastich Hag. 2, 20-23, which stood originally at 
the end of c. 1, was suppressed and subsequently appellded at 
the end of the Book (JBL 32, 113, below) . In both Psalms, 
which may have been composed by the same patriot ic poet , some 
revolutionary statements have been eliminated: as stated above, 
we must restore in Ps. 110 after the beginning of the second 
pentastich, He swore and w-ill not revoke, the hemistich thy 
throne is for ever, and in Ps. 132: 10 the original line E xtend 
his sceptre from Zion that he conquer his foes in war has been 
replaced by a tame variant of v. 16 : Let thy priests be clothed 
with right, let thy faithful shout for joy (JBL 33, 162 ) . 

rrhe coronation of Zerubbabel, which is predicted in Zech. 
6: 11, where the priests have substituted the name of the high 
priest Joshua, is glorified in Ps. 21. The poet says there in the 
first triplet : 

The wish of his heart Thou hast granted him, 
not denied the request of his lips. 

Thou 'lt grant him blessings of goodness, 
setting a crown of gold on his head. 

The wish of his heart and the request of his lips were the corona­
tion as King of Judah (v. 5, he asked of Th ee life, Thou ha,st 
given him, lm1gth of days, is a subsequent addition ) . The same 
desires were imputed 75 years later by Sanballat to Nehemiah 
(Neb. 6: 6). The Jewish priests, who sympathized with the 
Persian government, were opposed to the r estoration of the 
Davidic kingdom. ;Their attitude is reflected in the Deutero­
nomistic chapter 1 S 8. Ezra told the people (Neh. 9 : 36) that 
they were servants, and the land, which J HVH gave to their 
fathers, yielded its increase to the kings whom J HVH had set over 
them because of their sins. The poet therefore promises Zerub­
babel in the second section of Ps. 21 :3 Thy hand will reach thy

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f oes, thy right hand will ca.tch those who hate thee. This 
refers not only to the P ersians, but also to the Jews who suppor.ted 
the P ersian government, just as the Hellenizers in the days of 
Antioehus Epiphanes (175-164) abetted the Syrians. Their 
breed is to be swept from the land. The poet says: Tho-ugh they 
int ended evil against thee, planned a plot, they will not pre­
vail. J HVH will make Zerubbabel a blessing for ever, so that 
future generat ions will say, Mayest thou be as blessed and suc­
cessful as Zerubbabel. But the hopes of the enthusiastic fol­
lowers of the Davidie scion were not realized : their patriotic 
uprising was n ipped in the bud, and their leader, it may be 
supposed, was put to death·, probably crucified ( JBL 33, 161) . 

The Temple was not completed at that time, but the coronation 
no doubt took place before the altar within the Temple court, 
and the surrounding wall of the sacred precincts may have been 
restored. The restoration of the Temple had been begun in the 
fall of 520, and the coronation of Zerubbabel must have taken 
place in the spring of 519. Some of the ancient gateways of the 
Temple enclosure may have survived the destruction of Jerusalem 
in 586, even if the doors were burned. The poet does not refer 
to the dela!O!, but to the si? ar·im and peta~tim.4 These venerable 
witnesses of ,Judah 's former glory need no longer be downcast, 
they can lift up their head with pride, because there is to be a 
Daviclic prince again on the throne of Judah. rrhe section in 
which the poet apostrophizes the ancient gateways, through which 
the ~lorious king is to enter, has been detache<.P and appended 
to the religious poem in Ps. 24 the first two lines of which should 
be prefixecl toPs. 8 (cf . • l AOS 38, 329) . The answer to the ques­
tion lVho 1~s the king of ylory? was originally not ,J11v11 , but our 
prince, David's son, Z crubbabcl, our kiny. I~,or the lines prais­
iHg his JH'owess (vv. 17.20 = P s. 24 : 8.10 ) cf. t he epithet 
Cl-yibhor[im], h·~uler of warriors, in the poem ( Is. 9 : 5) written 
at thP time~ of tl)(' hirth of %;eruhhahcl (:·H~e my paper lUagnificat

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If we append the final section of Ps. 24, the poem consists of 
three sections each of which comprises two triplets with 3 + 3 
beats in each line. The :first section is addressed to J HVII ; the 
second to Zerubbabel; the third, to the gateways of the Temple 
enclosure. In the final triplet all listeners may have joined with 
the singers. 

This poem may be translated as follows:

The ma after Msu' atiflpi in the first line is the emphatic -ma 
which we find also in Prov. 30: 13 and Ezek. 16: 30 (Est. 49, 13; 
GB16 401h, B ) . In Assyrian this enclitic -ma is often appended 
to suffixes; cf. JAOS 16, cix. Also the last word of the fir~t 
line is enclitic (cf. JBL 36, 251): it was pronounced mog, not 
me'og (c f. the remarks on son, shoe, and son, peace, in Est. 28; 
JBL 35, 283; contrast 36, 257) .-The word for request in v. 3 
corresponds to the Assyrian eristu,, desire; it should be read 
arest, with s, not iirest (ZDMG 65, 561, 1. 28; cf. JBL. 36, 257). 
In Arabic we have tu1ra8a, to be greedy, to crave (syn. fami' a, 
~writ; a, jOJi' a) . In Ps. 61 : 5 we may adopt H up f e l d 's reading 
are.~t , desire, or, more correctly, icrest, a form like ge?Jert, con­
struct of gcl]ira, instead of ieru.Ssat, heritage. For initial Aleph 
= y, and i cf. ~A 2, 278; NBSS 203.- It is interesting that 
hoth in Ps. 21 and in Gen. 14 God is called Elyon which is gener­

of .~atltl~l! ( GB 111 80na; ~DMG 69, l 71, I. !J ) . 
~<~r·uhlmiH~I 's thron e was not very stable, hnt the poet assures 

him in v. H th at it will not totter. Olshauscn's view that the 
king looks haek on a long successful reign is unwarranted. 
II i tz i g snggcstc~d 1 ha t bt!-' ozzt1b:r't. in vv. 1.14 might allude to 
Uzziah (77!J-7·10 ) . li e thought that both Pss. 21 and 22 were 
composed iu 811. H e admitted, however, that tC~taddchu in Ps. 
21 : 7 and ni[' fJ r}at_l iu Ps. 20 : !) pointe<l to the post-Bxilic period. 
llut tl11 ~ P ie) of xmlu, to rejoice, is usccl also in Assyrian: he 
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cheered my heart (lit. liver ) is uxaddi kabitti. H itzig 
pointed out that the foes in v. 9 were not necessarily foreign 
foes; he deemed it better to refer especially v. 11 to internal 
enemies. According to De Wette-Baur (1856) Ewald 
believed that the king might be Josiah (640-609) or even a later 
ruler, but in the third edition of his Psalm en ( 1866) p. 85 he 
was inclined to refer this poem to tT eroboam II ( 783-7 43 ) . 
Grretz referred Ps. 20 to Josiah,6 and Ps. 21 to Hezekiah (727-
699 ). Kittel (1914) p. 807 thiuks that Ps. 20 originated in the 
period between Hezekiah and Josiah. Cheyne was inclined to 
refer both Pss. 20 and 21 to the l\Iaccabee Simou ( 142-135 ) . 
Duhm regards Ps. 20 as a Sadducean psalm glorifying Alex­
ander Jannmus (103-76 ). 'Vellhausen, Skizzen 6, 169 (1899) 
says that Pss. 20 and 21 are m1doubtedly post-Exilic, whereas 
Budde (1915 )3 thinks that it is as clear as noonday that Ps. 20 
is pre-Exilic. Sellin , Serubbabel (1898) p. 190 correctly 
referred Pss. 20 and 21 to Zernbbabel, but he assigned also Pss. 
45 and 72, which glorify Alexander Balas (ZA 30, 94 ) and 
Ptolemy Philadelphus (JBL 33, 170) to the same period, 
whereas he regarded Ps. 110 as l\Iaccabean (cf . op. cit . pp. 192. 
194) . According to Schultz (1888) both Pss. 20 and 21 are 
Davidic. 

Duhm says that tali! (v. 4) is natiirlich preterite, but it is, 
of course, future.- The suffix -ka at the end of v. 7 is due to 
dittography.- For tim .. 9a in the second hemistich of v. 9 we may 
substitute ta.SS.ig. Kau tzsch and Kit tel read tim~tar;, and 
Duhm: tal]6; cf. the remarks on miSlft~t!, JBL 35, 288.-For 
ke-tann{ir (v. 10) we must read be-tanmir; R cu ss rendered:

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736 ). He b. na.fa corresponds to Ethiop. matfaya j cf. below, 
conclusion of the paper on the Tophet Gate. "\Vildeboer 's ren­
dering pour out (ZAT 17, 180) is gratuitous.-In v. 13 the two 
hemistichs must be transposed, and for salsm we must read 
8-ib·nu'tm, preceded by le-hafnot ( cf. JBL 36, 252).

20: 4 is haplography for the emphatic ie<Jas­
senenna, He will incinerate it.6 The omission of the suffix in 
silsnulm is clue to haplography, while the plural 1 in be-metarelsa 
is dittography of the r ( cf. JJlic. 74, w; JBL 34, 59, l. 13; 36, 
251). Reuss rendered correctly: Du wirst machen, dass sie 
den Riicken kehren, but this requires the addition of the suffix 
to sab·m and the insertion of le-hafnot ( ef. 1 S 10: 8). For 
penehem at the end of v. 13 we may r ead panemo j cf. Ps. 11: 7 
and pirjftmo at the beginning of v. 11. "\Ve may read also 
zar' amo in v. 11, silsmamo in v. 13, and iif{!all?J' emo in v. 10; the 
omission of the final -8 in the last two cases may be due to 
haplography.-Jli at the beginning of v. 13 is due to vertical 
dittography, as is also the ki before tesifChu at the beginning of 
v. 7.- The le before the gloss kol in v. 9 .should be omitted and 
prefixed to 'olam ya-' afj at the end of v. 5, which is a misplaced 
gloss to la-' {u_l in v. 7.- For pan elsa in the gloss le-' er paneb~a we 
must read appeb·aj cf. be-iom appo in Ps. 110: 5 (AJSL 23, 232). 
Briggs' rendering in the time (of the setting) of thy face 
(against them) is impossible. Also in Lam. 4: 16 we must read 
a.ppe ( cf. arlj appajm, slow to anger, and ProY. 30: 33) instead 
of pene; the two lines of this couplet must be transposed; the 
acrostic line is v. J()b.

Cheyne (1888) said of this poem: The tope adopted toward the 
king reminds us of expressions in the Assyrian royal psalms. 
Gunkel , Ausgewiihltc Psalmen (1911 ) p. 40 has cited a umuber 
of Assyrian and Egyptian parallels in his interpretation of Ps. 
20. Ps. 21 would read in Assyrian as follows (cf. JBI; 31, 123.
