Mentions the letter allegedly written by Lenin about the. enforced confisca­
tion of Church valuables which "recently circulated in the press" - its 
genuineness has not been finally established. The writer argues for a con­
nection between early Soviet anti-Church policy and the political power­
struggle of the period.

I. Anonymous report on the arrest of P. Starchik (on 20 April 1972) and his

2. Conversation with a German publisher by Vladimir Maximov, undated, 
probably spring 1973. He speaks about himself and answers questions about 
his writings and ideas.
